I'OsTAL TELEGRAPHY.

The President of the Western Uniou Has
His gay.

Washington, February 2Sth.—A. number
ofpersons interested in postal telegraphy
assembled in a room of the House Post-

Committee this morning to listen to
Dr. N'orvin Green, President of the West-
ern Union Company. Postmaster-General
Wanaraaker. with his Assistant Attorney-
General Tyner. Gardner Hnbbard and rep-

resentatives ofthe different telegraph com-
panies were present.

Dr. Green began his remarks by discuss-
ing the merits and demerits of the Euro-
pean Governmental telegraph system. He
said that while in instances their charges
were lower than those in the United States
they were conducted at a loss. He pre-
sented a table showing that the domestic
companies had 18,000 stations and bandied
over 00,000,000 messages annually against
53,000 stations and 173,000,000 messages in
the rest of the world. The Western Union
controlled ten-elevenths of this business in
the United States, and the stock was held
by 3 sjO persons in the United States.
' Dr. Green believed that the United States

Government had no business with the
management of the telegraph. It could
not manage it as cheaply, it could not do it
better, and none of the senders oftelegrams
bad asked it. It was proposed to make a
rate of one-half of the cost of sending mes-
sages, and the deficiency would have to be
made up by the 57,000,000 people who did
not use the telegraph. The receipts of the
New YnrK office of the Western Union
inch:: i 1700,000 annually from the pool
rooms and sporting places. A large class
of telegraph users were stock brokers and
speculators. Were those people who were
to be protected? Were those people in
whose iuteiest people were to be taxed?
If the Government wanted to go into the
telegraph business it should buy lines ont-

. It should not seek to £x lcsict:
rates for the existing companies. That
would net be fair to the 3,500 stockholders
of (be Western Union.

The Government, he said, would need
twice as many lines as were now to exist-
ence to do the business. Here was a
scheme [iribtr.ttd to go to 447 postofficea
where there was free delivery, and wnere
were abundant telegraph facilities. This
wa3 the way the Postmaster-General pro-
posed to supply the needs ot 58,000,000 of
people. This was the entering wedge of
the movement to break down the present
companies and establish a complete Gov
ernment telegraph, and against that he
protested. Dr. Green then made a com-
parison between the American and Eng-
lish systems. "Our rates,' he said, "are in
reality (taking into account the free ad-
dresses and signatures, and the enormous
area of territory covered) much lower than
the English low rates, yet it is proposed to
reduce these rates arbitrarily still lower. It
wo*ld require 21,875 miles of wire to sup-
ply a single connection to the 467 places
comprised within the Postmaster-General's
plan, and to do the business practically it
would require at least 100,000 miles of
wire. Atpress contracts the rental of this
wire would be $3,ti00,000. Whoever under-
takes to do the telegraph business over this
system will do itat a loss."

"In this country," continued the doctor,
"there were more telegraph offices than
Pcstoffices. In the older part of the coun-
try it was 50 per cent, greater, and yet
Great Britain owned both telegraph and
Pos'offices. Did that look as if the West-
ern Union was not keeping abreast of the
times? In North Carolina the Western
Union had telegraph offices that did not
pay 25 cents in gross receipts. At the 447
places named in the Postmaster-General's
plan as teiegraph offices, the Government
owned bat 104 Postoffice buildmgs. It was
becoming a grave question as to whether
it now profited the Western Union to con-
tinue its contracts with the railroad com-
panies. Uriginally they were sources of
great revenue, but now the railroad busi-
ness was increasing to such an extent that
it was doubtful if the telegraph companies

which handled their business free did not
lose by the agreement.

The Chairman asked how much of their
business the Western Union did in the free
delivery cities.

Dr. Green replied that about 30 per cent,

would cover it. That the business was
mor« largely speculative than the remain-
der of their business, as it would include
the great money centers of the country.

The Chairman said that it was proposed
to pay the operators out of the two-cent
charge for the postage stamp. He would
like to know what the operating cost was.

