HE WOULDN'T SURRENDER.

The Capture and Death of a Bank Rob-
ber.

Meuidian (Kan.), March 2d.—"l'm a slick
'un." Telegraph operator Taylor heard these
words addressed by a stranger last night while
he was receiving a message at the railway

station. He paid no attention to the remark
until he had completed the message on which
he was engaged, which was a description ot the
man who robbed the Valley Falls bank yester-
day. The operator then looked up and nearly
lost his breath when he saw standing before
him the very man described in the dispatch.
He did not reveal his recognition.

The stranger inquired the time of the next
train for Atchison, and asked where he could
put up for the night.

The operator directed him to a hotel where
the "slica 'un" took a room without registering,
requesting that he be called at 5 o'clock in the
morning in time for the Atchison train.

Local police officers Smith and Summerfield,
who had also received instructions from Valley
Falls to arrest any suspect, were informed by
the operator of the presence of the stranger at
the hotel. Arming themselves with Winchester
rifles, they went to the hotel, waited until 12
o'clock, and then, going to the hotel office, ac-
quainted the proprietor with their intention to
arrest the guest.

A bell boy was sent to the stranger's room
with a messaee that it was 5 o'clock—time to
get up to catch the Atchison train.

When the stranger descended to the office he
was confronted by the officers with their Win-
chester rifles pointed squarely at his breast.

He never quivered, but looked inquiringly
around.

' Throw up your hands," officer Smith said.
The stranger seemed to realize the situation,

but instead of obeying the command he
thrust his hands into the side pockets of his
overcoat to draw revolvers.

Both Winchesters were discharged instantly
at his breast.

The stranger fell dead with one bullet through
his heart aud another through his right lung.

The Coroner was notified immediately and
before noon a verdict was returned exonerating
the officers ofany criminalityin having caused
the death ot the bank robber, self-defense be-
ing their excuse.

The outlaw was positively identified from a
registered receipt, dated at Burlington, Kan.,
as one Robertson. The money receipted for
was payable to one D. S. Smith at Ottawa, Kau.

The robber's stealings have been recovered.

PERILS OF THE DEEP.

Destructive Icebergs—A Field of Ice
Fifty Miles in Length.

New York, March Ist.—Nearly every vessel
which has come into port during the past four
months has brought tales of lerrific weather at
sea, but it is doubtful if any reported such hard-
ships as were endured by Captain Smith and
seven sailors, who came to port a few days ago
after losiug two shipmates and leaving the ili-
fated British bark Meteor at the bottom of the
ocean.

For twenty-three days in a gale the vessel was
hove to under heavy canvas. Then one of the
officers and a member of the ship's crew were
swept overboard by high waves and drowned.
For nine days the ship was surrounded by ice-
bergs and a field of ice over fifty miles long.
The rudder was carried away and the bows
and sides crushed in. Then the men
were rescued by a friendly steamer just as their
own vessel was about to sink from under
their very feet.

That is the story of their sufferings. Their
experience in the ice was particularly thrilling.
Once, after tbey had managed to clear the field,
a sailing vessel was discovered a couple of
miles distant. Signals of distress were made,
but the stranger sailed on, leaving the hapless
men to their fate. The vessel was leaking bad-
ly, and they had to work constantly at the
pumps. Fortuuately for them a few hours
later the British steamer Marengo hove in sight
and took them off.

LATEST FROM OKLAHOMA.

A Stupendous Scheme to Make Ita Negro
State.

Guthrie (I. T), March 2d —A lengthy Topeka
special in this morning's Kansas papers, jusl
received here, discloses a stupendous scheme to
make Oklahoma a negro State. This plan, here-
tofore considered visionary, promises to meet
the most sanguine expectations of the origin-
ators. K. P. McCabe, the colored candidate foi
the Oklahoma Governorship, who has just re-
turned from Washington, interviewed President
Harrison. He declines to express an opinion,
but seemed favorably impressed, according to
McCabe, who says Senators Ingalls and Plumb
are lending their influence to the movement,
and other influential members of Congress will
indorse the scheme.

