ENGLISH POLITICS.

Labouchere is Developing a Strong Fol-
lowing.

London, March :&—In political circles the
extreme gravity of the position in whicli La-
bouchere s charges place the ministry is more

zeo ou the reading of Attorney-
General We! :•.:'» speech. Everything the At-

.-1 said as to his action proves
clearly thai these Cleveland street miscreants

•iken out ofthe ordinary category of crim-
inals and dec.'', with in a mannerwhieh insured
their escape.

The position in which Lord Salisbury person-
ally is placed is most compromising. It is es-
tablished without denial that no step was taken
to apprehend Lord Arthur Somerset until the
Priuce of Wales had sent his equerry to Lord
Salisbury to protest agaiust tne suspicions
which were being aroused by the deliberate in-
action of the Government.

The secret of the Prince's action was that
Somerset, •\u25a0 challenged by his com-manding officer with complicity in these crimes,
declared that if he were touched more highly
placed personages would sutler 100. This in-
famoi: «s Labouchere declares it to
be, stung the i'rince in'o the extraordinary
s'ep he then took ofcomplaining to Salisbury.

Despite his illness Lord Salisbury' must, it is
bc-1 ieved, come to the House of Lords early next
week to offer a further personal explanation. If
not, public judgment will go against him by de-
fault. The suspension ofLabouchere fora week
is advantageous to Salisbury, as Labby will beprecluded trom instantly answering any expla-
nation Salisbury may make.

It is possible that before this scandal is closed
Uu Prince of Wales will be brought into con-
flict with the Premier. Altogether the affair
has create 1 a public sensation, and has inflicted
the giv -,-c on the Government of any
event si;;ce the Pi^nf. exposure.

In an interview to day Labouchere main-
tained that hewasqnite in order on the rules
of prccedurc-. and that Courtney was wrong.

That he did say something and that
somethl \u25a0incrscVs flight as
soon as the time elapsed lor him to ba informed
of its purport, and that thsD, and not till then,
was the warrant issued for his apprehension—
so mucn was admitted. At present that will
do."

Labouchere would not say who his informant
was who gave Mm an account of the actual
conversa-ion between Probyn and Salisbury,
but there is no secret about it, that it was
Knollys, the I'rinceof Wales' Private Secretary.
Nor would i.&bouchtre intimate what he in-
tended to do v> hen admitted to the floor of the
House again. He can scarcely tell all he knows
without showing the hand the Prince of Wales
has iv the pie, and this is a pretty bold step to
take.

However, the Liberals arc jubilant at the
awkward position ot the Government. They
even go so far as to predict the defeat of the
Unionist candidate, Graham, at the St. Pancras
election on Tuesday. The exciting conditions
under which the debate was carried on offered
a forecast of the scenes which are expected to
take place during tbe discussion of the Com-
mission s report next week. Personal feelings
aud animosities are so greatly concerned that
it wiU be impossible to avoid heated alterca-
tions. The Attorney-General will again be the
main object ofattack.

.iSOTHKK RAILWAY.

Proposed Line From Quebec to St. Charles
Bay, Labrador.

HOH—tZAL, March Ist.—Jean Blachct has
given notice that on Monday he will ask the as-
sent ol the Provincial Legislature to introduce a
bill for the construction of a railway along the
north shore ofthe St. Lawrence, from Quebec
to St. Charles bay, on the Labrador coast.

The application sets forth that such a road
will open to the trade of the West, British
Columbia, China, Japan and Australia a route

much shorter and mote economical for the
transportation of mails, passengers and mer-
chandise to Errand and Europe than any other
railway upon '.lie continent, and as a military
ro id it wi 1 be of much advantage to the Em-
pire.

His itcreasiDgdeMlity under re-
lieved epileptic attacks has caused the Pope to
make a nomination, a tt;-p that is never taken
unless the cud is believed to be near.

BOBBED BY TRAINMEN.

Palermo (Italy), March 2d.—As an inward-
bound train for Palermo was crossing a deso-
late tract of country the carriages were invaded
by a troop of bandits. The passengers were
robbed of 52.400 in coin and all their valuables.

The fact that the robbery was committed
while the train was at fullspeed, and also that
no stoppage was made, aroused the suspicions
ofthe victims, who discovered that the bandits
were simply the disguised train bands. The
passengers had the train men arrested and re-
covered th„rmoney aud jewelry. The mas-
queraders were consigned to the jail in this
city.
