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Vore the straight Republican ticket or |
the straight Democratic ticket, and let the
contest to-morrow be not involved by
trades in the interest of private ambition,
;o matter who the candidate is.

TaE faithful official in municipal office
should be retained in the interest of com-
mon economy. Mayor Gregory, upon the
testimony of bis opponent, Mr. Comstock,
has proved to be one of the best executive
officers Sacramento has ever had. Why
then discharge him to give place to a man
who has had no experience in municipal
matters, and who will have to spend three
full years to learn the lesson which Mayor
Gregory has accomplished already?

Davip DupLEy FreLo the distinguished
publicist, has pronounced in favor of ballot
reform. He would have all citizens by
law compelled to vote. In that matter he
is in advance of public sentiment. But it
may come to pass that certain privileges of
citizenship will be made dependent upon
the citizen having exercised the elective
franchise. A gentleman in Sacramento
four years ago publicly proposed such a
reform, and contended for it in some well-
written papers and pamphlets. At the
time he was considered chimerical in his
views and altogether impracticable. It is
just possible that the gentleman was only
a few years in advance of the public judg-
ment.

THE election of Mayor Gregory is as-
sured. It is therefore only a question of
majority. That can be reduced only in
two ways—by the votes of men who say:
“Oh, both the candidates are good men,
and it makes no difference to me who is
elected.)” Secondly, by the votes of the
men who are weak enough to give the
Democracy a bargain by trading votes in
the interest of Dillman, or some other
candidate. If it makes no difference to
you who is chosen, reflect that it makes a
decided difference to the municipality, and
your duty is not only to yourself, but to the
city of your home, that its affairs may be
administered by experience, competency
and energy. If you are tempted to give a
vote to Dillman in return for one for Greg-
ory, remember that you thereby aid in
turning the police department over to an
influence that controlled it once in the in-
terest of inaction, lawlessness and shame-
ful incompetency. Mr. Gregory wants no
votes that are purchased of Dillman; Mr,
Drew wants no votes that are secured by
loss of strength to any colleague he has
upon the ticket,

STANDING UPON THE TRACK.

The Archbishop of Paris last week
issued a decree forbidding cremation.
Everyone has heard of the foolish fellow
who resolved to stand upon the track and
seize the locomotive in his two good hands
and pitch it into the ditch when it arrived
that it might not cross his land. Every-
one has also heard of the degree of suc-
cess with which his efforts were rewarded
The Archbishop of Paris has simply
proved to the world what a short-sighted
and ill-informed council directs his utter-
ance, and how slavish he is to be its mouth-
piece.

Cremation is acknowledged by the first
scientists and philanthropists, by the lead-
ing medical scholars of the world, by the
most experienced sanitarians, by the most
studious men, and by all those who have
given any considerable thought to the sub-
ject to be the one, only, and altogether su-
perior and decent method of disposing of
the dead, not only for the protection of the
living, bnt for paying the highest respect
to the departed. A thousand times the
clean, purifying, white hot chamber of the
incinerator, where the flame does not
reach, and the pearly ashes, the result of
cremation, to be treasured in a vase and
buried, stored or entombed thereafter, than
the deep, dark,damp grave, with its corrup-
tion, rotting horrors, and nameless tennants
that feed upon putrefaction, to say nothing
of the poisoning of the soil, the pollution
of waters, the contamination of the at-
mosphere, and the cultivation of the mi-
crobes of contagious and infectious dis-
eases.

Not long ago the American Catholic
Quarterly Review, the ablest and most
brilliant church journal on the continent,
undertook to prove that inhumation alone
was possible of recognition by the Church.
But after mighty labors the conclusion
reached was this, and this only: The
Church traditions have all been for burial,
therefore they shall not be disturbed ; the
fatkers practiced burial, therefore we must
not advance ; musty, dusty and parchment-
dried old councils of Church dignitaries
decided centuries ago that the grave is the
destiny of the helpless hody, therefore the
nineteenth century of enlightened scien-
tific discovery and research must be obedi-
ence to the past.

