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TORN INTO SHRELS. )

HORRIBLE VEATH OF PHILIP HORAN,
CK-WATCHMAN.

Struck by Last Night's Incoming Oregon
Express—How the Discovery
Was Made.

As the 10:40 Oregon express train from
Ban Francisco cameinto the depot last night
8 REcORD-UNION reporter saw what resem- |
bled & man’s cost Iying across the front
of the pilot of the locomotive, and think-
ing that perhaps it betokened an accident
to some person, ran to where the locomo-
tive halted beyond the east end of the de-
pot. The yard switchmen had already
reached the engine to cut it loose from the
train, and by the light of their lanterns dis-
covered the coat and had picked it up when
the reporter reached the spot.

And, sure enough, it bore the ghastly
evidences of a terrible death. The gar-
ment, which was a long one, made of oil-
cloth, and well worn, was partially cov-
ered with blood, as also were the pilot, the
wheels and all the gearing of the locomo-
tive on one gide, while shreds of under-
clothing hung here and there to the ma-
chinery Fragments of flesh were spat-
tered over the side of the locomotive as
high as four or five feet from the rails.

The yardmen gathered about the loco-
motive and shuddered as they gazed at its
blood-bespattered machinery that told of
the awful death of some poor unfortunate.

The reporter sought engineer Goff and
asked him if he was aware of having run
over any person. Hereplied that he was
not, and knew nothing of what had hap-
pened until that moment, when he was
shown the bloody coat and the condition
of the locomotive.

To Justice Newton of Washington, who
is in charge of the railroad depot at night,
engineer Goff said that as his train was
coming in it passed several track-watch-
men in the vicinity of Webster Station and
beyond, and their fires were burning at
intervals along the track. He passed an-
other fire just this side of the long trestle
and about seven minutes’ run from this
city, and remembered that at about that
moment the wheels of the locomotive
seemed to be slipping on the track and it
jolted slightly, as if passing over some
small sticks. It was just enough to attract
his attention, but as the locomotive went
along smoothly the next moment he
thought nothing more of it and came right
along to the city. As it was then certain
that somebody had been run over, he had
no doubt that the accident occurred at that
point, although he saw nothing on the
track as the train approached the spot.

The matter was reported at once at Su-
perintendent Wright's office, and the con-
ductor of the overland express, due at 11:40,
was notified by telegraph to keep a look-
out for the body and to bring it in if found.

In the meantime another of the patrol-
men came upon the remains of the victim,
which were torn and meangled to shreds,
and scattered along the track for a distance
of several hundred yards, He boarded
the train when it came along and explained
that it would be useless to then endeavor
to gather the remains together, and the at-
tempt was not made.

The reporter saw this man when he
arrived, and learned that the name of the
decessed was Philip Horan; that he was
from Suisun, where his aunt resides, that
he was a single man, and was employed as
one of the track-walkers between here and
Davisville.

Justice Newton notified Reeves & Long,
underiakers, and went out about 1 o’clock
this morning on a lccomotive to gather up
the remains and take them to Washington,
where an inquest will be held te-day.

The theory of the railroad employes is
that Horan laid down by the track, with
his head on one of the rails and his coat
thrown over his body. The coat is of a
grayish color and so closely resembled that
of the ground where he lay that the engi-
neer could not distinguish it.
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HIGH WATER BELOW.

Brannan Island Inundated, and Eeveral
Others in Danger.

A telegram to the REcorp-Uxiox from
Walnut Grove, received last evening, said:
““The water here to-day is six inches higher
than at any time this season, but the levees
in this vicinity are all good for from fifteen
to eighteen inches more.

‘A break was report on Mrs. Hensley’s

ranch on Andrus Island, butit was repaired
before much damage was done. It is very
doubtful if it can be held, however, as the
water runs over the levee in many places,
and a large force of men are at work with
sacks.,

“The same may be said of Grand Island,
which they are working bard to save, and
if there be no strong winds or further rise
in the river they will no doubt hold it,
although the water has ran over in some
places.

