A YOUTHFUL TRAVELER.

Little Frank Wilson’s Long Journey on
Two Dollars.

“Please ma'am I'm very tired, and want
some place to sleep to-night.”

A bright-faced little chap about 14 years
of age, whose dust-covered, soiled and
ragged garments bore evidence that the
wearer had not been leading a life of ease
of late, stood in the doorway of the resi-
dence of Win.

His father had been dead for many
vears and his mother was forced to work
bard in order to support berse!f and child.
She was employed for some time as cook
by a well-to-do family, near Tucson, Ari-
zons, up to about a year and a half ago,
when the family moved away. The
boy, Frank, as scon &8s he was ten
vears of age, worked for the same
family for his board and lodzing. When
their employers moved away, motber and
son were forced to look for new employ-
ment. Mrs. Wilson learned of a desirable
position in Reno, Nevada, and not having
money encugh to take both of them, went
alone, leaving the boy hehind in the hands
of an acquaintance. That was over a year
ago. Tne acquaintance left Tucson a
mornth or so ago, and ihe boy had to shift
for himself. He struck out with $2 in his
pocket for Reno to join his mother. He
walked much of the way, and received
stance, in the way of tranzporiation,
railroad men on the way. He ar-
! in Stockton on Friday, after walking
tifteen miles from I op. From Stock-
ton a kind-hearted man tock him as
far az Florin, and f there the iittle fel-
low tramped into this city —ten more
miles.

After hearing the boy's story Mr. Davis
was fuily satisfied that it wastrue. The
boy did not ask for any money, and stated
that all be wished was permission to sleep
in a barn or cellar. He said he intended
to resume his journey early the next morn-
ing.

Mr. Davis regretted that hie had no spsre-
room in his bhouse, but suggested to the
little fellow that he couid be accommo-
dated by the authorities atthe Receiving
Hospital. The boy was willing. so Mr.
Davis accompanied him to the Hospital,
where the officer in charge provided him
with a good bed. A Rrcorp Uxiox re-
porter interviewed the voungster during
the evening, and the latler's story to him
was the same as that told to Mr. Davis.
Mr. Davis has taken a decided interest in
his protege’s welfare. and will endeavor to
get him over to Reno without further
walking or starviog.

WHICH SHALL IT BE?

Well Graded Thoroughfares, or Streets of
the Hog-Wallow Kind ?

There have been many prophecies made
of late to the effect that as soon as the
streets, which are now drying up rapidly,
receive their annual spring-time smooth-
ing over, the agitation for a general system
of raising and grading will bhave dropped
out of sight. It should be remembered, in
this connection, however, that each prop-
erty-owner is persenaily interested—there
is nobody else specially concerped in bis
individnal interes's, and no body of citi-
zens is in any way bound to sce that the
streets adjoining each one’s preperty shall
be improved.

It will not do tor ail but a few to hold
back and do notbing bu: predict failure,
for that would be th= most certain method
of bringing about such a result. It has so
operated in the pasi, to the detriment of
the city, and only nuited action and the
encouragement of all citizens can insure
success.

The proposed sireet grading company
must not be left to work out ils own salva-
tion, for it cannot go atiend ana do what it
is desired it shali do unless property-
owners provide the necessary capital to
enable it to get into operation. There will
be a meeiing this evening at the Court-
house of those who have already sub-
scribed, and to which sll who are interested
in baving the streets imaproved are invited.
Now is the time to start the work, and to-
night’s meeling sboald determine the
question as to whether or not the sireets
shall remain in the hog-wallow condition
of the past winter, or be properly graded.

Over 2,000 people went out to Snowflake
Park yesterday afterncon to see the prac-
tice work of the Sacraments ball club, and
from appearances it is quite certain that
the opening game next Sunday (weather
permitting) will be attended by an im-
mense throng of admirers of the nationaj
sport. The diamond was in fair condition
yesterday, but the outfield was rough and
in places there were mud-puddles which
obstructed, to some extent, the fielding.
All eleven members of the club were on
band, each arrayed in a difterent kind of
uniform. There were catchers Bowman
and McHale, pitchers Harper and Zeigler,
and fielders Stapleton, Reitz, Godar, Daly,
Roberts and Goodenough. All appeared
in good condition excepting Godar, who

was limping from a recent strain of his left
leg. Each player wss given an opportu-
nity to show what he could doin the bat-
ting line, Harper and Zeigler pitching to
them. Reiiz, the second baseman, became
at immediate favorite with the audience,
and his neat fielding and accurate throwing
provoked the greater share of the applause.
Reberts and Goodenough did brilliant ont-
field work. Daly at short appeared to be a
trifle stiff and slow, but it is probable that
by next Sunday he wiil have all the kinks
out and will redeem himself. He is ca-
pable of doing good work, as his record
shows, and is a great hitter.

THE WARRING MAGNATES.

