DENOMINATIONAL TERMS.

Alexander Campbell and Bis Teaching*
—The "Campbellite" Churrh.

An interesting discourse was delivered
yesterday by Uev. A. M. Growden of the
First Christian Cburcb, who chose for his
subject: "Is Christ divided? Was Paul
crucified for yon, or were ye baptiz din
the name of I'aui?" —1 Cor. i., 13.

"Ifthere is a Csrupbellite Church," said
the pastor, "Alexander Campbell must
have been crucitied for it. Into his name
the members of such church ruust have
been baptized. Alexander Campbell, irom
what 1 have read of him, must have
equalled Luther iv moral courage: \\'ts-
lev in piety; Gladstone in scholarship, and

Whitfield in his love for the salvation of
souls. He was a noble reformer, and yet
as humble as 8 child. He sacrificed world-
ly emolument for the truth of God, toiled
tillthe silver locks adorned, a9acrowa of
glory, the righteous massive br.iw, then
meekly gathering his trophies he laid them
at the feet nf that divine Lord whom he
loved to serve. Like ihe Apostle to the
Gentiles we may say to him: He fought a
good tight; he kept the faiih, and without
a doubi has been crowned with tbe eternal
crown. He, and his father. Thomas Camp-
Dell, have done a noble work for
humanity. Alexander was born at
Shaw's Castle, Ireland, June, 17ei<>, and
died in Bethany, West Virginia, March,
ISCO. Was educated in the University of
Glasgow; arrived in the United States in
1809. In ISIO he founded Beihanv College
aud became its first President. His pub-
lished works number fifty-two. 'He was a
man of remarkable intellectual and moral
powers, and a cultivated scholar.' Because
both fatiier and son refused to accept
any human creed they were compelled to
stand aloof. In 16G4 there had gathered
around them SSOjQOQ members; in 1880,
500,000; to-day nearly 1.0W.000 widely
and favorably known in the United States,
the United Kingdom and the isles of tbe
sea. In Australia no relieious body is
prospering more than this body. In place
of making a new creed they broke the
power ofcreeds. In place of building a new
religious party, they called men back to
'The old paths,' which had been obliter-
ated by theological rubbish. They restored
the simple gospel which had been distorted
by theological systems, hair-splitting dis-
tinctions, superaaiiocs and traditions.
They worked zealously against division,
the multiplication of human creeds and
the building of sectarian bodies.
"ilr Campbell restored the ancient order

ofthi^gi. He called Bible things by Bible
names, accepting the Christian scriptures
as the only BOthentative rule of faith and
practice. The educational institutions of
these people have attracted young men
thirsting for Bible knowledge, from all
quarters. The East, where Paul traveled
aud preached, has met many noble students
who have carried back the gospel and to-
day, in their native land, are publishing
the glad tidings. Sunny Australia has sent
her sons, and their voices, clear and maulv,
areheard cailing that progressive land back
to the simplicity that is in Christ. Mission-
aries educated within these sacred walls
are to-day pleading for the gospel in ita
purity in England, Japan, China, India.
Jamaica, Turkey, the Sunny South, the
great West.

"Bethany College, Kentucky, Drake and
Garfield Universities are historical institu-
tions, anifin conjunction with numerous
colleges and seminaries are completing the
great work. The good accomplished by
these institutions can be computed only
when 'the books are opened.' In them
the Bible is used as a text book and sys-
tematically studied. Ihave never seen a
'Campbellite,' either in the form of an in-
dividual or a church, and I have traveled
considerably both in this and other lands.
You ask where that name came from. I
can only answer Ipresume from the imag-
ination ofsomeone. It exists only in that
realm. Never have I heard of anyone be-
ing baptized in the name of Mr. Campbell,
and he certainly was never crucified for us;
hence how impossible it is for us to wear
hia name. * * * •

"Mr. Campbell taught that the people of
God ought to wear Bible names. That
they ought to accept the word of God and
it only. That Christ should rule his fol-
lowers as prophet, priest and kirjg, seeing
that he 'died for our sins, according to the
Scripture?; that he was buried and rose
again the third day, according to the Scrip-
tures.' (1 Cor. xv., 3-4.) He taught that
party namts and creeds were derisive and
hence weakening and injurious. Xot one
of Mr. Campbell's books is used a3 a con-
fession ot faith or discipline. He never
wrote a creed, but accepted with all his
heart the divine creed expressed by Peter:
'Thou art the Christ, the son of the living
God.'

