The Secretary of War is to determiue whatmisco:.<luct shall constitute a iaiiureto tulSllthese conditions, but no deserter shall be detmed
to have fulfilled them. The sums so deductedare to be considered a deposit, beariuß iuten«t
from the cud of the year iv which it is made.Kulistments are to continue, as under thepresent law, lor five years, but at the en>l of
three years' feivice a soldier who has ser«eltdithlully shall be entitled to a three mouths'
furlough and to bo discharged on appllctiou ivtime of peace.

rnited Stales Marshals and Sheriffs aud theirdeputies, Constables and police officers are au-
thorized to arrest deserters. In time of peace
the President may permit any enlisted mau topurchasj his discharge. The army ration is to
be increased by the addition of o'ue pouud of

POSTAL TRLFJIKAPH BILLS.

Edward I'.osewater, editor of the Omaha lifeand a practical telegrapher, argued before theHouse committee to day on behalf of the postal
telegraph.

Kansas City (Mo ), March lMh.—The Far-mers' Alliance in Kan>as is growing so rapidlyboth in members and perfection of organiza-
tion, that they have become a decldediv dis-turbing faction iv jiolitics. Every county inthe
whole State is organized, and nearly every
farmer In each couuty is a number of the or-
ganization.

dence Against Him.
Chicioo, March ;mli.—The Coart-martial of

Lieuteuaut F. M. Steele. for his action iv the
cjs« o» Private Dell I. Wild, commenced to-day.
CaptHiu Murray acted as Judge Advocate. All
the officers, with the exception of Steele, wore
their brilliant uniforms, Steele alone being de-
prived of his sword.

CaptainJMurray, after swearing the oilicers of
the Court, formally arraigned Steele, after
which the charg g against him were read.
Steele, Ihrough his council, Li -utenaiitCrowder,
entered a pea or not guilty. Crowdcr said the
charges were not denied but he claimed that
Sleele's conduct was Justifiable.

After this trooper Wild was sworn and told
the Court the story how Steele ordered him to
do menial work, aud on his refusal struck "|hiru.
When Lieutenant Crowderasked Wild ifhe was
not a deserter and had been in Fervice under
the name of D. P. Ward, the Judge-Advocate
objected, remarking, "This man is not on trial."

The Court sustain* d the objection, and the
objection, and the great crowd burs; nto ap-
plause, which was not checked by the Court.
Several other witnesses were examined, when
the Court adjourned until to-morrow morning to
give the defense time to prepare.

LABOR TROUBLES.

Striking Molders Anxiously Looking for
Those Eustern Men.

San- Fi-.ancisco. March ISth.—The situation of
the great nioMers' strike presented no new or
sensational features to-day. The moiders re-
taiu their jubiliaut attitude caused by the
cheering news of yesterday, which assured
them of the support of the combined workmen
of the United ttutes. and were disposed to take
ad-iy's rest from their anxieties of the ras:
week.

The molders take no pains to conceal theirconcern at the prospect of the early airiv.il of a
contingent of more mo deis from the East, whoare taid to have reached Los Angeles Sunday
under the personal charge of Mr. Arnold, fore-man of the Union Iron rt'orks machine shops.
Arnold left for parts unknown on Wtdnesday
last, and a telegram announces that ho has met
tha band of molders and is coming north with
tbem on the Southern Pacific.

A committee was appointed to meet them at
tne depot, and, It is said, several molders were
aent to intercept the train outside the city aud
use their utmost eloquence to induce the in-
coming raoidera lo reconsider their dttermiua-
tiou to work for the Foundrymeu's Association.
It is rumored also that inducements willbe ex-
tended to the newcomers ofa pecuniar v nature,
and that on their siding with tie local strikers
they will be ottered trampo tatiou and ex-
penses home. The bosses are anticipating some
such movement on the part of the strikers, aud
are said to have tnkeu special precautions
against the parties coming incontact with each
other.

Tho bosses are not feeling the same confi-
dence, apparently, as they did before yesterday.
They say that tne shops which have recently
shut down and which did not belong to the
Foundrymen's Association, were compelled to
do so on account of the unprofitable nature of
the business consequent on the extortionate de-
mands ef the strikers.

The men were
sent to Chief Crowley's ctlice at 2 o'clock, and
after having the oath administered to them by
Judge Lawler. went back to the foundries. An
extra fquad of regular oftieeiswa* kept at the
old (ity Hall, and every possiDle precaution
willbe iaktn to prevent trouble.
