CHINATOWN-THE CORRECT METHOD
AT LAST.

At last San Francisco authorities are
proceeding properly in the suppression of
the Chinatown nuisance. Against their
present campaign the most rabid pro-
Chinese advocate cannot raise a whisper of
objection. The authorities in the first
place put on duty a police guard at the
mouths of all the China alleys leading
into the streets and by a relay system kept
the officers on duty constantly, every hour
of the day or night. The result w:ss
that violations of the law by soliciting
or otherwise became impossible, and the
vigilance of the officers was such that the
swarm of criminals in the alleys had to
vacate the places. Inside of a week they
had to leave, and now it is said that over
five hundred places are nailed up and
signs “to let” displayed. Where the
offenders against decency have gone re-
mains te be seen, but when they manifest
their presence in another quarter the
same plan of campaign is to be pursued
until the rascals with their gambling out-
fits, their female slaves, their opium joints
and their dens, into which men were
dragged and robbed, find that there is no
spot in the city of San Francisco secret
enough to hide them.

On the top of this procedure the health
authorities entered upon a work that
should have been undertaken long ago.
They have instituted a house to house in-
spection in the Chinese quarter and served
notices for every tenement and room to be
put into good sanitary condition, specify-
ing in the notices in each case the defects
in drainage, ventilation, deposits of filth,
and other things. Thus far over three
hundred houses have been formally con-
demned, and the work is not a third fin-
ished. In cleanliness the Chinese quarter
is impossible. Therefore the most effective
way to treat Chinese filth methods is to
apply to them the same laws that are
enforced against onur own people. Why
this has not been done before as thor-
oughly as now is the wonder of the situ-
ation.

The Eastern people have these many
years told us that our complaint against
the Chinaman because of his habits in
quarters inhabited by him was senseless,
since if we choose to do so we could com-
pel the Chinese to conform to all wise
health and police regulations, and that if
they would not do so, they would of ne-
cessity be compelled to vacate the coun-
try. Thisis precisely what San Fran-
cisco is now attempting to do. We believe
that it now possible to enforce the health
and order laws in the Chinatowns of the
State, though a few years ago it was not to
be done. The Chinese have, however,
now discovered that the laws are made to
be obeyed, and that behind them is au-
thority to enforce obedience. The silly
ordinance that the San Francisco author-
ities passed a few days ago to compel the
Chinese to remove to another and distant
quarter, is of no effect, and is little more
than a laughing stock. But the enforce-
ment upon the Chinese of the same health
regulations that Americans are compelled
to accept, and that are confirmed by the
wisdom of sanitary science, is an assault
upon the Chinese that neither public sen-
timent, the most flabby sentimentality,
the Courts nor the Federal Government
can or will interfere with.

THE PHILADFLPHIA EXPERIMENT.

A few days ago a clergyman of Phila-
delphia, speaking at a public meeting in
San Francisco, ridiculed the statement
that the high-license law is a success in
the Quaker City. On the contrary, he as-
serted, it is_ a delusion and a snare, has
not decreased temptation or lessened crime,
and that addition to revenue is slight.
More than this; he alleged that the law
has not the approval of the people, and
that its moral or beneficial effects are not
observable. The speaker was advocating
prohibition. As against his statements,
we have the semi-official statement of the
Philadelphia Record that under high
license, with regulation as to bonds, order,
distance from each other of saloons and
variation in the license schedule, together
with revocation for offenses, etc., the order
of the city of Philadelphia has been
greater, crime less and general safety pro-
moted by an immense percentage. It is

revenues huve been trebled, and more,
from licenses, while the arrests for drunk-
enness have marvelously declined. The
police department shows that the costs of
policing the city are so much less that
some of the prisons have been well nigh
empty, and that Sunday arresis have fallen
from an alarmingly large to a merely in-
significant number. The Record also as-
serts that the system has almost revolu-
tionized for the better certain quarters
and that there are streets and alleys where
decent people would not dare to go that
are now passable in safety by women and
children day or night, because of the elim-
ination of the deadfalls that existed upon
the low-whisky traffic. But the strongest
and best testimony is that the enforcement
of the law has eliminated the saloon from
politics, because the seller of liguors does
not now feel the necessity for engaging in
politics to secure protection.

