THE FUNERAL OF GEN. CROOK.

Driving Chinese Laundrymen Qut of
Montana—Gold Discovered
in Indiana.

{EPECIAL DISPATCHES TO THE RECORD-UNION.]

GENERAL CROOK.

Fuaneral Services Held Yesterday in Chi-
cago—The Procession.

CHICAGO, March 23d.—General Crook’s body
is on its way to its lass resting place at Oakland,
Md. From 8 o'clock thi morning until 1
o’clock this safternoon a dense crowd ot people
surrounded the Grand Pacific Hote: and strug-
gied to obtain an entrance to get a last view of
the dead soldier. Through the parlor, where
the remains lay in state, silent thousands
passed uniil the time of the service drew near.

Police were stationed at the foot of the siair-
way to stop the movement of Feople. The par-
lors and halls on the second floor were crowded
to suffocation when Rev. Dr. McPherson deliv-
ered the opening prayer. It is aoubtful if any
funeral ever heid in Chicago brought a larger
concourse of Ycople.

At the couclusion of the prayer the quartet of
the Secend Presbyterian Church sang, and were
followed by Rev. Dr. Thomas, who quoted from
the 19th Psalm and a chapter from Job in the
course of his brief remarks.

krrofessor Swing then delivered a most elo-
quent tribute to the dead General.

After another song by the quartet Dr. Me-
Pherson spoke at length, and Dr. Clinton Locke
closed the services with & benediction.

Mrs. Crook took Captain Kivg's arm and had
a last look at the dead and was then driven
quietly to the Burlington and Ohio depot. 1he
casket was removed to a catafalque and the
procession moved slowly to the depot through
Clark and Washington stree: s,

The sidewalks 1or the whole distance were
densely crowded with people. The procession
moved in the following oirder: Battalion of po-
lice; D Battery, Artillery of lllinois Nationual
Guard; First kegiment Band; distinguished
guests in carriages; catafalque, guarded by six
non-commissioned officers; Seconl Regiment
Band; Second Kegiment of Infantry, I. N. G.;
Fourth Regiment Band: Fourth Regimeut, In-
fantry, I N. G.; Loyal Legion; Grand Army of
the Kepublic.

The car on the train contalning the casket
was covered with black. while the interior was
draped witn American tlags.

The special Pullman car for Mrs. Crook and
the escort was heavily draped on the outside in
black, looped with narrow bands of white. The
remains will reach Oakland to-morrow, where
the final interment will take place. The hon-
orary pall-bearers were as follows: Colonels
West and Stanton, Generals Morgan and Wil-
liams, U. 8. A.; John Collins, of Omaha; Gen-
eral Sooy Smith, Potter Palmer, ex President R.
B. Hayes, Marshall Fie.d. W. C. D. Grannis,
Wirt Dexter, Colonel J. B, rexton, Judge R. S.
Tutbill, Mayor D. C. Cregier, John B. Drake, P.
E Studebsker, J Frauvk Lawreuce, George
Dunlap, Judge W. Gresham, Joun B. Carson,
General W. r. Strong, John M. Clark, W. Penn
Nixon. H. J. McFarland, C. D. Roys.

A paicful incident of the services at the
Grand Pacific was the report that the General
Crook’s aged brother, Walter Crook of Dayton,
O, had suffered a fatal stroke of paralysis in
the rotunda of the hotel. This caused a great
sensation and precantions were taken to keep
the news from reaching the already broken-
down widow of the soldier.

Investigation soon proved the rumor to be
erroneous. Mr. Crook is rather feeble, and be-
ing pusnhed around in the depse crowd he be-
came so faint that for a time he was unable to
move, but soon recovered, when he was taken
to his room.

A touching incident was the visit paid to the
remains by General Crook's old comrades and
fellow officers and members of the Loyal Legion.
This column of soldiers was headed by ex I'resi-
dent Hayes snd Judge Gresham. General Hayes
looks well, but his beard and hair are white,
He was sadly depressed by the death of General
Crook, and in an interview this evening said:
I will feel this terribly. It brines back very
forcibly my own bereavement. My wife and
General Crook were very intimate friends, and
my own loss is accentuated.”

BOOMING RIVERS,

They Reach the Highest Point at Pitts-
burg—Levee Notes.

PrrrserrG, March 23.—The Monongahela
and Alleghany rivers reached the highest mark
for the present flood this afiernoon, 24 feet.
Rivermen feel less apprehensive to night and
think the rivers will soon fall. o far no seri-
ous damage has been dope, although a large
portion of the Jower sections of Allegheny City
and Pittsburg is partially submerged. The
basements of residences and business houses
are bemng flooded. The new Brotherhood Ball
Park is badly damaged and the lower floor of
the Exposition buitding is under water.

