MONTANA SENATOES.

Rerort of the Senate Committee on
Privileges and Elections.

WasHINGTON, March 24th.—Tke report«< the
majority of the Senate tommittee on Priviieges
a:x(i Elections upon the Montana electior case,
,wj&s submitted to the Senate to day by Senator

OAr.

The majority report gives at the ow'set the
<circumstances surrounding the election of Saun-
«ders and Yower by the Repw¥blican Legislature
and of Maginnis snd Clark ‘by the Cocrt-house
Legislature. This«double chaos arose trom the
fact that the State Senate'was equally divided,
and both sides claimed a/majority inthe House
by reason of two sets of Representatives of five
each claiming election from Silver Bow county.
The case turned upon the question asto which
of these two sets was entitled to seats as Repre-
sentatives from Silver Bow cournty. The com-
mittee tinds thatthe ‘Republicans from Silver
Bow county presented their credentials from the
State Canvassing Board. and tne Demoerats
from the Clerk or silver Bow county.

After reviewing the antecedent legislation
upon the subject of 'the election, the majority
concludes that ‘the ‘territorial law providing
that the County Clerk shall issue certificates of
election to Representatives in the Legislature,
was superseded by the ordinance of the Con-
stitutional Conveéntion. which imposed that
duty upon the State Board o Canvassers, and
holds that the Republicans were the ones that
bore the lawfuai eredentials.

The whole “inquiry then turns upon the hon-
esty and fairness of the election at Preecinet 34
in Bilver Bow eounty. The majornty thinks

that the election "held at Precinct 34 was, in
fact, irreguler, illegal and fraudulent ; and that
this appears from reco)rds and from undisputed
tacts furnished by Maginnis and Clark.

These conclusions were drawn by the com-
mittee mrom the fact that the votes there were
all cast in elphabetical order, showing one-
sidedness of the result in that precinct,

The msjority fuarther says that the canvass of
votes of the preeinct was not public within the
meaning of law, and that torty-eight unnatural-
ized aliensvoted at Precinct 34 and 126 such per-
sons at Precinct 26, or more than enough to
have changed'the result in all the disputed
cases, even if-all Republican votes cast at both
precincts were -cast by these unnaturalized
aliens.

The majority, in conclusion, declines to en
tertain the;proposition that because the Gov-
ernor failed to recognize the Republican Legis-
lature it was not legally constituted as unten-
able, &nd elso declares that there isno author-
ity in Congress to remand the matter back to
the people of Montana. The conclusion reached
is tilsst Saunders and Power are entitled to the
seats.

Hoar then reported four resolutions in the
cases of the gevsons claiming the seats as Sen-
ators from Montana, two declaring Clark and
Maginnisnot entitled to the seats, and the other
two declaring Saunders and Power “entitled on
merits of case to be admi:ted to seats.”’

Thke resolutions from the minority of the
committee, making opposite declarations, were
reported by Giray, and all were ordered printed,
Hoar giving notice that he wounld ask the Sen-
ate to-consider them on Thursday.

The minority report asserts that the true Leg-
islature of Montana was the Senate and House
which met at the Court-house in Helena and
was recognizéd by the Governor. Neither
house nor' the members thereof which met in
Iron Hall and elected Saunders and Power, were
everrecognized by the Governor. nor was their
pretended elected of the Senators ever certified
to by him. The evidence proved also that five

rsons who acted as members of the House of

presentatives in the Iron Hall Convention
were not elected by the peeple of Silver Bow
county, whom they claimed to represent. They
only had certificates of election: the five mem-
bers rezlly elected by the people holding cer-
tificates also sat and voted in the Legislature at
the Court-house,

Thereturns made by the Clerk on the 31st of
October, 1820, by law and made by the Can-
vassing Board and Clerk on the 7th of Novem-
ber, 1889, both show very clearly that the five
persons'who aeted in Iron Hall as Representa-
tives were not elected by the people of Silver
Bow county. The Territorial Board of Can-
vassers on the 4th of November, 1889 issued cer-
tificates to five persons not elected, by throwing
out the vote of prerint 31, which had given a
large majority to the Democratic candidate.
This act of the Board was done without any
right or authority. They had the full returns
of thetyue vote of the county before them, and
being Republicans and anxious to serve their
party in what they thought an emergency, they
refused to count or canvass the real vote of the
people, and certitied to the election of five per-
sons not chosen, in hope and with the expecta-
tion that these spurious representatives might
in some way vote for partisans of their own po-
litical faith as candidates for the United States
Senate.

