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TEE SCHOOL AND THE CHURCH.

Ilev. Horatio Stebbins, I). I)., of San
Franeisro, on Sunday, in that city,
preached of the relation of the common
school system to religion and to govern-
ment. He was, as usual, trenchant and
bold, and found the kernel of the question
in these sentences ofundeniable truth :

The public school system ofthe country is im-
bedded in the United States mid in the hearts ol
the citizens. It is a part of the office of the
Onvfrnmf.it as ranch as it is to sustain the judi-
ciary and legislative departments. It is thedoty ofthe Government because duties are re-
quired ol the citizens which require intelli-gence. Ifitwas a monarchy it would be differ-ent, Ijutm a free country the Government isno
longer paternal.

This duty the Government owes to the citizenbecause the Government requires duties ot the
citizen as a free man. The common school sys-
tem is no Charity. Men without iamily ask
whythey arc compelled to pay taxes to educate
another man's children. For the same reasonthat they receive other municipal benefits. ItispeCADse the general social welfare requires it.

That is the whole question in a nut-
shell. There is no religion in the common
schools, because it is not the office of the
system to deal with the spiritual any more
than it is the office of the judicial and ex-
ecutive departments of the Government.
Ifthe argument that the schools should
be religious is sound, then it is good for
the defense ofreligions teaching and test-
ing in each and every branch of Govern-
ment The reverend speaker put it well
when he declared that those who siy there
is no religion in the schools really mean
there is not inthe schools what each in-
dividual holds to be religion. There is
such a divergence of opinion as to what is
true religion that the whole matter set-
tles down to tiiis proposition : ''There is
no religion in the schools or any other
institution unless there is conformity to
what you or 1l>elieve.'' There is no re-
ligionin tlte schools unless our particular
views are untuned !»y the teaching. The
State simply says: "Settle this question,
'A\ hat is true religion." amon* your-
selves, for the State does not meddle with
it,but Lives to the child only those means
of knowledge concerning the common
things of useful lifethat are essential to
decent and orderly citizenship."

SHEEUT Fi.aik has sent his resigna-
tion to Governor Ilili; Tammany has ex-
pelled him; a jury of his country lias
found him guilty of criminal conspiracy to
falsely procure a Court judgment ;and yet
Flack declares that he is innocent, and
that time willvindicate him. The brazen
effrontery of the man is amazing. The
very lawyer who appeared fur his wife in
the divorce case against Flack, went on
the stand and swore that Flack's son en-
gaged him to bring the action; that he
never sn-.v his client, Mrs. Flack; that no

mony was introduced by him, and
that he never oven went before the Referee,
but that Flack, his son, and llefcrec
Meeks conducted the whole thing. In
other fronts, Mrs. Flack was plaintiff in a
suit for divorce while she had no knowl-
edge wiiatever of the proceeding, and
Flack and hi- son engineered the entire
afi:ur. Yet Flask puts up a pitifulmouth
and declares his innocence. Ifthere could
l>c any dowbt of the lawyer's story, the let-
ters from the s:>n and from the Referee to
the lawyer establish conclusively that the
band was pot up and carried out by the
father, the w.>u. and the Referee.

No, Mr.Kennan's statements are so evi-
dently true, are fortified by such strong
proofs, aud corretpond so exactly with the
statements of other travelers, ar.d of
escaped political convicts, that we do not
need to send another private inspector,
especially not one who would be under
the direction and officious hospitality of
the Russian officials.—- *

Itappear* that the woman who wrote
the personal letter to the Czar, protesting
against Russian cruelties, and from which
letter the Record-Ukion quoted freely,
a day or two ago, has lieen re-arrested, and
is threatened with exile to Siberia. Ocr
readers willrecall that inthe letter there
was not a word that any citizen in a free
government might not address to a legis-
lator or Governor without oflense. In-
deed, there is not in the communica-
tion a line that should ofiend the Czar. It
is a dignified protest against a political
system as antagonistic to the best interests
of one's native land. Allthrough the
letter there breathes a spirit of patriotism
aud ardent love for Russia, and even of
respect for the Imperial house. But in
Russia the right of petition is unknown)

and whoever dares to even think that the
Emperor is capable of making an error,
does so at the risk of suffering lifeim-
prisonment, or death. As an intelligent
Russian once said to us, when asked what
his fellow subjects, not Nihilists, thought
of the Government of Russia, "Sir, they

do not think."

Tnc rumor is abroad that the Czar of
Russia proposes to exercise his power as
L>uke of Finland, and abolish the repre-
sentative body of the Government of the
latter country. This would reduce the
J-inns to the condition of serfs, in fact,
having no rights whatever that th.c Czar
need respect. IfRussia has resolved on
tliis despotic action, there is nothing to
prevent her. But the preceding willonly
serve to intensify the spirit of revolt that
is so strong at this time in Ruaria, ami
that some day must result in the establish-
ment of a Constitutional Government. The
Swedes are so closely related to the Finns
and so sympathize with them, that should
the Czar carry out his threat, Sweden will
surely protest Tint Government con-
siders Finland a province of Sweden, and
will never admit that Russia of right
rules over it. There is a probability, there-
fore, that this Finnish difficult* may bring
about friction in Eumpe tiiat will remit
beneficially to the democratic sentiment,
and possibly bring on \u25a0 war.

Whokvbß is disposed to the prosperity
of Sacramento kindly should do all that
he can to stimulate the spirit of improve-
ment now manifest among our people, and
to discourage the spirit of opposition to
the grading and improvement of our high-
ways. Given, a town with good streets and
we willhave a city with invitingcondi-
tions, for the we'l-kept street enhances
property values, stimulates the buildingof
residences, prompts the householder to
beautify his surroundings, invites new
residents, and generally operates to make
a place prosperous and handsome, and
therefore inviting. No outside issues
should be mixed up with this question of
street improvement.

TiikPan-American Congress has adopted
a resolution in favor of a railroad to con-
nect all the countries, or most of them.
represented in the conference. The plan
is to have an International Board of En-
gineers erected to devise schemes to the
end in view. The idea is a good one ;the
plan is feasible and the belief weentertain
is that it will be carried out. Present
time is to eliminate distance between the
American States largely, and make the
nations of the two continents (dose neigh-
bors and fa~t friends.
