Raspr JosepH Kravskorr, D. D. of
Philadelphia, in a recent lecture, declared
that reasonable expenditure upon art is
true economy—a truth that advancing,
civilization more and more recognizes
We should not, as he well says, begrudge
expenditure on art. For it isa benefac-
tion to the poor, who cannot for them-
selves procure costly art treasures or visit
the art collections of the old world. The
age is a pushing, grasping and commer-
cially cold one, and there is little enough
in it of devotion to the refining and edu-
cating influences of art. Our parks,
squares and gardens have too few exam-
ples of sculpture, our public buildings too
few fine paintings and our art galleries for
the public are rare and widely apart. In
our severity we devote too little to the
adornment of our public structures, and
even in their outward architecture it is
but here and there that they appeal to the
love for the beautiful. Emerson was
right when he said “Raphael paints wis-
dom, Handel sings it, Phidias carves it,
Shakespeare writes it, Wren builds it.”
Art is an educator, truly, and it never
educates in a wrong direction, when em-
ployed by the clean taste. If it does not
reach all, so, too, neither does science, re-
ligion nor any of the agencies of man, but
its presence, as the distinguished lecturer
quoted from well said, “has an ennobling
influence upon the many. If it cannot
make the bad better it makes the good
better ; it leads the well-disposed to make
life truer, nobler, more beautiful for self
and others, and that alone deserves our
faithful devotion to it. We may, indeed,
find corruption among artistic surround-
ings, but we look for it first
find it where all art is wanting and igno-
rance and cold, practical hard lines pre-
vail. A few art galleries,” said the lec-
turer, with truth, “a few parks, a few
libraries, a few statues, a few fountains,
the distribution of a few ennobling pic-
tures, a few concerts, are wonder-
working missionaries for good in any com-
munity,” and rival the churches, the
prayer-meetings and the exhortations of
the preachers, and are better than the
threats of Police Courts and the arms of
peace officers.
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THE great American privilege of meet-
ing and adopting resolutions was exercised
by the passengers on the disabled steamer
City of Paris in this manner:

"Resolved, That we, passengers from New York
to Liverpool by the Royal Mail steamship City
ot Paris, which was, by an accident to the ma-
chinery on the afternoon of Tuesday, March
25th, wholly disabled and partielly filied with
water and placed at the mercy of the sea, desire
herewith to record our heartfelt gratitude to Al-
mighty God for the beautiful weather experi-

enced during the time of extreme peril, avd to
which was chiefly due our safe deliverance.

We believe that this is the first time
that resolutions of thanks to the Supreme
Ruler of the universe have been passed by
resolution. There is lacking only the
usual formula: “Resolved, that these reso-
lutions be furniched to the press and a
copy forwarded,” etc. Generally passen-
gers in a strait at sea who feel dependence
upon the mercies of Providence get down
upon their marrow bones and pray with
all the earnestnesiof the conviction that
their only hope is in Divine assistance, but
the City of Pari. people not only resolve
thanks to God, but qualify their acknowl-
edgment by the cautious statement that to
the “beautiful weather” vouchsafed was
“chiefly due” their safe deliverance. There
is nothing like exactness in these matters,
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SHERIFF FLACK gets off altogether “too
cheap.” He committed one of the grossest
of frauds; he conspired against the course
of justice; colluded with a Court official
to procure a fraudulent decree of divorce
to be entered against himself upon the
supposed complaint of his wife, when in
fact she had no knowledge of any action
having been brought in her name. For
this misdemeanor—it should be a felony—
he escapes with but two months of im-
prisonment in the County Jail and a fine
of $3500. The reporter of the World, who
secreted himself in the jury-room while
the Flack jury was in deliberation, was
punished by being sent to jail for thirty
days and fined $250; yet he had not even
committed a misdemeanor, under the law,
but was punished for contempt of Court.
In fact this Paul Pry receives punishment
trebly severe to that administered to
Flack, when the character of the offenses
is considered. We cannot understand the
Courts of New York? They are strong in
the trial of offenders, but their judgments
in awarding punishment nearly always
seem inadequate.

IN the new tariff bill, by which it is
claimed there will be worked a reduction
of the revenue to the tune of $45,000,000,
without affecting the principle of protec-
tion to American production and manu-
facture—a claim upon which a political
issue will be joined—it is provided that
the reduction on luwber from $2 to §1 30

words, it is proposed to make the Domin-
ion Government “reciprocate.” This prop-
osition will probably bring Canada to
terms. But it remains to be seen whether
our lumber men will not antagonize the
entire proposition.

Ir a recent correspondent of the London
Truth is correct in his statement concern-
ing the Chinese drama, then nearly every
one who has written of it or observed it in
this country has been mistaken. The cor-
respondent says that it is error to suppose
that the dramas presented by Chinese com-
panies are long. On the contrary, he de-
clares that they are shorter than some
English plays. The Chinese bill of the
play generally embraces seven or eight
pieces, which take altogether some four
hours of acting. He adds that he speaks
from experience in China among theater-
goers and actors. It is very strange that
other observers should so differently ex-
press themselves. The majority of writers
and critics describe Chinese drama to be a
historical recital extending over vast peri-
ods of time, and that the recital is contin-
ued from night to night until the whole
story of heroic achievement and royal and
other love-making is told.

