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CITY TRUSTEES.

THE O-STREET IMPROVEMENT TO COST
BUT 8122 PER FOOT.

oundmaster O'Neill Lording it Over
Taxpayers—The L-Street Matter
Laid Over a Week.

The Board of City Trustees held its reg-
ular weekly session yesterday, all the mem-
bers being present. Before the reading of
the minutes Mayor Comstock asked the
other members of the Board if they had
any objection to postponing the appoint-
ment of officers until the afternoon ses-
sion.

Trustee Wolf said he had none, and
Trustee McLaughlin interposed no objec-
tion, so the matter was laid over.

The Chief Engineer of the Water Works
reported that last week 22,745,000 gallons
of water were pumped, the Holly pump
being run 161 hours and the Stevens eight
hours.

Mayor Comstock read a communication
to the Board from the Oregon Coal Com-
pany, asking the Board to try their coal for
a certain time in the Water Works, to
ascertain how much would be required to

pump 1,000,000 galions of water, and they
would then putin a bid for the contract.
The peculiar wording of the advertisement
rendered this necessary to the company
before they could intelligently bid.

Trustee Wolf thought the Oregon Coal
Company had had plenty of time to brin
up the matter. The advertisement bag
been running in the papers for three weeks,
and the bids should now be opened. He
would vote to open the bids that had been
handed in.

Mayor Comstock said he was in favor of
giving the new company a chance. There
might be a saving to the city by so doing.

_Trustee McLaughlin was also inclined to
give the company permission to test their
coal in the Water Works. Their agent,
George J. Cowan, was present, and he guar-
anteed that the coal he would farnish
would not cost any more than that which
was now being used.

Trustee Wolf’s motion to open the bids
was lost, and the new company was given
until April 21st to test their coal here.

A communication from John A. McIn-
tyre was read offering $150 per year for the
use of the public square, or the block
bounded by Fifteenth and Sixteenth, P and
Q streets.

Trustee Wolf said the Board had re-
solved some time ago to improve the
square, and he was not in favor of letting
the property out for any length of time.

Trustee McLaughlin thought it would do
no harm to rent the block to Mr. McIntyre
until such time as the Board should see fit
to use it, and an order was passed to that
effect.

Judge H. O. Beatty asked the Board that
they delay action on the remonstrance of
the property-owners on L street, from Fif-
teenth to Twenty-eighth. against the grad-
ing of that street. He was satisfied that if
the matter were laid over for one week it
would probably be amicably settled by that
time,

The Street Commissioner had prepared a
report on the subject, in which he stated
that he had examined the remonstrances to
the proposed grading of L street, and found
that those who had withdrawn had the
right to do so before the remonstrance was
acted upon by the Board. With thenames
withdrawn there was less than a majority
of the frontage objecting, and therefore the
work could go on. The report went on to
say that the Board must pass on the suffi-
ciency of the remonstrance, and cited a case
from an Ohio Court where a signer of a
remonstrance had the privilege of with-
drawing at any time before the Board had
acted on the matter. In conclusion the
Commissioner recommended that the
Board proceed with the improvement as
the law directed.

Trustee McLaughlin said he would be
satisfied to lay the matter over one week,
and this could be done by referring the re-
mopstrance to him, as Street Commissioner.

Ji. .ge Beatty agreed to this, and the mat-
ter was laid over until next Monday.

E. F. Aitken appeared before the Board
and complained against the Poundmaster
for that official’s action the other day, in
taking a couple of cows belonging to him,
and which were feeding on the lawn in
front of his property at Nineteenth and G
streets, Mr. Aitken said he had tied the
two cows on his lawn beyond the sidewalk
with a ten-foot rope, and that while he was
trimming bis trees near by the Pound-
master came up, and without a word began
to untie the rope to which one of the cows
was attached. Mr. Aitken came to the
rescue of his stock, but the city official was
firm, and declared ne would take the cows
to the pound unless Mr. Aitken paid for
their release. One of the men on the wegon
velled out, “Let him have them at half-
price,” and Mr. Aitken paid $2, at the same
time informing the Poundmaster that he
did so under protest. Upon payment of
the money his cows were given to him.

