WWASHINGTON, March 3ist. — Celso Ciesar

Moreno, late Prémier to King Kalakeua, writes
to-day to younz Wilcox, the revolutionist, as

Tollows:
WASHINGTON, Manch 30, 1890,

My Dear Wilcox: Your letters ot the 1dth of
February and of the 14th of March are at hand
and contents read and digested. Yes, I am of
the opinionand warmly desire that you should
e a Cabinet Minister, with a firm resolution to
-entirely deliver your country and countrymen
from the grasp of the greedy and unscrupulous
missionarits and their accompiices, who con-
Jjointly preach in their churches on Sundays
and do all kinds of worldly tricks and traffic in
their shen through the week and meddle with
politics all the year round. Eesides, they mo-
nopolize the commercial finances, all the Gov-
ernment offices of justice, the police, and have
grabbed ¢11 th2 best land of the kingdom.

The mi-sionary fraternity in dsewaii is a
calamity worse than the leprosy for the Ha-
waiianz, My fervia wishes are for yeur success,
but I fear that you ana your rative colleagues
will feil in the end.

The missionaries and their confederates are
too deep, too active, too intriguing for vou-and
all your native Hawaiians to successfully con-
tend with them.

You Hawaiians are too good-natured, too
honest, too timid and too generous. 1he senti-
timent prevails to restrain interest ‘to every-
thieg else, while in the missionaries, your
antagonists, interest and greediness reign su-
preme.

Next May, when the Haweaiian Parliament
meets, you yourself must, without delay and
without reserve, make .2 motion of a want of
confidence inthe presentmissionary ministry,
followed by another for the impeachment of the
Minister-in-Chief, of .Justice Judd and Rev.

MONETARY CONGRESS,

To Create a Unii’ozm' Silver Coin for
America.

WASHINGTON, March 3ist.—The International
Conference report as amended reads as follows:
The International American Conterence recom-
mends to nations represented in it:

First—That an International Monetary Union
be established.

Second—That as a basis for this Union an in-
ternational silver coin may be issued which
shall be uniform in weight and fineness for use
in all the countries represenied in this Con-
ference.

Third—That to give full effect to this recom-
mendation thepe shall meet in Washington a
Commission composed of one deiegate from
each nation represented in this Conference,
which shall consider the quantity and kind of
currency, the uses it shall have. and the value
aud proportion of international coin and its re-
lations to gold.

Fourth—That this Commission meets in Wash-
ington in a vear's time. or less, atter the final
adjournment of this Conference.

THE TARIFF BILL.

McHinley Preseuts It to the Ways and
Meamns Commi tee.

WASHINGTON, March 31st.—At a special meet-
ing of the Ways and Means Committee to-day
Cheirman McKinley presented the Republican
tariff bill.

The minority will be allowed ten days to
offer amendmen®s to the bill.

According to McKinley, it will affect a redue-
tion of £45,000.660 in tue revenues. The o:ly
change ot special significance made since those
already noted within the Past week is in hides,
which have finally been placed upon the duti-
able list at 15 per cent. ad valorem, with a pro-
viso allowiug a drawback oa exported goods
made from imported hides equal to the rate of
duty paid.

Among the articles placed on the free list are
uncut diamonds and other precious stones, fish
which are the produce of American fisheries
and fish caught by American vessels in theopen
waters of the lakes which form the boundary
between the United States and Canada, currants
(Zante and others), dates. fruits (green, ripe or
dried end not specially enumerated), opium,
crude or unmanu'actured and not adulterated
and cont.ining 9 per cent. and over of morphia.

WVaundever on the Tarifl,

WASHINGTON, March 31st.—Mr. Vandever said
to-day, in relation to the tariff bill, that he was
consid- rably disappointed that the Committee
on Ways and Means had not seen fit to fix the
tariff on fruit at a higher average rate. Among
other growers, Vandever appeared before the
Ways and Means Committee. and in a
short but decided statement asked that the
present ‘tariff upon fruit should be main-
tained. He is perfectly satisfied with
the tariff on other fruit, as fixed by the Ways
and Means Committee, but feels that instead of
82 {0 per thousand on oranges in bulk, the duty
should have been fixed at 85 per thousand. At
the present condition of the tariff it is more
than likely that the growers of Messina, Pa-
lermo and Havana oranges will ship their en-
tire crop of oranges in bulk instead of in pack-
ages.

" General Miles.

WASHINGTON, March 31st —It has been practi-
cally decided to transfer General Howard trom
the Department of the Atlantic to the .Division
of the Missouri, at Chicago, to succeed General
Crook, and if Miles is promoted to be Major-
General, &s will probably be th2 case, he will be
transferred from San Francisco to New York.

