A. University Student's Troubles at

ROSE CONFESSES.

Astoria (Or.), April 4th.—George F.
Rose has made a full confession as to the
murde£ at Bay Center, Washington, of
Jeus Frnierickson and his wife. Rose
says: "Edwards and my father, John Rose,
made it all up on Wednesday and Thurs-
day of the last week in January. Father,
Gibbons and I crossed to father's ranch,
where we found that John Edwards had
it ail made up as to how to do the killing.
Edwards had a spade hid on the edge of
the woods near to the cow-trail. Father
and Eiwards went up to Frederickaon's
house to get him to come down and help
him to hunt some cattle. After he came
we went into the woods west of the house
about half a mile, and walked. Then
Gibbous said: 'Look here, Fredericksoc,'
and as he turned Gibbons tired, the load of
his shot-gun striking Frederickson in the
face. He fell and did not utter a word
or move a muscle. We buried Frederick-
son where he fell. Before the burial
father took all the money out of the dead
man's pocket.

One of the Bay Ceuter Murderers Tells
all About It.

"That was between 0 and 10o'clock in the
morning. Father and Edwards then went
up to Frederickson's house and made some
excuse to bring Mrs. Frederickson down to
his house, and when they were near the
house Edwards raised his rifle and shot her
through the head. She dropped and died
instantly. I helped dig her grave. We
put the body in face up and scattered loose
dirt upon it. We agreed that the rain
would tixeverything. Then we made up
a story to tell about both starting in a boat
and 'using drowned."

Rose's examination was held at Bay
Center yesterday. There was no defense.
The two Roses, Gibbons and Edwards were
held on charges of murder in the first de-
gree. They will be tried at the Jnlv term.
There is intense indignation here, but there
will be no lynching.

FRESNO HAPPENINGS,

A University Student's Escapade—Return
of Reinsburg.

Fresso, April 4th.—Late yesterday after-
noon tlie dwelling of Wni. Farrow, at West
Park colony, with its contents, was burned.
The loss Is $C,COO, uninsured. It was a
severe blow to Farrow, as he is a cripple
and has a wife and rive small children.

C. W. Kernsburg, charged with embez-
z'.ing the funds of an insurance company
for which he was the agent, and arrested
recently in Olvmpia, returned this morn-
ing iv charge of an officer. He gave bonds
in the sunfof $1,000.

The jury in the case of W. R. Bibby. the
Deputy School Superintendent, charged
with forgety, disagreed, eight beins for
conviction and four foracquittal.

John O Keei'e, the son of a San Francisco
dentist, is in jail here awaiting trial for
stealing a diamond pin valued at $150 from
a barber and giving it to a woman with
whom he lived as his wife. The father is
wealthy acd j.ut up the money to pay for
the fin, but tne barber says he must have
the pin. The woman refuses to give it up.
Young O'Keefe is a University student, but
went to the bad. This is the third consecu-
tive charge against him for stealing. He
served terms in Oakland and San Francisco
for that charge.

The Advenf.st camp-meeting began this
morning. Forty tents were erected and
all are well plied.

THE QIARRYMEN.
Belief That the Strikers Will Gaiu Their

Point.
Rocklik. April 4th.—There are no new

developments to-night in the \u25a0juarrymeu's
strike. It is reported that all of the quar-
ries excepting one at Folsom have given
the men nine hours. A mee'iug of the
bosses, many cf whom have offices in San
Francisco, will be held to-morrow, when it
will be decided whether to give the men
their demand of nine hours or put in
"scalis" at ten hours per day. The general
opinion of the people here is that the men
will gain their point, as their work is very
hard, and during the warm weather, which
is about coming on, the thermometer in the
hole willaverage right along from IJS: to
1 • and even with the scantiest of clothes
the men willbe in a dripping perspiration
from the time they go to work until they
quit.

Santa Paula, April 4th. —Ar. explosion

occurred in the oil tunnel at Adams Can-

yoa this morning;, seriously injuring Alex.
Farrell. John Brouty, and Mr. Franklin.
H. Hardison, E. H. Orne. S. W. Young and
Mr. White entered the tunnel this after-
noon to repair the electric wires, when an-
other eiplosion occurred, causing a cave
which buried all four men. Orne has been
rescued but is fatally injured. The other
three men are yet back of the cave, and a
strong force of men are pushing the work
in hopes of reaching them alive. The tele-
phone office is crowded with anxious in-
quirers for the latest news from the scene
of the disaster.

