Two Exploring Expeditions Zre En Route
to Alaska.

JOHN BIDWELL FOR GOUVERNOR.

Governor Ferry Using the Veto
Power—A Serious Stabbing
Affray at Seattle.

{SPRCIAL DISPATCHES TO TEE RECORD-UNION. ]

CROP PROSPECTS.

The Peach Crop Will Be Above the
Average—Olive Culture, etc.

SaN Fraxcisco, April 8th.—Crop reports
received to-day by the California Associ-
ated Press from all the grain and frait-
growing counties in California show, on
on the whole, excellent prospects for the
coming harvest, notwithstanding the fears
entertained that the heavy rainfall during
the past winter would have a detrimental
effect.

The wheat crop will be a good three-
quarters of last year’s yield. The shortage
is partially due to the change from grain to
fruit. The hay crop will be about an aver-
age in quantity and quality.

The prune crop promises to be the best
and largest ever gathered. This is due to
the increased number of orchards coming
into bearing. The reports also show that a
large number of new prune orchards were
set out this spring.

Peaches will be more than an average
crop, while apricots will be a very light
crop. The constant rains and cold winds
rotted the buds. A marked future shown
by this year's fruit reports is a largely in-
creased acreage being set out to olives. This
fruit, which previously had figured in only
three counties to any extent, is now being
grown and planted in about twenty coun-
ties, and in all cases is reported to have a
most promising outlook.

SALiNas, April 8th.—The grain crop will
fall short in acreage on account of the un-
favorable weather for planting. Hay crops
will be abundant. Fruit crops are in their
infancy in this county.

Haxrorp, April 8th.—All kinds of grain
and hay are good. Apricots are full. Other
fruits are cut some, but not enough to make
the crop light.

AUBURN, April 8th.—The weather is de-
lightful to-day. There will be heavy crops
of hay in this vicinity. Cherries will be a
fall crop. Plums and prunes_are light,
peaches a fair crop. It is too early to tell
much about oranges and olives. All the
frait trees are trom two to three weeks late
in coming out.

MonEesro, April 8th.—The crop outlook in
Stanislaus county is the best for a Eumber
of years. The acreage sown to grain is not
as large as in former years, owing to the
heavy rains during the winter obstructing
plowirg. The hay and fruit crops are un-
usually promising. .

Bisuor, April 8th.—The prospects of all
crops in Owens valley are excellent. Fruit
is late on account of the cold weather con-
tinuing until recently, but the crop will be
good. There will be an abundant irrigat-
ing supply this year. The crops of prunes,
peaches and apricots, as well as other
frui‘s, will be good. No olives are grown
here. Owing to the number of new or-
chards planted, no estimate of the trees or
acreage can be given.

TuLARE, April 8th.—The acreage of grain
in Tulare county is a round half million.
All looks well ow, but the late sown be-
gins to need rain. Less than an 1nch of
rain fell in March, and up to this time in
April, but a few showers from now on will
make the output tor Tulare for 1890 4,500,-
000 centals.

THE PROHIBITIONISTS,

General John Bidwell Sure to be Their
Nominee for Governor,

S8ax Francisco, April 8th.—The Silyer
Star House, on the corner of Pacific and
Sansome streets, is the headquarters of the
Prohibition party in this city, and it is
thither that (he delegates to the conven-
tion, which meets to morrow, wend their
way to report 1heir arrival in the city and
discuss the prospects of the party in the
next campaign. The number of delegates
so far reported is comparatively few, being
mainly from the extreme northern and
southern portions of the State.

It is expected, however, that there will
be a considerable infiux to-morrow from
the counties in ihe immediate vicinity of
this city.

Although there will be 686 persons en-
titled to seats in the convention, it is not
believed that there will be over 200 present
in person, the others being represented by
proxies. Thus Los Angeles, which is en-
titled to 112 seats, will be represented by
from six to ten delegates, who come sup-
plied, however, with proxies for the rest of
their associates. San Diego will be repre-
sented by two delegates, who will swing
thirty votes, and the same order of things
is expected from all the far-away counties.
Large delegations are expected from So-
noma, Santa Clara, Alameda, and other
counties from which access is easy.

The convention, as stated yesterday, will
assemble at 11 A. M., and will be called to
order by Rev. George Morris, while Charles
Henderson will act as Secretary. The
nomination of General Bidwell is now a
foregone conclusion, the delegations from
the Southern portion of the State having
been instructed to cast their votes for him.
The great strength shown by General Bid-
well will undoubtedly bring to his aid all
all those who wish to be with the winning
side, and at present the outlook is very
favorable to General Bidwell obtaining
the unanimous vote of the convention fur
Governor.

