COTTON SEED OIL.

Eloquent Addresses by Representative
Colored Men.

WasuingToN, April 9th —By request,
the House Uommittee on Agriculture to-
day reopened ibe hearing on the Conger
Lard Compound bill and the Butterworth
Anuti-Option bill, both of which had been
reported to the House with favorable
recommendations,

On the first-named bill Messrs. A.
Graves, representing the Georgia Agricul-
tural Association, and J. P. Jones, repre-
gsenting the colored cotton farmers and
planters of Arkansas, both colored men,
made argnments against its passage.
Graves pleaded for the protection of the
cotton seed 1ndustry and against the bur-
dens imposed by the bill, on the ground
that it had contributed more than any-
thing else to improve the condition of the
colored farmers and laborers of the South.
To pass this bill, he asserted, would be the
entering of the wedge which would separ-
ate the colored people from the Republican

ariy.
denes. in the course of his argument,
said if cotton-seed oil must be taxed, why
not tax Western hogs? Why break down
one industry that another should be pro-
tected? The Republican parly is com-
mitted to the policy of protection of Amer-
ican industries, but had it placed in the
Chicago platform the singular creed that
one industry should be taxed to death that
another should be protected the party
would have been buried so deep by the
weight of public disfavor that Gabriel's
trumpet wounld not awaken it. The system
inaugurated by the Republican party of
taxing one industry to protect another will
be resenied by the great mass of the'people,
and the party that insanely attempts it will
be burled from power.

The Democratic party, Jones said, is
commilted to free trade. 1f there is any-
thing in their professions, we contidently
look to them to defeat this most pernicious
measure. This bill, stripped of all disguise,
resolves itself into this condition: The
Western hog against the Southern negro.
Which will win? i

There are over 200 oil mills, mostly in
the South. They employ nearly 75.000
persons, more than three-fourths of whom
are colored men. At least three persons
are reliable upon each of these 75,000 for
support. The passage of this bill would
close up many of these millsand throw thou-
sands of dependent people out of employ-
ment, and entail bardship and want upon
a people the least able to stand it; and all
this to protect the Western hog.

COMMANDER COGHLAN.

He is of the Opinion That Newspapers
Have Treated Him Unfairly.

WasniNGTon, April 9th.—The foliowing
appears in to-day’s Post:

Editor In your issue of March 28th,
which has just reacbed me, you state that Com-
mander Joseph B. Coghlan of the navy was re-
cently ordered before a Court-martiai for trial
on a charge of conduct unbecoming an officer
and a gentleman, in having written newspaper
articles criticizing and ridiculing the adminis-
tration of naval affairs. This is a great mistake.
I was tried on two charges, as follows:

Charge 1. Conduct to the prejudice of good
order and naval discipline.

Charge 2, Viclation ot a lawfui regulation
issued by the Secretary of the Navy.

As you wil see, there is very great difference
between the charge as given in_your paper and
the ones upon which I was tried and acquitted.
T ask that in fairness to me you will give this
«~rrection as great prominence as you did the
« oneous charge, and I do this because news-

er people al Washington have been sending
all manner of false statements regarding
elf, my conduct and the charges upon
‘h I was to be tried. These false statements
¢ all been very much to my prejudice, and
‘e been so Persxsteutly indulged in that it

:ms as though there had been method in

ieir falseness, and that it arose from the con-
certed action of persons determined to do me
injury by foul, as they could not by fair, means.

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Against Chinese Sailors.

WasnixNeroN, April 9th.—The question
of the employment of aliens upon ships in
the United States Navy came up for dis-
cassion in the House yesterday upon the
bill to prevent this practice introduced by
McAdoo of New Jersey. Boutelie offered
an amendment, which was agreed to, that
the Act shoold go into effect July 1, 1890,
the amendment being designed to prevent
the re-enlistment of aliens at foreign sta-
tions. During the discussion it came out
that the bill was aimed particularly at Chi-
nese sailors, who almost exclusively man
American vessels, and particularly on the
Pacific stations, and Cummings of New
York said that he recently read a letter
from an American sailor in the Asiatic
squadron that Chinese sailors were paid
higher wages than Americans., The bill
was finally pasced, after being further
amended to allow five years’ service to be
considered as residence in the United States
and to permit the enlistment of aliens in
cases of emergency.

FPlan of Arbitration.

WASHINGTON., April 9th.—The Pan-
American Conierence 1s drawing to a close.
The Committee on General Welfare has
agreed upon a plan of arbitration for the
settiement of difliculties between American
nations. and it will be adopted without a
doubt. The plan is that whenever any dif-
ference arizes between two or more Amer-
ican republics it shall be referred to the
Government of some other republic for
settlement, without an appeal to arms. In
case the parties at issue cannoct agree upon
a single arbitrator, each is allowed to name
one, and those named are to select an um-
pire. Thi the minds of the President
and Mr. Blaine, is the most imporiantsub-
ject to be ¢ iered by the conference, as
itis likely to puta stop to the wars that
bave preveiled so frequently between the
South American nations, retarding the
growth and prosperity of all.

