" Certainly ; I think you could scarcely
mention a character of his with which I
am unfamiliar."

"Very well, then, if you can point me
out one mother in the whole of Dickens'
novels, *rith any claim to education, who
can be either admired or respected, I will
own that I have wronged him. I am ready
to admit that on the lower orders he is less
severe."

Eager to prove that she misjudged my
favorite, I began to search my memory. At
the end of ten minutes I was stillsearchi-
ing, but I had not spoken. The fact was I
was terribly perturbed in spirit. I was
most anxious not to be worsted in the argu-
ment, for it seemed to me that a grave slur
had been cast upon Charles Dickens' char-
acter ; therefore, to feel that I could only
bring forward, as being worthy of respect,
David Cdpperfield's childish "mother was
exceedingly mortifying. < 'eorge's mother
in "Bleak House" I could not mention, as.
although she is undoubtedly a fine old
dame, she certainly has no claim to gentle
breeding; while in import of my friend's
grievance there marshaled such a ghastly
troujie of knaves and fools—if so mascu-
line term as knave is admissible in these
circumstances —that I was utterly discom-
fited.

" My memory is at fault," I muttered to
myself, " I will go home and consult my
Dickens."

Pleading a headache I made my excuses,
but as I was leaving the room my old
friend called after me:

"Ifyou have a headache don't pursue
this subject to-night. I warn you you are
going to search for a needle in a bottle of
hay, only"—somewhat grimly—"the nee-
dle is not there!"

I locked myself in my study and jet to
work. At the e_d of two hours, wiser and
much sadder, I paused, and gazed blankly
around at a formidable heap of volumes. I
had selected the books haphazard, and had
made a jiencil note on each, with this re-
sult:

JAPANESE LIFE.
( i

Curios aud Flowers as Seen by Ameri- '
can Eyes.

A correspondent writing from Yoko- ,
hama has much to tell of the curios of
Japan. He says: "Out here there are i

little gods, big gods, good gods and bad ,
gods. They can be had from 00 cents to
$10,000 each. They are made from every
material known to man, from clay to

crystal and gold. Of course, the wood
Buddhas, as they are called, are the oldest
and most unique. Good old Buddhas can
be had from pls to $35 Mexican. These
are prices here. It is always the best way
to figure that an article costing, say twenty
Mexican here, willcost the purchaser $20
gold landed in the Uuited States.

"I think Japan is the most beautiful
country in the world. The people are
quaint and picturesque; the flowers are
marvelous, At present writing I see be-
fore me two plum trees about twenty-four
inches high, in full bloom, each tree about
ten years old. A few days ago we had a
littlesnow, and it was a sight to see roses,
geraniums, plum aud cherry blossoms, all
in full bloom with snow on them. Next
month we willhave the camellias, which
are now in bud. They are all out in the
open air, and in April the large cherry
trees, ranging in size from eight feet to
forty, though many Japs assure me that
there are cherry trees eighty feet high. I
have never seen them, but it would not
surprise me if it were true, as I firmly be-
lieve a Jap gardener can do most anything
with trees and plants. I suppose young-
sters will come that way some time in the
future. In August we have the lotus
flowers. These also are worth traveling
thousands of miles to see. October aud
November the favorite ilower, chrysanthe-
mum, for a month. This is the flower
show of the year.

"There is a littleplace called Dayozaka,
near Tokio, where they have the chrysan-
themum shows, and they are, for all the
world, the same as old English fairs. Two
criers at the door, clapping together two
pieces of hard wood—this is to call atten-
tion to the show within—then you plank
down two cents and get your ticket, which
is a piece of wood about two inches wide,
six inches long and half an inch thick;
they are made this size so as to last a few
years. I never tire visiting these quaint
places. I have had several invitations to
visit the Shibiya (theater) at Tokio when
the great Danturo acts. This man is called
the Booth of Japan; his pay is 810,000 for
twenty-one nights.

"The costumes of the company are the
most lovely things I ever saw ; they are
beyond description. I really came out
here to form another Japanese village, to
cether with a Japanese opera company
composed entirely of Japanese ladies and
gentlemen, with brass and string band
combined. lam sure of all except the
opera part, although there are sixty grad-
uates from the Conservatory of Music (in
our music), they cannot sing. My idea
was to do 'The Mikado' with a Japanese
company and proper costumes : not one of
the companies at home every costumed
the piece properly.

"The brocades one sees out here are per-
fect dreams, particularly old priests' robes.
We have paid as high" as $100 for a full
suit. If I had come out here ten or fifteen
years ago, I could have attained the finest
collection in the world for my little money

Jfest would have been worth half a million
al this moment. There are sevef"! —ten
who came here twenty-five and thirty years
ago who bought little 'odds and ends'from
time to time at very small prices, and find
now their collections to be worth from
$150,000 to 8300,000. Pieces of gold lac-
quer work that cost a mere trifle ten to
twenty years ago are now worth hundreds
of dollars each."

The Cost of Royalty.
Royalty may be a very line thing, hut it

conies high. There is a little look pub-
lished every year in London, and known
as "Whitaker's Almanac,"' which gives
some interesting information concerning
the cost of royalty in England. Counting
the pound sterling as §o, the sums granted
to the royal family last year were as fol-
lows: The (Queen's salary, $1,925,000; rev-
enues of the Queen as Duchess of Lancas-
ter, "-250,000; allowance to the Prince of
Wales, 8200,000; revenues of the Prince as
Puke Of Cornwall, !?310,000; allowance to
tlie Princess of "Wales, $50,000; allowance
to the children of the Prince of AVales,
S1S0,000; allowance to other children of
the l^ueen, $470,000; royal pensions not
enumerated, 8127,000, making a total of
$3,312,200 for the royal familyproper. The
collateral branches have tobe provided for,
and thus it is that numerous petty princes
have large salaries and nothing to do.

!:--ides all of these her has
what is called the royal "household, com-
posed in part of Dukes. Earls and ___*

_tlk—1, who get big pay for going on parade
occasionally, and the salaries of some of
whom are much less than their perquisites.
It should be mentioned that if by chance
any work should fall to these people it is
done by proxy and paid for by the Gov-
ernmen*. For instance, the master ofthe
Queen's horse gets 812,500 a year. He
has a nice easy job, for he does nothins
and has numerous assistants. He has a
crown efpierry at $4,000 a year, seven
equerries in ordinary who get from $2,500
to 83,000 each, and extra equerries and
equerries honorary. Besides, he is pro-
vided with a superintendent of the royal
mews, a clerk, storekeeper, two veterinary
surgeons, a state coac-nman and an ac-
countant. It appears that a few grooms
do the real work.

The Grand Almoner get? $15,000 a year
for distributing coronation medals on the
day a sovereign is crowned, and he is "as-
sisted" by a Lord High Almoner, The
Master of the Buck Hounds gets $7,500 a
year, but there hasn't been a royal stag
hunt for several centuries. Likewise a
royal hawk is a thing of the dim past, but
the Grand Falconer gets $4,875 a year,
and he probably grumbles because he has
no assistant. It is out of the question to
mention one-half of these sinecures, to say
nothing of those outside of the royal
household. There are 22 Dukes, 20 Mar-
quises, 115 Earls, 27 Viscounts and 252
Barons who must be supported. Yes, roy-
alty is a very fine thing for those who hold
the sinecures, but it is bad for the middle
classes, who pay the taxes. It is not sur-
prising that republics are gaining in popu-
larity. . -.
