
BY ONE RUN.

SACRAMENTO'S CRIPPLED NINEPLAYS
WELL, BUT IS DEFEATED.

ItWas a Splendid Exhibition of the Na-
tional Game— Some of the

Features.

Yesterday's game in this city was one of
the finest exhibitions of ball playing that
has ever been seen here. To the audience,
however, there was a redeeming feature
lacking, namely, the fact that the Sacra-
mentos could not win it. The San Fran-
ciscos were victorious and deserved to win,
although the same could be said of the
Sacramentos, had the result been the other
way. Itis getting to be a sort of "chest-
nut" to still shout "hard luck" when the
home nine is beaten, and togive the true
cause of tbe Sacramentos' defeat yesterday,
it must be acknowledged that the San
Franciscos were too much for their oppo-
nents. They batted harder and could say
with as much propriety as the Sacramentos
that it was hard luck on their part that
they didnot win the game by a greater
margin tnan one point. The score was 3 to
2, whichis the best of evidence that the
game must have been close and exciting
throughout. The Sacramentos played a
stronger game than it was generally sup-
posea they would without either Bowman
or Stapleton in their ranks. Even if thelatter members had played, tbe fielding
could not have been improved upon, but it
is quite reasonable tosuppose that the base-
hit column would have been swelled, and
this was the only reason the Sacramentosdidnot win the contest. Itis very seldom
that a club making but two hits in nine in-
nings is victorious, and the rule was not
excepted yesterday. Young and Speer are
a magnificent battery, and the former
pitched a remarkably steady game through-
out. His curves are very deceptive, and it
is very doubtful if Borchers can best him
for speed. He has perfect control of the
ball, and in Speer he has a backstop in
whom a great deal of confidence can be
placed. McHale and Goodenough were
the only ones who could hit the ball safely
on the part of the Sacramentos, and the
singles of both were scratches. The rest of
the nine could do nothing with Young's
delivery, and had to content themselves
inknocking easy chances to the infielders
or striking out.

Harper did not pitch with much effect-
iveness at first, and when tour hits were
made off him in the second inning, it was
thought that towards the close of the game
there would be but a few spots on tbe field
that the hall did not touch. After this
inning, however, and until the ninth, he
did not allow a run to be made. He
seemed to use more spptd than before, and
even Sweeney, who is regarded as the best
batter in the Sau Francisco nine, struck
out three times. The box work of both
pitchers waa so effective and the fielding of
both nines so exact and neat, that after two
innings had been played the score, which
was then 2 to 2, remained so until the last
half of the last innine. Then it was that
after two of San Franciscos' men had
been struck out by Haper, Hanley drove
out into left field a two-bagger," which
allowed Young, who was about to wither
on second base, to score the winning run.
The utmost excitement prevailed during
the last seven innings,' and iv tbe majority
of instances the batters were retired inone,
two and three order. Nobody made mis-
plays, excepting Daly, Sweeney and
Ebright, and these were of little conse-
quence.

McHale's catching couid not have been
improved upon, and it is not very often
that a catcher has a score of points oppo-
site his name, as has the clever Sacramento
boy. Twelve chances were given him and
he never missed an opportunity. "Pop
Swett could not have pulled dow-n fouls
better than did McHale yesterday. One of
his catches of a i'jul tip deserved and re-
ceived prolonged applause. Speer tipped
the balland itcame sailing back about a
foot above the ground and to the left of the
catcher. He dropped overon his left side
and just did succeed in placing the large
glove of the left hand between tbe ball and
ground. The other hand catue to the as-
sistance of the left, and the ball was
caught. The effort was deserving of suc-
cess.

Reitz and McHale and Godar made a
triple play in the second inning. Jt
counted only as a double, however, as one
man was out before the play was made.
Sweeney hit a sky ball to Reitz, and after
the latter had caught it,Buchan, who was
on third, made a dash for home. Reitz
threw him out at the plate and McHale
forwarded the ball to Godar in time for the
latter to touch out Young, who was run-
ning from second to third base.

Goodenough made another of his won-
derful catches yesterday. Levy hit a high
llyinto right field, aud almost everybody
thought the ball would land on the out-
side of the park. Goodenough ran for it
and caught the sphere about a foot from
the fence. In response to prolonged ap-
plause he doffed his cap.

Donohue umpired well,but the audience
were against him, and when he appeared
on the grounds there was considerable
hissing. Itmight be a good plan to eject
from the grounds a few of the noisy spec-
tators who hang on the fence in front ol
the grand stand and pass insulting and
uncalled-for remarks. A foul tip in the
first inning struck the umpire in the eye ol
the mask, and tbe ball stuck there. No
damage was done.

EAGAN'S CLOSE CALL.

A Steamboat Fireman Comes in Contact
withFreight Cars.

About 4 o'clock yesterday morning, as
officers Wagner and Frazee had Just
reached the police station with a prisoner,
a railroad employe arrived and informed
the officers that a man lay over on tbe old
wharf, near the steamboat landing, and
seemed to be suffering from injuries re-
ceived in some manner. The officers
named, accompanied by officer Higgins,
went to the spot indicated and found a man
lying alongside the railroad track and be-
tween itand the side of the raised freight
platform on the river bank, at the foot of J
street. He was insensible, but groaning as
if ingreat pain.

