HERBERT BISMARCK’S MARRIAGE

His Bride is Ten Years Older Than
Himsel€ — German Politics
Getting Warm.

|EPECIAL DISPATCEES TO THE REOCED-UNION.}

GERMAN POLITICS.

Severs Criticisms on the Ex-Chanceilor,
Bismarck.

Beruix, April 20th.—An article which

appears in the Freisinnige Zeitung, the

organ in which Herr Richter, the leader of

the German Liberals, attacks Bismarck,
has raised a crop of concurrent rumors
which are of absorbin;- interest here. The
dreisinnige affirmed that the ex-Chancellor,
unable to support three weeks’' political
abstinence, summoned the editor of the
Hamburger Nachrichten, who dined at
Friedrichsruhe Tuesday, and that, coached
by Bismarck, tke Nachrickten made a series
of attacks upon Chancellor Ven Caprivi,
spneering at his speech in the Landtag and
advising Deputies to maintain a loyal ad-
herence to the ex Chancellor's policy. The
Freisinnige inferred that Bismarck meant
to throw the press and Parliament against
General Von Caprivi. Thereupon the Post,
a Conservative sheet, dencunced the article
as insuliing to the Prince, and denied that
the Nachrichten was inspired, and expressed
a regret that the journal's sympathy with
Bismarck’s policy led it to play into the
hands of his enemies.

The truth is that Bismarck sammoned
the editor of the Nachrichten to consult in
regard to obtaining a capable literary man
and reliable confident to assist him in
arranging and compiling hismemoirs. On
the day after the interview Dr. Lucanus,
the Chief of the Civil Cabinet of the Em-
peror, was sent to Friedrichsruhe. This
coincidence gave rise to a report that Lu-
canus was charged to demand the delivery

- of docaments relating to the Emperor's
doings while awaiting the death of his
father.

Echoes from French papers make Bis-
marck’s position critical; Emperor person-
ally going to threaten him; Caprivi claim-
ing the restimution of papers missing from
the Chancellerie, with other incredible
nonsense suitable to the French press.

Bismarck, when approached on the sub-
Ject, declined to speak. A number of cable
dispatches and letters from leading Ameri-
can periodicals and papers have been re-
ceived by the American Legation asking
Minister Phelps to use his irfluence to get
contributions of any kind from the ex-
Chancellor.

Bismarck, however, prefers to maintain
absolute silence ard to disregard the
calumnies which are being circulated con-
cerning him. It is probably owing to the
excited indignation over the attacks upon
Bismarck that the Government issued a
warning that persons putting into circula-
tion in the home or foreign press baseless,
sensational news would be arrested, and
not expelled, as heretofore, but tried vpon
a charge of fraud. This order emanates
directly from General Von Caprivi.

Herbert Bismarck Marries a Princess
Ten Years Older Than Himself,

BerLixn, April 20th.—The secret of Count
Herbert Bismarck’s frequent tripsto En-
gland has at Tength become known, and, it
must be admitted, has been carefally kept.
It was always supposed that the motive of
the Count’s journeys was courtship of one
of therelatives of the Marquis and Mar-
chioness of Londonderry. 1t 1s now re-
ported that he is already married toa lady
ten years older than kimself, and it was to
visit her that he so frequently hurried over
to England under the pretext of seeking
Test,

His warm friendship for the London-
deirys is due to the fact that they were the
only people who showed kindness to his
wife. Ten years ago she was one of the
reigning beauties of the court of Berlin.
Her husbend, the Prince of Carclath-Ben-
then, was one of the wealthiest and most
powerful nobles in the land. Toward the
autumn of 1880 she suddenly deserted her
husband and little daughter, in order to
elope with Count Herber: Bismerck. They
fled to Italy.

During the past ten years he has been
bitterly reproached for his desertion of the
bionde Princess. Now, however, it ap-
pears that as soon as she obtained a divorce
from Prince Carolath in 1881 young Bis-
marck was secretly married to her by Lord
Londonderry’s chaplein in Ireland, where
the publication of the banns attracted no
attention.

Since then the Countess Herbert Bis-
marck has been living under an assamed
name in England and Ireland, often at
Brighton, but generally in quieter places,
where the Count was less likely to be rec-
ognized.

It is stated that one of the reasons why
the Count refused to remein in the service
of the Emperer was the latter's refasal to
give Imperia! recognition to the lady, who
at the death of the ex-Chancellor will be-
come Duchess of Lauenburg and Princess
Rismarck. By birth she is a Princess of
the Haitzfeldt family, and aunt of Prince
Hatzfeldt, who married Miss Clara Hunt-
ington a few months ago.

It is stated that the ex-Chancellor has be-
come reconciled to the daughter-in-law,
and that Count Herbert will now openly
proclaim to the world the secret which
has been so well kept during the past
nine years.

ANOTHER ADDRESS.

