A WIDOW TAKES HER OWN LIFE.

Measures Looking to the Relief of

the Poor Tillers of the Soil—
A Colored Cadet.

POOR FARMERS.

Colonel Polk Warmly Suuports Senator
Vauce's Bill.

Washington, April 22d.—The Senate
Committee ou Agriculture and Forestry to-
day had under consideration Senator
Vance's bill to provide for a system of
warehouses for farm produce throughout
the country to be operated by the Govern-
ment, which is to issue notes upon deposit
of grain therein. Colonel Polk, President
of the Xational Farmers' Alliance, read a
long argument in favor of the measure,
which he said was formulated by the com-
mittee appointed by the Convention of the
National Farmers' Alliance and Industrial
Alliance, held at St. Louis on December 3,
ISS9. He sketched the decline in agri-
cultural values, in face of the marvelous
progress and development of other indus-
tries and interests during the past two de-
cades, and insisted that something should
be dove for the farmer. He charged the
fault upon the financial system of the Gov-
ernment, which resulted in high-priced
money and low-priced products. The rem-
edy, Colouel Polk suggested, was three-
fold.

First—To restore silver to its dignity and
place as a money metal, with all the righis
of coinage and all the qualities of legal
tender which gold possesses.

Second— To issue sufficient amounts of
currency direct to the people at a low rate
of interest, to meet the legitmate demands
of the business of the country and which
shall be legal tender for all debts, public
and private.

Third
—

To secure to such issues equal
dignity with money metals, by basing iton
real, tangible, substantial values.

Colonel Polk was followed by Dr. C. W.McCune, Chairman of the National Com-
mittee on Legislation of the Alliance, who
addressed himself more particularly to the
merits and details of a system of ware-
houses as outlined in the bill. He asserted
that merchandise thus stored would not
deteriorate below tbe market standard, and
that the system bad proved feasible and
practicable in California, where the
Grangers' Bank in 1889 loaned $3,000,000
on certificates issued to farmers on wheat
deposited in warehouses owned and con-
trolled by them.

House Silver Committee.
Washington, April 22d.— The House

Silver Caucus Committee met this after-
noon, and spent an hour endeavorine to
reach an agreement. The committee is
united on the proposition offered at last
night's meeting as an amendment to the
bill, providing for tbe purchase of two
millionounces of silver per month. An
agreement was reached on the question of
allowing the Secretary of tbe Treasury
option in the redemption of bullion cer-ficates, they agreeing on the provision giv-
ing him discretion of redeeming them in
lawfulmoney or silver coin. The commit-
tee meets the Senate subcommittee to-morrow.

Perhaps a Colored Cadet.
Washington, April 22d.— The appoint-

ments of naval cadets are beginning to
fiow into the Navy Department to fill
vacancies that willbe caused by the gradu-
ation of the class in June, but there is one
vacancy already existing that is not yet
filled, and that attracts some attention
among the officers. This vacancy is to the
credit of Representative Cheatnam, of the
Second Districtof North Carolina, the only
colored man inCongress, and it therefore
becomes a direct probability that the new
cadet will be of the dark race. This will
be the second instance of the kind, and
the outcome will be noted with intense
interest by every man in the service.

On an Inspection Trip.
Washington, April 22d.— Orders have

been issued at the Navy Department direct-
ing that the United States steamer Balti-
more, now at Norfolk, proceed to sea on
Saturday next on an inspection trip. She
willremain at sea several days, and on
May 10th willarrive at Baltimore, Md.,
where a celebration in her honor will be
given by the city authorities. The Balti-
more is now fully manned and equipped,
with tbe exception of having on board two
of ber couplement offour 8-incb guns.

Man-of-War Nipsic.
Washington, April22d

—
The sailors and

crew of the unfortunate man-of-war Nipsic,
which was wrecked in the Samoan hurri-
cane, are clamoring at the doors of the
Treasury for tbe money for the loss of their
personal effects allowed them by an Act ot
Congress. John C. Moore has been en-
gaged in prosecuting some of these claims
during the past few days. He was Pay-
master's Clerk on the Nipsic when she was
blownashore.

Suicide fit a Young Widow.
Washington, April 22d.—Mrs. WiWred

Lawton Willingbam, niece of General
Lawton, formerly minister to Russia, com-
mitted suicide here last night. She came
to secure a Government position and failed.
She was about thirty years of age, and
leaves a daughter of ten. Her remains
have been sent home to Georgia.

