CBICO, April 28th.—The first session of the
Grand Parlor of the Native Sons convened this
morning in Pythian Hall.

The parlor adjourned uuntil evening.

After lunch the delegates and members were
provided with carriages by Chico Parlor and
were driven around town, and all the principal

mts of interest were visited. All were driven

hrough the beautiful groundsof the Rancho
Chico, the home of General Bidwell. The ride
was delightful, the weather being auspicious
and the sights interesting. A stop was made on
the return at General Bidwell’s mansion. Gen-
eral Bidwell was introduced, and welecmed the
Native Sons. His address was received with
frequent outbursts of applause.

Then Governor Waterman, who arrived dur-
ing the morning, was introduced. and said he
was glad to be with the Native Sons. He be-
lieved in them for their patriotism and love of
home, and hoped they would ever care for Cali-
fornia, which he loved above all other things,
and whose care would soon be confided to them.

The Governor was cheered for his effort.
Other short speeches were made by Grand Pres-
ident Ryan, President Jo. D. Sproul, of Chico,
Aﬁ? Past Grand President A. F. Jones, of Oro-
ville.

The crowd then dispersed and waadered
through the grounds. When the Grand Parlor re-
convened the Committee on Credentials pre-
sented its report, seating the delegates whose
names have already been published.

A report was received from the Sutter Fort
Committee, announcing that in addition to the
several large amounts which had not yet been
collected they had received $4,521 toward buy-
ing the Fort property. It recommended the ap
poiatment of a committee of five for next yearto
continue the work and complete the purchase.
Also that when finally purcbased it be oftered to
the E£tate and an appropriation for its preserva-
tion be asked from the State Legislature. Toe
recommendation of the committee was adopted.

President Charles L. Weller called attention
to the death of Grand Trustee J. M. Donahue
and sutfgested the drafting of suitable memorial
resoiutions, and when the Grand Parlor ad-
journs for the evening it do so out of respect to
the deceased. A resolution to this effect was
adopted.

C. L. Weller, J. 1. Boland, J. H. McGze, M. A.
Dorn and S. Harville were appointed.

C. L. Lindsey offered a resolution from Vi-
salia Parlor providing for a side degree to which
the Native Daughters be eligible.

A letter containing & greeting and congratula-
tion from the Grand Parlor of the Native
Daughters of the Golden West was received
amid great applause. >

A petition was rece’ved from a colored native
of the State, asking that the word “white’’*be
stricken from the constitution. Referred to the
Committee on Petitions.

Two petitions were received from native Cali-
fornians residing in Reno, Nev., asking that the
constitution be amended so as to extend the
jurisdiction so as to include natives residing in
:{n& State. Referred to the Committee on Peti-

ons.

A committee of three, to eoo[;ente with the
Btate and county authorities in pre?nrlng an
exhibly forthe World’s Fair at Chicago was
carried. F. L. Coombs, Eugene J. Gregoury and
Cl;‘n‘elees L. Tilden were appointed such com-

W. W. Greer offered a resolution providing for
a triennial celebration hereafter, Emead of an-
nually, as heretofore.

The Grand Parlor went into Committee of the
Whole to exemplify the new ritual offered for
adoption by the Order.

Chico Parlor held a reception during the
evening at its headquarters, which were
crowded.

THE PRESBYTERY.

The General Assembly of 1891—Report
on Home Missions.

SAN FRANCISCO, April 28th.—An adjourned
meeting of the Presbytery of San Francisco took
the place of that ot the Ministerial Union in Cal-
vary Church this morning, Rev. J. M. Thompson
occupying the chair as Moderator. Revs. H. C.
Minton of the Presbytery of San Jose, P. M. Mc-
Donald, Presbytery of Winnebago,J. A. Cruzan
and Aaron Williams of the Bay Con, ational
Association, being present, were invited to sit
as corresponding members.

It was, after considerable discuseion, decided
to invite the General Assembly of 1891 to meet
in Calvary Church, in this city, provided that
such arrangement can be made with the rail-
road companies for the transportation of Com-
missioners and others wishing to attend the
gathering as will justify the invitation. Revs.
A.|J. Kerr and T C. Kaston, D. D., were ap-
pointed a committee to confer with the railwag
officials in regard to such arrangement, wit
power to add to their number one or two lay-
men, as they may see fit.

The records of the Central Church were fin-
ally disposed of by adopting the report of the
committee appointed to examire them, the
report, which was presented Ly the Chairman
of the committee, Rev. Dr. Chapman, taking
exception to the minutes asa whole, for the-
two years ending with March 15th of the pres-
ent year.

Rev. J. W, Ellis, D.D., was arpointed Moder-
ator of the session of the church, to serve dur-
Ing the remainder of the current year.

Kev. H. H. Rice read a special 1eport of the
Committee on Home Missions, in which it was
stated that no new Presbyterian Church had
been organized in this city for more than eight
years, that the entire membership of all the
churches is less than it was two years ago, and
that the number of members is «onsiderably
lessthan that of the licensed saloons in the
city.

The report was laid over for further consider-
atiou, and will probably be read again at the
mass meeting in the interests of church exten-
sion and home missionary work, to be hald this
evening in Calvary Church, as a basis for dis-
cussion by the diffierent speakers who are to ad-
dress the meeting.

THE NINTH WEEK.

The Molders’ Strike Seems to be On for a
Long Time.

