
REPETITION OF AN OLD OUTRAGE.
The outrageous abduction of a Chinese

woman some weeks ago, through orocesscs
of the law in Auburn and in this city, has
resulted in San Francisco iv a brutal mur-
der. The wife of a Chinaman of Stockton
was arrested on a warrant from Auburn,
issued on a charge laid by Chinese that
;,he had obtained goods by false pretenses.
At the same time a warrant was sworn out
in this city for the arrest of the woman's
husband in Stockton, on a charge of lar-
ceny. The wife was whisked off to Auburn
and the husband brought to Sacramento.
The latter was locked up; the wife was, it
is charged, placed in a vile house in
Auburn.

The next step in the conspiracy was to
have another Chinawoman personate the
Auburn "prisoner" and tender bail. So soon
as the abducted wife was thus released
from supposed imprisonment her captors
presumably seized upon her. for she has
not lieen heard of since.

In the meantime the husband secured
his release from the Sacramento lock-up,
through the intervention of white friends
who followed him from Stockton to aid
him. The husband at once, and very
naturally. set about to find his wife, and to
follow up and punish those who had been
guiltyofthe crime of spiriting her away.
As a result some indictments were, we be-
lieve, found in Placercounty and in Stock-
ton, one of them being against a China-
man and the others against Constables.
The uncle of the injured husband, being
well-to-do and in an extensive business in
JSan Francisco, aided his nephew with
means to follow up the clues to the con-
spiracy, and to bring all the guilty parties
to punishment. On Monday a noted high-
binder, and one who is known to be an
MMmil.il for hire, in broad daylight waited
on oue of the chief streets of the metropo-
lis for the uncle, and as he passed on the
sidewalk the assassin drew a long, heavy

pUtoli took a rest over his left arm and de-
liberately shot down his victim. Itwas a

elearc.se of hired killing; a murder for
coin; the murderer was hired to do the
deed by some one of the associations of
Chinese owing an obligation of protection
to the conspirators who abducted the wife,
and who wished the assistance of the uncle
to the nephew to be cut ort'. It is improb-
able that the murderer willescape punish-
ment. Witnesses saw his act too plainly
to put it in any manner of doubt. But his
punishnu-nt will nut satisfy the demand
for justice until all those in any wise guilty
in the use of the processes ofthe Courts for
the abduction of the woman are unearthed
and also punished.

The Chinese appear to have no fear in
thi- matter of making our Courts the vehi-
cles for the carrying out of their infamous
conspiracies against life and liberty. It is
well known, too, that our magistrates are

far 100 obliging to Chinese applicants for
warrants, and do not exercise that jealous
scrutiny over applications for warrants for
the arrest of Chinese women that they
should. There is not a magistrate in the
State who does not know that whenever a

warrant is applied for by a Chinaman for
the arrest of a Chinese woman, the greater
probability is that it is a case of attempted
kidnapping-through useof Court processes.
Our magistrates in large part are there-
fore to blame for the scandalous prosti-
tution of the Court pnxtess to the vile ends
of the dealers in human beings.

Wt can recall a half dozen local cases,
within comparatively recent times, in
which this same game of stealing women

has Wen played through the Courts —the
officers are therefore not excusable for per-
mitting themselves to 1* used as they are-
They bave no right to shield themselves
behind technicalities of the law in these
cases, and say that they must issue and
serve warrants whenever the proner affi-
davit is tiled, and must admit to bail in

CUBS bailable where application is made.

While this nut** be true, magistrates have
the authority f—M to take cognizance of
crimes committed in their presence or
attempted through their agency, and in
all cases where they bave suspicion that
the process of the Court is being used for

vile ends, they should hold the parties

until their cases can be examined into.
Let us roppotw for one moment that a

white man, a citizen, should appear before

a magistrate in Sacramento and swear out

a warrant for the arrest of a white

•woman in Stockton, and that the warrant

Wi,.- served and the woman brought to Sac-

ranieuto pi*t haste, would not the magis-

trate make inquiry as to who she was,

whether the wife of a citizen or not, and

prior to bmfot an order t0 admit her ta

bail, would he not assure himself tbat the

prisoner brought before him was the identi-

cal person lor whom the warrant had been

igjorf » snd w. Kid he not assure himsel

£», _| c Jc.-ind to be set at liberty on bail

when he approved the offered bond ? Sup-
pose that instead of the defendant in the
Stockton case being a Chinawoman, that
she had been white and an American citi- '
zen, does any one believe that she could
have been spirited away by aid of Court
processes without the suspicion of the offi-
cers being aroused ? Indeed, does any one
believe that it would be an easy task to
commit such a crime in the case of whites
as was consumated in the Chinese cases?

