LEARY STILL ALIVE.

He Shot Himself Because He Was With-
out Money and Friends.

William Leary, the young man who, as
stated in yesterday's Recorp-Uxiow, at-
tempted suicide on the steps of the Court-
house at 2 o'clock yesterday morning, is
still alive and his chances for life or death
are about even. Leary is the boy who fig-
ured at Elk Grove the other day in a crim-
inal trial and also a civil suii, lawyer Esta-
brook acting as his attorney in both cases.
He came here Tuesday, and wore a de-
jected look as though something was wor-
rying bhim.

Atter he shot himself the first one to the
scene was Under Sherifft W. W, Coons.
He found Leary lying “on the stone steps
with a 38 caliber pistol near by and blood
streaming from a wound in the side of the
face. He was taken into the Sheriff's
office and afterwards to the Receiving Hog-
pital, where a physician was called and his
wound was dressed,

The bullet had entered the head in front
of the right ear, striking the sharp bone
there and probably ranging downward.
Although the doctors probed for it for
quite & while yesterday, the bullet conld
not be placed. The patient is still alive,
and the City Physician says it is possible
and quite probable that he may recover.
