PRESBYTERIANS.

The General Assembly Holding Its Con-
vention In Saratoga.

Saratoga, May 15th.—The Presbyterian
General Assembly convened this morning.
The annual sermon was preached by the
retiring Moderator, Rev. Dr. William C.
Roberts. Itwas decided to hold two busi-
ness sessions daily. The roll was called
then and an adjournment agreed upon un-
tilafternoon.

President Roberts, of Lake Forrest Illi-
nois University, the retiring Moderator,
delivered an address on "The Privileges
and Consequent Obligations of the Church."

"Father* and Brethren: The beloved
church which you aad 1have the honor to
represent is undergoing a severe ordeal.
Her real and imaginary failings are dili-
gently paraded in our secular as well as
religious journals. Outsiders who know
but littleof her doctrines or polity are be-
ginning to wonder how a church with
standards so harsh and loveless could rise
to power and influence ina community.
Not a few of our ministers and members
are asking whether or not she really pos-
sesses all the powers and possibilities we
have been in the habit of claiming forher.
Iavail myself of this opportunity to con-
sider these and similar questions vital to
her present standing and future growth.
The text is recorded inLukexii., 48: 'Unto
whomsoever much is given, of him shall
much be required.'

"Inthis passage are set forth two or
three ethical principlesof great importance.
First, that allmen are endowed with pow-
ers and possibilities to fulfill the end of
their being. They are not endowed inthe
same maune/ or inequal measure. Some
are born to greatness, whilst others acquire
it; a few see light inChristian lands,whilst
multitudes are born in heathen darkness.
To one is committed ten talents, to an-
other five, and to another one. The
spheres inwhich they move differ in ex-
tent and character. Some are wide and
conspicuous, others narrow and obscure; a
few afford every opportunity for the devel-
opment ofhuman powers, whilsta consid-
erable number tend to stunt and destroy
them.

•'The second principle is that men's re-
sponsibilities are commensurate with the
gifts bestowed and the opportunities
afforded. 'Unto whomsoever much is
given, of him shall much be required.'
Those intrusted with ten talents and
afforded favorable opportunities have
greater responsibilities than those whohave been granted one talent and unfavor-
able surroundings. The millions born in
heathen darkness are not held responsible
for the privileges of those who have been
reared under the light of the gospel. The
few who have inherited rich and valued
gifts are under greater obligations than the
many who have had to toil for all they
possess.

"The third principle is that all are re-
sponsible alikefor the use they make of the
favors received. The man to whom is
given one talent is under the same obliga-
tion toincrease itas the one who has received
ten talents to increase his larger gifts. The
heathen are not responsible for the light
and privileges of the gospel, but they are
responsible for the light of Nature, and the
teachings oftheir own conscience.

"Let us look for that kind of progress in
tbe ehurcl: which shall unfold intoa blos-
som that shall mature into a ripened fruit;
for a past that shall give rise to a present
and for a present that shall merge into a
glorious future. Letus look for the princi-
ples of Christianity to so permeate our sys-
tem of government that it shall ere long
cause our national life to correspond with
our best laws ; forsociety to be such as to
do away with the conflict now waging be-
tween labor and capital, and for the whole
church to be liftedup to that position
where there shall be but one body, one
spirit, one hope of our calling, one Lord,
one faith, one baptism, oneQod and Father
of all, and through all and inus all."

i BROOKLYN HANDICAP.
Castaway Wins— Log Angeles Makes a

Poor Showing.
Brooklyn, May 15th.—It was raining

here this morning, but in the afternoon the
sun shone brightly, yet not long enough to
place the track in good running condition.
Not much interest was evinced in the
minor races, the lovers of running races
being very anxious to see how the Brook-
lyn handicap would result. This race is
worth in the neighborhood of $10,000 to the
winner.

There were only nine horses started, the
remainder being scratched, Belmont's pair,
Fides and Racelsnd, being conspicuous by
their absence. Los Angeles was the only
California animal running in the great
handicap.

