A Line to Portland. From San Fraucisc«

Along, the Coast.
Portlakb, May 15th.—A Biovement was

spoken of some time ago looking toward j
the construction of a coast hne road from
the present northern terarl"v.s of the I)on-
ohae tineatllkiah to Astoria and Portland.
The scheaie has been undtt1 consideration
for some months past and is backed aw try
several well-known railroad men, onV of
whom :s S. B. WilUy,late Comptroller of
the Oregon Railway and Com-
pany, -who is now East 'Conferring -with1bis
associstes.

J. T.Flynn, wh« hee been darling -some
preliminary work for the syndicate along
the :oast, said this morning that it-was the
intention of the •company to bid upon the
Donohue road wben-?old, and -estend the
roed up the cocst toAstoria amd ifccn to
Portland, where it is proposed tc offer
trackage facilities to-fian Frarwisco- to the'

nion ».nd Nactliem Pacific and ftl'. other
roads entering thrsijoint. In addition to
the cotst line they intend fortifying their
position by building branch lines Vt every
available point between Ukaah and Asto-
ria. They willbuild from Creseen: City to
Grant's Pass, tapping Rogue rirer valley;
from Coos bay te Roseburg, tapping the
southern part of the Willamette valley;
from Yaqeina bsy to Albany and Salem."

Negotiations willeither iie meds for the
purchase or alliatice with the Oregon Paci-
fic,wh'ch forms-*most valuable link to the
system. Tbe building of such a'r3ad would
open up one of the best sections of the
Pacific Coast.end at the some time give San
Francisco the'Benefit of several competing
lines.

The corporations willbe 'farmed under
the laws of tire State of"California and the
bead offices located in£an !rancisco. It
willprobably be known as the Great West-
ern Railway Company. The estimated
cost of such a road would be -great, but un-
like the present California road, itwould
be built forever.

Sax Fkakcisco, May 15th.— The first de-
cided indication that the molders' strike is
rapidly approaching a collapsing point oc-
curred last night.

About < o'clock President- Valentine vol-
untarily .called at the National Foundry,
where he met Mr. Cantrell, one of the pro-
prietors, and Captain Callunden, the detec-
tive, who were inconference at the time.

Adiscussion was the resr.lt of tbe meet-
ing, and tbe grounds of the strike were
thoroughly revamped.

Valentine, as a matter of-course, justified
the action of the Trrion in declaring astrike, *ndclaimed that the rules of the in-
ternational body left them no other alter-
native. He intimated that the time had
come for arbitration, and expressed a de-
sire toact as agent for bringing the two dis-
senting parties together.

Mr.Cantrell was decided in condemning
the strike, and maintained that the men
had no cause or justiileetion for their ac-
tion, and he taxed Valentine withhaving
precipitated itfor purposes which were sel-fish, aad for exhibiting his own import-
ance.

"What have you or your dupes gained by
this strike?" asked Mr. Cantrell. "Youhave thrown 2oi< good men out of work and
caused their families to suffer; you have
succeeded in harassing your employers and
compelled us to import men to fillyour
places; you have obliged us to surround
our works withpolice and have driven work
from the city, and nowl say to you,I? con-
tinued Mr.Cantrell, "that ifyou do not yet
understand that the Founders' Association
are inearnest and propose to stand together
until we are allowed to have something to
say about the management of our own
shops, then you are not the man Ihave
taken you for."

Theoonversatiou was prolonged for sometime, when it is said % alentine advanced
the proposition that ifthe founders would
withdraw their ultimatum of March 10th,
in which they said that after that date they
would cease to recognise the Molders'Union, the remaining differences between
the molders and the foundrymen -could be
adjusted.

Mr.Cantrell gave Valentine no encour-
agement that the objectionable clause
wouldbe abrogated by the founders.

strike against caused himpain for an hour
afterward.

Mr.C&enowith said he had had a dis-
cussion with an attache of the Morgue
abont which arm of the deceased the bullet
struck. '-I maintained that it was his
right arm,'' said the witness, "and that ex-
plained how it was that Icame to strike
my foot against the pistol oq tbe lloor."

