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MUST STAND TRIAL.

CHARLES PATRICK HELD TO ANSWER
FOR GAMING.

Judge Buckley Holds that the Men Who
Played Against Him are Not
Accomplices.

The gambling cases of A. Ross and
Charles Patrick were called in the Police
Court yesterday. Hiram Johnson, special
counsel for the prosecution, stated that he
bad doubts as to whether or not the Police
Court had jurisdiction to try the case. He
rather thought it was an examination case.

Mr. Jones, for the defense, said he did |

not wish to argue that question, and would
leave it to the Court.

Judge Buckley decided that the defend-
ants could only be examined by him,

Mr. Jones then moved that the defend-
ants be discharged on the ground that the
Court had no jurisdiction to issuea war-
rant on complaints which were made on
information and belief,

Mr. Johnson did not oppose the motion
and stated that he agreed with Mr. Jones,
and would also ask that the complaints be
dismissed. ;

Judge Buckley accordingly discharged
the defendants.

Mr. Johnson then stated that he had filed
a new complaint against Charles Patrick,
and wished & warrant issued on it, This
was done, and the trial of Patrick pro-
ceeded. E ;

Mr. Jones asked that all the witnesses
for the prosecution be sworn. Judge |
Buckley administered the oath to them all
and then ordered them toremain outside
the Court-room until wanted.

The first witness calied was Henry Alter:
He said he was 21 yve of age, a carpenter
by occupation, and visited the room over

“ruffied”—appeared to be a little “bhot”
over what he regarded as Mr. Johnson's
unwarranted personal attack upon him in
kis argument. % T

“He referred to me in a sneering man-
ner,” said the defendant, “as a gambler,
and attempted to draw a comparison be-
tween my character and those of the hired
gsmblers who testified for the prosecution,
some of whom openly admitted that they
had gambled for years. I challenge the
young man,” said he, “and all of those
who are backing him, to produce a person
who ever saw me in a gambling-house
trying to beat anybody’s game, or who ever
knew me 10 visit bagnios or drink intoxi-
cating lignors. I have lived in Stockton
apd this city for thirty years, and they
cannot produce & person who can lay his
finger upon an act of mine that will not
bear comparison with those of any man
whom they can bring to testify against me.
Imake bat one exception. It has been my
occupation, for a livelihood, to deal for
others, but I am not what the lawyer
meant when he called me a gambler. I
am a man of family, and when my duties
are concluded I go to my home and stay
there, instead of hanging about beer
saloons and dives, like some of the men
that have been hired to work up evidence
and to testify against me. I recognize the
fact that, under the law, it is illegal to deal
ceriain games of chanee, and if they can
convict me by fair means of violating the
law, I shall not complain, but pay my fine.
But if these parties cannot prove that my
private character will not compare with
theirs, they have no right to go outside of
the facts to try and besmirch me, when
they know nothing of my life.”

An objection was made, but it was over-
ruled, and the witness replied that W. W.
Cone, who was working in the interests of
the Law and Order League, employed him,
giving him $15 to visit the game ard play
at it. He played and lost two or three
dollars. The witness then went on to ex-
plain how the game of farc was played,
after which be was excused.

Jos. Southerland and F. W. Warner also
testified for the prosecution. They had
visited the faro bank at Second and K
streets, being requested to do so by W. W.
Cone, the detective. He gave one of them
$3 and the other $3 50 to play at the game,
and each lost. They spent on the outside
some of the money given them.

A recess was then taken till 1:30 ». u.

THE PROSECUTION CLOSES,

At the opening of the Court in the after-
noon Mr. Johnson announced that the
prosecution would be ready to close after
placing one more witness on the stand.
An officer had been sent for him.

Judge Buckley ordered a recess for a few
minutes in order to give the witness an
opportunity to arrive.

When the officer returned he said that
the witness had left the city, and there-
upon Mr. Johnson submitted his case.

Mr. Jones then moved for the discharge
of the defendant, on the ground that there
was not sufficient evidence to warranta
conviction, if held for trial. It would have
to be proven, in order to make out a case,
that a game of faro had been dealt, and
that the person charged with the crime
was either an owner of thegame or an em-
ploye of the owner of the game. This had
not been done.

Counnsel quoted from a decision of Judge
Baldwin, rendered in 1859, in a Placer
county monte case, showing that the nature
of the game must be fally explained, which
was not done, antl the prosecution therein
failed.