Dr. Green replied that a close estimate
placed it at 3 cents per message. In cases
of long-distance messages it ran up to 9
cents. The average compensation of first-
class operators was $75 per month.

The Chairman wished to know how the
rates suggested by the Postmaster-General
campared with the present rates.

Dr. Green replied that generally they
were two-fifths lower. In cases of long-
distance messages they were one-half lower.
The average message was twenty-one
words, including addresses and signatures.
Itwa3 preferable to continue the system of
free addresses to insure accurate delivery
than the English system, where the ad-
dresses were charged for. The addree-ei
were cramped and messages frequently
failed in delivery. To the broad question
as to how the Postmaster-General's plan
appeared to him es a business proposition.
Dr. Green said that of course it could be
carried out, but the business could not be
done by the Government or a corporation
at a profit, and somebody would have to
make up a deficiency.

Representative Grain wished to know
why, if the bill was impracticable, D.-.
Green and the rest of the Postal Telegraph
Company both appeared here to contend
against it.

Dr. Greea replied that it was a serious
matter for them. They did not wish to be
placed in competition with the United
Statts Treasury. The Government couid
afford to bear the loss.

Mr. Crain—"But tbe bill nowprovides for

Dr. Green—"It will have to provide for
that. You will be asked for an appropri-
ation within a year. 1'

Mr. Cram remarked that if no company
would contract with the Government, the
bill could do them no harm.

THE SEAL FISHEBIIS COMB ACT,

Senator Blair Finds Fault vritb the

Press—Monitors Preferred

to Men-of-War.

SEAL FISHERIES.

The North American Commercial Com-
pany Gets Them.

Washington, February 2Mh.—Secretary
Windom has awarded the seai fishery lease
to the North American Commercial Com-
pany of New Yoik and San Francisco.

The bid of the North American Commer-
cial Company of San Franciico, No. 10,
was signed by the well-known fur dealer,
I. Liebea. I? was whispered at the lime
lhat the Alaska Commercial Company wis

behind this bid, but whether or not the
whisper had any foundation in fact could
only be coi'jvctared. The bid was $55,300
annual rental, §2 revenue tax, and f& 35
bonus for eucii sealskin, or the bidder was
willing to pay, in addition to the rent, 45
per cent, of all receipts from the sale of
sealskins. This, it was claimed, wouid net
the Government at least $8 per sain. An a
second alternative this company offered to
pay 10 per cent more than any o.her bid-
der, but wantea the Government not to
restrict the annual kill to less than 100,600
seals. Bid eleven was from the same com-
pany, and contained an cfler of (80,000 an-
nual rental, $2 revenue tax, i762J bonus
and 50 cents a gallon lor oil. Bid twelve,
also from the North American Commer-
cial Company of San Francisco, offered
$57,100 rental, $2 revenue tax, $S 25 bonus
and 50 cents a gallon for oil.

The proposal accepted by the Secretary
i3known as bid No. 11, and as willbe seen,
differs from the other two in being an offer
without conditions. Among other things
the company agrees to encourage the dress-
ing, dyeing and marketing of sealskins
within the United States. The annual rev-
enue to the Government under this lease
on the basis of 100.1)00 seals per annum,
will be about $1,000,000, as against about
$300,000 under the present lease to the
Alaska Commercial Company.

Following are the names of the Direct-
ors : Lloyd Tevis, Henry Cowell, Mathias
Meyer and Isaac Liebes, all of San Fran-
cisco, and Albert Miller, of Oakland.
David O. Mills, of New York, is said to be
a member of the company. The capital
stock is $2,000,000.

MONITORS PREFERRED.

Senator Mcl'hertton Thinks They are the
Beet.