The Grand Brotherhood of Negroes has ap
pointed emigration agents in the Southern
States and expect to colonize in Oklahoma by
September next. Negroes are to be held in
readiness for the Cherokee strip opening.

An excited throng ofDemocrats are discussing
the matter on the streets of Guthrie and talk
rather extravagantly ofan Oklahoma race war,
but the more conservative and cautious among
the Democrats and Republicans pronounce
themselves in favor of negro emigration to
Oklahoma.

HOME HUNTERS.

Boomers Arriving to Settle In the Cher-
okee Strip.

Guthrik (I. T.), March 2d.—The prospects ol
the early delivery of the Cherokee strip to home-
seekeis is attracting large numbers of "boom-
ers." Walnut river from Arkansas City to the
northern boundary of the strip, is already lined
with "boomers" and arrivals occur every day.
The rush into the Cherokee land willequal that
into Oklahoma. At this place, the southern
boundary of the strip, the "boomers" are begin-
ning to arrive in great numbers, choosing the
banks of Cottonwood river as a temporary
homestead. The recent "norther" with its
severe cold causes some suffering among the
poorly housed people, but no fatalities are re-
ported.

The boomers who camped around Guthrie
willhave a double chance ofsecuring tree land,
one chance at the Cherokee strip, the other at
the lowa reservation. The lowa Indiana re-
cently determined to take up land in severalty
and sell the remainder of their reservation to
the Government.

When the Indians have taken their alloted
amount of land there will remain 200,00- acres
ofland quite as fertile as any yet opened to set-
tlement in the Southwest.

ON HIS MUSCLE.

A New Tork Detective Knocked Out by

an Actor.
New York, March 2d—Kate Claxton, the

actress, recently grew suspicious of her hus-
band, Charles A. Stevenson, and hired a detect-
ive to shadow him. Of her suspicions Steven-
son knew nothing until he looked over her
shoulder one evening last week, between the
acts, to see what it was that a messenger-boy
had brought to her, and found that it was a de-
tective bill for {36.

Stevenson grabbed the bill and told the mes-
senger to tell the detective, who was waiting
outside, that the bill would be settled after the
performance, and for him to wait at the stage
door. The innocent detective waited and was
calmly smoking a cigar when Btevenson came
outside of the t heater and asked for the man
who had left the bill.

The detective, eager to get his coin, said he
was the man. Thereupon stsvenson said,
"Take your pay," and gave the detective a blow
that sent him into the street. Stevenson fol-
lowed and kicked the man tillhe could hardly
stand. A warrant has been sworn out for
Stevenson's arre't. and a suit has been begun by
the detective for SJ.OOO damages.

MYSTERIOCS DEATH.

A Catholic Priest Whom it Is Thought
Was Beaten to Death.

Philadelphia, March 2d.—A man supposed
to be P.cv. Father i-eter H.Faron, ol Baltimore,
died in the hospital this afternoon undei
circumstances which ltd ihe physicians to be-
lieve he had been severely beaten by unknown
laities. He registered at the St. Charles Hotel
February 28th as Peter Herbert. He went awa\
yesterday and was not seen again until thi;
morning, when he w*a baekinwhal
the hotel people thoosht v, wagon.

He was found very ili, and was teken to the
hospital, where he sson died.

Before death one of the doctors asked if ha
had any relatives to communicate with, aud he
replied: "Ihave none. If I must die I eau't

i help it.'' His body was badly bruised. Papers
) found showed him to have been connected with

the Jesuit Institute at Krcdurick, Md , and also
the Catholic Church iv Baltimore. He evi-
dently had been a wanderer forsome time past.
The Catholic authorities in Baltimore have been
communicated with.

Eastern Storms.
New York, March 2d.—A blinding snow-

storm set in at 9o'c!ixk, accompanied by a bri'k
I south wind. Many accidents due to "falls on

the slippery sidewalks were recoided at the var-
ious police stations and hospitals before mid-
night. At midnight the snow is still falling.

The snow has blocked the street-car trackspretty effectively, and even the elevated rail-
road has suffered, the blinding snow making it
necessary to run flow. On the Brooklyn bridge
the train men and police suffered severely. Theferry-boats on East aud North rivers were com-
pelled to proceed with the greatest caution.