So the Archbishop but follows at the
heels of the theological father he acknowl-
edges. It little concerns him that in
twice a score of other things, the Church
has, in the past, occupied positions rela-
tive to doctrines of discovery, science and
progress incompatible with the knowledge
of the present. In this matter of crema-
tion or burial the Archbishop reflects that
it is a matter of taste or sentiment, rather
than of creed or doctrine, and hence his
Church has, and must not lose the oppor-
tunity in this one instance to prove her
power. For as the question does not in-
terfere with liberty of conscience or politi-
cal freedom, the Church is insured against
any very vigorous opposition to its decree
in favor of burial as the only “Christian”
method for the disposal of mortal remains.
But the Charch is only emulating the ex-
ample of the fellow who attempted the
experiment with the locomotive. Crema-
tion will continue; it will presently be
the chief means of disposing of our loved
dead; it will not be many years before
science and sanitary knowledge will in-
struct the law, and its decree will be that
burial is injurious and dangerous to the
living ; provecative of disaster and death,
and hence worthy of inhibition by statute.
The Church in that day will do as it has in
others, yield to knowledge, and its devo-
tees will wonder that their fathers could
have been as foolish as they are to stand
upon the track when the locomotive thun-
ders down the line upon them.

Ir is said that schemes are afoot in the
Dillman interest to trade for that nominee
in any and all forms. Let Republicans
consider one moment what would be the
result of Dillman’s success, through that or
any other means. The Police Commission
might be revolutionized, and with Dill-
man in office in that event, we all know
what that would mean. The gentleman
against Diilman is thoroughly competent, a
man who has in no way been mixed up with
police scandals, and who will go into office
clear of all complications, and free from

any obligations to the lawless element.
He is the man then who ought to be put
into the place. If he is defeated it will
be because Republicans trade him off. Let
there be no trading—let us have the whole
ticket elected.

SACRAMENTO is nmow in a position to
enter upon real reforms, and an era of
great advancement in the matter of public
improvements. The present Mayor is bet-
ter capacitated than his opponent to
carry out the wishes of the people in these
respects, and to profit by the l2ssons of ex-
perience. To reject him now, and start in
with a new man who has had no practical
knowledge of the involved finances, the
municipal laws and the difficulties that
surround economic government under the
charter and the State laws, would be the
act of folly. In private business no man
would so act. Having a competent and fit
employe he certainly would retain him at
a time when his business was in a transi-
tion state, whatever he might do in ordi-
nary times.

Mgr. Prarr makes a strong point in
favor of Mayor Gregory when he says:
“Until he assumed the direction of our
financial government all efforts to settle
the debt by compromise or otherwise re-
sulted to the city’s disadvantage. Since
then, however, the only important suits
against the bond-holders that have been
gained by the city—notably those estab-
lishing the fact that bonds bear no interest
after maturity, and that coupons bear no
interest whatever—have been secured dur-
ing his administration. As a result, the
city is now placed in an offensive instead
of the reverse position heretofore occupied,
as we can now dictate the policy and terms
of settlement. In other words, the bond-
holders now virtually ‘walk the floor,’ in-
stead of the city occupying that undigni-
fied position, as in the past.”

ReruBLICANS should amber that
neither Mr. Gregory, Mr. Hart, Mr, How-
ard nor Mr. Drew want any trading in
their interest. They are prepared to stand
or fall together. Be more than suspicious,
therefore, of offers to trade in the interest
of either of these gentlemen for Demo-
cratic votes. The Dillman faction are out
and offering barter already for Republican
votes, promising anything for Republican
support of the ex-Chief of Police, whose
one term of office was enough for Sacra-
mento. It could hardly stand another
dose of that character.

— -

Ux~Less the Republicans of Sacramento
are prepared to turn the entire govern-
ment of the city over to the Democracy.
they will make especial efforts to-morrow
to defeat the opposition. There are al-
ready two Democrats upon the Board of
Trustees ; to elect a third will give the
Democracy a clear field for augmenting
the strength of its party, and next fall the
Republicans will go into the State canvass
handicapped badly, so far as Sacramento
is concerned.

MR. GREGORY brings with his candi-
dacy competency demonstrated, fitness and
vigor. He knows by one term of experi-
ence just what the needs of the city are,
and just what the difficulties are in the
way of accomplishing reforms and econ-
omies. It is no time to “swap horses.”
Sacramento is not in a position to try po-
litical experiments, and if she does so she
will get the worst of the bargain.

Tue Clan-na-Gael has disbanded Camp
20, which was so disgracefully related to
the mystery of the death of Dr. Cronin.
That was a right thing to do, but ten to
one that the men who composed Camp 20
remain in the order, and hence no real
good has been at all accomplished by the
disbandment.