“The Brannan Island levee broke on the
Morgan ranch yesterday, and at last reports
was fast filling up. The break is reported
to be ninety feet wide.”

It may seem a little strange to most peo-

le that the water should be so much

igher in the lowew Sacramento than it
was last December, w\ile it is so compara-
tively low here, but the situation is easily
explained.

The river was 26 feet 11 inches in front
of this city when the break in the levee at
Payne's ranch, on the Yolo side, occurred.
Had that break not occurred, or had it since
been closed, there can be little doubt but
that the water in the river opposite Sacra-
mento would to-day be higher than it was
in December. As it is, there is probably
more water going down the river channel
and through the break, than the river then
contained before the break occurred, hence
the higher water below.
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HARD TO GUESS.

The Swearing Was Awful, and Puzzled
Court and Attorneys,

A young man named Henry Jones was
in the Police Court yesterday charged with
petit Jarceny in stealing valuables from the
room of an itinerant patent medicine ven-
der in a down-town hotel. Jones worked
for the man, and when the latter missed
his wife's watch and chain and about $25
in money, he suspected him of the theft

and bad him arrested, together with an-
other employe.

In Court the defendant swore that one of
the witnesses for the prosecution was the

ness told him that he was going to “touch
off the patent medicine man and skip the
town."”

In turn the accused witness swore that
he met the defendant coming down the
stairs of the hotel with all the stolen prop-
erty in his possession, snd that the de-
fendant gave him a half-dollar and told
bim to go and get something to eat.

The testimony wes so contradictory that
the spectators in the room burst into laugh-
ter several times while one was accusing
the other. 't was hard to tell who was the
best liar, and City Attorney Church con-
fessed that he hardly knew who to believe.

AWFULLY MEAN.

How Unscrupulous Persons Impose on
the ‘“slot” Machine.

Unless some new arrangement of their
mechanism can be devised, the “drop-a-
nickel-in-the-slot”’ weighing apparatus and
“try-your-nerve’ electric batteries have
seen their best days. So far as the weigh-
ing machines are concerned, there was
some time since discovered a means of
“beating” it, by pushing up against the top
of it, when the dial that marks the person’s
weight is released.

But recently another method has been
devised of cutting oft the profits of the
owners of these machines, which have now
become so common in hotels and saloons
all over the country, and the proprietors
are said to be nearly crazed in consequence.
It seems that evil-minded and unscrupu-
persons are imposing on the innocent siots,
which are nnable to distinguish the differ-
ence between a leaden bullet flattened by
a car-wieel and the nickel of the realm.
Secret Service Agent Harris has gone to the
assistance of the nickel-in-the-slot men in
San Francisco, according to the A4lta, and
has been successful to some extent. He
found that there are hundreds of pieces of
base metal which greatly resemble a nickel
afloat in this city. These pieces are only
advertising dodges of a red rubber stamp
man, but they cause the slot machines to
yield up their treasures, nevertheless.

Mr, Harris obtained such a piece that
greatly resembles a five-cent piece, and
might even be passed as money, for on one
side it has a large figure 5, with a small ¢
at its right. The piece reads, “Good for 5¢
on purchase of stamp.” Harris found that
Klinkner had ordered 1,000 of these imita-
tion nickels from Chicago. Mr. Harristold
him that if he put any more of such stuff
on the market he would be arrested for
violating a United States law, the penaliy
for which is a fine of not more than $1,000
or imprisonment for not more than five
years.

FISH AND GAME.

El Dorado County Froposes to See the
Same Protected.

The Supervisors of El Dorado county
have under consideration an ordinance to
protect the fish in our mountain stream by
preventing them from getting into the
difches and destroyed in them. The pro-
posed ordinance is as follows: ‘“The pro-
prietors of all water ditches and flumes
drawing their supply from the waters of
this county, shall place and keep in good

repair at the heads of their respective
ditches or flumes, through which the
water from the stream or lake entering the
ditch or flame shall pass, strips of wood or
other material, the meshes between which
shall not exceed one inch in width, for the
prevention of the passage of fish from the
stream or lake into the ditches or flumes.
Any person taking water from any stream
or lake in this county in violation of the
provisions of this ordinance is guilty of a
misdemeanor.”