As was stated in the Suxpay UxiIoN, the
Directors of the California League met at
the Golden Eagle Hotel Saturday night to
make the finalj arrangements for the open-
ing of the season and the adoption of a
schedule of games, but up to the hour of
going to press no sgreement had been ar-
rived at. The meeting remained in session
all night and was a very lively one.
Messrs. Enright, Robinson and Finn, who
composed the Schedule Committee, each
had a schedule to offer,and each contended
that his was a fair one. The disposition on
the part of the Bay representatives to iake
the cream and leave nothing for the “coun-
try” teams was bitterly opposed by the
Sacramento and Stockton Directors. The
Bay men were stubborn, and the result
was that no sgreement was arrived at, and
Robinson, Finn and President Mone left
for San Francisco on the first train yester-
aay morning in a pet,

It appears, however, that upon their ar-
rival at the metropolis they were con-
fronted by Mr. Harris, who owns the msjor
portion of the league stock, and that gen-
tleman announced that they must go back
to Sacramnento and come to an agreement.
He had learned that the two “country”
teams were likely to draw out of the league
and start & new one, unless they were
given what they wanted on the schedule.
This would be disastrous to the league at
this late day, and an agreement was neces-
sary at all hazards.

Messrs. Mone and Dlobinson refused to
return to the Capital City, claiming that
they had other busisess to attend to. But
Mr. Fion was willing, so he and Mr.
Harris boarded the next train for this city
and arrived last evening.

Last night's proceedings were intended
to be very secret, and in consequence the
hotels as a meeting place were avoided.
After Mr. Enright bad been notified of the
presence of the Messrs. Finn and Harris
he visited them at the Capital Hotel and
shortly afterward all three disappeared
mysteriously. It was not until near mid-
night that they were discovered by a re-
porter in a rear room of Mr. Enright’s
office on J street. When asked for a state-
ment of the situation that gentleman in-
formed the reporter that mstters were still
in a chaotic condition, but they believed
they had reached an understanding by
which all differences could be settled be-
fore daylight. What this understanding
was they would not say, but judging from
the happy countenances of Messrs. Finn
and Harris it was evident that they had
zotten over the opposition league business
all right.

The meeting was still in scssion when
the Recorp-UN10N went to press.

Nathan followed the coat for a couple of
blocks, in order to make sure that he was
not mistaken, and then calling for a police
officer, pounced upon the wearer. Thelat-
ter was astonished as well as indignant. He
declared tbat he was not a thief, and pro-
tested against being arrested.

The committee will organizeon the train,
and some of the members will remain at
Washington until the appropriation has
been made, if there be the slightest hope
of securing favorable action by Congress.

CITIZENS ARGUSED.

The Dives Are Becoming too Flagrant
and Must be Stopped.

The article in the Suspay Un1on showirg
up the foulness of a dive on Front street,
between I and J, where little children are
lured in,to join the general depravity and
drunken orgies which are conducted in the
place, caused considerable comment on the
streets yesterday, and the opinion was gen-
eral that such places sheuld be attended to
by a committe of citizens, if the police
cannot break them up.

A prominent citizen in speaking of the
matter yesterday said: “I would like to
be one of a committee which would make
a descent upon every dive in Sacramento,
and scourge every one of the disreputable
creatures who conduct them and frequent
them, cut of the city. They are bad
encugh even when frequented exclusively
by the low, but when they reach out and
engage in the demoralization of our youth,
it'’s bigh time to bring them up with a jerk,
and a good hard jerk, at that. The town is

being overrun by this Jow class.
The northern couniies have been
waging war against ithem of
late, and it's no worder  that

they flock to Sacramento, where they
are, so tospeak, received with open arms.
I say that it has gone too far, and has to
stop. Anybody who wants to convince
himself of the thorough rottenness of these
places would do well to take a walk along
K street on the south side, from Front to
Fourth, and then look into a few of the
negro dives on L street. If it duesn’t
nauseate him, I'm badly mistsken.”

There is a strong law against selling
liquer to minors, but apparently the au-
thorities have forgotten about its existence.
Had an oflicer dropped into the Front-
street dive above mentioned on Saturday
night, he wouid have found several youths
of tender years “drunk, dressed-up, and
glad of it,” 2s one of the youthfal inebri-
ates described his condition in the presence
of a reporter.

THE HELL-HOLE CLOSED.

It was learned at the police station ves-
terday that Chief of Police Lee some days
ago notified the persons running the place
that complaints were being made of its dis-
orderly cheracter, and that they had to
mend their ways or close up.

The “‘roasting’’ the dive received in the
Suspay Uxiox doubtless attracted the
Chief’s attention, if it did not that of the
disreputable crestures who are said tobe the
proprietors, for he left an order that if the
place should be found open last night to
have it closed.

The place was open and in full blast,
with its usual mob of toughs, and officers
Harvey and Coffey went there about 10
o'cleck and ordered the persors in charge
to clear the room znd close the place, which
they did.

If it should reopen again somebody
should be held responsible, for there is
certainiy authcrity vested somewhere to
evoke the license that should never have
been given to conduct it. No license should
be issued to irresponsible or unknown per-
sons to conduct dives, especially to persons
who wesr on their faces the stamp of cor-
rupted morals ana whose presence suggests
the aroma of the Penitentiary.

A Sunday Suburban Surprise.
The usual domesticserenity of the neigh-
borhood of L and Twenty-third streets was
enlivened yesterday afternoonbya staflling
equesirian incident, Pretty little Nellie