"He pleaded for Bible names and prac-
tices. His religious discussions withOwen,
Purcell, Rice and others are monuments to
his ability as a defender aud expounder of
the truth. Methinks if he were to rise to-
day he would say, in Luther's language,
\u25a0I pray you ieave my name alone. Who is
Luther? Call not yourselves Lutherans,
but Christians. I have not been crucified
for anyone. St. Paul would not that any
should call himself of Paul, nor of Peter,
but of Christ. How then does it fit me, a
miserable bag of dust and ashes, to give
my name to the children of Christ? Cease,
my dear friends, to cling to these party
names and distinctions: away with them
ail! and let us cull ourselves only Chris-
tians after Him from whom our doctrine
comes.'

"A man cannot loyally wear a religious
name of merely human origin. The words
of Luther are a just rebuke to such party
distinction';. If a man is a Christian he
need no other name. * * * *"The church teaches that a man is not
saved by grace alone, or faith alone, or re-
pentance or baptism alone, but by all of
these. Th.Ht after baptism a man must live
a fruitful, pious, prayerful life. In a word,
to express the thought in scriptural lan-
guage, 'Blessed are they that keep his com-
muadment, that they may have a right to
the tree of life, and may enter through the
gates into the city.'—Key. xxii., 14.

"They believe" that Christian union can
oniy be accomplished by wearing the Di-
vine naiad, and by teaching the one faith.
That all of God's professed followers ought
to toil for this end, thus hastening the day
when Christ's prayer may be answered :
'That they all may be one, even as thou
Father art in me and Iin thee; that they
all may be one in us; that the world
may believe tbat thou didst send me.' —Johu xvii,2L

"The weakest point about Christianity
arises from division; party names, and no"t
the broad catholic name Christian, are too
often gloried in. The acceptance of the
Bible anil it only would lead to Christian
union. The'truth as it is in Jesus,' pro-
claimed from every puipit, would soon
silence blatant infidelity and convert the
world to the rei^n of theKing of Kings."

LENTEN PENANCE.
The Subject lii< nl at Length by Rev.

C. I. Massey.
Before the Unitarian Society yesterday,

', Rev. 0. P. Massey discussed the subject of
Lent, acd taking for his general theme the
story of the temptation as found in the
tospel of St. Luke, he said: "The observ-
ance of Lent by so many of our fellow-
countrymen whose intelligence cannot be
impeached, j^'ivcs me title to say a few
words this rnomiisg upon the subject of
tbe continued practice of sn ancient Christ-
ian custom, when the authority which was
firs', supposed to institute it has ceased to
control the thoughts of men. The story of
the temptation, or llie ttory in the peculiar
form in which :t has descended to us, is
undoubtedly a niytii, and so the thinking
world has some to regard it. But Lent
survives, and survives especially in a church
which includes in its supporters a large
contingent of the most respectable and
cultured among tbe two most virile nations
upon the giobe. A.nd if we ask then why
it survives, and oemand an answer from
one iv the church whose opinion can com-
mand respect, and not from some chance
selection from among the mere formalists
of tbe confession, he willnot refer you back
to any legend ot the temptation, but will
tell you tiiat the observauce is maintained
in deference to the needs of poor, weak
human nature, which so much requires a
discipline it cannot often enough itself en-
force, and which is betcfited when the
whole power of the Church is invoked to
bring this discipline to bear upon those
who%spec:aliy fall under the Church's in-
rhience. Fur what is the secret of the great
lues's of the misfortune in the world?
Truly not that men do not know right, and
intend to do right, but that their willsprove
traitois to them, and betray them into the
hanux of their enemies. Uabit, with all of
us, is constantly becoming character, and
Chirac tx determining destiny, and if there
is an indulgence of ours that is carried to
escess, any selfish gratification that is in-
ordinately enjoyed, how well for us ifsome
authority could interpose and compel us
under pain of its extremist penalty, to say
to our passion, whatever it may be" 'For a
season at least, your power shall not con-
trol, your temptation shall be resisted.'

""I have known m«u who, ifforforiydays
in each year they could so command their
powers, they could be saved. If,for even so
short a period they could estimate their
strength, and feel within them the spring-
iug of a better manhood, there would
not be any measure to their further ad-
vance in honorable accomplishment. 1
am one who believes but littlein so-called
repentance and reform. To bring a mature
delinquent under any wholesome control
is almost impossible. But, suppose when
ue was young and his nature plastic, some
great influence had taken hold of him and
taught him how grand a thing sacrifice be-
comes when itis:nide that some selfish
propensity shall be conquered. And this
is what I understand Lent is meant to do for
the religieus votary in the higher circles of
thought.

"The church comes to the young, espe-
cially, and with all the prestige of its
name and authority says to them: 'De-
termine what sacrifice you will make
while the Lenten season lasts, from
what pleasure you can abstain.' It
is not addressing itself to those who
have vices in any commonly accepted
sense, tue abstinence it enjoins" is not of
importance in itself, but is intended as a
discipline to the will, to teach its youth
that despite all circumstance and surround-
ings, and balancing of interest and motive,
there is a power cf volition which can be
summoned, but a power which grows
feebler with disuse until in the case of the
habitually selfish and sensual, it is prac-
tically impotent to command.