It is important to know just what are
the facts of the history of this experiment
in municipal government, and hence we
give the two statements simply as such,
and without any sentimental expression
whatever. For this is a matter that con-
cerns the judgment touching economic
government, and not the issues of belief
and sentiment.

A late number of the New York Evening
Post, a journal that carefully weighs all it
publishes, as to its effect, says editorially—
and we present it as additional evidence
upon a disputed question that our readers
may form correct judgments :

The new high license law in Pennsylvania is
working very well in Philadelphia, according
to statistics which have been collected by the
Law and Order Society. During the two years
in which it has been in force the commitments
to the county prison for intoxication have fallen
off nearly one-half from what they were under
low license. There were 13,300 during the last
vear under low license, and 6,589 and 7,281, re-
spectively, during two succeeding years under
high license. The Monday morning commit-
ments show forcibly that there has been a great
decrease in Sunday liquor drinking, for the
total has dropped from 1,517 in 18587 under low
license to 430 in 1889 under high license. There
are still many defects in the law, but the most
cireful and impartial observers of its operation

agree in thinking that itz general results are in
favor of increased sobriety and good orcer.

THE RIVERS AND GENERAL INTEREST.

The San Francisco A/fa takes the same
view ot the mission of the River Conven-
tion delegation to Washingion that has
been expressed by the Recorp-Uxriow.
It well says that the people of the Sacra-
mento valley have a great and increasing
interest in the streams being kept in nav-
igable condition. It insists that the drain-
way for five hundred miles of the finest
valley on earth should be treated systemat-
ically, to correct the errors of neglect, and
the mistakes that permitred the delta of
the river to be almost closed. This delta
must be enlarged and the capacity of the
river to discharge restored, while the chan-
nels must have treatment to enable them
to do full duty in carrying the waters dis-
charged into them. The Aita says con-
cerning the Commission it is hoped Con-
gress will create for the consideration of
the whole subject :

This Commission is te consider a compre-
hensive plan, covering the meandered stretches
of the San Joaquin and Sacramento rivers, and
when the scheme of improvement is decided
w»on it will go forward to speedy conclusion.
Much money has been wasted by the Govern-
ment on these rivers by a pet'y, pianless, retail
method. which has done more harm than good.
A little dredging has been done, and it has cost
a good deal of money, and its effect has disap-
peared about as soon as the dredger was re-
moved. Let a plan be reached that compre-
hends all the needs of the two streams, and
then let the money be appropriated at once, in

a lump sum, to effect it.

But our contemporary is strongest in its
well put claim that this conservation of
the rivers cf the State is not a local ques-
tion, but one that concerns all the people
and every section of the commonwealth:

The committee which undertakes to present
the case and urge action is sent on by the citi-
zens of the counties which border the rivers
and need the transportation they furnish as
well as the protection from overflow, which is a
necessary result of improvement and defense of
the channels. But the whole State is interested
in the subject, and no citizen should neglect to
give it what support he can. We all want more
people of enterprise and intelligence in Califor-
nia. We are trying our best to induce them to
come. The greatest area open to them is in the
valley of California, on either side of these
streams which at once drain and irrigate that
valley, and offer cheap transportation for its
products, When a Commission is secured and
its work begins, the action is a direct induce-
ment to immigration, and immigration means
an increase in the production and wealth of the
State, We are much pleased that this move-
ment is of a purely popular origin. No one
went knocking at the State Treasury lfor an ap-
propriation. The r(-ople concerned have started
it in mo'ion. and have delegated their strongest
representatives to promote its success. The
money to send the committee is all voluntarily
contributed, and its donation indicates a high
order of public spirit in the counties that have
joined in this effort,

In past years the chief difficulty in
securing proper consideration of the river
question has been the erroneous impres-
sion that has obtained that the matter is
local ; that it is not of State interest, and
that it not at all concerns the people of
sections outside of the great valley of the
State. Indeed, this impression one time
so much prevailed, that it developed into
positive opposition to any recognition by
the State of any interest whatever in the
conservation of the chief section in it for
the accommodation of population, and the
development of natural resources. Of
course all such views are narrow and sel-
fish, and the doctrine that each section
must be held to the care of interests of the
State within it, is destructive of progress
and at swords’-points with the idea of
State building. But in California broader
and higher views now obtain, and we have
come to understand that we all havea
common interest in every part and section
of the State, and that what concerns the
development of any one part concerns the
whole people.