Dispatches from points along the upper Mon
ongahela and Youghiogehny rivers report
considerable damsge,

At _Johastown i0-1ay, however, the water is
receding and the tears of a serious flood have
subsided.

RISING STEADILY.

PITTSBURG, March 23d.—The Alleghany and
Monongushela rivers continue to rise steadils
until the former is 24 feet 3 inches and rising at
the rate of five inches an hour. The Mononga-
hela is stationary. Great damage to this city is
feared from the Alleghany river, which is
higher than any time :1nce the disastrous flood
of 1854

The Pittsburg and Western Railroad is obliged
to stop all traflic. The tracks are submerged for
a distance of three miles, Many of the yard
cars are almost floating.

The houses on River avenue and Duquesne
way, on either side of the Alieghany, have their
cellars filled with back water. Many houses on
the Alleghany side of the river must be reached
by skiffs. Services were held in & chuich there
fiom which persons returning home were
obliged to go in boats.

The new FPlayers' ‘League baseball grounds;
which are being splendidly fitted up, are sub-
merged.  All repairs must be gone over again,
attended with considerable expense. All of the
Pittsburg down-town stores near Sixth and
Pennsylvania avenue heve water in their cel-
lars. ifears are entertained by the managers of
the Exposition building, as the water is now in
the basement and is steadily rising.

CONDITION AT CINCINNATI,

CiNCINNATI, March 23d.—The river here is
rising rapidly to-night, and at miduight is 55
feet 3 inches. As the situation above is improv-
ing, it is hoped there will be no serious flood
here. Some anxiety is felt, however, The low
lands are already flocded to a considerable ex-
tent. Three men who went out from Newpnort
in & skitt this afternoon were drowned by the
capsizing of their craft.

A WELCOME COLD SNAP,

(W. Va.), March 23d.—Reports

WHEELING

( from the interior along the headwaters of the

Mouoogahela are more reassuring to-night and
apprehension of a serious flood is past. A cold
snap stopped the rain and the streams are
falling,

JOHNSTOWN SAFE,

JOHNSTOWN, March %3d.— The high water
passed off without any particular damage. The
coid weather prevailing is an assurance that
the danger 1s past.

PROTECTIVE DUIY ON TIN PLATE.

Programme of Action Outlined by
the Republican Senators—
Pending Measures.

{SPRECIAL DISPATCHES TO THE RECORD-UNION.}

GENERAL SCHENUK DEAD.

A Man Who Filled Many Important Pub-
lic Positions.

WASHINGTON, March 23d.—General Robert C-
Schenck dird to-night at 6:30,

General Schenck has been suffering from a
severe cold for a couple of weeks, but was not
alarmingly ill until the first part of last week.
when bronchial complications, soon followed
by pneumonia, setin. Thi- morning diphtheria
symptoms appeared in the throat and nhe sank
rapidly until the end came. His mind was
ciear andjbright to the last.

{General Schenck was in his Sist vear. He
graduated from Miami University in 1827, and
after spending three additioaal vears at college
took up the study of law with Thomas Corwin.
He served two vears in the State Legisiature
and was elected to Congress as a Whig, serving
from 15843 ull 1851. President Fillmore then
sent him to Brazil as Minister Plenipotentiary.
While serving in this capacity bhe distinguished
himself as a diplomat by taking a conspicn-
ous part in the negotiation of treaties with
Paraguay, Uruguay and the sArgentine
Republic. After two years in Brazil he returned
to Ohio, hispative State, bot took no part in
politics. When the civil war broke out he at
once offered his services to the Government, and
was commissioned Brigadier General by Presi-
dent Lincoln. He served with his brizade in
the first battle st Bull Run in West Virginia
under General Rosecrans. General Fremont
then sntrusted him with the command of a di-
vision, and while leading the first division,
Biegel's corps, at the secoud battle of Bull Run,
his right arm was shattered by a musket ball,
incapaciating bim for service for some time. In
September, 1862, he was promoted to be a Major-
General, and in December of that year he ook
command of the middle department and
right corps at Ballimore. He rendered ef-
fective service in the Gettysburg cam-
paign. He was nominated Tfor Congress
against the noted snti war Democrat, Vallan-
digham, and though the distiict was Demo-
cratic he carried the election. Resigning his

st in the army he took his seat in the House

ecember 3, 1863.  He was immediately made
Chaiiman of the Committee on Militaiy A ffairs.
He wasre-elected to two succeeding Congresses,
and throughout these exciting times during and
after the war he took a leading part in the pro-
ceedings of the House. During his last term
he was Chairman of the Ways and Means Com-
mittee and a leader in the House, succeeding
Thad Stevens in command of the Republican
party. He was Minister to Fngland in 1870-71,
apd was one of the Alabama Claims Commis-
sioners, retaining his last position for five years,
when he resigned. Since that time he had his
home in Mississippi, where he was a warm
favorite. He took no active part in politics.
General Schenck leaves three daughters. ]

CONGRESSIONAL NOTES,

The Montana ¥enatorial Contest to Come
Up in the Senate.