Th majority report is signed by all the Repub-
liean ‘members of the committee, and the mi-
nority by all the Democrats.

IWINDOM’'S SILVER BILL.

dt is Reported to the House With Several
Amendments

WuseHINGTON, March 2ith.—By a vote of five
to one the House Committee on Coinage,
Weights and Measures to-day authorized Chair-
man Conger to report the Windom silver bill to
the House with a number of amendments.

The first is to section 5, which makes it the
duty of the Secretary of the Tressury to re‘use
to receive depo-its of silver bullion when the
market price of silver shall exceed $1 for 371.25
grains of pure silver. The committee added tue
following: *‘Provided that when the market
price ot silver, as determined in accordance
with section 5 of this act is $1 for 371.25 grains
of pure silver, it shall be lawful for the owner
of any silver bullion, deposit of which for notes
is hereia provided' for, to deposit the same at
any coinage mint of the United States to be
coined into standard s lver doilars for his ben-
efit, as provided in the Act of January 18, 1877."”

The next amendment strikes out section 6,
svhich authorizes the Secretary to suspend tem-
porarily the receipt of silver bullion at any
time when he is satisfied thai through combina-
tions or speculative manipulations of the mar-
ket the price of silver is arbitrary, nominal or
fietitious.

The next emendment isto that proposed by
the Secretary, adding a new section, which pro-
wvides for stamping with the word ‘‘foreign”
the resuitant bars of all foreign silver bullion or
coins which are re-melted or refined.

The next amendment was to section 11,
which provid+s that nothing in the Act shall
be construed to affect the legal tender quality
of the standard silver dollar. A mivority re-
port on the bill will also be submitted.

Public Lands.

Congressional Netes.

WASHINGTON, March 24th.—The bill to reim-
burse settlers and purchaserson the even num-
bered secticns of public lands within the limits
of e Congressional grants, in case of forfeiture
of*the odd numbered sectiens was adversely re-
ported in the Senate to-day. 3

The House Committee on Pensions to-day or-
«flered two general pensien bills re rted to the
House with faverable recommendations. The
first of these is Richar@son's bill granting pen-
sions to the survivors of the Indian wars, and
to the surviving widows of these men who mar-
ried prior to their ‘discharge, and have not re-
married, attha rate of 8 per month. Second,
Norton proposes to amend the Mexican war
pension Act so as to include soldiers who served
sixty days in the Mexican war. or were engaged
in battle, and those personally named by Con-
gress for specific services in that war, and the
widows of such soldiers. 2
Rockwell to-day introduced a bill in the
House to incorporate the National American
Woman Suffrage Association ‘and creating
Elizabeth Cady Stanton, Susan B. Aunthony,
Lucy Stome, Rachael Fos'er Avery, Alice Stone
Blackwell and Jane H. Spofford a body to cor-
porate it, with power of succession, to hold and
dispose of property, elect officers and adopt
and enforce ty-laws. The object of the Associa-
tion will be to secure protection to their right to
vote to the women of the United States by ap-
proprizte national and State legislation.

Building Appropriations.

WAsHINGTON, March 24th.—There will prob-
ably be a fight in the House when the rill ap-
E;oprimiug £450,000 for a public building at

s Angeles is reported from the Committee on
Public Buildings and Groundscom: s up for con
rideration. A policy of the most rigid economy
seems to have been agreed upon by the Repub-
lican leaders in both housesin the matter o!
public building appropriations.

The California delegation has succeeded in
getling almost everything asked from com-
mittee, but when the bills come up for consid-
eration ia the respective houses the members
express a sort of incredulous surprise atthe
largeness of the sums ssked for, and doubt the
veracity of the Pacific coast ‘delegation when
alluding to the enormous growth made by that
section during the last few years.

The Los Angeles bill has already passed the
Senate, and, led by Generil Vandever, the
Califorma delegation will stand shoulder to
shoulder to secure its speedy passage through
the House.

Senator Blair's Hobby.

NEw York, March 24th.—The World's Wash-
ington corresgondent states that Senator Blair's
wife told a friend a few days ago that she dared
not think of the effect uvpon Seuvator Blair if his
education bill was defeated. His whole mind
has been centered on it, so that fears have been
expressed that it might give way. Senator
Blair's eccentricities have been increasing of
late years and he has become a monomaniac
upon his bill. He is conwinced that there is a
conspiracy against him, a conspiracy among
his brother renators, and a conspiracy of 'the

press,
Pro and ‘Con.