THE people of the Choctaw Nation in-
sist upon having a lottery. The Chicago
Journal wisely advises them that if they
‘must get rid of their money, a cheaper
and speedier method will be to take it out
on the public square and burn it. Yes,
and rather than have an official lottery to
damn their communities, they had better
add all their property to the bonfire and
jump into the flames themselves, It
would be better for the race cf men that
such a pyre be kindled than have the
lottery evil fasten official fangs upon the

throat of any more soverign States or dis-
tricts.
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THE government of a city will be Jjust
what its people make it, says the Cleve-
Herald. True, and they never deserve any
better government than that they have.
If it is extravagrant, incompetent, corrupt,
weak or run in the interest of a class, it is
because the majority of the people con-
sent to it. It would be well for reformers
to keep these truths well to the front.

WoORKs of art are to be placed upon the
free list, under the naw revenue bill. To
that there will not be raised any strong
opposition. Local art production will be
stimulated, aided and improved by the
betiered taste of the people and the en-
larged view of the beneficence of art in
the scheme of education and civilizatien
that will result.

E. M. M. Bogardus, of the Mouniain
Democrat, was present as a special repre-
sentative of that journal.

Upon the conclusion of the election,
President Green introduced Sam Davis,
the well-known humorist, and editor of
the Carson, Nev., dppeal, who had con-
sented to address the meeting.

Mr. Davis was greeted with applause
when he stepped upon the platform.

The speaker started in by reproaching
the committee for selecting such a subject
as “Business” for bim to speak upon.
Business was something that he was not
up in. “Why,” said he, “there is not a
worse conducted, more slip-shod paper on
the coast than the Carson Appeal. I own
a ranch in ore county and a newspaper in
another, and it has become notorious in
my neighborhood that when I leave the
ranch and resume charge of the paper,
the ranch thrives and gets along remarka-
bly well. Then, when I get tired of the
paver and go back to the ranch, the latter
suffers again, bat the paper begins to boom.
But when I desert both of them and £0
down to San Francisco for a few weeks,
there is great prosperity at both
ends.” Mr. Davis then branched off
on a semi-gerious dissertation on the
troubles of the poor newspaper man.
The newspaper, he declared, was 1 oked
upon by many as a public philanthropist—
an institution organized and maintained
for no other purpose than to boom every-
thing for nothing. Every dealer was wilil-
ing to have his enterprise boomed, but
when the poor editor wants a new pair of
shoes or a bhat, he must pay top rates
Society ladies would get up a charity ball
and would persuade the editor to give
them about a dollar’s worth of advertising
free—*'for the good of the cguse.” But
when it come to giving out the invitations
they would not provide the editor's wife
with one because she could not dress well
enough. The speaker said he was de-
cidedly in favor of receiving pay for all ad-
vertising, and he related several humorous
examples of how he was succeeding. In
conclusion Mr. Davis earnestly extiorted
those present to join hands and pull to-
gether, for in union there was strength. By
doing so they could easily accomplish
what the association aimed for,

Edward Curtis, another well-known
journalist, was the next speaker. Mr. Cur-
tis was received with much applaunse, and
his remarks were listened to with marked
attention.

“I am glad,” he said ‘‘to meet the editors
of Northern Calitornia. This section of
our State has been so well served and ad-
vertised by your united labors that I am
sure you would be welcomed anywhere in
this region and especially here in Sacra-
mento, the very heart and center of a vast
and prolific territory. An observing man
who has traveled much told me this morn-
ing that the people ot California, taken as
a whole, know more than any other peo-
ple he had ever been among. The high
and wide intelligence that my friend found
all through California is largely due to the
newspaper press of this State that daily
and weekly furnish to the public every
variety of information. More people read
newspapers in California, in propcrtion to
population, than anywhere else in the
world. The great journals of New York,
Philadelphia, Chicago and St. Louis, with
millions of people surrounding them, have
a circulation not much larger than the
leading newspapers of San Francisco, that
penetrate comparatively sparseiy-settled
communities. There is scarcely a man in
California =0 poor or so ignorant that he
does not take one or more newspapers,
while in the East, in. every city and town
and settlement, there are very many who
never see a newspaper, PXC(‘[J:. an occa-
sional one they borrow from their neigh-
bors. Every question is discussed here
more thoroughly than elsewhere. Our
politics are more intense and vigorous.