Poundmaster O'Neill was present, and
stated that the reason he took the cow was
because it was uatied. He afterwards asked
the Board if the sidewalkand lawn were
not public propsrty, and if a cow was not
just es liable to be impounded when found
there as she was when in the middle of the !
street,

The Truostees admitted that he was right,
but thought he was altogether too strict in
enforcing the law in cases like that under
discussion, where the owner was present
and had charge of the stock.

Mr. McLaughlin told him he should at
least have first notified Mr. Aitken that he |
was violating the law before taking the
property.

Mayor Comstock azreed with the Street
Commissioner, and O’'Neill was advised to
pay back the $2 to Mr. Aitken.

A petition signed by property-owners in
the block bounded by Twenty-fifth and
Twenty-sixth, O and P streets, was read.
asking the Board to revokethe license they
had given to the individual who rans a
saloon on that block. They claimed that
it was not a saloon, but a “‘grog-shop,” and
that disturbances were of irequent occur-
rence at the place.

Although the matter had been referred
to the Chief of Police a week ago, Trustee
McLaughlin moved that his attention be |
again called to it, and that he be ordered to
report to the Board next Monday, It was
so ordered.

The awarding of the contract to grade O
street, from Tenth to Twenty-first, was
about to be made to H. C. Ewing, when O,
A. Lovdal and other property owners on
the street asked that they be informed as
to what would be the cost per front foot for
grading the street.

Trustee McLaughlin said that, according
to the City Encineer's figures, the cost
would be $1 68, with 13 cents per foot de-
ducted for intersections.

Mr. Lovdal said be had figured out the
cost, and made it $1 22 per foot, or 9,991 10
for the eleven blocks.

Mr. Ewing, the contractor, said he had
prepared a rough estimate, and made it
$1 24, but by closely figuring he might
bave brought the price down to Mr. Lov-
dal's figures.

The contract was awarded to Mr. Ewing.

Resolutions were passed awarding con-
tracts as follows: To Rosa & Silva. for
grading the alley between J and K, Fifth
and Sixth streets; to H. C. Ewing, for
grading the alley between L and M, Second
and Third streets. :

Resolutions were passed ordering Q
street, from Front to Second, and Twenty-
eighth, from K to M, graded and graveled.

The Board then tock a recess until 2
o'clock.

NEW CITY

hour fixed for the reassembling of the
Board, evidently deeply interested in the
result of the election about to be held. At
2 o'clock Trustees Comstock, McLaughlin
and Wolf went into the Assessor’s office
and locked themselves in. They cancused
for about three quarters of an hour, and
when they re-entered the Trustees’ room
each looked and acted as if the caucus dis-
cussion had been a warm one.

After calling the Board to order, Mayor
Comstock read a communication from B.
Shi lds. in which the latter offered to ful-
fillehe duties of Clerk ofdthe W;ateLWorks
for $250 per month and employ his own
collecwrs‘.) He offered to give a bond to do
the work. i

The Mayor read the provisions of the
charteron the subject, to show that such
an arrangement could not be made.

Comtaunications were received from P.
A. Byrne, W. J. Toole and J. Davis, asking

questing to be appointed Building and

Sanitary Inspector.

There was another communication,

| signed by leading architects and builders,

asking that the Building Inspector to be
appointed shouid be a practical bricklayer.

Then the Board proceeded to elect its
officers, and Trustee Wolf nominated
Joseph Judd for Chief Eogineer of the
Water Works. Neither of the other Tras-
tees had a candidate, and Judd was elected
unanimously.

For First Assistant Engineer, Mr. Mec-
Laughlin nominated Thomas Wood and
Mr. Wolf nominated R. A. Renwick.
The latter was elected by the votes of
Wolf and Comstock.