The new Brigadier-General will succeed Miles
in command of the Division ot the Pacific.
The President has not yet determined upon the
appointment. but the prevailing opinion among
officers around the War Deparument is that
General David B. Stan'ey is the coming man,
and that either Wesley Merritt or B. H Grier-
son will be sent to the Department of Texas to
succeed Stanley.

Decisions Reversed.,

WASHINGTON, March 35lst.—In the Supreme
Court to-day three cases, involving suits of the
Oregon Railway and Navigation Company
against the Oregonian Railway Company, were
reversed with costs. The suits were brought on
appeal from the Supreme Cou-t of the State of
Oregon, which Court had awarded three years'
instaliment of lease money to the latter road,
and this the present Court overrules. The rea-
sons are the same as given in the decision ren-
dered by the Supreme Court in the case of same
vs. same at the last term.

Mexican Free Zene.

WASHINGTOSN, March 31st —Mr. Vandever ap-
eared to-day before the House Committee on
“oreign Affairs in favor of his joint resolution

proviaing fora joint Commission of the Gov-
ernments of the United States and Mexico to
fix the boundaries of the country on the Rio
Grande and to look into the abolition of the
Zona Libra. The unstable character ot the Rio
Grande as a boundary mark was shown and
the necessity for suppressing the Free Zone was
demonstrated.

Those Silcott Defalcations.

WASHINGTON, March 31st.—Acting on the de-
cision of the Court of Claims to-day in Con-
gressman Crain’s case, the House of Representa-
tives will probably make an appropriation suf-
ficient to cover the total amount of Sileott’s
defalcation, at least £75,000, in order to save use-
lese expense in the iastitution of other suits for
the same end.

The Public Debt.

WASHINGTON, March 31st.—The Treasury offi
cials estimate the debt reduction for March at
about §12,000,000.

The United States Treasurer to-day mailed
31,369 checks, aggregating 5,296,326, in payment
of interest due April 1st, on registered 4 per cent.
bonds of 1907.

Vice-Admiral Rowan Dead.

WASHINGTON, March 31st.—Vice-Admiral Ste-
vhen C. Rowan, U.S8. N., retired, died at the
“bbitt House, at 1 o’clock this morning, of
Bright's disease, aged eighty-five years. He
has been ill nearly all winter, but not seriously
ill, and his death was quite unexpected.

WASHINGTON, March 31st.—The President has
made the following nominations: Allen Avgier
of Georgia to be Consul &t Kheims; Leckinski
Wares Prattling to be surgeon in the navy.

Ellis Island Selected.

WaAsHINGTON, March 3 st.—The Senate and
House Committee on lmmigration adopted a
resolution approving of the selection of Ellis
Island for the location of the immigrant land-
ing station.

Kemmler's Death.

WASHINGTON, March 31st.—Kemmler hasbeen
sentenced to death by electricity at Aubarn
Prison during the week beginning April 28th,

CONGRE-SIONAL.

IN THE SENATE.

WaAsHINGTON, March 31st.—In the Senate to-
day, after the routine business, Regan ad-
dressed the Senate on the bill for the issue of
Treasury notes on the deposit ot silver bullion.

Regan said the bill was interded to relieve
the country from the effects of the blunder of
Congress in sus.ending silver coinage in 1873,
He spoke at some length on the matter

The dependent peunsion bill was then taken
up. The first question beingon Piumb's amend-
ment removing the limitation of arears pen-
s10ns.

Barry asked if any estimate was made of the
co t of removing the limitation.

Piumb replied that the Commissioner of Pen-
sions estimated it at about $175,000.000, aud the
Chairman of the House Committee on Pensious
estimated it at $00,000(00. It would be some-
wiere about those figures,

Frye said he regretted the amendment before
the senate. There was danger of over-leaping
in the matter of pensions. When Cleveland
commencea Lo veto pension bills not only the
Democratic party ratified what he did, but
mauny business men of the Republican party,
too. He warned the Senators that they were
imperiling the truest interests of the soldiers
in creatisg a prejudice against pensions.

Hawley spoke in a similar vein. The Ameri-
can nation ceririnly had not been stingy. The
pension expenditure next year would be neariy
$180,000,000, No nation in the werld ever ap
propriated for soldiers a sum compared
to that. He begged old soldiers to remem-
ber that an objection to getting into
another war would not be the cost of carry-
ing it on, but the consequences of
it, and also asked them to remember these
€normous sums of money came out of the pock-
ets very largely of people pror as themselves,
He related an anecdote of General Grant on the
latter's visit to Washington. When in conver-
sation on pensions Grant said: “If I were Pres|-
dent I would sign any reasonable bill to re-
lieve the distress of an honest so!dier or his
widow or children, but I wouid not vote one
doliar to the able-bodied man.” *‘That last ex-
pression,” said Hawley, “sank into my mem-
ory, and that is my platform. I don't believe
my State wants me to add §57%0,000,000 to the
debt of the republic.”