Light Wool Clip.
Marysville, April 4th.—JThe spring

wool clip in this district is expected to be
light and exceptionally poor in quality.
No spring wool has yet reached the mar-
ket here, and the demand is not likely to
be great. The outlook for grain is im-
proving somewhat as the season advances.
Some exceptionally large yields on sum-
mer-fallow are indicated by the present
condition of the crops, but as the acreage
sown is comparatively small, the total out-
put will be much below the average.

Seattle Suicide—Ship-carpenter's Fall.
Seattle (Wash.). April 4th.—Andrew

W. Gerald, a Dane, 25 years of ai»e, at-
tempted suicide to-day by taking eight
ounces of strychnine. The cause was a
letter from his wife, which stated that she
would live with him no longer. He may
recover.

Phillip Bristol, a ship-carpenter em-
ployed on the Port Blakely miii, feii from
the mast of the schooner Vestal yesterday
to the deck below, a distance of sixty feet.
Ke is still alive.

Sad Accident.
Los Akgeles, April 4th.—W. F. Bourne.

a Southern Pacific freight brakemau, was ]
run over and killed at Alhambra this
morning. The traiu broke in two. and
Bourne, who was on the first car ot the
last section, was thrown forward on the
track and a portion of the train passed
over his body, cutting off both legs. Death
ensued in a lew hours. He was a married
man.

In an attempt to recover it. he fell
from the train and sustained a fracture of
the skull.

Fell From a Raft.
Portlasd (Or.), April 4th.—The T year-

old son of Patrick Kenny, of East Port-
land, was drowned to-day by falling from
a raft. The body was recovered.

MISSISSIPPI VALLEY.

Floods, Heavy Rain* anil Severe Wind-
storms.

New Orleans, April 4th.—The heaviest
rainfall for tne year occurred at Bastrop
last night. All the small streams are
greatly swollen and several bridges have
been carried away. The indications point
to serious inundation of the lower country.

Advices from Arkansas City state "a
heavy wind-storm prevailed there last
night, where the houses are Hooded to a
depth of twelve feet. Two churches and
three or four residences were blown from
their foundation. Government boats are
bringing colored families and their goods
from the opposite side of the river, where
they had been driven from their homes by
the flood. Several hundred such refuges
are now being housed in a large building
that has been secured by Captain Tollinger
of the Government Service for the pur-
pose.

BACKWATER SPREADING.

Greenville (Miss.), April 4th. — The
river here has fallen nearly three inches
since morning. No new break has been
heard from. The backwater from the east-
ern break is spreading fast. Planters
around Huntington are shipping live stock
to Vicksburg for safety from buffalo gnats,
as well as from the water. These insects
are making their appearance in large uum-
bers and are very iatal.

HOMER BROWN.

The Story Couceruiug Him Given to the
Public.

Ali;eet Lea (Minn.i, April 4th.—The
facts in the case of Homer Brown of this
city, lately of Seattle, Wash., which has at-
tracted so much attention of late, have at
last been made public. In ISoG, while liv-
ing at Sioux City, lowa, he entered li<>
acres of land there, mortgaged it and dis-
appeared, being insane. The mortgagee
so.d the land and subsequently Brown
turned up. His brother, H. D. Brown
ot this city, took hold of the case and suc-
ceeded in getting the foreclosure set asi ie
on account oi his brother's insanity, and
the land was sold for quite a sum." This
money is on deposit in the bank of H. ]>.

Brown & Co. of this city, and the interest
on it is applied to the'.support of Homer
BrowD. who has no lamily and is unoiies-
tionably insane. He is now h«re at' the
residence of H. I). Brown, being cared for
and wholly unrestrained of his liberty.

NICARAGUA CANAL.

A Channel and Harbor to he Dredged at
Gr«?ytown.

New York, April 4:h.—The Xicaraeua
Canal Construction Company has just con-
tracted for dredging a channel and harbor
iii Greytowa to a depth of twenty feet,
work to begin within forty-five days*. This
is forthe purpose of transporting machinery
and plants for canal work, and to discharge
them at the docks instead of transporting
them seventeen miles by railroad from
Gievtown. The rock-cut contracts for the
work are to begin immediately. The con-
tractor and assistants sail for Greytown
April 20th, A railroad is necessary to j
carry in the contractor's plant and remove j
the excavated material. The latest advices I
from Xicaraeua report good progress on j
the pier and pipe line of thirteen miles to
convey fresh water from the mountains to
0reytown.