Sonoma county’s delegation have a little
private fight of their own on hand, being
desirous of knocking out the Sunday-law
plank which was inserted in the last plat-
form. There is some danger of this pro-
ceeding creating a breach in the harmony
of the convention, as some of the delegates
are reported to be wedded as closely to this
plank as they are to the prohibition plank.
Sonoma’s Prohibitionists, however, include
a number of Seventh-day Adventists, and
it is claimed by them that the plank in
question partakes too much of the nature
of a union of church ana State.

EASTERN MOLDERS.

To those unaccus-
tomed to women in politics it might seem
sirange that a woman should call you to
order, but it is time politics had some cor-
rections, and if woman can do it she should
be intrusted with that work.”

At the conclusion of Mrs. Ballou’s address
a recess of forty minutes was taken, so that
the credentials of the delegates could be
presented.

At the conclusion of the reading of the
list it was announced that fourteen proxies
were in attendance anu also four alternates.

Anadjournment was taken until 2 o’clock.

At the afternoon session W. C. Owens

SAN FRANCISCO NOTES.

Cases on Trial—Earnings of the Central
Pacitic Railroad.

8ANx Francisco, April 8th. — Walter
Flynn is on trial in the United States Court
on a charge of concealing property stolen
from the United States mail.

Archibald McKinnon, tried for robbery
of the mail in Trinity county, was ac-
quitted.

Eric Erickson, charged with the same
oftense, while awaiting trial escaped from
the County Jail and is still at large. The
tesiimony showed that a quantity of prop-
erty, the result of robbery, was found in
posgession of the prisoner. The case will
be resumed to-morrow.

Secretary Miller reports for the year end-
ing with the ciose of March, the gross earn-
iags of the Central Pacific $15,530,215. The
operating expenses being deducted leaves a
net profit of $1,350.000.

Superintendent Fillmore returned from
a tour of inepection of the southern por-
tion of the State and said it had been a
hard winter for the Southern Pacific. The
company will make extensive repairs. All
is running smoothly now. The prospect
for a good wheat crop were never better.
The outlook for fruit is good.

Thomas Keane, of the firm of Keane
Bros., well-known dry goods merchants,
died this evening of quick consumption.

Representatives of the Native Sons and
other organizations visited the Directors of
the Mechanics’ Institute and asked them
to postpone the opening of the fair until
after the Admission Day celebration. They
will meet next Thursday to take action on
the proposition.

NICARAGUA CANAL.

The First Contract is Secured by a Well-
known California Firm.

SAN Fraxcisco, April Sth.—The first con-
tract let by the Nicaragua Canal Company
has been secured by C. P. Treat & Co , of
this city. The contract calls for the build-
ing of ten miles of railroad, from the
mouth of the San Juan to the canal lecks
of the Atlantic divide. The work will be
completed in about four months, and will
cost from $150,000 to $200,000.

As the greater portion of the,route is
over low and swampy ground, considerable
piling and filling in with earth will be nec-
essary. When the railroad is completed
there will be transported over it the ma-
chinery to be used in excavating the great
ship locks and in cutting through the At-
lantic divide.

When this cut is completed there will be
continuous slack water from the third At-
lantic lock, thirty-three miles from the
Caribbean Sea to the highest of the three
locks on the Pacific side, a distance of 120
miles, the distance from ccean to ocean be-
ing 170 miles.

Mr. Harris, of the firm of C. P. Treat &
Co., says that he and his partners are pre-
pared to take any or all of the contracts for
building the remainder of the canal, and
that machinery would be used wherever
practicable. In baying supplies and pro-
visions San Francisco would be given the
preference.

THE BLYTHE TRIAL,

Allegations that He Sent Money to Deasy
in Sacramento,

SAN Fraxcisco, April 8th.—Nothing of a
startling character was developed in the
Blythe case this morning. Only one wit-
ness, Washington Meeks, testified, but to
nothing new. The greater portion of the
morning session was consumed in reading
the affidavit of Feiix Tracy, agent of Wells,
Fargo & Co.’s Express at Sacramento, in
which he deposed that no money was ever
received from San Francisco by Jeromy
Deasy through that company.

He said he bhad thoroughly examined the
books for the vear 1877, when Deasy testi-
fied that Blythe sent him $1,700 with which
to defeat the bill allowing females to sue
for perpetual alimony. The only name
discovered by Tracy at all resembling
Deasy was that of ““J. Dace,” who he sub-
sequently identified as a >onfectioner. The
object of Tracy’s aflidavit was to diseredit
Deasy’s evidence, who claimed to have sus-
tained confidential relations with Blythe.