Nothing in It,

WasHINGTON, April 9th — Very little
stock is taken here in the stories tele
graphed from Soutbern California to the
effect that armed bodies of men are col-
lecting along the border for the invasion of
the peninsula of Lower California, with a
view of filibustering on Mexican territory.
It is believed here that the stories have

rown out of the fact that an armed patrol

as been stationed along the border line
under a commander recently appointed for
that purpose, to prevent the smuggling of
Chinese across the line. There is always
more or less friction along the border line,
but the State Department has received no
information of trouble, and none is antici-
pated by Mr. Bisine.

CONGRESSIONAL.

IN THE SENATE.

WASHINGTON, April 9th.—Among the bills re-
ported in the Senate to-day from the commit-
tees and placed on the calendar, was the Senate
bill to amend the third section of the Inter-state
Commerce Act. .

After the reading of the journal to-day, a
letter was received from the Secr.tary of the
Treasury, transmitting a telegram from the
Collector of Customs at San Diego, Cal., an-
nouncing the capture there of thirtcen Chinese
who had endeavored to escape the Exclusion
Act.

Hale, from the Appropriations Committee, re-
ported back without amendment the bii to
refund the funds stolen by the late cashier Sil-
cott, and moved its immediate consideration.
The bill was passed without objection or debate.
Evarts presented petitions trom the Metho-
dists and Presbyterians of New York protesting
against the bill for the enumeration of the
Chinese.

The Montana election case then came up as
unfinished business, and Pugh resumed the
floor in behalf of Clarke and Maginnis.

Turpie presented an argument on the same
side of the question. The Canvassing Board at
Helena had no right to throw cut the abstract
of seturns at Precinct 34. They had not dared
to throw out the abstract for the whole county
because that would have defeated the Republi-
can candidates for Congress. The action of the
Territorial Board of Canvassers was an act of
usurpation, and therefore utterly void. The
“elimination’” of Precinet 34 was null, and
therefore tne election of the five delegates from
Silver Bow county was null. The word *‘e¢limin-
ation,” as used by the Territorial Canvassers,
was 2 mellifiluous euphonism of that body for
an act ot forgery. Upon a claim so detestably
false what legal title (he said) could be made ?
He asked whether an abridgement of a lien
was to have more force than the whole edition.
He then characterized the rejection of the votes
of Precinct34 as an act of *‘strangling’” on the
part of “three thugs of the Returning Board.”
Further on, he spoke of the Canvassin
Board as a-‘tripple coil of adders,”” compose
of a Chief Justice from Verulam, a Secretary
from Sodom and a Governor from Gomorrah,
and wound up with a scathing denunciation of
all concerned.

In the course of the discussion as to time for
a vote, it was stated by Morgan that the Demo-
cratic Senators were ready to vote upon the
question without further debate. The offer was
accepted on the Republican side, but the ar-
rangement was defeated by Call taking the
floor and stating his desire to address the Senate
on the subject to-morrow.

The Moutana election case having been laid
aside, Hale asked unanimous consent to have
the Cninese census enumeration taken up and
disposed of. but Evarts objected, and then Hale
made a formal motion to that effect.

The motiou met with resistance on the Repub-
lican side, but all the Democrats sided with
Hale and the vote resuited yeas 39; noes, 19, and
the bill was taken up

Hale said he did not desire to take up time
with the bill, and was willing to proceed with a
vote on the pending amendment.

Evarts said he regarded the amendments re-
porced by the Census Committee as an improve-
ment on his bill, and was willing that they
should be adopted, but as to the merits of the
bill itself, it was his design and his duty to de-
bate it at some length.

Mitchell explained the purpose of the amend-
ments which he offered. He did not like the
bill very well as it came from the House, but as
amended by the Senate Committee it was, he
said, absolutely worthless and insufficient. He
desired to have the pecding bill amended to
require Chinese to show they were residents on
the first of October, 1888 (the date of the Scott
Exclusion act), instead of (as the Senate amend-
ment proposed, on the 1st of June, 139).) He
asked Hale whether he was willing to give a
certificate that should be good as a *‘ticket of
leave,” or ‘ticket of stay’’ to those Chinese who
ggstsinlo the country unlawtully since October,
1308,

Hale admitted that he was willing to give
amnesty to 500 or 600 Chinese persons who
came since October, 1888, for the sake of closing
the doors in the future.

Hearst said his idea and notion of legislation
on this subject was the passage of a law that
would exciude Chinese from coming to the
country after a certain date, but would treat
the Chinese already here fairly.

Mitchell agreed with Hearst, and desired to
have a law exclude all Chinese except mem-
bers of diplomatic corps.

Dawes wanted to know what use there would
be in haviog Chines diplomats admitted if they
had no Chinese interests to look after.

I would rather never see a Chinese diplomat
here,” was Mitchell's reply, “than permit the
country to be overrun by the yellow hordes of
the Chinese Empire.”” Without action the Sen-
ate adjourned.