The officers picked him up and carried
him to the Receiving Hospital, where it
was found that he had been terribly injured
by some freight cars which had a short
time before been run down upon the track
where he was found. His left ear was
badly torn, his right arm broken above the
elbow, und his left foot had been run over
by one of the car-wheels and severely
crushed. The wheel had passed diagonally
over the heel, missing the ankle and leg,
or the limb would have been crushed to a
pulp. As it was, the heavy, stifl heel of
the shoe partially protected the foot, al-
though the injury to the latter may prove
to be worse than it appears, which is bad
enough.

City Physician C. B. Nichols was called,
and he dressed the man's injuries. Some
hours later he recovered sufficiently to
partake of some broth, which, however,
did not stay on his stomach, and he com-
plained of severe pains in the abdominal
region.

When seen by a Record-Union reporter
in the afternoon he was resting tolerably
easy. He said his name was Charles
Eagan, end that he was a fireman on the
steamer D. E. Knight, running between
here and Marvsvi'.le. He had been up
town drinking, and the last he remem-
bers was going toward the landing to get
aboard the steamer. He said he was alone,
so far as he knows, but thinks somebody
stole $S from one ofhis vest pockets, which
he claims not to have spent.

The space between the railroad track and
the side ofthe platform, where Eagan was
found, is only about two feet, and the sup-
position is that he got caught between the
cars nnd the edge of the platform, was
knocked down, falling parallel with the
track, and that his clothing was caught by
one of the projecting irons about the
wheels, causing him to be dragged along
for several yards and dropped just before
the cars came to a halt, so that only one
wheel passed over bis foot. It is possible
that the man is injured internally, as he
says his side and stomach pain him very
much. It was a close call for his life.

W. L. PERKINS.
A liruthcr of Ex-Governor l'erklns Dies

in Oroville.
William L. Perkins died at Oroville

Saturday. He was very well known
throughout Northern California and in
this city. He was. a brother to ex-Gover-
nor George C. Perkins, and also of D. K.
Perkins of Oroville.

Mr.Perkins was a native of Maine and
50 years of age. He came to this State
pcrliaos twenty years ago, and has resided
almost constantly in Northern California.
He was for many years in the insurance
business with E. W. Fogg, and later had
beeu employed in the grocery establish-
ment of Perkins <fc Wise as head clerk.
The deceased leaves a wife and child.

The Washington Levee Safe.
On the Yoloside the place in the levee

where the current was cutting away the
bank is now believed to be safe. The rail-
road company furnished the barges and
rock, and the citizens of Washington paid
the expense of placing the material where
it would do the most good. The money
was collected by ii. Todbunter and the
work was done under the superintendence
of S. Getchell, who has had many years'
experience on the river. Those in a posi-
tion to know say the work has been well
done. At all evenlß, tbe people of our
neighboring town now feel perfectly secure.

An El Dorado Pioneer Gone.
Captain Alpheas Staples, of Longtown-

El Dorado county, died on Friday last at
that place. He was a '49er, and in early
days kept a hotel in San Francisco. He
was a pioneer of Washoe, and was the
builder of the Crown Point mill, at Vir-
ginia City, and was one of tbe first men on
tbeComstock and at White Pine. He owned
a mine in Calaveras, and once owned 1,20u
acres oi land where the city of Oakland
now stands. Captain Staples was a native
of Maine, and was 80 years of age at the
time of his death.

THE FORTHCOMING VISITOF THENEW
ENGLAND PIONEERS.

How the Gold-Seekers of Early Days

WIU be Received on Their Old

The Pioneers of this city and other early
residents are anticipating a pleasant reun-
ion when the New England Pioneers of
California arrive here on Saturday next.
Many of the visitors resided in Sacramento
l:in the winter of '49 and the spring of '50,"
while others of the party followed the
fortunes of the miner along the streams
and gulches in the foothillsof this and ad-
joining counties. They return now, after
an absence of from thirty to forty years, to
re-visit the scenes of their adventures in
early days, when they were young and full
of the enthusiasm that animated the
breasts of the gold-seekers that thronged
from the East to the new eldorado.

The excursionists will be tendered a
formal reception by the Governor on their
arrival, and willalso be handsomely enter-
tained by their brother Pioneers, who are
determined upon showing them that the
people of this portion of the State cannot
be outdone in hospitality by those of any
other section. It willbe a true Pioneers'
welcome back to the scenes of their early
lives, withoutpomp or show.

The visitors willalso be received by the
Mayor and members of the California
Museum Association at the Art Gallery,
aud itwillno doubt be a revelation to them
to see the progress made here in art since
they left the wilds of the Pacific Slope.
It is expected that many of the New

Englanders will from here make short
tours into the Interior and visit some of
the places where they dug the gold, in the
long ago, with which they have builtup
their homes in the East. Among tbe places
to which it is said visits have been pro-
jected are Mormon Island, Mississippi
Bar, Prairie City, Negro Hill,Rattlesnake
Bar, Coloma and other localities in that
section.