The Pope Scores the Italian Goevernment
From the Pulpit,

RoumEe, April 20th.,—The Pope made a
strong speech to-day to 5,000 Italian Pil-
grims in the hall over the vestibale in St.
Peter's, Twelve Cardinals, twenty Arch-
bishops and Bishops were present, besides
many of the Roman nobility. After the
pilgrims laid their addresses at his feet
Leo XIII. stood and began an indictment
of the Italian Government as follows:

‘“‘Among the grave solicitudes of the
apostolic ministery which we exercise, one
of the bitterest and most poignant is that
which concerns the condition of the church
in Italy and the faith of the Italian people.
If we bave always to signalize the dangers
that menece us at this t{ime we have a
motive more just to do so, as for some
time now these perils have become more
grave.

*Besides, the facts speak for themselves.
The war that satanic hatred of parties
wages agsinst the Catholic religion is
openly sustained here by the authorities,
who have declared in favor of these parties.
The laws and Acts which directly or in-
directly concern the church and religion
are in Italy made under the direct
inspiration of these parties, which all
obey. There are in fact tangible
evidences that the action of the authorities
in ecclesiastical matters fully responds to
their sectarian aspirations, and their culp-
able designs which henceforth are no mys-
teries tosny one. Itis sufficient to record
the articles of the new Penal Code against
the clergy standards of June last. The
discourse in the Palermo proposed a law on
church affairs and others, which are
in %ourse of preparation, it is a
continuation of the war which commenced
by the destruction of its course and mani-
fests itself more and more in the intentions
of agitators. That is to say in a war made
without a truce against religion and sgainst
the church of Jesus Christ, in the presence
of this state of things duty imposes itseif
on Italian Catholics showing what they
are to meet with a bold front and uncov-
ered visage in order to preserve the ines-
timable treasure of faith.

“There can be to-day only two camps
cleariy defined—the Catholic camp, re-
solved to remain alwsys united at any
price to their Bishops and the Pope, and
the camp of the enemy. Those who
through cowardice fear to show them-
selves and wish to remain between
the camps, only swell the ranks of the
foe. As the divine word tells us, when the
foundations of society totter to their over-
throw the sound morals and purity on
which depend for the prosperity of our
families and the strength of nations are
profoundly corrupted from day to day by
the weakening of religious sentiment,”

GARRISON OF PARIS.

Successful Maneuvers at Vincennes—No
Mistakes Made.

Paris, April 20th.—The review of the
garrison of Paris at Vincennes came off
yesterday morning with great eclat. The
review was announced for 10 o’clock, and
at exactly fifteen minutes before that hour
every battalion, squadron and beattery was
in the position assigned toit. Altogether
12,000 men were presented.

The view from the tribune was superb.
The troops were formed in three lines.
First the infantry, behind them the artil-
lery and in the background the cavalry.
At exactly 10 o’clock General Saussier, on
a fine chestnut charger, entered the grounds
at the head of a brilliant staff of tweive
officers, esczorted by half a squadron of
dragoons armed with lances. The drums
and bugles of twenty-one battalions, eleven
squadrons and nine batteries immediately
sounded the salute.

_As the General galloped between the
lines, each regiment lowered its colors, the
bands playing the Marseillaise. General
Saussier acknowledged the salute by un-
covering. At 10:30 o’clock the General
tock his post at the reviewing point in
front of the tribune.

Twenty-one battalions advapced in a
line of 100 yards, with General Saint Mars
and his staff at their head, and saluted.
Each battalion was at once wheeled in
company fronts to the left, and at double
quick they were massed at the extreme
northern end of the race course.

This maneuver was executed with most
creditable precision and promptness. The
march past then commenced. The ar-
tillery presented an especially brilliant ap-
pearance. The maneuvers of the day
were executed without a mistake and the
whole affair was most satisfactory.

COSTLY APPAREL,

A Wedding Dress That Was Made at the
French Capital.

Paris, April 20th.—M. Arnaud has com-
pleted and sent to Ban Francisco the wed-
ding dress of Miss Fair, who is to be mar-
ried in June to Herman Oelrichs. The
cress is of white satin, manufactured at
Lyons especially for Miss Fair. It is cov-
ered with rare Alencon and Argenton lace,
which was purchased piece by piece, from
lace collectors and cariosity shops, and
which is not manufactured at all now.

The train is three yards and a half long,
covered with lace, a la Louis XVI. A
drapery of lzce trims ‘the buttom of the
front of the skirt, held by bunches of orange
blossoms. The sleeves are of satin, cov-
ered with lace, and the neck is finished by
a high Medici collar of lace. The veil is of
white tulle, to be fastened by a spray of
orange blossoms.

The cost of this dainty wedding garment
was 25,000 francs. The insurance over the
Atlantic was 15000 francs, and the duty to
the United States nearly 8 000 francs.

German Newspapers,

BeruiN, April 20th.—The Hamburger
Nachrichten denies that the recent articles
egainst Chancellor Von Caprivi were in-
stigated by Bismarck. At the same time
it announces that the Prince will not re-
linquish his connection with the press,
and intends soon to appear in the upper
house of the Landtag, and will also ac-
cept the candidature for the Reichstag.
The Nachrichten adds: “It would be a
great mistake to imagine that the ex-Chan-
cellor is old and broken down, or to sup-
pose that he will remain a passive spec-
tator of events. The German people have
a right to know the Prince’s views on im-
portant questions.”