Gray's Harbor.
Washington, April22d.— The sub-Com-

mittee on Commerce reported to the full
committee this morning in favor of the ap-
propriation for a light-house at Gray's Har-
bor, Washington. The report of the fujl
committee to the House will be made at
the next meeting.

on the retired list.

Fearful Explosion.

UNITED LABOR.

Building interests InChicago Very Gen-
erally Demoralized.

Chicago, April 22d.
—

Tbe carpenters'
strike presented an unchanged appearance
to day. The same sporadic attempts on
the part of the bosses to resume work were
made to-day, with tne usual uncertain re-
sults. The Carpenters' Council willhold a
conference ibis alternoon with President
Gompers of the American Federation of
Labor, at which the strike in all its rela-
tions willbe discussed.

The labor situation this afternoon pre- !
sen ts a more serious aspect. It is believed
tbat by the Ist of May tradesmen number-
ing 25,000. belonging to the Federation of
Labor, willquit work in sympathy with j
the eight-hour movement. Should such be
the ca^e, the interests of the city willbe
badly demoralized.

While a number of non-union carpenters
were engaged in erecting a building this
morning, a large crowd of union men
gathered and demanded of them to cease
work. Their request was refused, when
the strikers resorted to violence by using
clubs. These wtre only quelled by the
presence of the police after a terrible battle
on both sides. The police succeeded in
arresting fifty of the rioters, who were
locked up in the police station.

AX APPEAL FOB AIO.
Chicago, April 22d.

—
Samuel Goniper?,

I'resident of the Confederation of Labor,
to-night issues an address to "wage-work-
ers, and the sympathizers withthe progress
of America.'' He says :

"Inaccordance with a resolution of the
Boston Convention of the American Fed-
eration of Labor, to select a trade to make
a demand for the enforcement of the eight-
hour work per day on May Ist, the Execu-
tive Council have decided that the United
Brotherhood of Carpenters and Joiners of
America shall make the demand.

"Itappears that the wealth, power and
influence of the employing aud corporate
classes of the country are to be concen-
trated to defeat the movement, which seeks
not only to improve the condition of the
employed, but which will find employ-
ment, and consequently save frompoverty,
degradation and despair, hundreds of thou-
sands of our idle fellowmen and women.

"In view of this situation it willbe
necessary for the wage workers and their
friends of America to rally with greater
unanimity of purpose than ever before; to
concentrate all their efforts, and to counter-
act and overcome the action of our ene-
mies. They must voluntarily contribute
their mite to place at the disposal of the
American Federation of Labor a sum of
money sufficient to meet allcontingencies."

This evening Gompers addressed a mass
meeting in Chicago. He denounced as
lepers the non-unionists who were now
taking the places of the striking carpenters
of Chicago. _, _

PACIFIC MAIL.

The Efl'ort to Secure a Line of Steam-
ships liy the Northern Pacific.

New Yokk, April 22d.— The .Vail and
Exjn-ess says: The personal feelings of Mr.
Gould are comnlioting the affairs of Pa-
cific Mail. The Northern Pacific is
anxious to compete with the Canadian Pa-
cific in the China and Japan trade by secur-
ing a Pacific Mail terminus at Tacoma.
Gould is only too willing to make Tacoma
the only terminus, while Huntington's in-
terests in the Central Pacific willnot per-
mit him to take the other line entirely
away from San Francisco. Gould's object
is to take away business from the Union
Pacific, and the Northern Pacific is ready
to guarantee the steamship company $75.-
--000 a month ifit will make Tacoma its
terminus. Nothing is settled yet.

The Commercial Adeeitiser on the same
subject says: The buying of Northern Pa-
cific stock today was dme by the strong
parties. The point on which the stock was
bulled was the proposed contract with the
Pacific Mail for Tacoma terminus. The
story in the st.-eet was that Northern Pa-
cific authorities have ordered to susrantee
the Pacific Mail Company $75,000 per
month in consideration of the change.
The sum named is hieher than will be seri-
ously considered. The gnarantee of a
smaller sum will,however, undoubtedly
be offered, together with terminal faciliiies
for the vessels. Itmay be stated on excel-
lent authority that Yillardand Hunting-
ton are much nearer together interested in
the matter than has been supposed. If
Huntington withdraws his opposition the
change may be made.