SAN FRANCISCO, April 28th —The ninth week
of the molders' strike commenced this morning.
It is velx evident from a careful observation
made to day that a sur‘prhe for one side or the
other will not be long in coming, and any day it
may be Captain  Calilundan, of
Morse's patrol, has been traveling between the
different foundries to-day; but just what work
he acocomplished was not given out. ‘1he state-
ment was made, however, that three men had
entered the molding depariment of the Risdon
Iron Works, while it is also an undisputed fact
that a transfer ot one man was made openly by
the Risdon Iron Worksto the National Foundry,
Marshutz & Cantrell. Whether Captain Callun-
dan secured the three men above referred to, is
not a certainty. The Foundrymen’s association
intend to make the Risdon Iron Works their
stronghold.

At the National Iron Works the reported
transfer of one man above referred to was coc-
firmed. Mr, Marchutz replied, in answer to
questions, that the Association was solid and
willing to stand by their first declaration.

At tEe Fulton Iron Works there is no chaunge.

At the rooms of the Executive Committee of
the Union it was stated that about $4.500 will be
realized from the ball at the Mechanics’ Pa-
vilion on last S8aturday night. ;

Preparations for the Great Strike
on the First of May—Sam
Jones" Mistake.

ANNUAL: REPORT.

The Union Pacific’'s Earnings and Eo-
penses for the Past Year.

BosToN, April 28th.—The Union Pacific issue»
its annpual regoxt to-day. While the Union Pa-
cific proper shows substantially the same result
as for 1858, the whole system shows a compara-
tive loss in surplus of $4,070,000, the surplus for
the year being $1,145,000 against $1.551,000 for
the previous year. This loss, President Adams
states, is due to decreased earnings of the Ore-
gon Railway and Navigation Company by reason
of deficient erops in Oregon and Washington.

The whole system of 5,180' miles shows the

Toss earnings to be $31,070,008, an inerease of
gﬂs.(m; the net earnings, $1,196,600, an increase
of §735,000: income, $12,(33,000, an increase of
§751,000. There is an increase of $262.000 in the
interest charge, $195,000 in the sinking funds,
$181,000 in the discount, etc., $96;080 in the profit
and loss.

The deficit of the St. J. and G. I. decreased
$12,000, that of the O. R. and N. increased $387,-
000, that of the Central Branch decreased $62,-
000, that of the Montana Union increased §107,-
0.0, and that of the Kansas City and Omeha in-
creased §17,000. Total expenditures, $10,888,000;
increase, §1,158,000; balance, §1,145,000; deerease,
$407,000; earnings on stock, 1.88 per cent., last
year, 2 &5 per ceut.

The company expects as important advant-
ages from the consolidated Union Paecifie, Den-
ver and Gulf as from the Oregon Short Line and
Utah. To prevent another contest with the
Northern Pacific for the eontrol of the O.
R. & N. €o., #nd to reduce the rental eharge,
the Oregon Short Line and Utah Nerthern
purchased a majority of the O. R. & N. stoek,
the morey to carry which could be better bor-
rowed at one per eent. less than the rensal
which had te be paid. This represents-an addi-
tion of $7,095,000 in the investment accounat, to
be further increased in completing the transae-
tion by $5,000,000.

It is intended to issue a collateral trust 5 per
cent.bond of the Oregon Short Line and Utah
Northern, secured by stock of the O. R. & N. Co.
The total debt due the Government December
80th was §50,903,000. The amount to the credit
of the sinking fund in the United States Treas-
ury is $9,886,000, an increase of $1,074,000 for a
year.

The gross earnings per mile from the whole
system are $6,018, against §5,989 the previous
year, and the net earnings $2,168, nst $2,0748
the previous year. The average de! ts per miie
in the s)stem have been reduced $6,200 during
the last six years, and are now $28,963 per mile,
compared with $35,170 per mile June 30, 1884,

The Oregon Railway and Navigation Company
had gross earnings of $6,016,000, a decrease of
$364,000. The net earnings were 1,566,000, ade
crease of §677,000. The betterment accouat is
credited with $128,000, compared with a debt of
$141,000 last year, so altogether its charges de-
creased by $200,088. The net deficit for the year
is $736,000; the increase, $337,087. The Uregon
Short Line and Utah Northern had to assume
this deficit, and its aceount for the year
stands .as follows: Gross earnings, $6,512,545;
inerease, §741,805. Net earnings, $2628 665; in-
crease, $3155696. Total income, $3,077,637; in-
crease, $711,004. Bond interests $§1,834 899; in-
crease, $68,154. Discount, interest, etc., §216,754;
increase, $50,488. Loss on the Oregon Railway
and Navigation, $§736,205; increase, $387,087. Sur-

lus, $289,797; inerease, $175,365. The Oregon
gbon Liue and Utah Northern earnings will be
increased by the eompletion of 212 miles of Ore-
gon Railway and Navigation branches. Bonds
will be sold from time to time for the reimburse-
ment of the cost of extension,

How the Business of the House of Com-
mons is Blocked—Alleged Insults,

LONDON, April 26th.—As-an illustration of the
block of business in the House of Commons,
there were seventy ordersdown on the paper for
to-day, excluding the chief order, the continua--
tion of the debate on the second reading of the
land purchase bill. This single order will oc-
curvt. e whole of the sitting, and the others
will be run through in the usual manner, not
one having the siightest chance of being ad-
vanced a single smﬁf’

There will probably be a brisk fusillade-of
questions directed at Mr. Balfour on Monday
with regard to the alleged insults recently in-
flicted by the Irish police upon a party of ladies
and gentlemen near Cashel. Halley Stewart,
member of Parliament, is one of the aggrieved

rsons, and he will fire off the first question on

onday afternoon. It is stated that the ladies
of the party were abused by the police as a set
of loafers, and that some of tae constables were
drunk. The other side of the story will doubt-
less be given by the Irish Secretary.

Unless this incident should turn out differ-
ently from all others, one side will flatly contra-
dict the other, and there the matter will end.
There seems to be no getting at the truth about
anything that takes place in Ireland.