Not a great while ago, in this city, in
broad day, a woman—Chinese of course —
was on a warrant taken from her husband,
i 'rushed into Court, instantly bailed out by
the complainant and delivered into his
custody, or at least he was permitted to
seize her, and inside of two hours she was
a prisoner in a house of prostitution. She
was rescued only after infinite difficulty
and after Chinese cut-throats had made a
show ofshedding blood in the interest of
the slave dealer.

These things are blotches upon our
civilization and make every manly cheek
red with indignation. That this crime of
"warrant-kidnapping" can be repeated over
and over again, and our officials remain
blind to the processes employed, attaches
a stigma to the judicial system that
shames good citizenship. We must find
some way of putting an end to this rail-
roading of the victims of Chinese con-
spiracy through our Courts; this using of
lawful processes for the doing of infamous
crimes. It is a matter that cannot any
longer be endured. Public shame must
move society to put an end to it, and to do
so effectually.

There is something unaccountably sin-
gular in the failure of the New York peo-
ple in the recent efforts made to raise mon-
uments and memorials. In the matter of
the Grant memorial monument they in-
sisted upon being allowed to do the whole
work. Grant must be entombed in that
city, and New York in return would erect
over his remains a noble structure to his
memory. But not a stone has yet been
laid; not even a plan has been adopted ;
worse than that, but part of the money has
been subscribed. Allsorts ofschemes have
been put on foot to secure the total, but
all have failed. A few thousand dollars
have been scraped together, but not half
enough as yet. So disgusted have the peo-
ple of the Nation become over the failure
that a bill is now pending in Congress to
have the Nation take hold of the matter,
remove the remains of the great soldier to
Washington, and there erect a fittingmon-
ument over them. When the centennial
celebration of the inauguration of Wash-
ington took place in New York her people
resolved to erect a AVashington memorial
arch in honor of the event. They sprang
to the work with enthusiasm that soon
evaporated, and the matter is now linger-
ing iv the agonies of inability on the part
of the richest city on the continent to raise
the beggarly sum of $100,000. The movers
in the matter have, by almost superhuman
efforts, secured subscriptions to the amount
of $76,000, but it seems impossible to lift
the column another cent mark. A year
ago to-day the fund was opened, and after
tweUe months' trial the first city of the
Nation confesses that she is unable to raise
an additional $24,000 to secure the erection
of a memorial arch in commemoration of
one of the greatest and most important
of historic events, and of which that city
was the stage of action.

Don Cakvajal, the distinguished
Cuban, in an interview in New York on
Monday, said that the idea of annexation
of Cuba to the United States is absurd.
The people of Cuba do not want it; the
tastes, customs and thoughts of the people
are so unlike those of the United States
that a union would be inharmonious ; the
laws of the two countries differ so widely
that the Cubans would not lie able to
adapt themselves in a generation to our
system; there is in Cuba an immense
number of negroes who are densely igno-
rant aud superstitious and need to be
ruled with a strong hand ; to project them
into our political system would create the
utmost confusion. Allthese are good rea-

sons, but the first is sufficient in itself.
The people of Cuba do not want to be
united with us and as we hold that the
consent of the governed is the substructure
of all right government, that oue objec-
tion is enough to put the question out of
consideration. Bnt just why the Cuban
should have been interviewed upon the
subject is not explained. We are una-
ware that anyone in this country has
recently been agitating an annexation
scheme. The probability is that the re-
porters could think of nothing else to ask
Don Carvajal, and were determined to
make him the subject of some sort of an
item.