Just before the start great enthusiasm
was displayed in the belting, Los Angeles
being among the tavorities.

Anexcellent start was given the horses,
and Castaway IItook the lead by about two
lengths, Vengeur second, Eric third. At
the quarter-post the positions remained un-
changed, with Castaway II gradually
widening the gap as the half-mile was
neared. When the three-quarter was cov-
ered the littlehorse had everything his own
way, keeping up a good running gait until
he reached the stretch, when the jockey
gave Castaway IIhis head, allowing the
horse to pull away from the others, which
had been expecting Castaway IIto drop
down before he reached the stretch; but inthis they were mistaken, as the littlehorse
still maintained his lead from beginning
to end, coming under the wire a winnerby
five lengths.

ANOTHER MINE HORROR. \
Twenty-live Miners Buried Alive—Names

of the Victims.
Wilkeskabre (Pa.), May loth.—A rave-

in occurred to-day near Ashley inthe mine
operated by the Lehigh and Wilkesbarre
Coal Company. Twenty-live men are en-
tombed. The scene of the disaster is one
of intense excitement. Not only the rela-
tives of the imprisoned miners, but thou-
sands of others have gathered upon the
spot discussing the best methods of effect-
inga rescue. Things are in such a chaotic
condition that the resales are by no means
certain. Many believe that a rescue is well
nigh impossible, while others, as they
watch the continual movement of the sur-
face and extensive workings of the mines,
shako their heads ingrave doubt.

The present cave immediately adjoins
the mine inwhich the extensive cave oc-
curred twelve years a>;o, imprisoning ten
men for over a week. They, however,* were
finally rescued alive. The present cave
extends over half a mile square, and in-
cludes a portion of the thickly settled vil-
lage called Mafetts Patch, as large numbers
ofhouses have gone down with the surface,
but only a few are badly damaged. The
following are known to be imprisoned :
John Hanteon, Anthonis Fraeu, Michael
Schally, John Schally, John Allen, assist-
ant lire boss ; Michael Henoy, CharlesJames, IVrank Gallagher, Robert Roberts,
Harry Jones, Ella Williams, Owen Will-iams, Daniel Sullivan, Thomas Williams,
John Penning, Anthony Frale, Harry
Perry and son, Owen Perry, The*. Clauss,
John James and four Hungarian laborers.

Later —It is now known that there were
twenty-seven miners entombed in the
mine. The cave occurred at 9 o'clock this
morniiag inNo. 6 colliery, covering an area
of more than ten acres. The surface for
almost as far as the eye can reach was
seamed and cracked with long, circular
fissures, some of which were over two feet
wide.

Thousands rushed to the scene of thedisaster, and the lamentations of the wives
and littleones wereheart-rending. Rescu-
ing parties immediately organized, and
gang after gang relieved one another until
rive o'clock, when the news was passed
around that they had succeeded inbreak-
ing through the chambers beneath the
cave.

Abont half past six the charred and
blackened form of Anthony Troyne was
hoisted to the surface. He was still alive
but his injuries are considered fatal.

Oldminers said the fact of Troyne being
so badly burned lent very little" hope for
the safety of his companions.

Wreck and ruin was wrought on the sur-
face of the earth aa wellas in the fatal pit.
Nearly a score of houses were shattered
and destroyed, and the families compelled
to flee for their lives.

Up to11 o'clock two men had been taken
out besides Frayne— the fire boss, John
Allen,and Robert Roberts. Both are alive
but terribly injured.
It is asserted that Allen's lamp caused

the explosion. At midnight the rescuing
parties were driven out of the gangways.
The place is fullof black damp, and further
approach in the direction of the victims
was impossible, even with safety lamps.

A vigorous effort is now being made to
change the air current so as to drive the
gas back from where the victims are sup-
posed to be.