Frank Roberts testified; Am step-
brother <yt Garnr-ss, deceased. We slept to-
gether for ten yaars. He had a pistol, but
did not Garry il. Saw itin the bottom ofa
wardrobe weU3ed together on tbe night of
January oCth last. Saw brother Charlee
take itout of the wardrobe tnat night and
give it'io brother George. j;Pi«o!exhibited
and a bailiff was instructed to remove tbe
cartridges. )

AMred 7ioberts was the first witness
called this afternoon. He testified : Gar-
ness Mad a pistol, but be never carried it.
He •kept it in a wardrobe. -Saw it there
after we returned from seeing the dead
body of Gam ess in tbe Morgue. Witee*
idedHied the pistol itiCourtasthat belong-
ing to Gam ess.

"We rest our case," said counsel for 'the
1prtKveution.

\u25a0J.N. E. Wilson, of counsel for the de-
fense, then began his opening argument to
tbe jury, stating what the defense ec-
pected to prove. He said: "We are not
begging mercy, but ask justice. We will
produce evidence that must appeal to the
sympathetic heart of every honest man.
Tfe are here to present impartial facte re-
garding the shooting. We will show that
the defendant does not belong to tbe.class
of our citizens termed criaiinals. We will
show you that he is one of the builders of
'this State. His reputation is the brightest
and best. His reputation for peace and
j luietness is of the best, and he is in every
respect a worthy man. We willshow this
fact by scores of witnesses. We willdis-
close to yon a fulldetail of this man's life.
He was bom in Paris, Ky., in183s-. His
father was Judge of the Circuit Court. At
the age of 17 he went to Missouri, re-
mained there two years, and then came to
California. He worked as a farm hand in
Solano county and also inColusa county:
In July, 185S, he went to Fraaer river.
Returned to Colusa in 1858. He bravely
contended with all difficulties. He saved
from his bard earnings on a farm $i',ooo.
and took itto his mother inKentucky. In
1869 he took up swamp lands, which the
following year were Hooded and he losing
all. Afriend advanced himmoney for a
new start. Bought a band of sheep in
Oregon, all of which he lost the following
winter. In1575 he was elected Sheriff of
Colusa."

SAIOHTON'S TRIAL.
Appearance of the Room in Whick itbe

Homicide Occurred.
San Fbancisco, May 15th.

—
Only a hand-

ful of spectators was present in Judge
Finn's Court this morning when the trial
or John F. Naughton was resumed. Later
on the Cuort filledup. The accused's rela-
tives were present.

Mr.Deuprey, the prisoner's counsel, was
late in coming into Court, and it was not
until10:15 that the proceedings began.

Dr. Daywait was called to the stand. Mr.
Deuprey asked witness why he had not
answered a question put to him last even-
ing just before adjournment, as to Mr.
Hen's dying statement? Witness re-
plied that he had refused because he was
not an expert in this case.

A. Vandernailen testified as to the mak-
ing of a diagram of room 11, Murphy
building. Mr. Deuprey objected to the
admission of this diagram, as being un-
reliable. Objection overruled, and diagram
marked for identification. Mr. Hogan,
the detective had asked witness to make
the drawing. Any measurements «bown
on the drawing had been made for witness'
own convenience. The Court granted Mr.
Deuprey's request to have tbe measure-
ment indicating the supposed course ofthe
bullet erased from the drawing. Mr. Deu-
prey asked that the evidence of witness re-lating to this diagram, and the exhibititself, be stricken out on the ground of
inaccuracy. Granted. A perspecti-ve view
of room 11, Murphy building, was ex-
hibited, showing the roomas itappeared
on Sunday, March 2d. Mr. Deuprey
tangled witness up in a mace ofcontra-
dictory statements about measurements,
and then moved that the testimony and
diagram be stricken out. Mr. Van Duzer,
on the part of the prosecution, offered to
withdraw the diagram. Judge J-'inn de-
nied the motion, to which Mr.Deuprey
excepted. Witness admitted the measure-
ments could not be relied on ina perspec-
tive picture.

His Remains Laid to Rmt ia «lie C«-in-
etery at C»nion.

Carson (Xev.j. May 15th.— A:i the busi-
ness houses in th's city were closed to-day
out of respect to the memory of Judge Ba-
bin, who was buried under the avspices of
Custer Post this afternoon.

The body lay under the rotunda of the
Capitol building, where itwas visited by
the many friends of the deceased. The
rosewood coSln bore the simple inscription,
"George Myron Sabiu," with the record of
his birth and death. The casket was lit-
erally covered with rloral designs of all
kinds.