The statute, he said, must be carefully
construed, and it must be shown that the
person charged was either an owner or his
employe. It had not been shown, in this
case, that Mr. Patrick was either an owner
or employe of the game. Further, no ex-
pert testimony had been introduced to
show that in this case the game of faro
had been dealt by Mr. Patrick. The mere
statement of a witness that he saw a game
of faro played would not be evidence.

Mr. Jones then scored the witnesses for
the prosecution, and charged that if their
testimony was conclusive they had hired
themselves out for paltry sums to commit
a misdemeanor, for which they would be
liable to a heavy fine and imprisonment.

Farthermore, the code declare that a per-
son could not be convicted of a misde-
meanor on the testimony of an accom-

lice ; and if Cone and the men whom he
Eired to play faro are not accomplices, he
did not know what the term meant,

Mr. Johnson read from a Supreme Court
decision in the case of the People vs. Car-
roll, to show that witnesses may prove the
character of a game without being experts.
The Court was at liberty to determine the
character of games from the testimony. If
the Court should be satisfied on that point,
there was no recourse left but to hold the
defendants for trial,

He also quoted from another decision, to
the effect that a defendant, to be guilty,
need not necessarily be an owner or em-
ploye : and that the witnesses who play at
a gme cannot be made accomplices.

r.Johnson then proceeded to score the
police department for a condition of things
which he claimed made it necessary for
private citizens to undertake the Erosecu-
tion of persons engaged in breaking the
gaming laws. It came with poor grace, he
said, for any gambler, or those who defend
gambling, to attack the reputation of the
witnesses for the prosecution.

Mr. Jones again argued the point that
none of the witnesses had shown that a

ame of faro had been played by the de-

endant. Counsel repeated that the person
who plays at a game of faro is an accom-

lice of the man who deals the game, un-
Ser the Code’s definition thereof, and held
that not & witness had been on the stand
in this case who was not an accomplice of
Mr. Patrick, if the latter had committed an
unlawful act.

In conclusion, Mr. Jones said he despised
and loathed the class of creatures who
could hire themselves out for paltry snms
to try and induce others to commit a mis-
demeanor. If this case should go to a
higher Court, and the prosecution should
dare to place upon the witness stand cer-
tain persons who are the prime movers in
the case—who had paid witnesses to com-
mit crimes—he would lay so bare the rec-
ords of some of them that they wounld go
forth from the Court-room with the blush
of shame upon their calloused features.

Judge Buckley ruled adversely to the
points raised by Mr. Jones. He thought
the evidence had shown that a prohibited
game had been played at the time and
place named in the complaint. The law
evidently did not intend that it should be
necessary to prove that the dealer ofa
game was either an owner or employe. To
conduct such a game he held to be suffi-
cient,

On the point as to whether or not the
witnessas who played at the game were ac-
complices, Judge Buckley said that in his
opinion they did not come within the
meaning of the law defining an accom-
plice whose testimony would not be sufii-
cient to convict another of crime, An ac-
complice, he held, must be one who con-
spires with another in the commission of
an offense,

The motion for the discharge of the de-
fendant was then denied, and the defend-
ant held to answer before the Superior
Court, bail being fixed in the sum of $500,

The necessary bond was given, with A.
J. Rhoads and Arthur Miller as sureties.

Gong went down-stairs, gathered up the
tickets which had been taken from him by
the jailer, and left the place rejoicing.

George Rider says he was more guilty
than any of the other Chinamen who have
been convicted and fined.

He has
been told that a portion of his railroad
track on Tenth street is a little ton low and
must be raised, and that his track on O
street, from Tenth to Twelfth, is too high
and must bz lowered.

To raise and lower blocks of railroad
track means no little annoyance and con-
siderable expense. Mr. Carey put in his
tracks on the levels established by City En-
gineers, but it seems that no two of them
have for years agreed in their work. It is
decidedly rough on people who have laid
sidewalks and railroad tracks asdirected by
the city’s officials to be compelled to aiter
them at their own expense.