Washington, February 2Sth. —An
amendment was proposed by Senator Mc-
Pherson yesterday to the Hale bill to in-
crease the naval establishment, which pro-
vides, instead of eight immense line-of
battle ships being built, that there be
constructed eigbt low freeboard coast and
harbor defense vessels of the monitor type,
having not more than eighteen leet rirnit.
with twin screws, and a sea speed of not
less than seventeen knots. These vessels
are to be armed with four guns of not less
than twelve-inch caliber, mounted within
tnrrets, or en barbette, together with rapid-
firing guns, and at least one fifteen-inch
dynamite gun. The vessels shall have
either steel or compound armor, and the
total cost not to exceed $2,500,000 each.

SAN FRANCISCO POSTOFFICE.

It is Now Considered a Certainty—The

Site.
Washington, February 2Sth.—Among

items in the urgent deficiency bill, dis-
cussed and approved is Coiurniuee of the
Whole yesterday, was- that appropriating
§450,000 as a balance toward purchasing
a site for the San Francisco Postotnce. The
bill was not passed for the reason that tbe
committee rose before concluding the dis-
cussion, but this virtually settles the mat-
ter of giving San Francisco $SOO,OOO for a
site. No-further obstacle will be put in
tbe way oJ San Francisco obtaining a Post-
office building commensurate with the
city's needs, provided the Commissioners
chosen agree upon a suitable site. The
delegation is divided upon the matter, Sen-
ators Hearst and Stanford favoriug the
Lincoln Grammar School site, Morrow be-
ing non-committal and Clunie rather in-
clined to look with favor on a location
further up town

TARIFF BILL.

Satisfactory Adjustment on Silver and
Beet Sugar.

Washikgton, February 2Slh. —The Re-
publican members of the House Commit-
tee on Ways and Means have informed the
Pacific slope delegation that the same duty
will be imposed upon lead in silver ore
that is levied upon pure lead ore. This
provision willbe reported in the tariff bill,
and, itis said, proves satisfactory to rtpre-

sematives of lead-producing districts. It
will check the supply of lead from Mexico
which comes in with silver ore.

The representatives ot the bcet-Eiigar in-
dustry have informed tbe majority ol tbe
Committee on Ways am; iieaiis lhat they
willwithout complaint accept a reduction
of 25 per cent, of the sugar duty and will
fijhtany greater reduction. The commit-
tee is inclined to leport a cut of 30 per cent.

A Newspaper Man Mioots an Ks-Con-
gressman.

Tbey quar-
relVd OTer a scandal in wljicb Teuloe-r vra-
coanecied two years ago, aud the de)

wnich Kincaid" has -. Taulbee,
v:ho is an euormous specirutn of the raw-
boned mountaineer, pulled Ku-taid's ear.
LateLthey met near toe House restaurant,
and Kincaid pulled a pistol and shot Taui-
bee in ihe face. The wound is not serious,
however. Kincaid is veiy prominent in
society circles here.

The trouble in this matter arose from the
publication by Judge Kincaid of details re-
lating to TiiulbeVs escapade with a fair-
haired young widow, who held, and stiii

i holds a" position in the Patent Office. It
! was claimed at that time by the people thai
1 publish that sort of thing, that Mr. Tauibee

accompanied the widow to the model floor
ofthe Patent Office and between th? num-
erous cases with which the floor is studded,
took occasion to secure unusual liberty
wilh her. A subsequent meeting with the
lady led Kincaid to comment unfavorably
upon Mr. Taulbee and the root ot evil was
planted there. Judge Kincaid was equally
matched' against the six-foot, raw-boned,
sinewy mountaineer, who, for two yei.rs
has been looking for him. The latter is an
ex-circuit prtacaer. Since his dismissal
from Congress he has hung around its
doors without any discoverable reason.
While in Congiess he was oce o! those
amiable nuisances from which Congress
has constantly suffered.

Good-natured, vociferous and ill-advised
Mr.Kincaid has been a man of average
caliber, a Probate Judge in his State and
an excellent newspaper man, full of Euro-
pean travel, with a coilege education and
an especial mark in almost every social
circle in Washington. It is doubtful if
there is a family which entertains in this
city that baa not had Judge Kincaid upon
its visiiim; lilt He is a man of independ-
ent property, who has a predilection for
jourcaiitm. Ke has extended social rela-
tions in tins city which places him among
the first ek-mtnts in diplomatic, official and
army and navy society.