Boston, March -VI.—A heavy storm has been. raging since early this afternoon. About seven
inches of snow has fallen. Advices from points
offCape Cod report the worst storm of the win-
ter, accompanied with a severe southeast gale.

i At Newport, R. 1., tbe storm is the heaviesti that has visited tbat cltv in years. Dispatches
from Portsmouth and New Bedford also repoit
heavy snowfalls.

New Haven (Conn). March 2d.—The storm
here is increasing in fury and violence and a
high wind prevails, blx inches of snow had
fallen at midnight.

Bavannah (Ga.), March 2d.—The first hard
freeze of the wiuter occurred this morning. Ice
formed and -egetation was killed. A light
snow fell to-day, ,vie first in many years.

Labor l/uion Resolutions.
New York, March .d.—At a meeting of the

Central Labor Union to-day, a resolution was
passed setting forth that the Baseball Players'
League of New York, being a labor organiza-
tion, the meeting heartily indorsed the action ofTimothy J. Keefe atd bis associates inbreaking
the chains of bondage riveted on them by the
National League monopoly, and promising to
patronize the games played by the New York
Baseball Players' Club in preference to the
otbers.

A resolution was passed denouncing the con-
duct of Commander McCalla of the corvette
Enterprise aud CAllir.g upon the Secretary of
the Navy to have him suspended until the
charges are investigated.

Death of an Inventor.
New York, March 2d.—Colonel C. Root, an

inventor, was found dead in a room at No. St,
Monroe stieet, Boboken. The body was moved
to the morgue. lie died of pneumonia. He
had been living there a short time and hired
a furnished room. His effects were removed to
the station. There were some electrical ap-
pliances, and papers from Washington, showing
tbat a patent on an electrical governor had beeugranted him. The Colonel's discharge from a
Pennsylvania regiment and a membership card
from a G. A. K. Post of tan Francisco, where
Root came from two years ago, were found in his
room.

His Last Spree.
Cheyenne (Wye), March 2d.—Four mem, all

beastly drunk, were occupants ofa disreputable
road-house which burned early this morning by
the overturning of a stove. Three staggered
out of the smoke and flames, but Edward M.
Shannon was caught beneath a falling wall
Uis body was burned beyond recognition.
Shannon, the proprietor, Talbot and two others
engaged in a drinking bout, and in the course
ot the celebration knocked the stove over. The
dead man was a civilian iv the employ ofthe
Quartermaster's Department at Fort Russell. He
had a mother and brother in Brooklyn.

Extent of the Maine Gold Mines.
ArcrsTA (Me.), March 2d.—A man who in-

spected the site oi the recent discovery of gold
in this vicinity, says the gold belt is fifteen
miles In width, extending from Sandy river to
Androscoggin. In every mountain quartz rock,
much of it bearing gold, is found. This terri-
tory has been prospected, and the estimate of
gold is up in the millions. The discovery was
made by an old California miner named" Nor-
eross. He has been digging forprecious metals
for liftyyears, and returned from the Black
Hills in 1879.

Warring Greeks.
BmnmmoAß (Pa.), March 2d.—There were

no services held in the Greek Church to-day.
Rev. Andrushowiez remained in tbe parsonage
gazing upon the locked doors of the edifice.
Forty of his friends, all armed, were in and
about the parsonage all day, determined not to
allow the lriends ot Rev. Wolanski to take
possession. Chief Burgess and forty policemen
were also on guard to prevent a riot. Rev, Wo-
lanski and a large number of his followers at-
tempted to enter the church, but desisted upon
the advice ot the police.

Florida Fruit Injured.
New Orleans. March 2d.—A Picayune's Fen-

sicola, Florida, special says: Akilling frost oc-
curred this morning, aud in all probabilities
destroyed the iruit crop throughout this county.
Reports from West Florida are to the effect that
the fruitcrop in that section is badly damaged,
and probably willbe a total loss. Owing to the
mildness of the winter, all kinds of fruit were
fullya month ahead of the usual time, conse-
quently greater damage willresult from the
present cold snap.