ReEMEMBER that whoever offers to trade
a Democratic vote for a Republican one,
does so because he is going to get the best
of the bargain.

THOSE MONGOLIAR QUAILS.

The Bay Sportsmen Kicking About Their

Distribution.

The following paragraph appeared in the
Call's sportsmen’s department yesterday :

Bportsmen resident in the counties adjoining
San Francisco are not pleased with the way in
which President Routier, oi the State Fish
Commission, disposed of the several crates of
Chinese quail recently received for distribu-
tion. Local sportsmen do not coincide with his
ideas as to the places where the game birds
shall be distributed. Five hundred birds have
already been liberated. Some are on the prison

rounds near Folsom, some on the Rancho del

aso, but the greater number found their way
to Mr, Routier's own ranch on the American
river. There are yet 500 birds to be distributed,
and as there are several favorable localities
neer this city where the birds will be well pro-
tected, it is hoped that the Sacramento sports-
men will not be favored to the exclusion of all
other sections.

The Call is not quite accurate in its state-
ment concerning the distribution of the
birds referred to, and could hardly have
got its information from the REcorp-UxiIoN,
which stated just how the quails were dis-
posed of. The crates originally contained
100 birds, but many died on the voyage.
One crate was liberated on the State Prison
grounds, near Folsom, where no hunting
is permitted, and where they will have
abundance of water and careful protection.

Another crate was sent to J. B. Haggin’s
Rancho del Paso of 44,000 acres, another

preserve where sheoting is not permitted.
A third lot were distributed between the
farms of President Routier of the State
Fish Commission, Dr. Manlove and a few
other residents along the American river,
where care will be taken to protect the
birds. These were all the birds that were
distributed in this part of the State. One
crate was sent to Fresno, one to another
county in the San Joaguin valley, and one
to N. D. Rideout in Yuba county.

It is not true that the localities where
the birds bave been liberated in this sec-
tion are infested with vermin that will
prey upon them. These farms are all care-
tally worked and quite free from polecats,
foxes, etc. And, as 2 matter of fact, Presi-
dent Routier liberated on his place fewer
of the birds than were sent out to other
localities. Moreover, there was littie or no
opportunity afforded to correspond with
parties in other parts of the State as to their
desire or inclination to receive and look
afier the quails. The latter came quite
unexpectedly, and had been landed for some
time before the President of the Board of
Fish Commissioners were apprised of their
arrival. Hence, he was obliged to act at
once, as the birds were dying i confine-
ment.

The Call expresses the opinion that, as
the Chinese quail is a ground bird, its
pataral enemies will soon kill off the sev-
eral colonies that have been liberated. This
may prove to be the case, and if it does,
there will be no use in experimenting with
the bob-white of the Eastern States, which
is also a ground bird.

This is just the point that it is desired to
have solved. The sportsmen of California
have been for years clamoring for the in-
troduction of some kind of quail that can
be found without havive to go to the chapar-
ral thickets of the foothills, bat which will
content itself about the meadows and stub-
ble-fields of the valleys. Such a bird must
pecessarily be a “ground” bird. We have
enough of the other kind now, for there
certainly is no lack of native quail, It
is to be hoped that the recently-imj cet:d
Mongolian quail will stick to the ground
cover, otherwise they would be no im-
provement on the native bird, which too
often destroy a day’s s for the gunner
by hiding in the heavy foliage of live-oak

trees.

Writers on the subject say that the Chi-
nese quail is a most pugnacions little fel-
low, and in its native country is used by
the “‘sports” (oot sportsmen, fortunately),

for the same purpose that the correspond-

ing class of Americans smploy game-
cocks—namely, for ﬁﬁhtir 2. Itispossible,
therefore, that they have grit enough to
fight off some of their natural enemies,
and sense enough to ".oost out of danger. A
resident of this city | who is a native of
Brezil, and has b ad experience with the
qnails of that ct,untry, thinks the Chinese
birds are ide'stical with those of South
America, a8 they resemble them perfectly.
If they are the same he says they will be
found ta afford splendid sport for the de-
votees of dogand gun. The quails there
have proven themselves sufficiently cun-
ning to evade their enemies, and there is
no reason why these should not here.