* Another feature of fish protection,”
says the Republican,'‘is to require ditch
owners to leave at all times at least ten
inches of water in the stream at the head
of the ditch, so that fish can exist and get
up and down the stream. The Board is
also urged to adopt an ordinance for the
protection of deer by making it a misde-
meanor to kill any of these animals for the
next two years., This measure is deemed
necessary by some of our citizens, as these
animals have died by hundreds in the
mounntains this winter on account of the
unusually heavy snowfall, and have also
been destroyed in large numbers by those
who hunt them for their hides.”

They Found Themselves,

At least two men have shown up in the
past few days whose whereabouts had been
a mystery to their friends. One is Isaiah
Hurlburt, the Willows lawyer, who started
a couple of weeks ago for Shasta, but—it
was reported—had not been seen after
reaching Red Bluff. Mr. Hurlburt no
doubt knew where he was all the time.
Yesterday he was asbout the streets of this
city, and did not look like a man who had
lost himself.

Anugust Simoni, who left this city myster-
iously a month ago, is here again. He had
been employed near San Francisco in the
meantime,

Horses for the East,

In one of the cars which left here the
other evening for New York with the
horses from Senator Stanford’s Palo Alto
farm, were three promising ones sold by
Wilbur F. Smith, of this city, to Charles
Miller, of New York. They are Calabar, a
three-year-old bay, sired by Guy Wilkes,
dam Rosendale by Sultan; Felucca, a two-
year-old brown mare by Guy Wilkes, dam
Cora by Buccaneer; Neols, a four-year-old
by Sidney, dam Mollie by Chieftain.

The animals, judging from their breed-
ing, were purchased cheaply enough, the
price being $6,000.

The Weather.

Yesterday was one of the old-time spring
variety, of which Californians have been
wont to boast. The temperature at 5 A. M.
and 5 p. M., according to the Signal Service
reports, was 42° and 62°, while the highest
and lowest was 63° and 42°, with a cloud-
ess sky. The highest and lowest temper-
ature one year ago yesterday was 60° and
52°, with 2,38 inches of rain. The highest
and lowest one year ago to-day was 66° and
51°, with .40 of an inch.

The barometer remained high yesterday,
standing at 30 47 inches at 5 A, M. and 30.45
inches at 5 p. M.

IN THE LINE OF PROGRESS.

The City Board of Trade's Plans—Its
Proposed New Building.

The Beard of Trade of this city, through
a committee composed of A. Andrew, E.
K. Alsip, William Ingram, Jr., George M.
Mott and G. G. Pickett, has issued & circu-
cular to the public setting forth ifs pur-
poses in incorporating, and calling atten-
tion to the advisability of citizens sub-
scribing to the stock of the Board with the

object of raising a fand for the purpose of
erecting in this city a building to be known
as the Board of Trade building, which will
not only be a credit to the city buta good
financial investment for the stockholders.
It is proposed to erect a building costing
from $100,000 to $200,000, according to the
success with which the proposition is met,
no plans or specifications having as yet
been agreed upon. The only thing which
might be stated as definitely settled is, that
should success crown the efforts of the pro-
moters of this enterprise, the building will
be centrally located, and used for stores
and offices.

“Already,” says the committee, “applica-
tion has been made by a large and respon-
sible firm for a ten years’ lease of the en-
tire first floor, at a remunerative rental.
Some of the ablest and most experienced
financiers in the city have considered the
proposition and have asserted that, view-
ing it from a financial siandpoint, if prop-
erly managed, cannot fail to prove success-
ful; and that, aside from the advantages
which the city at large would derive from
the erection of a large and magnificent
building such as is proposed, it would be
remunerative for investors, and have at-
tested to their faith in the enterprise by
subscribing liberally for stock.,”

ON THE WAR-PATH,

Mayor Gregory S.ays_HeKnows ‘Who Was
Responsible for His Defeat.

The following staternent was published
over the signature of Mayor Eugene J.