"This interpretation of the meaning of
Lent should be placed uppermost in tbe
general observance of the season which I
would be willing to institute as morally
helpful to us ail. There is no taint of
superstition in the proportion and but lit-
tle of asceticism, although a ieaning to-
ward asceticism is a fundamental trait in
much of human nature, and therefore
must be respected. But what I would par-
ticularly wish to enforce on this occasion
is the fact that it is only as the moral
meaning of any great religious observance
comes to be understood that it becomes of
any real usefulness to the worshiper. It
may be difficult to always substantiate the
facts, but I believe that the great
forms and ceremonies, customs and
practices of the church, grew out
of liumau needs, to which historic
sanction was afterwards attached. The
legend of tbe protracted fast upon the
mount in Palestine, which a vain insienuity
seeks to locate and identify, may be ac-
cepted by tae unenlightened as authority
fur their penance, but it has little influence
even over them. Popular education has
made readers and thinkers in every rank,
and the iast resu.ts of science and reason
percolate alru.is: to the bottom of society,
but mauy a Christian expounder seemingly
forgets that imperfect knowledge and pre-
vaiiiug superstiliou are with us yet; and
just as i ing as he puts the sanction for the
Lenten season in some anciently recorded
myth, and does not bring prominently to
the front the great m>ral importance of
selfdiscipiius and sacrifice in making up
the measure of human life, this imperfect
knowledge and prevailing superstition will
continue ;o exist. Once let the Church as-
sail the reason \n some unqualified way,
and the vocation of liberal Christianity "is
gone. But in the meanwhile it is our
pride aud privilege to be the herald of a
new order which is seen tobeapproachiug,
by perceptible degrees, and especially iv
the detected lesseuing emphasis which is
being put uuou historic authority, and in
the larger Influence which is being assigned
to those prools of moral and spiritual
things found resident in ths very nature of
man. I wouM answer by our practice as a
Church that it' Science must depend upon
its own demonstration so must Religion.

"Our orthodox friends are mistaken when
they say religion must depend upon reve-
lation. Religion is a matter of experience.
It was such to Abraham and Moses and
liiijah and Isaiah and .leous and Paul, and
it must be so to us. 1 would aiso insist
that we are Christians by inheritance and
tradition: by tbe holiest memories that
hallow the past : the holiest associations
that enrich !he present, the most inspiring
Imaginations tbatadora the future of our
hopes. The type of our faith, the law of
its trowth is Christian, and discriminates
us as a people intellectually, politicallyand
rrligiou:iy irom any other nati n or race,
just as th- fiCt o: the parallel veins and
pattern of ihrcfs aiscr.ruinates tbe lily from
tbe rose with its branching veins and pat-
tern of fives. Ifwe elect tocontinue Chris-
tian forms f.nd put reason into tnem, that
is only what others of our feliow-Chriitians
are tremblingly attempting to do, and so
meeting tomewoat the demand oi the time
evinci-it tv :i;e spirit of the age. • • •

"Ami t::eii a Lenten season should be no
paltry forty days of the atlluent >ear.
There should be no arbitrarily determined
line mtffced by some midnight meridian
whe;i pleasure should cease and we should
put on sackcloth and observe nn artificial
peuauce. while sutue other equally as arbi-
tra:ily fixed meridian should mark the
limitOf our abstinence when the fast might
be ended aud the revel might besiu. * • *•

Our Lenten season may for conventional
reasons have definite boundaries, but its
obligations extend throughout the year.
Eta sanction is not that through miraculous
agency one supremely gifted was led up to
unreal realms to be tempted by demoniac
powers, but that a man. estimating the in-
tegrity of life and convinced of its immor-
tal destiny, conquered every passion that
could assail, and stood enfranchised to
pursue unembarrassed an honorable min-
istry. With the truth contained iv Chris-
tianity presented tbus, could our children
possess a more inspiring example. Tlie
les-son of tbe Lenten season is sacriiice,
sell abcezation; ihe victory of the higher
over the lower self. Tne illustration is
bar*famished of our human nature thus
really triumpbiAft—and as Jesus tri-
ntuphed, so aii great souls have ever th-
u:uriiieo, as eaeii one wili ever triumph,
too, who bt-lieves in Ite possession of that
latent uower which the spirit of God cau
be invoked to stimulate to the grandeur of
her.) c accomplishment, and who thus can
proudly say:

'• So near is t;l jry to our dust,
r~o close is God to man,

When duty whispered low, ' Thou must,'
The youth replied, ' 1 can." "