PLAGARISM.

Mr. James Runciman in the Fortnightly
Review has done the literary world valu-
able service in showing by parallel pas-
sages, and by mathamatical exactness of
proof that Haggard, the sensational writer,
is a plagarist; either this, or there exists
the most marvelous coincidence of two
authors writing the same thing—practi-
cally—that has been known to the world.
The same critic in like manner lays a
charge at the door of Mrs. Francis Hodg-
don Burnett, that brings into question the
originality of her story of Little Lord
Fauntleroy. The proofs are not positive,
but strong enough to make the lady feel
very uncomfortable, if she is at all sensi-
tive. The New York Erening Post believes
that the critic named has a clear case
against Haggard, and intimates that Mrs.
Burnett is in a close corner also. It does
not believe that much credit is to be given
to the doctrine of “unconscious resem-
blance,” which at the very best must be
confined to narrow bounds., The Pust well
says:

An author may require aceptance of it in a
single instance almost &s a right; but if he offer
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also thown fraza the booksof the City /it for a second time, its validity becomes doubt- l

OF ADULTERATION.

Scarcely any other substance enters
more importantly into the economy of
building than white lead. It is essential
that pure white lead should be the base of
paint that is intended to preserve and to
endure. White lead therefore becomes so
important an article of commerce that the
trade in it runs up into millions, and it
forms the staple of some of the largest
business enterprises of the country. It
appears that the temptation to defraud in
the manufacture of this article is so great
that it has proved practically irresistible
to a large number. Asa result, we have
the report of a number of chemists who
have been looking into the matter. They
took sixteen brands, or samples, of so-
called white-lead paints in the market,
and examined them thoroughly. The
Chicago Herald is authority for the follow-
ing statement of the results:

Of the sixteen ramples, eight. or 50 per cent.,
contained no white lead at 2ll; seven of these
were marked ‘*‘pure guaranteed.” ‘‘English
white lead,” ‘‘pure,” ‘‘pure lead,” “‘best and
purest,” 8100 reward if not pure” and ‘‘purest
and best.” In two only of the samples was
there more than 40 per cent. of white lead. One
sample, marked ‘“‘pure guaranteed,” contained
a chemical trace of lead, and another, marked
‘pure,” contaived but 2.73 per cent. Each one
of the samples was adulterated with sulphate of
barium and zinc white in proportions ot from 5
to 86 per cent. Barium sulphate, the most com-
mon adulterant, is heavy, absolutely worthless
as paint, and is worth about one cent & pound.
The cost of making such stuff is about 3160 a
hundred pounds, while the white lead for
which it is sold is worth $5 60 & hundred pounds,
the tariff being 3 cents & pound. Here is a profit
of almost 250 per cent. over and above an honest
profit.

Of course, as the Herald says, the con-
sumer of such stuff is simply robbed, and
as a result he loses not only his money in
the original painting of his house, but he
is put to the cost, very soon, of doing the
work all over again. There is no law by
which those who put up these adulterated
paints can be reached, but there should be
some method of reaching them and all
other frauds of that order. Adulteration
and deceit in the common goods of every
day use appear to be growing so great
that it is asserted by some statisticians
that seven-tenths of all the articles of food
and household use commonly sold are im-
pure, not genuine, or badly adulterated.
Early in December a bill was introduced
in Congress to prevent the aduiteration of
drugs, but we need laws a great deal more
to prevent the adulteration of food, and
next, to prevent the adulteration of com-
mercial staples that enter into the indus-
trial arts,

MR, Cravscy F. Brack is President
of the National League of Democratic
Clubs. Mr. Black is a far-seeing man, and
realizes that ballot-reform has come to
stay. But heis for it because it is right—
the best of reasons. In a letter to the
Young Men’s Democratic Club of Brook-
lyn, he recently said :

A real and complete reform is impossible
without the exclusive official ballo®. Person-
ally, and after very serious reflection, I am con-
vineed that the Australian system, specifically
and explicitlv, without excisions or additions,
is the measure for which every bsllot reformer
should steadily and uncompromisingly contend,
and they should contend for it not merely until
they have compelled opponents to meet them
half way, but till they get it—straight, complete
and entire. Tried long and severely, not only
in Australia, but in England, and now again in
America, there is no question remaining of i's
perfect adequacy.