WASHINGTON, March 23d.—The eommittee au-
thorized at a recent conference of the kepubii-
can SBenators has decided upon the order of
business for the Senate that will probably be
executed. ‘The consideraiion of #herman's
anti-trust bill will be resumed tc-morrow. In
order to economize time in aebate the commit-
tee proposes that a bill once taken up for dis-
cussion will be considered without unnecessary
interruption until disposed of. The dependent
pension bill is second on the list. An effort
will be made to substitute for it what is known
as the Morriil bill.  1his provides for disability
pensions, and service peusions for soldiers that
rave reached the age of 62. The administra-
tive customs bi.l, Jones’ silver bill and the land
grant forfeiture bill will follow.

The majority and minority reports upon the
Montava election case will be presented to the
Senate to-morrow. Action upon them, how-
ever, will be postponed until they are printed
and examined by the Senate.

The House wiil devote to-morrow to Distriet
of Columbia affairs,

The World's Fair bill will be taken up Tues-
day, probabiy under an ironclad order requir-
ing final action on thatday. A liveiy debate is
certain to ensue, assome ofthe New York and
St. Louis people fancy they see in the proposi-
tion to postpoue the tair until 1893 an opportu-
nity to reconsider the action of the House in
selecting Chicago as the site.

The remainder ot the week will probably be
devoted to discussion of the bills to admit
Wyoming and Idaho.

POSTAL TELEGRAPH.

A Bill That Will Likely Pass both Houses
and Become a Law.

WASHINGTON, March 23d.—Chairman Evans,
of one of the douse Committees on Posioffices
and Post Roads, to whom has been committed
the subject of ros(nl telegraphy, will, on Mon-
day, it is said, introduce another postal tele-
graph bill. It contemplates inviting contraets
by private parties with the Government to tur-
nish a postaltelegraph system The sutccesstul
bidders are to enjoy all the faci'ities now in the
hands of the Postoffice Department They gare
Lo use the Government bwuldings in which to
locate their offices and plant, to use all the
wires under Government control, and the mes-
sages are to be delivered by letter carriers, who
take the place of the delivery boys now em-
ployea by telegraph companies.

Duty on Tin Plate,

WASHINGTON, March 23d. — A number of

canned goods dealers made an argument before
the Ways and Means Committee 1 opposition
to the proposition in the tariff biil to increase
by two-thirds ot a cent a pound the duty on tin
place. Representatives of several packing firms
coniendeqa that half the price they received for
their gcods was made up of the cost of the can,
and the present tax amounted to 10 per cent. on
the tomatoes and corn packed. The canners of
this country con-~umed about $12,000,000 worth
of tin plate per annum, and the tax upon it was
paid almost entirely by poor reople.
" Representative Bayne said that in the conrse
of a year and a halt the mills of this country
would be producing all the tin plate needed for
domestic conpsumption, and at a price that
would compare favorably with the presentprice
paid for imported tin plate. Thirty thousand
men would also be given employment, and the
country would save $.0,000 0.0 now sent away to
pay jor English tin.

This statement was received with inerednlity
by the packers. who said, however, that it they
could be assured that this result would follow
they would have nothing more to say.

He Made a Mistake.

WASHINGTON, March 23d.—Lieuntenant-Com
mander Lovgnecker of the receiving ship New
Hampshire, stationed at Newport, Khode 1sland,
is now in trouble. A sailor named
Carbroy who had served on the New
Hampshire, received a discharge, of which
fact Longnecker was ignorani. Meeting
the sailor afterwards, the sailordid pot treat his
former commander with the servility the com-
mander expected from the common sailor, and
he immediately caused his arrest, and uad him
placed in double irons in the hold of the ship.

Afterwards Commander Longnecker found
out bis mistake and had the sailor released. A
civil action has been brought by Carbroy
against Commander Loognecker for $10.000
damages, and the case has also been brought to
the attention of Secretary Tracy, but as the
sailor was not in the service of the United
States at the time he suffered the
indignity the Department does not see in what
way Commander Longnecker can be called to
account other than through the Courts.