WASHINGTON, March 24th.—In the Senate this
afternoon Senator Mitchell presented apetition
from the cit zens of Oregon against extendiug
the indebtedpess of the Union Pacific road.
Frye presenteduéaemious from citizens ot Ana-
coudas, Butte and Diilon in favor of extending
the bonded indebtedness of the road.

Major Stamten Promoted.
WASHINGTON, March 24th.—The Fresident to"
day sent to the Senate the nomination of Major
Thaddeus H. Stanton, Paymaster, to be Lieu-
tenant-Colonel and Deputy Paymaster-General
in place of William Smth, promoted.

They Must Keep Out,

WASHINGTON, March 24th.—The President has
issued a proclamation warning all persons
against entering the waters of the Behring Sea
within the dominion of the United States .for
the purpose of killing seals or other fur-bearing
animals.

Linceln’s Postmaster.

WasniNgron, March 24th.—C. H. Butterfield
has been appointed Postmmaster at Lincoln,
Placer county, Cal., vice T. B. Harper removed.

CONGRESSIONAL.

IN THE SENATE.

WASHINGTON, March 2ith —In the Senate to-
day numerous petitions were introdueed. in-
cluding many protesting against the ratifica-
tion ot an extradition treaty with Russia.

Mitchell presented a.petition from the citizens
of Oregon protesting against the passage of the
Pacific Railway funding bill, while Frye pre-
sented pumerous petitions of about 1,000 citi-
zens of Idaho and Montana favoring the passage
of that same bill.

House bills were reported and placed on the
calendar as follows: To insure the purity of
elections in Arizena; to authorize Qgden, Utah,
10 assume increased indebtedn: ss.

The senate bill -eeding public lands to Cali-
fornia and other States in aid of the irrigation
of dry and arid lands, was 1eported back from
the Commitiee on Public Lands adversely and
indefinitely postponed.

Several petitions against the ratification of the
extradition treaty with Russia having been pre-
sented, Hoar said he would once more raise the
question as to theirpreseniatioa in open ses-
sion. A ter some debate the point of order was
withdrawn for the time being.

Sherman’s anti-trust bill wastaken up and
Tarpie discussed the constitutional points.

George opposed the amendment offered by
Reagan.

Teller said he was inclined to vete for the bill,
although he was not-sanguine of its accomplish-
ing the purpose for which it was intended, for
the States took hold of the question and sap-
pressed those trusts, by limiting the amount of
capital that can be aggregated in any  corpora-
tion, and the trounle would continue.  The bill,
he said, would ap{-l,\' to the Farmers' Alllance
and the National Farmers' League, which or-
ganized with the avowed purpose of .increasing
the prices of farm produce, a thing he regarded
as most desirable and as absolutely essential to
the prosperity of the country. He was ex-
tremely anxious to take hold of and control
those great trusts and combinations of capital
that were disturbing the commerce of the coun-
try. He oid not want, however, to go to the ex-
tent of interfering with organizations which he
thought were absolutely justified by the remark-
able condition of things in the country.

George referred to the Knights of Labor as an-
other organjzation tbat would come within the
scope Gf the bill, because the object of the Order
was to increase their wages and consequently
added to theincrease of the cost of production.

Sherman replied that the Standard Oil Com-
pany had ‘been originally organized with the
modest.capital of 200,000, but there were forty
or &fty companies in other States combined
with 1. He had been in.favor of a general law
declariog certain contracts null and void, but
had wodified the proposition to meet the views
of others who thought he was going too far,and
now the objection to the bill was iis weakness,
but it was weakness drawn into the bill by ob-
jections m#de in the Senate.

Vest and Hiscock spoke against the bill, which
wentover till to-morrow without action, The
executive session then adjourned.

Teller admitted that the Knights of Labor
and &1l Trade Unions in the country were prac
tically included in the bill, and suggested to the
¢ mmitee which reported it, where it could be
so worded as to confine .itto trusts which were
offensive to good morals. The discussion was
then on the amendments by Ingalls (aimed at
dealings in “futures’” and “options”)

Sberman opposed it as not in harmony with
the bill, as proposing a tax (which could not
originate in the Senate), and as not having been
considered by the committee. He also opposed
Reagan's amendment.