“A Convention in one of the older States
is a mild affair compared to a California
Convention. There the regulated pro-
gramme is carried out and the proceedings
are over in a day. Here our pol'itical State
Conventions last through three well-fought
days, and sometimes the hot-footed con-
tests last a whole week. The wictory here
is indeed the survival of the firtest. It
speaks well for the energy and iutelligence
of our people that trinmpbs only come to
those who have the endurance and ability
to win them. In a growing, active State,
full of ambitious people, weak men soon
go to the wall. The press, vehemen: and
ageressive, has no time or force to waste on
nobodies. It defends or shoots at targets
wortby of its steel. Yet, in the white heat
of political assanlts, I have never known a
first-class public man to be permanently
injured by abuse. Like fine gold, he comes
out of the furnace finer still. It is only the
unscrupulous, the mean, the unsavory, who
get hurt under the fierce calcium light of a
free press.

“When a man stands before his fellow-
citizens a candidate for their suffrages, the
press has a right to find out al! they can
about him, and to show him up if he is
found wanting. It is the editor's duty to
the community. Yea, more! it is his duty
to kee‘r a vigilant eye on heads of institu-
tions dealing largely with the people, like
banks, insurance companies and water
companies.

‘‘Not long ago I was talking with Sidney
Dillon, formerly President of the Union
Pacific, and now a Director in a score of
financial corporations. He comp'ained to
e that newspaper men s metimes did
such outrsgeous things. ‘Why,’ said he,
‘daring the black Friday panicin Wall
s'reet u reporter came to my house afier
midnight, and vigoronsly rang the bell,
and kept ringing it until the whole house
was awakened. I put my head out of the
window,’ said M:. Dillon, ‘and asked him
what he wanted. The repurter shouted up
tome: “Have you failed ?” Did you ever
hear of such cheek and au tacity 2 said Mr.
Dillon. 1 replied that I thought the re-
porter only did his duty, though a dis-
agreesble one. I eaid: *Mr. Dillon, you
were one of the managers of corporations
which deal directly wi:h the people, and
the people had a right to know whether
you were solvent or not. With a financial
cyclone tea'ing through the sireet it made
a decided difference to many whether you
could weather the storm or not. And what
seemed 1o be nobodv’s business bat your
owr, re: liy aff cted the busines: of many
who were standing on the brink of ruin,
and the reporier. as the people’s represent-
ative, and to whom they look for all the

sort of universal police, detecting crimes in
high as well as low places, and bringing
the guilty to the bar of public opinion for
punishment, it yet should not misuse its
power.

‘It is excellent to have a ?‘am's strenth;

It is tyrannous to use it like a giant.’

“The fireside and virtuous home shonld
be exempt frcm its argus eyes. The
best newspaper cdoes not divide com-
munities nor array friends against friends.
It should cement society. It should bea
peacemaker, nota vitrol thrower, except
where public wrongs are to be righted, and
I think it generally is so.

*The newspaper should be both a leader
and a follower. It should lead fearlessly
where duty calls, bat it should follow the
moral tone and sentiment as crystallized by
the best elements of the community in
which it is published. If it is not so, it
usuelly is compelled to be. Let any news-
paper assail upjastly a defenseiess girl and
how soon ruin comes to that journal aad
ostracism to its editor. Let it attempt to

the paper will be stopped. There are
many things the most powerful news-
papers in the land dare not do. For in-
stance, it dare not violate the spirit of the
neighborhood. What a strong word that
is — the neighborhood. Daniel Webster
once came home from Congress weary and
worn from a long and exciting session. As
soon as he arrived he was called on to de-
fend a man accused of crime near his old
home in New Hampshire. He said he
couldn’t do it. He needed rest. But they
said: ‘We will give you a good fee.' Again
he declined. But they said: ‘Mr. Webster,
the neighbors want you to come and de-
fend him.” ‘Oh! said Mr. Webster, ‘if
the neighbors say that, I will go’ Greater
than fees, greater than statut 's,greater than
any other commands, is the unwritten law
of the neighborhood, and no newspaper is
strong enough to stand against it.

“What a field you editors have for use-
fulness in this magnificent State! Where
else are there such resourceful counties.
Where else are there so many and diversi-
fied industries to encourags? Where else
are there such emersld fields, such smiling
vineyards to describe, such puarple moun-
tains with cragsof gold to poriray, andsuch
foaming rivers that are drawn like silver
ribbons in and across such lovely valleys.
And above all, where else such a noble
people as inhaoit our beloved California.
You are daily and weekly forming and
furnishing the minds of the native sons
and daughters of the grandest tide of em-
igration that ever moved. -For 1t was the
most remarkable, the most enterprising,
and best-blooded people of the earth who
came herein 1849 and 1850 and laid ‘he
foundations of this State. All other im-
migrations have been made up largely from
the obscure, the persecuted and the un-
fortunate. But the pioneers of California
were the picked and brainy people of the
East and Europe. Yours is the high priv-
vilege of instructing the descendants of
that great ancestry. You will see toit, I
know, that the cause of education and
good morals and good government is kept
high and advancing evervwhere, your
newspapers are read.”’