For Second Assistant Engineer, Mr. Mec-
Laughlin nominated Frank Daroux and
Mr. Comstock nominated L. Peters. Da-
roux received the votes of Wolf and Mc-
Laughlin, and was declared elected.

For First Fireman of the Water Works,
Mr. Wolf nominated William Connell and
there being no other nomnees he was
elected.

For Second Fireman, Mr. Comstock
named J. J. Shick, and he was also unani-
mously elected. as was Herndon for Third
Fireman.

The firemen elected are all hold-overs.

For City Tapper, Mr. Comstock nomi-
nated John Watt, the present incumbent.
There were no other nominees, and Watt
was elected.

For City Engineer, Mr. McLaughlin
nominated Hobart Pierson, the present in-
cumbent, and he, too, had a walk-over.

But there was a division when the Clerk
of the Water Works was reached. Mayor
Comstock nominated R. O. Cravens and
Mr. McLaughlin nominated Matt Coffey.
Messrs. Wolf and McLaughlin voted for
Coffey, and he was declared elected.

For Superintendent of the City Cemetery,
Mayor Comstock named George F. Bron-
ner, who was defeated by R. H. Singleton,
Mr. McLaughlin’s candidate.

For Building and Sanitary Inspector,
Mayor Comstock nominated W. B. Ferrall,
and Mr. Wolf nominated Al. Starr, the
present incumbent. McLaughlin voted
with Wolf and Starr was elected.

The election of a Board of Health, Har-
bormaster, Poundmaster and Health Officer
was postponed for one week.

CASH CORVICTED.

THE JURY DISAPPOINTS A CONFIDENT
DEFENSE.

But Judge Armsirong Promised a New
Trial, and Cash Does Not
Despair.

John Cash, a resident of Elk Grove, was
tried and convicted yesterday in the Supe-
rior Court of having attempted to murder
George Bond.

On the evening of {he 21st of last Novem-
ber there was a drunken row at the Toronto
Hotel at Elk Grove, in which Cash, Bond
and Daniel Conant were the principals. All
three had been drinzing heavily during the
day and by nightfall were “*fighting drunk.”
Cash and Bond were the most belligerent,
and several times clinched and had to be
separated by the bystanders. Finally, after
another clinch, Cash whipped out a re-
volver and without any warning began
blazing away at Bond. Fortunately for the
latter, Cash’s aim was unsteady and the in-
jaries were not fatal. Oce of the bullets
entered Bond’s left side, near the floating

rib, and then glancing outward severely
lacerated his left arm. None of the wounds
were dangerous. Constable Zimwmerman
heard the shooting and rushing into the
place grappled with Cash. It was then that
Conant became conspicuous. He jumped
upon Zimmerman and succeeded in freeing
Cash from the officer’s grasp. Cash no
sooner found himself free than he regained
his pistol and fired & couple of shots at the
officer, but without effect. Zimmerman
finally floored Conant, and again seizing
Cash, handcuffed him. Conant in the
meantime fled, and has not been seen since.

There was a determined effort at the
trial yesterday, on the part of Cash's
friends, to clear him, if possible. A host
of them took the witness stand and testi-
fied that his reputation for peace and quiet
was good, and the eye-witnesses would not
positively swear to anything. Even Bond
declared that he could not positively swear
that it was Cash who shot him. Another
witness testified that the revolver exploded
accidentally during a scuffle for the posses-
sion of it between himself and Cash, and
that it was not aimed at Bond, although
they had been quarreling. Cash himself
took the witness stand and said that he was
so drunk when the shooting tock placa
that he could not remember anything
about it.

The District Attorney labored under
many disadvantages in conducting the
prosecution, while everything looked bright
for the defense.

The jury, however, were not carried
awap in the defense’s maelstrom, and to
the surprise of many bronght in a verdict
of guilty.

Cash’s case iz not yet settled, though.
During the trial the District Attorney ae-
sired to ask one of the witnesses certain
questions, which Judge Armstrong ruled
against. The District Attorney insisted,
and the Court finally informed him that if
the questions were asked and a verdizt of
guilty was found by the jury, he would
grant a new trial to the defendant by rea-
son thereof—provided that the law sup-
ported the Court’s raling.