WRANGLING STOCKHOLDERS.

But an element of dissatisfaction soon de-
veloped.

Ex-Mayor Harrison moved that the
number of Directors be increased to sev-
enty-five, so that the poor man would se-
cure representation on the Board.

He was followed by Washington Hering.
who made a great sensation when he
openly charged star chamber proceedings,
and that the ticket had been prepared by
the South Side Street Railway and the
First National Bank. Foreign nationalities
bad been overlooked. The Germans bail
been honored with two names, and the
Irish with one. He deplored the attempt
to force forty star chamber names on tne
city, and seconded Harrisons motion.

Victor F. Lawson moved an amendment
that the number of Directors be forty-five.

A viva voce vote was unsatisfactory, and
a formal ballot was called for.

Chicago, Arrii4th.—The stockholders of
the Chicago Worlds Fair Association, rep-
resenting 500. UOO shares of £10. me: at Bat-
tery I> Armory this morning for or^ac:2i-
tion. Ad immense crowd was present. As
fast as the clerks approved the papers.
showing the bearers or proxies had paid
the required 2 per ctnr. upon subscription,
they received certificates.

Previous to the meeting printpd ticKets
bearing forty names of prominent citizecs
who. it was suggested, were well fitted to
become Directors of the Association, were
passed around. Itwas explained that this
was merely in the way of a suggestion for
the beuetit of stockholders who ha;i not ac-
quainted themselves with the matter or
time necessary to make up a good ticket,
and live blank places were left to be filled
in. The belief was that ihe meeting would
make the Board consist of forty-five mem-
bers.

Lively Sleeting of the Chicago World's
Fair Corporation.

Then some time was consumed by
speeches.

Thomas B. Bryan spoke eloquently on
the subject of dissensions. He said Chica-
go's rivals would gloat over the quarrels of
this meeting. The whole worid would
know it and the boasted unanimity would
be widely ridiculed.

Finally the noise became deafening. A
hundred stockholders, big and little,
jumped on their chairs, and all were talk-
ing at once.

Finally, when a vote was taken, it was
found that the motion to increase the
Board of Directors to seventy-rive was lost,
54.3-15 shares being for and 241444 against it.

Each ofthe voters present then prepared
a list of forty-five names and sent it up.

When the inspection was completed it
was found that all forty names ou the first
printed list were nominated, and many
more. A ballot was then taken for the
purpose of choosing lorty-five of the nom-
inees to act as Directors of the corporation.
When a!I the votes were cast the meeting
adjourned.

The count of ballots was finished late to-
night. With three notable exceptions, the
ready-made list of forty names was success-
ful. These three were Colonel George 11.
Davis. J. W. Doane and L. Z. Leiter.

Great surprise is expressed at the defeat
of ex-Congressman Davis, who has beeu
credited with taking a leading part in the
Washington maneuvers. His friends at-
tribute his defeat to the machinations of
political enemies.

NEW YORK'S POLICE.

It is Charged with Being Corrupt, and

Even Criminal.
New York, April 4th —The Senate com-

mittee to investigate the cities of this State,
and which recently probed the Sheriff's of-
lice, will to-mt rrow be called upon by men
of the Central Labor Union. They will
present the investigators with a formidable
document, which alleges that the police de-
partment is "a menace and a disgrace to
the city." The force, as a body, is charac-
terized as "dishonest, brutal, and even
criminal.'' It is charged with having re-
duced the art of blackmailing to a science :
has maintained a system of terrorism over
certain classes; exerted itself in the inter-
ests of certain candidates; established a
system of espionage over respectable citi-
zens, "for co other purpose than to prose-
cute them should they offend the powers
tnat be."

"It is a matter of common notoriety,"
continues the document, "that the police
officials regularly levy tribute on every im-
niorai den in the city, and the outcasts"who
walk the streets pay toll forplying their de-
grading vocations. "Saloon-keepers are com-
pelled to pay for police protection, and
every gambling den in the city pays for the
privilege of existence."

GORMAN'S DECLINE.