EXPLORING ALASKA.

Two Expeditions Left Yesterday on a
Trip of Discovery.

Vicroria (B. C.), April 8th.—Among the
passengers who leave Victoria for the north
to-day will be Lieutenant Stockton Karr,
the youneg Englishman who two years ago
atrempted the ascent of Mount St. Elias, in
Alaska. On his present trip Lieutenant
Karr will ascend the Yukon, White and
Altschik rivers and the east branch of
Copper river to their sources. From the
Yukon he will go to Chilcat, and then, if
vossible to Dry bav by a trail which is
known to the Indians and will lead straight
across Grand Plateau. !

The Frank Leslie's parly of newspaper
men are taking an entirely different route
from that which Karr proposes to follow.
They are to descend Copper river to its
mouth, and then come south by the United
States steamer Pinta. It is possible that
this party and Karr may meet, but the iat-
ter will travel alone, save for his Indian
guides. He travels in the interest of the
Royal Geographical Society of England,
und expects to beabsent about four months.

The Senate Act pro-
viding for the bridging of navigable streams
outside the line of navigable waters, is to
be returned unsigned to the Secretary of
State. The specific objections thereto has
not yet been made known. The Senate
Actgranting the right of way to railroad
companies over lands belonging to the
State will take the same course.

The Board of Public Works will hold a
meetineg Thursday to confer with the agent
of the Union Pacific Railroad for connec-
tions here, The Northern Pacific and
Port Townsend and Southern Railroad
Companies also view this city as an ob-
jective point, all of which causes increased
activity in the sales of water front real
estate.

More Coolies Coming.

Sax Dizeo, April Sth.—Miss Laura F.
Preston, of Perris, to-day brought a civil
action for $20 000 damages against Sarah F.
and Edward Fry for siander and defama-
tion of character. Miss Preston and the
Fry family are prominent in Perris circles.
The charges on which the complaint is
based are to the effect that Sarah F. Fry
and her husband at divers and sundry

Word was to-day received from Tia
Juana that six Mongolians were observed
last night about two miles south of that
place, heading for the United States.

Seattle Notes.

SeATTLE (Wash.), April Sth.—Last night
William Ray was stabbed and seriously in-
jured by a man named Johnson, a bar-
tender at the Acme saloon, at Ballard, in
this county. Ray was drinking at the bar,
and the two men became engaged in a
quarrel, with the result that Johnson struck
bim over the head with a bottle, following
up the assault by plunging a knife into his
side. The wound may prove fatal. John-
son is in custody.

CoLusa, April 8th.—The trial of Paul E.
Miller, charged with manslaughter in hav-
ing killed Robert McMartin at Maxwell,
September 20th last, was commenced in
the Superior Court to-day. The taking of
evidence has commenced.

SAHARA DESERT TO BE FLOODED.

Particulars of the Chicago Strike—
Prophetstown, Iilinois, Was
Not Pestroyed.

DESTRUCTIVE WINDS.

The Town of Norwalk Devastated—Se=-
eral Lives Lost—Qther Losses.

CLEVELAND (O ), April 8&th.—A cyclone
struck Norwalk, 0., about 5 o’clock this
afternoon. The storm game from the
northwest and swept a track about half a
mile wide from the eastern limits of the
aity for quite a long distancein the country.

The umbrella factory of Sprague &
French, in which about thirty young
women are employed, was practically de-
molished. Many of the girls escaped,
while others were caught. Dora Palmer,
aged 19, received fatal ipiuries. Nellie
Harding, Miss Brush, and several others
whose names are not given, received severe
injuries.

A number of barns and other small
buildings were wrecked. Trees were up-
rooted and fences torn down in all direc-
tions.

At 7 o'clock another terzific storm visited
the city, the wind blowing and hail-stones
as large as hickory nuts falling smashing
windows and demolishing green-houses.
Much damage by the storm is reported all
around Norwalk.

DEerrort, April 8th.—A tornado visited
several cities and towns in the southern
portion of the State at an early hour this
morning, doing considerable damage. At
Charlotte a number of residences, two milis
and a great many out-buildings and chim-
neys were demolished. Fortunately no
one was seriously hurt.

In Trowbridge Township, Alleghany
county, four or five farm houses and out-
buildings were demolished and six persons
paintully hurt.

Great havoc was wrought on the out-
skirts of Battle creek.