IN THE HOUSE.

WASHINGTON, April 9th.— By request the
House Commitiee on Agriculture to-day re-
opened the hearing on the Conger lard com-
pound bill and the Butterworth anti-option bill,
both of which had been reported to the House
with favorable recommendation. On the first
named bill A. Graves, representing the Georgia
Agricultural Association, and J. Pennoyer
Jones, representing the colored cotton farmers
and planters of Arkansas (both colored), made
arguments against the passage. Graves declared
that if cotton seed were taxed and Western hogs
let free it would result in the alienation ot the
colored race from 1he Republican party and its
signal defeat.

on motion of Strubel of Iowa the Senate
amendment was non-concurred in in the bill
providiog’for town-site entries of land in Okla-
homa, and a conference was ordered.

The House went into a Committee of the
Whole on the naval appropriation bill. Wilkin-
son of louisiana said he would not emulate
Great Britain in building ships, but China had
a better fighting armament to day than the
United States. This Government had been
taking extreme measures with China. It was
Part or proper precaution to build ships which
could cope with those of nations upon which
contumely had been cast. He advocated the
establishment of & navy vard at Algiers, La.
Adams of Illinois said the people he repre-
sented were anxious for a navy yard at the
mouth of the Mississippi river.

Colon of Louisiana sdvocated New Orleans.
Pending fioal action the committee rose and the
House adjourned.

THZ SPRING MEETING. !

A GRAND LOT OF ENTRIES SURPASS-.
ING STATE FAIR EVENTS.

The Inaugural Affair is Already an As-
sured Success—Complete List
of the Entries.

The entries for the coming spring meet-
ing, which is to be the first beld under the
auspices of the State Agricultural Society,
closed on Monday, the 7th instant, and
were yesterday opened and made public by
Secretary Smith. In numbers and quality
they exceed the usual entries made at the
fall meetings of the Society, thereby show-
ing that the new departure on the part of
the Society was in keepiog with the desires
of the breeders and owners of thorough-
breds in general.

The naming of the class of horses to be
found among the entries insures a meeting
of more than ordinary extent, and one that
will attract the attention of not only turf
patrons, but the public in general. The
amount of stakes to be contested for ag-
gregate $25,000—a sum greatly in excess of
the usual Jocal spring meetings. The pub-
lic-spirited citizens of Sacramento, recog-
nizing the advantages possessed by Sacra-
mento for the permanent establishment of
a grand spring race meeting on a scale in
keeping with Oalifornia’s position in the
live-stock world, resolved to assist in a
financial way to that end. The State Agri-
cultural Society readily consented to take
charge of, conduct and maintain these
meetings annually if sufficient encourage-
ment was offered by the aid above referred
to. That they have done their share thus
far is evidenced by the encouragement ren-
dered by the horsemen in general by mak-
ing liberal entries to the events announced.
The conditions of these various stakes
and purses are so formulated as to make
each a separate contest if taken part in by
the same animals. The distances and
weights are chapged in each instance,
thereby making a different character of
contest each time. The numerous handi-
caps in this programme, where animals are
so weighted as to equalize their chances,
makes the result uncertain and correspond-
ingly interesting.

The subscription to these stakes by such
breeders as Senator Leland Stanford, L. U.
Shippee, L. J. Rose, H. 1. Thornton, C. T.
Boots, Senator Hearst and.others, insures
contests above reproach and where merit
alone will achieve success.

The meeting will be exclusively a run-
ning, or in turf pariance, what is called a
‘race” meeting. This is not done with a
disparaging view towards thetrct.er or pacer,
but simply to give the public an entertain-
ment of the most fitting character at this
season of the year. It is not practicable this
early to hold a trotting meeting, as the bet-
ter class of trotting stock are now in the
stud, the youngsters out of training, leav-
ing but a few campaigners to fill all events
that could be given, as owners of any
promising trotter or pacer would not at-
tempt to give his animal a record prior to
the opening of the big circuit in the fall.
Cousequently it has been shown by experi-
ence that public interest is centered wholly,
at this time of the year, on the fleety
“bang-tails.” From indications at hand,
Secretary Smith informs us that he would
not be surprised at seeing as large an
attendance at this meeting as is common
during the State Fair. The interior, as
weil as the newspapers of the metropolis
and this city, have given this proposed ex-
periment their support, believing an addi-
tional attraction of this character would
greatly enhance the value of our State for
breeding purposes, as the more opportuni-
ties thereare@ 1o race the more extensive will
be these interests, and for which California
is peculiarly adapted.

The Executive Committee of the State
Board, who have the management of de-
tails in charge, have resolved to not issue
season tickets, but fix the admission at the
rate usually charged at all first-class meet-
ings at $1, including grand stand and quar-
terstretch privileges. Life members will,
of course, be furnished with their usual
tickets of admission, but complimentaries
will be confined exclusively to members of
the press. As this meeting has no re-
sources but its own to meet, the expenses at-
tendant on this rule will be rigidly observed.
The opening day will be Saturday, April
26th.