The Senate of New York has passed a

bill that provides "any person who wil-
fully states, delivers or transmits to a

newspaper "for publication therein any
libelous statement concerning any person
or corporation, and thereby secures the
actual publication of the same is guilty of
a misdemeanor." This is a good bill tobe
transformed into a law. It is in the in-
terest of honest journalism and common
decency. No newspaper proprietor who
desires the respect of the community
wishes to publish matter that is not true
or that is scandalous and libelous. Never-
theless, any newspaper is liable to lie im-
posed upon, and some of the best are now
and then made the victims of attaches who
prove untrue, and for coin insert libelous
matter. The utmost care and vigilance
willnot prevent vicious expression getting
into the columns of the newspaper now
and then. The object of the New York
Legislature is to reach and punish those
who impose upon the press ami make it
the catspaw for their dirty work.

Kxc.i.Axn, by the brilliancy and magni-
tude of her demonstration in honor of
Stanley on his arrival in that country, has
in part atoned for the narrowness of her
policy toward him while he was in her
service in Africa.

FAVORITES' DAY.

THEY FULL DOWH THREE STAKES OUT
OF FOUB RUN FOX.

Second Day of the Spring Racing Meet-
ing—Racine Shows What He

1* Made Of.

There was about the same attendance at
the races yesterday as on the opening day,
but the attractions offered were worthy of
an attendance of at least five thousand.
The weather was cool and pleasant, a fresh
breeze blowing from the south, dispelling
what wonld otherwise have been a warm
day. Quite a large number of ladies
graced the grand stand, and they took a
lively interest in the racing. The track, as
on Saturday, was in the best possible con-
dition, showing excellent care on the part
of the management. A gentleman who
occupied a seat on the grand stand re-
marked that he had attended all the
spring meetings—at Fresno, Ban Jose and
San Francisco—and did not hesitate to
say that none of these places could show
such a magnificent track as that of the
State Agricultural Society.

"Why, sir," said he, "withsuch a lovely
day. such a field of first-class thorough-
breds, such a track, and excellent manage-
ment, these races ought to be patronized
by thousands of your Sacramento people,
regardless of who comes from other places.
I came more than a hundred miles to see
these races, and am going to stay the week
out; and I know of men here who came
three hundred miles to see these horses run
before they go East to compete with the
best horses of the country. It would be a
shame for the people of this part of the
State to allow these spring meetings to fall
through from want of patronage, bnt I
don't see how the society can hope to
maintain them unless the public show a
better appreciation of the attractions offered
them."

The Jndges of the day were Directors
Fred Cox and George W. Hancock and
Matt Storn. D. M. Burns and Clarence
Waterhouse were the Timers, and William
H. Coombs the Starter. The latter gentle-
man is winning many compliments for his
success in this line ofduty, which is one of
the most difficult connected with racing.
There are few good and honest starters in
the country, and it looks as if Mr. Coombs
deserves to be ranked among the best.

Not the least of the attractions at the
park is the excellent mu=ic discoursed by
the Hussar Band.

The quartet were sent off at the first
attempt, Rinfax, the favorite, having a
half-length the best of it. He led at the
half by a leDgth, and came home an easy
winner. In coming down the stretch, and
when at the one-eighth pole, Conrad shot
across in front of Minnie, crowding her
back along the rail and taking her position
from her. Although he came in second,
two lengths behind Rinfax, he was dis-
qualified, aud Minnie B. was given second
place, with Drake third.

Racine left the other two within a hun-
dred yards after leaving the wire, and ran
all the way under a heavy pnll, winning
in a gallop*by five lengths, Pliny second.

The time (I*4—l) was fast enough to
rn-'k any colt making it as first-class, bot
when made under a heavy pnll from start
to finish, it is simply phenomenal. Tbe
general opinion expressed by turfmen was
tbat Racine could have made tbe mile yes-
terday under 1:40, with a strong probabil-
ity of his breaking tbe milerecord. He
is*certainly a remarkable horse, and with-
out doubt the equal of the best three year-

I* old in the country. He willbe raced in
the East this summer nnder the colors of

tbe Maltese Villa's Stable. He is the
picture of a thoroughbred racer, and as
quiet and gentle on the track as a lady's
pony.