The scenes around the mouth of the pit
are sorrowful and impressive. The space
in the immediate vicinity of the opening is
lighted with locomotive headlights turned
into the yawning cavern where the details
ofminers have been laboring.

Outside of this small circle all was dark-
ness.. Hundreds of men, women and chil-
dren are arranged in a semi-aircle around
the opening.

The men entombed are nearly all mar-
ried and have large families dependent
upon them. People crowd close to the
opening and peer into the darkness of the
fatal depth, while the cries of the women
and littleones makes the heart sick with
pity.

San Diego ax a Terminal.
New York, May 15th.—Dow. Jones &

Co. give out the following as a Boston
special : Some time ago the people of San
Diego subscribed $500,000 subsidy to any
transcontinental line that would buildto
San Diego, i Negotiations are pending to
divert the subsidy to the Atcbinson inview
of its placing a transpacific steamship line
between San Diego and Japan and Austra-
lia. The steamship line could be inopera-
tion in sixty days, whereas two years
would be necessary for building the trans-
continental road. The former would in
time force the latter by the increased busi-
ness San Diego would develop.

Sullivan and McAuliß'e.
New York, May 15th.— BillyMadden,

Joe McAuliffesays, had a talk with John
L.Sullivan. The world's champion agreed
tofight McAuliffe, with gloves, to a finish,
at Virginia City two months from now for
at least $5,000 a side, or a bigger purse,
which, it is understood, the athletic club at
that place is willing to put up for a battle.
Sullivan will know in a few days how
things stand in Mississippi, and then meet-
ing Madden and McAuliffewillsign arti-
cles.

Txro Mysterious Murders.
McKeespoet (Pa.), May 15th.—Miss Gar-

rett Douglas, a wealthy maiden lady, was
found dead to-day with a bullet wound in
her back. Her nephew has been arrested
pending inquiry.

John Cross, a popular young man, was
also murdered last night, and the two
crimes inone day have created a sensation
in the city, both being mysteries.

Immorality.
St. Louis, May 15th.—In the general

conference of toe Methodist Episcopal
Church to-day the Temperance Committee
concurred in the memorial charging the
degree of offense committed by a 'member
of the church who encouraged liquor traf-
fic by renting property for saloons, and
signiug petitions for licenses, from "Impru-
dence," as now designated in the discipline,
to "Immorality.''

Suffocated by Gas.
Worcester (Mass.), May 15th.—The wife

and dauehter of Preeident Hall, of the
CUuk University, were found dead intheir
bed this morning, suffocated by gas which
had escaped during the niebt.

PLEA FOR THE FARMERS.
Argument Made by the Secretary of the

Farmers' Alliance.
Washington, May 15th.—The hearine of

the Farmers' Alliance representatives was
continued by the Ways and Means Com-
mittee this morning, Mr. Livingstone, the
National Lecturer of the organization, tak-
ing up the argument. He quoted President
Lincoln's prophecy that corporations
would be enthroned; that the property of
the country would be concentrated and tbe
republic itself overthrown. One-twentieth
of the people owned tbree-rifths of the
property. IfCongress refused to approve
the Sub-Treasury plan, then Jet it remove
the restrictions "hedging in the national
banking systems. The farmers would care
nothing about trusts and the concentration
of money if they could bold their crops in
Sub-Treasuries and were not compelled, as
at present, to sell them at stated times. It
would be a God-send to the country to pas«
the Sub-Treasury bill for the reason, if for
no other, that there would not be a bucket-
shop leftia the United States and the day
of speculation in crops be done away with,
and the producer and consumer would be
bronght together.

Sixteen millions would build all the
warehouses the Alliance wanted. What
good were river and harbor improvements
to a debt-ridden and oppressed farmer? In
conclusion he said if the committee
thought a landed basis best, if they could
not accept a crop basis, let them put it in
the bill. Do something to relieve the
farmers. Do not make it a question of
tariffor politics, but let the bill stand on
its merits.