The various Posts of San Francisco andthe Loyal Legion of Honor sent large
floral designs, and there was also one from
Judge Sawyer and the attache* of tbe Fed-
eral Courts of San Francisco.

The Custer Post of this city and tbe
many citizens had very handsome decora-
tions on thecofiin-lid.and indeed the.Poral
tributes were so numerous that they oc-
cupied a considerable space about thecoftin
and on the floor.

St. Peter's Church was filledwith friends
of the deceased, and Rev. Saaford read the
appropriate and solemn ritual«f the Epis-
copal burial service, after which the choir
rendered appropriate music.

The pall-bearers were Judges Hewley
and Belknap, Controller Halleek. T. J. Ed-wards, Clerk of the United States Court, e*-
(iovernor Kinkeede, Judge Bigelow,
Charles Galusha. Treasurer Cofiiu, Captain
Mattbewsou and Dr. Lee.

A long line of carriages accompanied tbe
remains to tiie grave, where the rent of theceremony was conducted by Carter Post.
Rev. George R. Davis delivered a short
eulogy at tbe grave, in which he paid a
feeling tribute to the genial and honorable
qualities of tie departed. The ceremony
closed with tbe blowing of "taps" by Pro-
fessor Lindsay.

Sale of a Mine.
Oboville, May 15th.—The lareest sale

of mining property ever effected in this
county was closed to-day. The sale em-
braces the Cape. Union Cape and Greek
Mining Companies' property in the bed of
the Feather river, commencing at the east-
ern boundary of this town, and extending
up the river nearly two miles.

The Sanborne -Sentenced.
6ak Francisco, May 15th.—Yesterday,

in the United States" District Court, the
case of Clarence Sanborn, the "patent
agent" convicted last week for U9ing the
•United States mails unlawfully, was called.
The Court sentenced the defendant on the
three indictments to three years' imprison-
ment and to pay a fine of $750. The sen-
tence was a surprise to Samuel Sanborn,
who was, also, indicted for the same offense,
and he at once pleaded guilty and received
a sentence of eighteen months' imprison-
ment and a fine of $106.

The charges against WilliamF. Atkinson,
who at one time was supposed to be im-
plicated with the Sanborns, on motion of
United States Attorney Carey were dis-missed, there appearing to be no case
against him.

Sentenced t« Death.
Vancouver (Wash.), May 15th.—Today,

after a motion for a new trial in a case of
the State vs. Edward Gallagher, convicted
of murder in the first degree, had been
overruled, Judge Bloomfield pronounced
the sentence of death against the prisoner.
The hanging willtake place at Vancouver
within the time prescribed by the statute of
thirty days to ninety dayß, provided a com-
mutation of the sentence for which the
prisoner's counsel are already securing
petitions, be not granted by Governor
Ferry. The prisoner made a rambling
speech, neither denying nor admitting his
guilt. The Superior Court willadjourn to-
night.

To Explore Alaska.
Tacoma (Wash.), May 15th.—Arthur J.

Douglass of Craftsburg.'Vt., with AndrewNelson, Thomas Anderson, Albert Osburn,
Frank Graham and a young lad have
started on a year's voyage to Alaska. They
willgo up the Yukon river on an explor-
ing expedition. Mr. Douglass came here
last lall and has spent the spring and win-
ter building a small two-masted sailing
schooner in which the trip willbe taken.
The schooner is twenty tons burden and is
named the Rambler." It is loaded with
provisions for a year's cruise, together with
goods, fancy novelties, etc., for trading
with the natives, and a complete set of
tools for mining.

Very Sad Affair.
lo.ve, May 15th.—Yesterday afternoon

Alex. Thompson, a farmer of Jackson val-
ley, shot and probably fatally wounded

Bpray, his neighbor. Thompson
discharged two loads of buckshot into the
face and breast of Spray, one shot entering
the breast. Bad blood had existed between
the men for a long time, originating over
land lines. Thompson gave himself up to
the Constable. Spray was alive early this
morning, but unconscious and willproba-
bly die. Both have families of grown
children at home and are both well-to-do
farmers. No examination of Thompson
has been had to date. The affair is a very
sad one.

Work ol the Reaper.