In other commnunities the people compel
their authorities to regulate such matters, |
and to conduct the affairs of the munici-
pality on the same business principles that |
wide-awake citizens conduct their own |
affairs. Street-sprinkling contractors sre
required to use sprinklers that will throw a
fine spray, thus laying the dust thoroughly
while not creating mud, just as is done by |
a light shower of rain. This work has been |
done in such a shiftless manner in this city
that the officials, a couple of years ago,
found it necessary to have the outside and
more dusty streets sprinkled st night,
which is an improvement. But to be done |

roperly the water should be put on the
streets during the day, and at frequent in-
tervals, thus preveuting both mud and
dust, and at the same time reducing the
temperature of the hot summer days. Is !
there any hope that a reform can be brought |
about in this particular ? i

As regard street levels, some definite
standard should be fixed that will not be
subject to change. There seems to be a
sentiment abroad in the community favor-
able to the general improvement of the
streets ; and when they are once itaproved
in a substantial and permanent manner
the grades should not be subject to further
changes.

DEATH OF MRS. ARNOLD.

Mrs, Lucy L. Arnold Dies in Washington
—A Lovely Character,

A dispatch received here yesterday con-
veyed the sad intelligence that one of the
most widely known and best beloved of
Sacramento’s early citizens had passed
away.

Mrs. Lucy Louise Arnold died yesteraay
in Washiogton, D. C., at the residence of
her sistér, Mrs. General George B. Will-

iams. She has been ill for some two years,
and her death was not unexpected.

Mrs. Arnold leaves one son, DeWitt
Arnold, a well-known ycung man in Sac-
ramento and who was with his mother
when she died. She was thus ministered
to in her last hours by a devoted sister and
an affectionate son.

Mrs. Arnold was a daughter of the late
Lauren Upson, for many years editor of
this paper, and one of the best known and
most highly esteemed citizens of the early
days of Sacramento. She was born in
Marion, Alabama, and came to Sacramento
about the vear 1855, where she soon won
the admiration and the high and loving re-
spect of the people. For she was not only
blessed with rare beauty of person, but
with the higher Fifts of lovely character,
an amiable, kindly disposition, a sympa-
thetic nature that was broad enough for all
kinds and conditions, and & heart over-
flowing with tender regard for her race.

In 1857, while recognized as among the
foremost of the beautiful young women of
California and among those commanding
greatest respect oy their active sympathy
and true charity, she married John Ar-
nold, a prominent merchant of this city,
and then of the firm of Sneath & Arnold,
157 J street. Subsequently the firm was
John Arnold & Co., 95 Front street. Mrs.
Arnold was left a widow some seventeer
years ago. Prior to that event her family
removed to San Francisco, but Mrs. Ar-
nold always regarded the removal as not
severing her relations with the city of her
early youth and therefore considered Sacra-
mento her home, and here her remains will
be brought and interred with loving regard
by L. A. Upson, her brother, and a host of
mourning friends.

Said an old citizen of Sacramento yester-
day, who knew the deceased lady from the
days of her beautiful girlhood, when

she was the incarnation of loveli-
ness of character and person: ‘‘I knew
Lucy Armold from the day of
her arrival in California. I knew

when she became wife and mother, and
watched her course as a leader in society,
and a benediction of sympathy and good to
all the veople. I never knew a lovelier
character. She was refined by nature;
gentle by birth—loving and tender—a
noble type of womanhood. Bhe ssed
the rare art of entertaining to perfection.
No woman surpassed her in that. Her na-
tive graces, her warm human heart, her
pure countenance and her winmnf man-
ners made her one of the most lovable
women I ever knew. I speak of her
warmly, for her memory deserves to be
embalmed, as it is, in the hearts of a thou-
sand loving friends, who knew and ad-
mired this charming, brilliant and modest
woman.” i

Mrs. Arnold was a consistent living
Christian ; her example bore testimon‘y to
the serenity and compensation of a life of
gentleness, uprightness, human sympathy
and helpfulness. Her charities were many,
but never ostentatious. She delighted to

ive her aid toall good work, and num-

rless instances are recalled in which she
labored untiringly in aid of public institu-
tions and public-spirited movements, in
this city and in San Francisco.

One the most striking traits of Mrs, Ar-
nold’s character was her unselfishness;
she was free from any taint of that self-
regard that leads up to vanity, and yet
she had the self-esteem that gives birth
to courage, self-respect, and the desire to
have the commendation of one's own calm
judgment.

Arnold was a woman of fine in-
telligence and refined taste, and her native
powers of observation were cultivated by
considerable travel, in which, as was yes-
terday remarked of her by a sorrowing
friend: *‘She saw all things worthy of be-
ing seen, and saw clearly and thoroughly