Uncertain statements regarding the af-
fair to-day leaves his friends somewhat at
sea in rtgard to the responsibility of the
act, but the general verdict seems to be one
of justification.

FISHERIES QUESTION.

Report than an Amicable Settlement it
Being Reached.

Wacbcsotov, February 2S;ii.—Nothing
can be learnerl at the State Department
concerning the fisheries question, but out-
side the Decartmeut ii is very well known
that this Government is in constant com-
munication with the Government of Great
Britain with a view to the settlement cf
the Canadian fisheries question, and is also
negotiating with that Government, and in-
cidentally with tbe Russian Government,
for an acknowledgment of the jurfcdic-
tioa of tbe Uni;cd States over Bearing Sea.

In reeard to the foiuier question it is un-
derstood tnat tbe negotiations have pro-
ceeded so far toward a settlement on a
basis satisfactory to both Governments that
the operation of the modus vivmdi allowing
American fishermen to purchase bait has
been extended indefinitely without any
documentary formalities.

General Mile9' Reply.
Washington, February 2tith—General

Miles has filed with the House Indian
Committee a statement replying to the as-
sertions of Lieutenant Kennon of General
Crook's stall, m which he Bays that the
youne officer was not authorized to speak
fnr the Secretary of War. Besidfs General
Miles' statement. Governor Woitley of
Arizona has filed a copy of a resolution
adopted by the Society ofArizona Pioneers
protesting against the passage of the reso-
lution by the House.

The pm
constantly intimated that the reason ol the
alleged delinquency ivnot publi.ihiug such im-
portant matter, rather than prize-fights and
dpg-fiehts, is that my sreech was not entertain-
ing. I have sr ent many thousand dollar? dis-
tributing my speeches. This would have been
unnecessary had cot the press been muzzled and
intimidated and fe'.se to its trust in lhat regard.
Ihave been told by responsible newspaper men
that the Associated Press na<- transmitted
scarcely any tacts which day after day have
been placed before the Senate, and which
should have gone before the people. On the
contrary, the papers have been filled with false-
hoods, lies and misrepresentations oi a grave
characier bearing ou the merits of the ques-
tion. That cannot he accidental. The press
should not cater to the worst side of bumauity,
even though it supplies its owner with a little
mnre cash.' 1 -Hawley said he knew that the Associated
Press performed its duty. It sent from Wash-
ington »very day quite a full abstract of the
proceedings "of Congress ivboth houses.

Hale and Hoar also spoke in defence of the
press, the latter ffnding excuse for the press in
the habit of Senators aud Representatives in
preparing long written speeches and delivering
them to empty benches.

Blair seid: 'Nevertheless, there is a demand
for information xr ich the press does not snt-
isfy.

XHE FENDING BILL.

Coilis P. Huntingdon Talk- About the
Bonds.

New York, Feb/uary 2Sth.— Senator
Stanford came to New York Wednesday
night to confer with his associates in the
Central Pacific Railroad over the funding
bill now before Congress. The bill provides
that the Central 'Pacific debt shall be paid
in seventy-five years, at 2 per cent, interest,
and the tnion Pacific debt in fiftyyears at
3 per cent, interest. The Union Pacinc
Company is understood to be willing to
accept these terms, but the Central Pacific
does not regard the settlement an equita-
ble one. Washington dispatches published
yesterday intimated tbe purpose of Senator
Stanford's visit to be to organize opposition
to the passage of the measure.

Collis P. Huutington laid last evening:
"There was a talk at my office to-day about
the funding bill. Senator Stanford and a
"ew oihers were there. I have said, and
repeat the statement, that we do not con-
sider the bill a fair one to the Central Pa-
cific. Some of our people are anxious we
should refuse to accept the terms, but I
told them today that we had better wait.
We do not intend to fight the bill and shall
not make any organized resistance. If
Congress passed it without any change it
would be time enough for us to say what
we shall do. I hope some amendments
will be made, but I know nothing about
the prospect. We shall take no action for
or against the bill. I insist it is not just,
and it is easy enough to prove it.