Ben Butler's Left Optic.
Boston, March 2d.—The operation on General

Ben Butler's famous eyelid, mentioned in these
dispatches a couple of week s ago, has proved
entirely successful, and has left they eye com-
pletely restored.

The General's right eye, too, has been devel-
oping oflate years a drooping lidon a miniature
scale. It is now veiled more than the left eye,
and will probably be made the object ofanother
operation in tbe near future.

GeraldiDe a Great Sprinter.
Chicago, March 2d.—Mike Kelley, the ex-

jockey, who now is the head trainer of the Mal-
tese Villa stable, belonging to Porter Ashe,
passed through yesterday, en route East, with
three two-year-olds belonging to the stable.
"We willprobbably race In the East almost en-
tirely this season," said Kelley, "as the distances
there are to suit us. In Geraldiue we have a
great sprb-ter, and with her we can get money
iv the East.''

Murder aud Suicide.
Stillwater (Minn.), March 2d.—August Groth

cut bis wife's throat with a razor to-night, kill-
ing here, and then committed suicide. The
murderer left a note stating bis wife bad just
told him she had been seduced by a policeman
in Germany in 1833, while the husband was in
this country. She followed her husband to this
country in 18S7, and lor some unknown cause
told him about tbe matter to-night. The sup-
position is. they agreed to die together.

Slashed Himself.
Corby (Pa.), March 2d.—Sam Mason, one of ;

the nerviest of Pittsburg's old time gambling
pioprietors, attempted to commit suicide on
the night express at this place. He cut himself
horribly in the throat, at both wrists, under the
arm-pits aud stabbed himself in the abdomen.
Mason is reputed to be quite wealthy, but his
brother says he has >ot been himself for some
time owing to seveial heavy business reverses. ,
He is dying.

PAN-AMERICAN CONFERENCE.
Something About the Work of the Com-

mittees.
Washington, March 2d.—The delegates to the

International American Conference are begin-
ning to talk about the final adjournment, which
will probably take place in April. Nearly all
of the committees have make reports, and sev-
eral of them have been adopted. Others are
nearly ready to report to the Conference. The
Committee on Arbitration has agreed to recom-
mend the edoption ofa method for the settling
of international differences, but has not arrived
at an agreement on the details. The Committee
on the Monetary Convention willmake two re
ports, one ofwhich will recommend the coin-
age of a common silver dollar, to be a legal
tender in commercial transactions between the
citizens ofthe several nations The other re-
port, prepared and presented by Coolidge, of the
United States delegation, will recommend the
issue ofcertificates by the United States upon
any bullion that may be deposited in the United
State Treasury by citizens or authorities of the
South American States.

BRAVE CAPTAIN REWARDED.

How He Made a German Commander
Com* to Time.

Washington, March 2d.—The Port to-day says:
Captain K. P. Leary, U. S. N., has been suggested
as Chief of the Bureau ofYards and Docks, to
succeed the late Commodore White, and Secre-
tary Tracy has the matter under consideration.
Itwillbe remembered that Captain Leaty made
himself famous during the Samoan trouble by
the coarse which he pursued toward the Ger-
man corvette Olga.

Complaint was made to the naval representa-
tive ol the United States that citizens of this
country had been despoiled of their property
and their demands sneered at by the Germans
who were trieu in control.

Nothing daunted by the fact that his vessel,
the Adams, was not able to cope with the big
German man-of-war then lying in the harbor of
Apia, Captain Leary trained his guns upon the
former, and gave the German commander until
5 o'clock p. M. to make restitution to the Ameri-
cans In Samoa. "Ifnot complied with at that
hour," senteutlously remarked Captain Leary.
"Ishall begin firing, and continue until one of
us is licked "This exhibition of pluck was too much for the
German commander and he did as requested.

For this action in this matter Captaiu Leary
was thanked by letter by the Secretary ofthe
Navy.

LOS ANGELES' POSTOFFICE.

"There's Many a Slip 'Twlxt the Cup and
the Lip."