For the benefit of the sportsmen of the
metropolis who feel that they Lave been
slighted in the matter of the distribution of
the few hundred quails already received, it
may be stated that President Routier and
Secretary O'Reilly of the Fish Commission
say there will be another and larger con-
signment before long, and no doubt most
of the birds will be turned loose in the bay
counties, where—if they manage to escape
their natural enemies—their *“‘nnnatural”
enemies, in the shape of hordes of Sunday
meat-hunters, may be able to soon exter-
minate them.

There have been many inquiries as to
why the Fish Commissioners have not as
yet imported Eastern quails, as had been
intended. The Recorp-Uxiox is informed
that the Commissioners have corresponded
with several persons in the East who ad-
vertised to supply quails to order, and even
closed a contract with one man for a large
number, but he was unable to deliver the
goods. The breeding seas:n will soon be
on in the East, and the Commissioners
have little hope of securing a supply of
bob whites this year, but will not relax
their efforts in that direction.

THE RAILROAD DEBT.

The Proposed Settlement no Benefit to
the People.
[From the American Standard.]

The basis on which Congress proposes to
settle with the Union and Central Pacific
Railroad Companies is not acceptable to
the companies and would not be beneficial
to the people. The corporations could not
liquidate their indebtedness within the
stated period, and their efforts to earn the
sums needed to meet their annual pay-
ments as per proposed settiement, would
necessitate a rate of charges that would op-
press both producers and consumers. A
railroad must earn its fixed expenses or be-
come insolvent. If these railroads were to
accept the terms offered by the Senate
committee they could not meet their an-
nual payments under the law now govern-
ing their charges for freights and passen-
gers. If the inter-state commerce law was
so amended as to enable them to make the
necessary earnings, the people would lose
$5 while the Government received $2.

The settlement ought to be made, if
such a thing is possible, on a basis that
will not compel an advancement ot
charges. The advantages which the Cana-
dian Pacific road has over the Union and
Central are all combined in the single fact
that its necessities do not tax to the utmost
its capacity to meet them. This condition
of things does not exist, nor, unless there
is a change in public sentiment, will it
ever exist, with the Union and Central
roads. They find it difficult to meet the
demands upon their ready cash, and un-
friendly legislation has tended to swell the
volume of demands and diminish the
sources from which the cash is derived. If
the settlement offered by Congress will not
assist the roads in this respect it will not
benefit the people, and it would perhaps be
better both for those who ship and travel
over the roads, and for the companies
themselves, for the Government to take
the roads for their indebtedness.

The parties most interested in the settle-
ment are the people. The Government has
lost nothing. On the contrary, it has
saved millions—perhaps $100,000,000—in
the cost of transportation and from the ciy-
ilization that followed the construction of
the transcontinental line. The Govern-
ment gave away a large area of land, but it
sold the alternate sections for double price.
Without the road the land could not have
been sold at any price. It is said that the

eople were made to pay $2 50 per acre for

and which but for the land subsidy they

could have bought for $1 25 per acre.
This is true, and it is also true that but for
the roads the land subsidy eided in baild-
ing, the people would not have bought the
land at a cent and a quarter per acre. The
railroad has created values more than fifty
times in excess of its indebtedness.

But all this does not remove the fact that
it owes the Government a large amount of
money. The question is, how can this in-
debtedness be secured, and how can satis-
factory terms for its payment be arranged ?
Congress admite that the security—the
main lines of the Union and Central—is
very much short of being sufficient, and it

roposes to take a mortgage on the unaided

ines built and owned by the two com-
panies. If the companies were willing to
increase the security value on an indebted-
ness about which they have been subjected
to a large amount of annoyance and har-
assment in advance of its matarity, there
comes up the question of whether this ad-
ditional security woald be worth what it
cost.
The Senate committee seems to have
overlooked the fact that these unaided
lines are bonded for s> much per mile, and
that any lien which the Government
might obtain upon them would be in the
nature of a second mortgage, the value of
which could only be estimated in connec-
tion with the previously-issued bonds, for
the payment of which a first mortgage has
been recorded. If these roads are bonded
for amounts approximating their value,
the companies will no doubt consent to
their going in as security for their indebt-
edness to the Government. So also would
the bondholders, as the Government would
then hecome responsible for both principal
and interest. As a whole, the Congress-
ional plan of settlement will hardly re-
ceive the approvai of the people. It pre-
sents no phase of advantage to the Govern-
ment. Itis a proposition to throw a large
amount of good money after a compara-
tively small amount of bad.