Mr. Black is in error, however, in say-
ing that we want the Australian ballot
system just as itis. For this country it
must be modified. For instance, the in-
dorsing and numbering of the ballets to
correspond with the tally lists, will never
do with us, because it makes record of juast
how a man votes—the very thing that
should be unrecorded and unknown except
to the voter himself. So, too, we have no
non-voting class to preside over our elec-
tions, and we want none. There are other
modifications that we must insist upon,
but the central principle of the Australian
system is right. There has been no better
plan proposed for ballot reform than that
of the Young Men’s Democratic League of
San Francisco. Under that system the
booth and the official ballot are retained,
but a tag or corner with a perforated line
on the ticket bears a number identical
with the number on the stub from which
the ticket is torn when delivered to the
elector. When he returns to deposit the
ballot, the Inspector, by the number on
the tag, which is outermost when the bal-
lot is folded, identifies the ballot as having
been issued by the Election Board, and the
number, by reference to the poll-list, shows
that the elector is entitled to vote. The
tag number is then torn off, and the ballot
is cast, all possibility of identifying it hav-
ing been destroyed. That system seems to
us to be perfection, and far superior to the
Massachusetts or Connecticut envelope
systems.

GOvERNOR Davip B. Hinn, of New
York, an embryo candidate for the Presi-
dency of the United States, notorious as
the only Governor in the Union who has
vetoed a ballot-reform bill, poses as the
friend of the workingman, and deals in
loud sounding phrases about his desire to
have the secrecy of the ballot conserved.
But this is how the workingmen of the
chief city of his own State “put him up.”
They held an immense mass meeting 1n
Cooper Union the other night, and this is
the resolution they unanimously adopted
for tne reading of Mr. Hill over his toast
and cofiee the next morning:

Resolved That we emphatically demand the
passage of the Saxton ballot-reform bill; that
we call upon the workingmen of the State to
hold to strict accountability the Assemblvmen
and Senators, and also the executive officers,
irrespective of party, who & Fose or attempt to
?efeat or prevent the said bill from becoming a
aw.

THE propositions that the Emperor of
Germany lays before the Labor Conven-
tion called at his request prove to be tame.
There is nothing new in them, and noth-
ing that demanded international confer-
ence. He asks that Sunday labor, the
employment of children of tender years,
and the employment of married women,
be taken up and discussed, and finally that
the Convention resolve at what age persons
should be permitted to work in coal mines,
All these topics have some value, but not
one of them is so important as to demand
a Congress of Nations. Evidently the
young Emperor is posing for effect only.
We venture the assertion that his Labor
Congress will be a laughing stock and will
come tonaught.

The latest attraction of the London Zoo
is a collection of monster lizards, the
largest animals of their class They are
so large and strong that it is said in India
burglars sometimes make use of them, seiz-
ing hold of a lizard’s tail and being drawn

Under this heading the New York Even-
ing Post of March 7th has the following
editorial :

Senator Stanford’s views on the money
question are worthy the attention of every
reader who is interested in the country’s
prosperity. His opinions are broad and
statesmanlike, and are presented in clear,
comprehensive, and readable shape. The
subject has perhaps not been treated here-
tofore in so generous a manner by any other
official of the high standing of the senior
Senator from California.

Senator Stanford not only favors the free
coinage of silver, but insists that it is the
duty of the Government to issue currency
upon land or property values, and to an-
thorize the establishment of nationsl
banks, with power to put legal tender notes
in circulation upon such security. He holds
that {and or town property having a fixed
value may be used for currency ‘‘with as
much conficence as the paper obligations
of Government or as the metals produced
from mines.” The national currency he
would thus provide would bear no interest,
and he holds that it would have for its first
effect a quieting of all apprehensions of
panic or financial disasters ‘“‘that are some-
times more hard to bear and more ruinous
in their consequences than the resulting
calamities.”

The Senator's discussion of the interests
of labor and capital, and of the mortgage-
ridden farmers of the land forms an in-
teresting featare of the plan he proposes.