Btewart said the bill was unconstitutional.

Hoar criticis-d the bill in.some of its legal as
pects aud claimed tbat it failed to afford any
adequate remedy.

Sherman said if the duty on cotton clothes or
woolen clothes was too low to protect the man-
ufacturers of Massachusetts, not & month nor a
day would be allowed to pass before Hoar would
demand a remedy in the way ot raising the
duty. Here was & remedy for a greater wrong
than any that resulted from a low tariff, and
the farmers’ associations thronghout the coun-
try ecould not see the source nflﬁw evil. but they
demanded a remedy and this demand had to
be heard. The power of ( ongress was the only
power that couid deal with those corporations.

IN THE HOUSE.

WASHINGTON, Ma~ch 24th.—The House, after
the presentation of & few reports; proceeded
with the work of the Distiict af Columbia,
which comes up usualiy on the third Monday of
the month.

The Rock Creek bill was considered but no
action was taken and the Bouse adjourned.

. STRIKING MOLDERS.

Four Eastere Men Go to Work—What
the Union Says About Them.

SAN FrANCisCO, March 24th.—To-day the con-
dition ot affairs became a little more spirited.
At the Falton Foundry four molders went to
work and the proprietors were correspondingly
elated. At the rooms of the Executive Commit-
tee theunion men did not seem downhearted,
and lamghed over the jubilation the Foundry-
men’s Association was haviog. They admitted
that the doors of the Fulton Foundry had been
opened this morning to receive four men, who
had been placed at work in the molders’ room,
but they denied that the men were molders.

One member gave the following as theunion’s
version of the case : ““The men you refer to are
not molders and never were molders. They
were imported trom the East in the crowd that
arrived last week and promp:ly came over to
our side. When we found that they were labo--
ers who knew nothing of the trade. we refused
to support them any longer. They then tried to
threaten us by saying they would return to the
Fulton Foundry and go to work, and we did uot
try to persuade them not to doso. Aslong as
the Fulton cannot get better workmen than
they are we are not afraid, as it would take just
about one hundred of them to do an appren-
tice's work.”

President Valentine of the Union has re-
ceived a dispatch from one of the Eastern
molders who was sent back East that there is
another lot of men on their way out here. Asa
consequence the pickets have been doubled, and
no opportunity will be lost to see the men be-
fore the Foundrymen's Association gets them
within the founderies. The Executive Commit-
tee believes, h)wever, that the men will be
brought out here two or three at a time, and in
that manner will escape the pickets and the
Unions along the line of the railroad.

Indorsements of the strike from unions on
this ceoast and in the East continue to be re-
ceived, By this evening’s mail President Val-
eutine will send to President Fitzgerald of the
Interpational. Iron-Molders’ Un‘on, the first
pay-roll of the striking molders. It will contain
the names of about 150 men who are; receiving
the §7 a week allowed by the International
Union while the strike is in progress. In addi-
tion to §3 a week received from the local union.
this makes §10 a week paid each man on strike.

HEADLESS GHOST.

The Figure of a Murdered Woman is
Haunting the Town of Reading.

READING, (Pa.), March 24th.—The headless
ghost of a murdered wife-is creating intense ex-
«citement in this city. A few weeks ago a jeal-
ous husband, Harry Lebo, called his wife to the
back gate of her father's house and shot her
dead. Her father died on the spot from fright,
and the husband escaped and shot himself.

According to statements of residents in the
vicinity, the wife’s spirit has come back to
earth, and is now haunting the spot of her cruel
murder. William Rupport. his wife and two
grown souns live opposite the scene of the
tragedy. Mrs. Rupport is a plain, matter-of-fact
woman, and this is her account of what shesaw
on Friday night:

“I was in bed and dozing at the time. Sud-
denly I heard groans, as if some one was in
.great pain out in the sireet. I arose, thinking
it might be some one in distress.

*It was a bright moonlight night. I looked
across the way to the spot where Harry shot his
wife, and there I saw the figure 0 & woman
near the gate. The figure had no head.

““All the while the groans continued. Filled
with horror I again looked at the figure. I was
sure it looked like the form of the murdered
woman, I closed the window and dropped into
convulsions, which lasted two hours.”

Mrs. Rupport was corroborated by her hus-
band, their son Oscar, aged 17, and another
older son. The ghost business is the entire talk
of the people in the neighborhood.