Now that a conviction has been had
Cash will no doubt remind the Court of
this declaration.

FIRE COMMISSIONERS.

Induction of the New Members—Pre-
s2ntations and Speeches,

The Board of Fire Commissioners met
last evening. There were present Commis-
sioners Weil, Slater and Beckman, the lat-
ter taking his seat for the first time. Mayor
Comstock, the ex-Commissioner, and M. A.
Howard, the newly-elected member of the
Board, were also present.

The monthly pay-roll, amounting to
$1,750, was allowed.

The monthly reports of the engine and
hook and ladder companies were read, and
ordered on file.

At Commissioner Weil's suggestion, the
Chief Engineer was ordered to have certain
repairs made to the wheels of the hook and
ladder trucks.

Commissioner Slater urged that the
Board put engine-houses Nos. 2 and 3 in
good condition; that they extend the fire-
alarm system to Twenty-eighth street, and
bave a fire-alarm striker put in the Ca-
thedral 1ower, so that an alarm can be
heard throughout the city ; that a hook and
ladder company be established in the east-
ern portion of the city ; that the Chief Ea-
gineer’s salary be raised to $150 per month,
and that a good safe be purchased for the
keeping of the books and papers of the de-
partment. In retiring from office, Mr.
Slater said :

Friends and Fellow-Fire Commissioners: Three
years ago, whean elected to this position, 1 said
1 would endeavor to the best of my ability to
work for the best interests of this city. I be-
lieve I have done 0. The salaries of firemen
were not then paid promptly, as at present; we
have an eflicient Chief Engineer; the apparatus
has been put in good condition; engine No.1l's
house has been thoroughly repaired, and is «l-
most as good as new; the hook and ladder
house is a credit and an ornament to the city:
the fire alarm system is as good as can be ex-
pected: the charitable fund is in a good way to
increase, and the efliciency of our depariment
is second to none on this coast. In conclusion,
I desire to return my most sincere thanks to my
tellow-Commissioners, the Secretary and to ali
members of the Paid Fire Department, and
most especially to the citizens who placed me
in the position from which I retire this
evening.

At theconclusion of Mr, Slater’sremarks,
Commissioner Weil arose and in a neat
speech complimented Mr. Slater for the
able manner in which he had served dnr-
ing his term of office. He also paid a
compliment to Mr. Comstock, and that
gentleman in reply made a few well-chiosen
remarks

No further business appearing, the cld
Board adjourned, and Mr. Slater intro-
duced his succes-or, Mr. Howard.

For President of the Board Commissioner
Howard nominated Mr. Wiel. Commis-
sioner Beckman seconded the nomination,
and Mr. Wiel was unanimously chosen.

The present incumbent, H. I Seymour
was re-elected Secretary, and Mr. Howard
was chosen Treasurer.

As the new Bzard was about to adjourn,
Judge H. L. Buckley, in behalf of the
members of the fire department, presented
Mr. Slater with a handsome gold watch.
appropriately engraved, and also a charm,
emblematic of a Lodze of which Mr.
Slater is a member.

Mr. Slater made a fitting response.

Jadge Armstrong then presented ex-
Commissioner Comstock with a watch and
chain similar to that which had been given
Mr. Slater.

Mr. Comstock replied that, althouzh he
bad experienced many surprises of late,
this one was the most complete, and he felt
very grateful to his friends in the depart-
ment, and would always stand by them.

Before adjourning the new members
made short speeches, promising to do their
best in the discharge of their duties.

After the meeting was over champagne
botties began to pop, and a merry time was
enjoyed by all present.

“In view of his youth at the time of his
offense ; the fact that his sentence is rather
severe; that since his incarceration his
mother hasdied, leaving his younger brother
au(_l siscer with no one to care for them,
and that thus far his behavicr has been
most excellent during his imprisonment, I

feel justified in granting him a commuta-
tion.”