Maryland Democrats ».<\ They are Tired

Cui' ago. April 4th—A special from I
Washington says: Senator Gorman, who 'bas been the boss of the Maryland Bour-
bons and Confederates for many years, and
who has run the politics of that State, and
especially the city of Baltimore, with a
Ir.ih band, is to walk the plank, politically
speaking.

The Baltimore Bkm, which has for more
than a quarter of a century been the organ
of the ring Democracy of that State, as rep-
resented by Gorman, created a sensation
by coming oat in double leads and de-
manding the retirement of "the politicians
who have so long lived off the public and
who have rotated la office' ever since Gor-
man has had control.

The action of the .Shn is the result of a
demand on the part oi the Gormen Demo-
crats that ex-Conizrees-iuan Conipton, who
was the other day ousted from a sea' in the
House, shall be appointed Treasurer ofthe
State to succeed Archer, 'he defaulter. The

RHODE ISLAND'S ELECTION.

The Legislature Will Hare to Choo«e a
Governor.

Providence. April 4th.—The result of
the election in this State yesterday in brief
is this : There is no election by the people
of Governor. Lieutenant Governor, Secre-
tary of State, Atiorney-General or Treas-
arer. The elections are thrown into the
Legislature, which stands thus : Ntre-sary
for choice in the grar.d committee, 5.">: Re-
publicans elected. 45. Democrats elected.
i>>: members to be elected, 27. Therefore,
the control ot the State willbe decided at
tne second electi»n. to be held within ten
days. The BBoffida! vote for Governor
shows 1!>.217 tor Ladd (Rtp.). 90,087 for
Davis (Dem.), 1.707 for Larry (Pro.>, and
738forCbttc I'nioi)!. Davis lacks L.091
votes ofan election. The vote forAttorney-
Geueral w«s: Rogers ;Kep.\ 18986; Slo-
cuot (Dem.). 20,124 Bloiiu-eu (Pro.), 1,897.
Slocuu; lacks 711* of an election. The votes
(or the other gtneral officers stood in about
the same ratio, the figures being slightly
less.

There are many surprises in the election
under tae ballot-reform iaw. and the resui:
will be mixed delegations from several
cities and towts. Ntat ly everybody, how-
ever, is of the opinion that the law is a
success, and it is aisiiked only by thr.se in-
dividuals who either wish to buy or sell
votes. The large total vote ca5t—42.424 —effectually disposes of the sensational le-
ports that illiterate votes were shut out by
the provisions of the law. All classes
praise the system.

The officialcount in Newport rfveals the
Cut that there is no election for the First
Representative or the Fourth. This makes
twtuty-eight members of tae Assembly to
be elected. Of these the Republicans need
ten, with the sitting Lieutenant-Governor.
The Democrats nefd nineteen to secure
control of the General Committee Assem-
bly, which elects the State officers.

THE OLD LAW.

SOUTH AMERICAN RKCIPROCITT.

A Revolution of the Tariff Question
:\u25a0"•:...; For.

WUBZBmi, April 4'.h.—The Star to-
night says: The publication of the scheme
for developing reciprocity with South
American countries as the result of the
Pau-American Congress, which lias been
in session in Washington during the past
winter, has precipitated a revolution of the
plan, which is now being talked of in the
House and Senate, by which the Pan-
American Congress is expected to solve
one of the chitf difficulties of the Repub-
lican party in the discussion of the tend
question. The American delegates to the
Congrtss have been sounding the mem-
bers of the Senate recently to learn as
far as possible what reception the Re-
ciprocity Treaty would receive at the hands
ot the Senate. The result has been alto-
gether favorable, and as a consequence
the Republican members of the Ways and
Means Committee, before handingin the
bills prepared by them, restored trie duty
which tot* had originally agreed to piace
on hides, but which the New England
members had persuaded them to remove

Since the bill wes announced it has beea
freely predicted that New England Repub-
licans would not vote for it in its present
form, and the confidence of the majority
of the Ways and Means Committee tha;
they wouid has created a surprise. It is
now developed that, so far as can be
learned on unofficial authority, an under-
standing has been had with Mr. Blame by
which tne President, at the request of the
State Department, will recommtnd to the
Senate a treaty of reciprocity with the
Argentine Republic and' any other South
American country which may wish to
negotiate such a treaty. In fact," itis not at
all certain that a treaty with the Argentine
Republic may not have been negotiated be-
tore this, and that it is not ready for trans-
mitcal to the Senate whenever Mr. Bleine
may consider the subject ripe. New Eng-
land Congressmen say the negotiation aud
ratification of such a treaty would be a
complete offset to the duty which has beeu
placed on hides in the McKinley bill, and
that itwould mean practically" free wool.
Leading members of the Senate Committee
on Finance, before whom this proposition
was laid by a reporter, said that if agreed
to it would undoubtedly answer all of the
objections to McKi»lev"s biil which could
possibly be raised by Xew England people

LIQUOR TRAFFIC.