At Kalamazoo a school-house and many
residences were badly damaged.

At Mt. Clemens a number of homes were
partially wrecked and Mrs. Fred. Eber-
lein killed by lightning.

East Liverroor (Ohio), April Sth.—A
severe wind and lightning storm passed
over this city this evening. The Methodist
Church is badly damaged, the steeple being
demolisbed. The Central Telephone Ex-
change switch boards were burned out by
lightning and all the service interrupted.

CLEVELASD (Ohio), April Sth.—A terrific
rain-storm visited Oberlin, Ohio, to-night,
flooding cellars and business houses on
College street to the depth of four feet.
The water rose rapidly in Plumb Creek,
and people on the flats expect to be com-
pelled to leave their home before morning.

DexvEeR (Col.), April S8th.—A Julesburg
special to the News says: A tornado visited
this place this morning, doing damage to
the extent of $26,000. Several business
houses and quite a number of dwelling
houses in the track of the storm were
blown down and the furniture destroyed or
badly damaged. A number of animals
were killed. but as yet no human being is
reported injured.

BurLiNgTon, April 8th.— Hawkeye spec-
ials from Iilinois report a fierce hail-storm
raged this afternoon through Henderson,
Hancock, Warren and McDonough coun-
ties, doing considerable damage to fruit
trees, windows, etc. Hail stones are re-
ported in some cases nearly as large as
hen’s eggs. A lively shower fell at Bur-
lington.

Roserrts (I1l.), April Sth.—There was a
tremendous hail-storm here last evening.
It continued about ten minutes, and nearly
all the window glass of the west sides of
the houses was broken. A great many of the
hailstones were of phenomenal size, two
being picked up of seven ounces weight.
Several people caught out in the storm were
severely bruised by the tremendous shower
of ice.

DESERT OF SAHARA.

A Big Scheme to Flood It From the Red
Sea,

NEw York, April 8th.—"Henry B. Sla-
ven,” said a civil encineer of some note,
“has just sailed for Egypt on what was
given out as a pleasure trip, but I have
reason to believe that there is a big scheme
back of it, no less thsn the old one of ent-
ting & canal from the Red sea and flooding
a large portion of the Desert of Sahara.
Slaven, you know, made a pile of money
out of his dredging contract at the east or
easy end of the Panama Canal. He used
to be a druggist in San Francisco, when he
and his brother, so the story goes, bought
of a poor inventor a patent by which dredg-
ing is done by steam through any kind ot
soil. The Slavens have made a fortune,
and, like most of the canal contractors,
they got big payments for whatever they
did for the stockholders so far away in
France.”

The juniors, who struck to aid the
journeymen, are not satisfied with the pro-
posed 25 per cent. increase in wages.

TLe carpenters’strikeis still on, although
the men will probable appoint an arbitra-
tion committee this afternoon to confer
with the master carpenters.

It Was Grossly Exaggerated.

PropuETsTOWN (Ill.), April S8th.—The
Associated Press correspondent, who ar-
rived here this afternoon, finds the early
reports of last night's storms grossly exag-
gerated. In the track of the storm, which
was half a mile wide and a mile long, an
elevator, three houses and several baros
were wrecked and a number of other
buildings were slightly damaged. There
were no fatalities.

Edward Hammond, bis wife and child,
and the family of Clark Reynolds, were
all painfully bruised and cut gy the flying
debris, but none of them are in a danger-
ous condition. The storm struck the town
about 7 o'clock last evening and continued
about ten minutes. The rainfall was two
inches and the hail was very heavy. The
tornado was local, a0 other points report-
ing it.

CALIFORNIA HORSES,
They are Sold in the Bast Entirely Upon
Their Pedigree.

New York, April Sth.—The question
having been raised concerning the effect
the sales of California horses here have had
upon the market for Eastern horses, several
horse auctioneering firms have been inter-
viewed. All agree that the market hasnot
been effected. The following sums up the
general opinion of the anctioneers: *‘Cali-
fornia men sold their horses on the basis of
pedigree. Toere are nuany fanciers of pedi-
gree, hence good prices; but the average
man buys a horse of which performance,
instead of pedigree, is gnaranteed. Regular
buyers are as namerous as ever. Sporting
men buy pedigrees, but men who make
horse markets possible buy horsefl=sh only.
So the market is as-lively as ever.”” The
general idea of the auctioneers seems to be
to depreciate what they call “pedigree
sales.” No dissatisfaction with the pur-
chases of California blood-horses has been
expressed by the purchasers.