Pacific Coast Notes.
Washington, May 15th.—The Secretary

of the Interior has rendered a decision sns-
taining the pre-emption entry of NellieF.
Cook in the Stockton Land "Register, and
the homestead entry of A. R. Luduw at
Visalia.

Secretary Tracy to-day promulgated the
finding and sentence in the McCalla case.
He approved the findings and sentence of
the Court martial, which were just as indi-
cated exclusively by the California press a
few days ago.

The Chinese Minister to this country has
directed the Chinese Consul at San Fran-
cisco to issue a proclamation in the Chinese
language to the Chinese of San Francisco,
explaining the object of the census next
month, and advising the Chinese to give
the enumerators all the information de-
sired. This is expected to dissipate the
Chinese prejudice.

Senator Stanford's household for a few
days has been making preparations for a
grand dinner to be given next Thursday to
President Harrison and wife and the mem-
bers of the Cabinet and ladies, and other
notables. Harrison, since his Presidential
incumbency, has never yet accepted an in-
vitation to any dinner, and this would
have been a marked compliment to the
California Senator, who expected to hand-
somely entertain the guests, for which pur-
pose he had ordered from California a
lavish supply of fruits, etc., but gloom per-
vades the household to-night on account of
his brother's death, and the Senator is
much affected. Consequently the invita-
tions to the dinner have been recalled.

Will Go to China.
Washington, May 15th.—As a result ofa

correspondence between the Department of
Justice and the Treasury Department it
has been decided to send back to China the
twenty-one Chinamen smuggled into this
country from Mexico and now in custody
at San Diego, California. They will be
transferred to San Francisco and placed on
the first steamer sailing for China.

This action is taken on the theory that it
is cheaper and better for the Government
to bear the expense of their return to China
than to send them back into Mexico and
run the chasce of having to rearrest them
and send them back again.

Only Beer tor Soldiers.
Washington. May 15th.—The Secretary

of War has amended paragraph 329 of the
army regulations as follows : "The sale or
use of ardent spirits or wines in canteens
is strictly prohibited, but the commanding
officer is authorized to permit light beer
sold therein by the drink on week days,
and in a room used for no other purpose,
and when practicable in a building apart
from that in which the canteens are lo-
cated, whenever he is satisfied giving to
men the opportunity of obtaining such
beverages within the post limits has the
effect of preventing them fromresorting to
saloons without such limits."

Pacific Railroads.
Washington, May 15th.—The House

Committee on Pacific Railroads finally de-
cided to report favorably to the House the
Pacific Railroad funding bill, whichithad
under consideration several months. The
billreported will be a substitute for the
Vandever bill,but this substitute is really
the bill reported by the Senate committee,
amended in some respects. The vote on
reporting the billwas seven to four. One
member refrained from casting a vote on
the ground that he was not fully informedupon the subject. A minority report will
also be presented.

Postal Telegraph Scheme.

IS THE SENATE.
Washington, May 15th.—Moody from the

Committee on Indian Depredations, reported a
bill for the payment of Indian depredation
claims. This bill provides concurrent jurisdic-
tion for the District and Circuit Courts with the
Court ofClaims oil these claims, the District
Courts toconsider all claims ofF2,000 and less,
and the Circuit Courts to consid-r claims that
range between 52,000 and Slu.OO:', the considera-
tionoi the claims to be by the Court and with-
out a jury,all claims to be filed within three
years after the passage of this Act. Claims
prior to 1067 are barred, unless proceedings in
them are now pending.

Sherman introduced an amendment to be
offered to the Jones silver bill.

At 12:30 o'clock the Jones silver billcame up
as unfinished business, and Teller resumed the
floor to conclude his speech thereon.

Butler invited Teller to give his idea of the
effect of free coinage inthe international mon-etary arrangement.