Grass Valley, May 15th.—Mrs. LouisaHunze, of San Francisco, died here to-day
of apoplexy. Deceased was a native of
Germany, aged sj years. She was one of
the pioneer wonien of California, crossing
the plains and arriving at Sutter's Fort in
18-15. Two sons, one a resident of San
Francisco, and numerous grandchildren
and ureat-grandchildren mourn her loss.
She was connected with the leading Ger-
man families of San Francisco.

John L. Smith, a pioneer citizen and
mining man. died this evening after an ill-
ness of a few we;ks. He was a native of
Scotland, aged 03 years, and leaves a family.

A Boy's Ann Cut Oft*.
Sax Francisco, May 15th.—Charles

Cuneo. aged 14 years, who lives with his
parents in the rear of 1904 Powell street,
had his leftarm cut oflthis morning while
working in the Union box factory. He
whs talking to another employe and
stepped back, striking his arm a'eainst a
band saw which was not properly guarded.
The saw cut clean through the bone above
the elbow and leit the arm hanging by afew shreds of llesh. The unfortunate boy
was treated at the Receiving Hospital and
afterwards removed to bis home.

Elliott's Trial.

W. T. 0. Klliott,for the killingof John IS.
White in Inyo county April25, 1888, com-
menced here on the Oth inst., and ended
to-day, the case being given tothe jury this
afternoon.

Elliott was tried in Inyo county, and
found guilty of murder in the first degree,
but afterwards succeeded in getting a
change ot venue to this place. Fifty-three
witnesses were brought here from Inyo.

Crushed to Death.

death ina granite quarry near Monrovia, a |
small town eighteen miles east of here, I
yesterday afternoon.

.ployed by Banter brothers, who are getting
out 500 tons of granite for the Santa Fe
Cotipany. Whittaker and Stubbs were
loading a two-ton rock when the derrick
broke. The rook fell on the meu and they
were crushed to death.

ORDINANCE NO. 257.

An Ordinance Proposing a Special Klec-
tion at Which Shall Be Submitted to

the Qualified Electors of the City of

Sacramento, the Proposition of Incn-

rlngIndebtehness for the^Purpose of

Improving the Streets of the Ci»y of

Sacramento.

q-UIK BOARD OF TRCJSTEES OF THE CITY
J. ofSacramento do ordain as follows:

Section 1. It is hereby determined by the
Board of Trustees of the City ofSacramento that
the public interest demands the impiovement
of the streets of the city of Sacramento, and
that to make and carry out said improvement of
the streets, itwillbe necessary to incur an in-
debtedness or. the part of the "city:that the im-
provement of the sireets will promote and ad-
vance the interests and comfort ot said city;
that the estimated cost of such improvement
willbe SlfO.tOO; that the manner of improving
said streets 6hall be designated and described
inan ordinance calling such special election to
be hereafter published.

Section 2. It is lurther considered that the
cost of the improvement of said streets is too
great to be paid out of the ordinary annual rev-enue and income of the city provided for such
purposes.

Section 3. The Board ofTrustees of the city of
Sacramento shall, alter the publication of this
ordinance for at least two weeks in the Daily
Bee, a newspaper published in the ojty of Sac-
ramento, cause to be published an ordinance
passed inconformity to the provisions of Sec-
tion 2 ofan Act ol the Legislature of this State,
entitled an "Act Authorizing the Incurring of
Indebtedness by Cities, Towns and Municipal
Corporations, Incorporated Under the Laws of
this State," approved March 19, ISS9, calling aspecial election and submitting to the qualified
electors of the ciiyof Sacramento the proposi-tion ot incurring the indebtedness for the pur-
pose set forth in this ordinance. The said ordi-nance so calling the said special election shallbe published once a day for ten days in the
Daily Bee, a newspaper printed and published
inthe said city of Sacramento, and shall recitethe purpose for which the said indebtedness is
proposed tobe incurred, in accordance with the
provisions ofSection 2, of the Act of the Legis-
lature of this State, approved March 19 lfog
hereinbefore mentioned.

Section 4. The polling places for said election
shall be designated in the notice of said special
election hereafter to be published

Bection 5. The election shall be held and con-ducted inaccordance withthe laws of the StateofCalifornia relating toelections.
Section B. This ordinance shall take effect andbe in force from and after its passage
Passed May12, 1890.