"ilystatement before the committee re-
cently explains my reasons. It the Gov-
ernment will indorse the bonds Iwill take
the whole amount and agree to make
$0,000,000 out of the transaction, The
amount of money made by the Govern-
ment in consequence of the building of the
railroad has been enormous, and it can af-
ford to be just if not generous. But there
has been so much demagogy the people do
not understand tbe matter, and do not
seem to be willing to study it. I used to
be annoyed by the abuse heaped on us, but
I suppose I have become used to it. Men
have been sent to Congress simply because
they reviled us; but I do not care what
they do."

To the inquiry if he would like to have
the Government foreclose the mortgage,
Huntington replied in a riost deliberate
manner, "Ido not think the Government
willdo anything of the kind."

In regard to tbe action of the Union Pa-
cific he siiid : "Ihave understood the ad-
justment was satisfactory, but one of the
prominent men ofthe company told rae to-
day he was not in favor of accepting it and
that he was not alone."

PROPHET DKUKT DEAD.

He Was a Weather Clerk of no Mean
Ability.

Springfield (0.), February 2Stb.—Jonas
Dniry, a weather prophet of State celebrity
and a pioneer patriarch of this city, died
Wednesday at the age of 30. He hss kept
a continuous record of the weather for
sis ty-live years past, taking observations
daily and "records of the rainfall and sky.
Aa a weather prophet he ranked with
Twiss, Keaton, Tice and others. He was

ben in Maine and was the son of a Meth-
udist minister, but died a spiritualist. He
was successively a civil engineer, a minis-
ter, a school-teacher, a farmer, a traveling
aeent, a soidier, a civil United States officer
and a weather prophet.

His meteorological records are said to be
of priceless value to history and science.
His famous prediction ofthe terrible Xenia
tornado, four years ago. which came true to
a dot, won him great fame. He invented
a number of astronomical and meteoro-
logical contrivances, one of the most
curious of which is known as a "moon-
winder."

EXPORTING SCHEME..

A Plan to Compete with the Eui;lUli
E.\poi-t Trade.

New Yobk. February 28th. —A plaa has
been hit upon by several merchants in
New York to largely increase their esport
trade to Australia and Africa. The plan is
for the manufacturers of various and dif-
ferent lines of goods to unite and form a
company for exporting their wares. Thi?
company is to be under separate manage-
ment, and manufacturers lake stock in it,
the conditions being that not more than
one firm in the sane line of business -
be admitted, and that lhe company shall
sell the goods of stockholders to the exclu-
sion of those of others.

Tbe manufacturers are paid in cash for
their goods three days after they are
shipped. The seller has no risk, and the
goods willbe sold at manufacturers' prices.
Each manufacturer in the trust receives all
the orders for goods in his line. The com-
pany receives 5 per cent, commission on
allEules.

By formirjg a trust of a variety of lines cf
manufactures countries can be worked
economically by one set of drummers, aud
in this way th» cheaper rales of the Eng-
lish export trail? can be competed with to
advantage.

That Gußtamala Road.
Chicago, February 2Sth.—A. M. Ban-

nis-er. civii engineer for the construction
of the railroad ax Guatemala, which it
ia said, is lo be carried across the
country from ocean to ocean, said to-
day that he had received reliable
advices that it had been purchased by a
syndicate of wealthy American capitalists,
believed to be the owners of the Southern
Pacific Company.

The 2ew organization willbe known as the
Indianapolis Gas Company, and bonds call-
ing for $2,000,000 have been placed on the
market, each $6,000 purchase carrying a
bonus of -0 per cent, stock in the new
company. The purchase includes the Elec-
tric Lighting and Gas Heating Company,
the rights o: which were held by the oid
gas company but never placed in operation.

Afier the three bodies were discovered,
an infuriated mob of 10.000 people stormed
the jail to lynch him. The Sheriff and
posse defended the jail and killed five of
the mob, wounding many more.