Washington, March 2d.—The fight ayainst
the appointment of Green as Postmaster of Los
ADgeles has been renewed here in a new quar-
ter, and, despite the fact that Green received
the indorsement of the entire California delega-
tion, there is a strong probability that he will
not get the office.

The fact would not be at all strange ifhis in-
dorsements were withdrawri and an entirely
new candidate presented for the place. The
disaffection with Green this time comes from
the members of the delegation themselves, and
they onlyawait the return ol Senator Stanford
from New York to see if some action cannot be
taken.

Stanford, by the way, is Green's strongest sup-
porter, standing firmly for him at all times.
Green's opponents urge that he is played out as
a political force: that his appointment to the
Los Angeles Postoffiee would not help the Re-
publican party in Southern California, being
more likely to have a weakening effect, and
that it would be better all around to have some
younger and more energetic man in that place.

New York, March 2d —Miss Kittie, whose
last name would have been Crowley if death
had not interfered, has closed by her own un-
timely demise the chimpanzee romance of Cen-
tral Park. She died of consumption at 3 o'clock
yesterday morning in the presence and almost
in the arms ofher alllicicd keeper.

The sad fate ofMr.Crowley.whodied in Attgnrt,
18*3, demonstrated that New York air was even
harder upon the lungs of chimpanaee* than
upou Caucasians. Kvervthing was done for
Mi-- Kittie that ingenuity and science could de-
vise, but fate overtook her, and about the mid-
dle of December it was evident that she was inthe fatal grasp of consumption. She steadily
tailed. Her dally cxeicise became less vigor-
ous, and instead of romping about the cage or
playing baseball with her keeper, she wonld sitin a corner and listlessly tie true-lovers'knotsiv a niece cf string or build up piles of blocksand knock them down again.

Kittie was two years old when she was brought
here, in June, ISB7, from the region ofthe Congo
river, Africa. She proved to be even more
tractable thau Crowley, and made rapid progressin the arts ofcivilization. Crowds ot children
and nurse girls used to see her eat with her
knife, fork and spoon, sitting at the table with
all the grace of a little girlfrom Filth avenue.

RELIGIOUS LAWS.
A Minister Who Finds Fault With Con-

gressional Legislation.
Baltimore, March 2d. — Rev. Dr. Tobias

Schanfarrber lectured to-day at Harr SinairTemple on religious movements iv Congress.
He said the introduction of bills savoring of re-ligion will shake the very foundation of our
Government aud work for the establishment ot
anarchy. These legislators forget in their zeal
for their religion that they are endangering the
existence of the grand structure. The standards
of their religion are pessimistic, full of dark-ness and gloom, and where its precepts
are not strong enough to require adherence
they would call in the strong arm ofthe Govern-
ment for their heaveulv work. Not by all the
Blair Sunday rest and educational bills;that
were ever devised will the condition of affairs
be instituted to the credit of the Government
and mankind. Not by the joiting of our freepublic schools to the church of non-sectarian
Christianity will the millennium be brought
about. Force is a poor weapon. We haveenough law. We want more liberty. Chain the
mind of a free thinking man and it will soon
break through and hurt the tyrant.

A Gigantic Elm Tree.
A monster elm stands on the Avery

Durfee farm, in Wayne county, between
Palmrya and Marion, writes a Syracuse,
H. V., correspondent. Two feet above the
ground it measures 33 feet 10 inches in
circumference, and o feet above the ground
20 feet 10 inches. It is 60 feet to the first
limb. The body would make five 12-foot
logs, averaging 3,250 feet; the total amount
of lumber in the body of the tree is 16,250
feet. It is estimated that there is sufficient
lumber above the sawlog, to make four
cords of4-foot wood. Taking one-half of
the diameter of the tree three feet from
the ground, which is 48 inches, allowing
each inch to represent ten years' growth,
the age is found to be 480 years. Cut into
inch boards the elm would cover nearly
two-fifths of an acre of ground. Ifmade
into stove-wood 16 inches in length there
would be sixty cords.

Eighty years ago, when the farm was
cleared, this tree was left as a landmark.