The House Committee Suggested an In-

Washiugtos. April 4th.—J. D. Tayior.
from the Committee on Alcoholic Liquor
Traffic, to-day reported to the House a bill
asrreed by the committee, providing for the
appointment of an Alcoholic Liquor Traffic
Commission. The report of the committee
says that a large portion of the people for a
long time have desired an honest, impartial
and thorough investigation of the liquor
traffic and all its phases. Eefeience is
made to the inquiries by similar Commis-
sions in England, which had remarkable
results and warrant further investigations.
Reports from domestic sources indicate
that the liquor traffic causes four-fifths of
all the crime committed, wastes one-half of
the taxation, causes the expenditure of
$>Q0 000 per year in drink, incapacitates
mentally and physically 800,000 people for
labor and business, causes three-fourths of
the pauperism ofthe couutry, is responsible
for a fearful increase in insanity and imbe-
cility and doe 3no good to auybodv. On
the other hand, these statements are de-
nied and pronounced to be hallucinations
of diseased brains, "And, therefore," says
the report, "'let us have an investigation
and let the worldknow the truth or falsity
of these assertions.'

vestigaling Committee.

Quinn presented a minority report. In
opposition, he says that under the terms
of the bill, while the Commissioners shall
not belong to the same political party, they
may ali be Prohibitionists. The majority
concede that Congress has no power to reg-
ulate the liquor traffic in States, and it is
therefore a novel proposition that it shall
investigate the subject without possessing
the power to carry out, by legislation, the
recommendations made by the Commis-
sion. <}uinn maintains that there is no
information on the subject that has not al-
ready been published. It has been asi-tateii and discussed for forty years, and it
is an insult to their ability and intelligence
to say that they are not informed upon the
subject, and this Commission cannot in
two years give them what they do not al-
ready know. In conclusion, i^uinn says
that undoubtedly the bill is one of those
numerous measures originating outside of
Congress under the pretense ofgreat public
benefit, the real purpose of which is per-
sonal advancement and selrish interests.
The bill is intended to infringe upon the
rights of the people, and is aii-Atuerican in
its character.

CAPTAIN HEALY EXONERATED.
Report of the Committee Received at

Wiis-Hiugtoii.
Washibstgh, April 4th.—The reports of

the special cummittee appointed by Secre-
tary Wiudoru to investigate :he charges of
cruelty and intoxication made against Cap-
tain Healy, commander of the revenue
steamer Bear, were received at the Treas-
ury Department to-day and referred to Cap-
tain Shfpard, Chief of the Revenue Marine
Division, for review. The committee find
the conduct of Captain Healy in punishing
the three seamen from the bark Estrella
justifiable under the circumstances. In re-
gard to the "tricing up oi several of the
crew of the bark Wanderer, the committee
reports that the evidence showed the men
to be mutinous . that the vessel was in an
exposed condition, and that all reasonable
efforts were U3ed to persuade ihe men to
resume their duties, but they refused to do
so. The committee find the charge of
drunkenness whally unsustamed, and say :
"The. testimony shows Captain Healy "to
have been a particuiarlyiutellipent,zealous
and efficient officer in the discharge of his
difficult and perilous duties in the Arctic:
that he is humane and kind to his men and
to the shipwrecked sailors and unfortunates
whom he has relieved, and who have been
in many instances thrown upon his per-
sonal bounty.''

NOTES FROM THE CAPITAL.

Duty ou Bat Ornaments—Glove Impor-
tations Discussed.

Washington, April 4th.—The Treasury
Department has sustained the appeal of
John Wanamaker from the decision of the
Collector of Philadelphia asiessinc duty at
the rate of 45 and 60 per cent, ad valorem
on certain so-called head ornaments. The
articles are squares and strips of cotton net,
embroidered, some with beads and others
with metal threads. Wanamaker contended
that they were almost exclusively used in
making and ornamenting bats and bon-
nets, and consequently entitled to entry as
hat trimmines, dutiable at 20 per centl ad
valorem.