Teller answered that everybody admitted thatthe proposed billwas only a temporary affairThe billwas a half way scheme. Itafforded no
relief whatever, with the exception of making
a special market forsilver inexcess of the pres-
ent Government demand of two millions per
month. Ifitwas proposed to restoresilver.itwouldhave to be gi»en its fullmoney function.
There were at least nine men in the worldcall-ing for silver as against one man calling for
gold- There were no more than 125 000 000 i>eo-
ple that preferred in their trade (fold tosilver,
while there were over 1,000,000,000 of people
among whom by preference silver was the chiefmoney. Bilver was better adopted to us tormoney than gold. While he was hiaseif aWmetallist, ifthere was to be only one mont-vstandard, he would welcome silver as a basis in
the interest of the race and the people of thiscountry, and the soooner it was reached the bet-
ter. Better for American industry, better forcommerce, better for trade, better for every-
thing.

SHOT AN ATTORNEY.

A Vindictive Young Man Shoots Clinton
C. Reynolds.

New York, May loth.—A terrible trag-
edy occurred in Wall street this rooming.
A s-indictive young man named Alphonse
J. Stephanie shot and mortally wounded
lawyer Clinton C. Reynolds of the law tirui
of Reynolds, 80 Wall street. The mur-
derer W3S but a few hours in the city, hav-
ing arrived on the steamship Majestic
from Liverpool. The cause oi the tragedy
is as follows: Stephanie's father carried oil
a fruit business in this city. He died two
years a^o. leaving his wife sole executrix.
Alphonse carried on the business, but con-
verted much of it into cash, depositing
$50,000 with the Safe Deposit Company.
He quarreled with and assaulted hismother, and two months ago went to Eu-rope. During his absence his mother con-
sulted lawyer Reynolds, who advised that
attachments be levied against him and the
Safe Deposit Company. He probably
heard of this this morning on his arrival.
He at once went to Reynolds' ofilea, where
he had an interview with him in the inner
office. Hearing the shot tired, the occu-
pants of the outer otlice rushed inami
found Stephanie standing over Reynolds
with the smoking revolver in his 'hand,
and Reynolds probably mortally wounded
with a bullet just below the heart. Ste-
phanie wa3 arrested and Reynolds removed
to the hospital.

VALUABLE HIKI.K.

The Vatican Kefusen V.'OO.oou fur a
Hebrew Kilition.

A syndicate has been
formed of wealthy French .lews for the
purpose of purchasing tor the Jews the
copy of the Hebrew Bible which i>in the
Tatican. The otter which has been made
for it is $200,000, but it is stated tbarihe
Pope cannot legally sell it. This is the
most valuable book in ttie world. 1' is •;>.•
most famous Bible there is inexi-n-nce,
and this is by no means the first timimat
Hebrews h&ve tried to purchase it. some-
thing like a century or more ago ihe
Hebrew? of Spain, France and Italyoflknd
for the book its weight in gold and more,
the offering being equal in magnitude to
the present ore. The otler was refused,
just as the present ctter in all probability
willbe.

The book is the property of the con-
gregation of the propaganda,' and is prob-
ably the most valuable feature of the p.»h--
glot library and printing otlice of tue con-
gregation, which have no eouals. the col-
lections in the Vatican library being con-
sidered more valuable than even lh.;se in
the British Museum, although less numer-
ous. The Bibleis ivthe original Hebrew
manuscript. The exact time when it was
written has never been satisfactorily deter-
mined any more than it came into pos-
session of the congregation, founded by
Pope (iregory XV., some thru1 bundreii
years ago.

The perilOM who have seen the valuable
manuscript are very few. That the chief
treasure of the propaganda willbe sold is
altogether improbable. The Romaa au-
thorities have steadfastly refused to recog-
nize any amount of money as being an
equivalent for this book, and the present
compensation of the congregation of the
propaganda is such as to preclude the idea
ofany change now.