DOUBTS SALISBURY'S WORD.

Marquis of Qaeensberry Wants
to Fight a Duel with

Lord Clifford.

ILABOUCHEKE IX TROCBLE.
Demands an Investigation of the

Cleveland -Street Scandal.
Loxdos, February 2Sth.—Laboncbere, in

the Commons to-day, spoke lo his motion
for an inquiry into the Cleveland-street
scandai. He dclailed the facts of the
scandal. The treasury officials, having full
knowledge of the whole affair, refrained
from prosecuting Newliveand Veck until
Blackwood, Secretary of the Postoffice, has
insisted upon taking action against his own

\u25a0mates. Then lindicg themselves
compelled to promote these men, the
Treasury officials determined to prevent an
exposure by r;oing any further, and
tried to hush it up. When Hammond
fled to Belgium no legal difficulty was
in the wtyol Becuring his extradition, but
Salisbury, through the Treasury officials,
wrote, declaring that he could not ask ei-
tradiuon. Hammond went to America,
and as to information and otherwise, was
assisted through Newton, solicitor to Lord
Somerset. The object ofthe Government
was obviously to put Kammand beyond
the reach ot extradition. When the Chief
ofPoiice reported to the Treasury that evi-
dence was in the hands of the'police in-
volving Lord Somerset and others the
Treasury ordered the police to desist from
watching the case.

Lord Somerset obtained a Horse Guard's
four months' leave of absence, to enable
him to quit the country. But he did not
quit the country, and Salisbury being in-
lorrned of this through Sir Dighton Probyn,
stated that a warrant would be issued, but
he caused this decision to become known
to Lord Somerset's commanding officer,
through whom this information was con-
veyed to Somerset. Thereupon Somerset
fled. He was not only allowed to resign
his commission and leave the army as an
honorable officer, but at this moment is
stilla magistrate of two counties.

Labouchere went on .md said that Salis-
bury and others had criminally conspired
to defeat the ends of justice, and therefore
he asked the committee to inquire into the
allegations.

Webster. Attorney-Genera!, Eaid he be-
lieved the House would agree with him
that there was not a shadow of foundation
in these disgraceful charges. It was ab-
surd to sunpose that Salisbury or the
Treasury officials could have en interest to
retard the prosecution of this case. In
conclusion he said he himself had direct
authority to contradict tbe allegation that
Salisbury bad spoken to'anyone regarding
the issue of the warrant.

Lahouchere said that he could not BC-
cept Webster's assurance nor did he believe
Salisbury, whose denials were obviously
untrue.

The Chairman requested Labouchere to
withdraw the words calling into question
the veracity of the Premier.

Labouchere declined, and the Speaker
named him for suspension.

Upon a division, the suspension was
carried by a vole of 177 to 9C-.

Smith demanded that the House express
its opinion on Labouchere's motion, not-
withstanding its withdrawal, and it should
say that the motion was improper and the
charges false.

Tbe vote against Labouchere's motion
was 103 to 80.

J. P. O'Connor, continuing the debate,
said he knew the name oi Labouchere's
informant, and which Labouchere had
oUered to give Webster, and it was one that
carried conviction with it as to the cor-
rectness of the statements that had been
made.

Smith asked O'Connor !o give the name,
in the interests of justice.

O'Connor declined, upon the ground that
the name had been imparted to him in
confidence.

Other members haying demanded the
committee inquiry. Smith, on behalf of
the Government, declined to ailow persons
against whom there was no evidence to be
pilloried and gibbeted, and perhaps ruined
for life. He claimed the judgment of the
House on Webster's aDswer.

The motion to report progress was lost
by a vote of202 to 82.

The Chairman then put Labouchere's
amendment, proposing a reduction of tbe
credit, and Smith moved a closure. This
the Chairman declared to be put. The
discussion continued, and finally under
the closure proposed by another member,
the Labouchere's amendment was rejected.

Labouchere's suspension is for one week.