DUTY OK GLOVES.

A committee from New York, represent-
ing the glove importers, appeared before
the Ways and Means Committee this after-
noon to urge the substitution of specific
for ad valorem duty on gloves. The first
speaker said, the change was desired to pro-

tect honest merchants from Badwrahjation
practiced by dishonest importers The
committee "presented a tabie of specific
rates which would be acceptable, and
asSe-.i that a penalty be nxeJ fur misrepre-
sentation ci the quality of importations.

SUGAR TARIFF.

Esp*rt Brown Criticises the Ad Vriweai
Schedule.

Washington, April 4th.—Opposition to
the proposed cut in the sugar schedule
comts in from various sources to-day.

K. A. Brown of Massachusetts, the
noted sv-.aar-tarirf expert, addressed a stroDj?
letter to McKinley and members of the
Ways asti Means Coniiuitue. and to Sen-
ator Allison of the Senate Finance Com-
mittee, and to Congrtss ut larae. in '
which he criticises the "vagaries of the ad
valorem «-jgar tarifl schedule" proposed
by the Republican majority of the com-
mittee. Brown claims that the classifica-
tions in the present sugar larirt are reason-
ably correct and that the raising of the
color line from thirteen to aixieen is
playing it into the hands of the
foreign producers of sugar and Anier-

J lean refiners as well as to the sugar
trust people. He also claim? that under
the pioposed ad valorem schedule, low
grade of raw jugar will not be sent to
iusiket, but wiH be worked into higher
gradts and, th&refbre. the poorer classes
will be deprived of cheap, pure, refined
sr.sar. and be compelled to buy expensive
rt-riiit-u sugar or put up with yellow rtfined
siiffsr. doctored with giucose". He further
claims that the ad valorem bill will in-
crease false invoicing and undervaluation
frauos. and tea: a European war. a short
foreign sugar crop or other untoward
event may, at any time, double or triple
the foreign cost of sngar, aud double or
triple the duty.

Sugar, he says, costs rucst when protec-
tion i3greater, ami—7ice versa—the least
when it is the least protected. But the re-
finers-and the sugtir Dim people can oper-
ate witn free sn^ar as readily as witL dutia-
ble sugar, aud rvgula'.e their output to suit
theiuseive:- in eitner cane or brown.

In his letters he compares the corn crops
of the West, which averaged only |8 S3
per acre in I>S7. to the sucar-beet-root
crops, which uveraged £*^T 5o ptr acre tne
same year, and showa by official figures
that the consumption of imported ami do-
mestic suaar in this country for the fiscal
year tndius; June SO, 1389; was 57J.6 pounds
per cspita. of which mere was produced in
tne United States 14 10 per cent.

The ad valorem sugur schedule, he char-
acterized as a bill to increase undervalua-
tion frauds, aud encouraged the sugar mo-
nopolists at home and abroad to destroy
our sugar industries, oppress consumers,
and perpetrate direct internal revenue tax-
ation.

IOWA'S PROQIBITION LAW.

It is Not Likely to be Eepealed Just
Yet.

Waphixc-tos, April 4th.—The Poit has
been interviewing lowa Senators and
Reprfsentatives on the probability of ihe
repeal or modification of the lowa prohibi-
tion law. The result was a substantially
umfoim expression of beiief that the law
would stand unrepealed.

In their interviews they very generally
expressed the opinion that the law had
been beneficial, and a decrease in crime and
consequent lessening of expenses for crim-
inal and eleemosynary institutions was
largely due to the prohibition law. The
prohibition sentiment, the majority ot
them thought, was as strong as ever, and
several of the gentlemen named ascribed
the revolution at the last election to the
railway question more than anything else.

Congressman Hayes, the only Democrat
from lowa, says:" "As the Republicans
control the Senate and can block the House,
I think nothing will be done. I don't
think the law will be repealed, but it is
possible that some ofthe Republicans may,
through public sentiment, join the Dem-
ocrats in a stringent license law. The
present prohibitory system is not sus-
tained by a majority of the people
and nevtr wa3. It is an absolute failure to
accomplish any good, and the positive evils
flowing from it have caused the feeling to
be arently against it."

The Worlds Fair.
Washington, April 4th.—The Senate

Committee on the World's Fair considered
the World's Fair bill as it came from the
House. An objection was made by Chair-
man Hancock of New York that the com-
mittee was not informed as to the quality
of $5.u00.000 subscriptions to the World's
Fair stock at Chicago. Asub-committee
was chosen to investigate and report withiu
a week. The World's Fair managers at
Chicago were telegraphed to furnish the
required information.

Lager Beer Interests.
Wa?his«ton, April 4th.—It is under-

stood that beside the hop industry, malters
and grangets who are behind the billde-
fining lager beer and imposing a special
tax on the manufacture, importation or
sale ofan adulterated article, the California
wine industry is also interested. Boulelle.
of the Ways and Means Committee, has
been appointed Chairman of a sub-com-
mittee to give hearing to parties interested
on both sides of the measure.

CONGRESSIONAL.

IN THE HOfSE.

V\'a-hisgt'iS, Apiil 4th.—The House to-day
took up the private pension bills.

Lhiyman of Michigan denounced the speech
made by the gentleman from Missouri. He said
it was "not me time to talk ol the cost of pen-
sions. He well remembered the day when the
cost was not couuted. when the liovernment
was prodigal of money and lavish ol blood:
when* the motives which brought men under
the tLag were not scanued aud analyzed. Then
no man was mean euougn to suggest that the
men ire;:; to risk their lives for the paltry pay
of Sio a mouth. The man who would uake
such a suggestion would have been scourged
and looktd uuou as a rebel. The gentleman
from Missouri had called halt, but the time for
a halt had not come and would no", come until
reasonable provision was made for the needs of
every sold.er of the country. The country
needed the service pension increased—a pension
for the deitand dumb, pensions fjrthe widow*.
and a law establishing a rule of testimony iv
pension cases where by the oath o; a private
soldier tie would receive as much credence as
that of the otticers. The pension system must
contiuue until the last soldier who served his
country ivthe war is dead. [Applause.]

The Mejestic crossed the Liverpool bar
at exactly 7:40 o'clock last night and ar-
rived here to-day at 7:iO a. m.. making the
voyage in precisely twelve hours, at an
average speed of eighteen knots an hoar,
the maximum speed being nineteen knots
This shows that in the passage down the
channel the steamer was no: pushed to
anything like her capacity. From the
time the machinery was started it worked
smoothly, the entire time with elasticity
and no vibration whatever. The three-
bladed propeller is cocskiered a great suc-
cess. It catches a good grip of "the water
and is much superior to the Teutonic afour-bladed propeller.

The Majestic saiied for Xew York pre-
cisely at 2:25 o'clock this afternoon. You
may look out for the Majestic at Fire
island next Wednesday night. It is hardly
expected that she will be pushed to lower
the westward record on her initial trip,
though a good deal of money is wagered in
England that she will lower the initial
record, and still more that she will lower
all records both ways before the summer
is over.

OPPOSED TO CHICAGO.

Foreigners Object to Traveling Very Far
Inland.

Paris, April4th.—The first foreign kick
has been registered against Chicago as the
World's Fair site. Europeans who are
either possible exhibitors or visitors do not
think with pleasure of the idea of having
to travel I,CUO miles beyond New York.

"Americans," says the Statin, "will do
the press of Europe the justice ofremem-
bering that it did not attempt to infiuence
them in the selection of a site for the soi-
distant universal exhibition, but now fthat
they have made choice of Chicago we may
observe to our old allies, with all due re-
spect to their commercial, industrial and
financial genius, that they are committing
a grave mistake, at least in regard to the
profit that might be expected from the ar-
rival of exhibitors or visitors from the old
world."

The Paris journal goes on to say that
while Americans are at liberty to niuaage
their own affairs as they like/there is noth-
ing to prevent European* from declaring
that the choice of Chicago is at least un-
fortujate for them.

After observing that the nations of Eu-
rope will be at a loss to understand why
they should be required to bear the conse-
quences of a quarrel between Republicans
aud Democrats in which they have no in-
terest, the Matin thus concludes: "We
should not be surprised were the nations of
Europe to abstain from giving to the great
exhibition of the centenary of the discovery
of America all the eclat which would be
fitting."'

Wnnrrpsa (Manitoba), April 4th.—The
