
THE CITY FATHERS.

THEY ARE CONFRONTED BY VARI-
OUS KNOTTY PROBLEMS.

Work of the Electric Company Ordered

Stopped— The Coal Contract
Ghost Once More.

At yesterday's meeting of the Board of
City Trustees, at which all the members
\u25a0were present, the Chief Engineer of the
Water Works reported that during the
week 20,247.000 gallons of water had been
pumped, the Holly engine being inopera-
tion 109 hours, and the Stevens 70 hours.

A CONTRACTOR BACKS WATER.

Add. C. Hinkson appeared before the
Board as attorney for Wm. C. Graf, the
contractor, whose bid for laying a sewer-
pipe on S street, fromSeventeenth to Sixth,

was the lowest. Mr.Hinkson said that he
had put inhis bid believing that the cost of
pipe was twenty-five cents less per foot
than itreally was, he not having seen the
pipe companies' new schedule of prices
until after he had handed in his bid.

Trustee McLaughlin moved to lay the
matter over for one week, and it was so or-
dered.

THE V STREET GRADING.
James Touhey asked the Board to post-

pone the proposed improving of Y-street
for a couple of months. He said that at
the preseut time dirt and sand was hard to
get, and the delaying of the grading of the
levee for a short time would not inconve-
nience anybody.

Trustee McLaughlin said he had no ob-
jection, and the advertisement was ordered
discontinued.

THE LATEST ELECTRIC SCHEME.
W. N. Young, an attorney for the Sacra-

mento Electrical Construction Company,
whose place of business is in San Fran-
cisco, appeared before the Board and asked
them to postpone the matter of hearing the
company's agent on the intentions of the
corporation. He said they proposed laying
underground wires, but that the electrician
of the company, who was unavoidedly ab-
sent, could explain matters better, and if
the Board would postpone the matter untii
next Monday he would be present and
state to them the intentions of the new cor-
poration.
It was so ordered.

THAT COAL CONTRACT ONCE MORE.
Mr. Cowen, agent of the Oregon Coal

Company, wanted the Board to accent hie
bid for furnishing coal to the water works
for the following year. He claimed thai
the supposed letting of the contract was all
irregular, and that if the Board had come
right down to facts and figures it would
have found that his bid was really thelowest. He thought the better plan to get
out of the muddle would be to re-advertise
for new bids, to be handed in next Mon-
day. He was prepared now to furnish coal
for |8 23 per million gallons of water
pumped, which was 25 cents lower than
any other bid.

Mayor C'omstock said he believed the
better way would be to wait for a couple of
weeks, until the billof the lone Coal Com-
pany for the first month would be handed
in. There would then be a sort of tilt, he
thought, and the discussion might termi-
nate matters.

Trustee Wolf said he was out of the
fight. He believed at h'rst, and believed
now, that the lone Coal Company's bid was
the lowest one, and he was going to stay
by them.

Trustee MoLaughlin said he thought the
only way to straighten out matters would
be to re-advertise and let the contract again.

Mayor Comstock moved to lay the matter
over for three weeks.

Trus cc McLaughlin moved to amend by
readvertising for new bids, to be handed iv
next Monday.

Trustee Wolf thought the latter's motion
to amend was out oforder. Itwas not an
amendment, but a reconsideration ot the
action of the Board, as the contract was al-
ready let.

Mayor Comstock declared Mr.McLangh-
lin's motion out of order, and a vote being
takpn on the original motion itwas carried,
the Mayor and Trustee Wolf voting in the
affirmative, and Mr. McLaughlin voting
no.

MEMORIAL DAY OBSERVANCE.
An inviiation was received by the Trns-

tees from the Grand Army of the Republic
to participate in the observance ofMemorial
Day and accepted.

POBUO SQUARES FOR PLAY-GROUNDS.
A communication was received from the

Improvement Association asking the
Board to fit up as many of the public
squares in the citj as possible, so that the
boys of the oity might have play-grounds.

Douglass Lindley spoke on the subject,
stating that it ought to be done, and ifit
was not the boys would surely play in the
streets, which was in violation of the law.

It was resolved that the squares be not
rented for pasturage any more, and that
they be lixed up as play-grounds.

TIIEN-STREET GRADE.
kpetition was received from property-

owners on N street, from Front to Second, 1
asking that the street be not sloped to-
wards the alley, but towards Second street,
as itwould be belter for all parties con- i
cerned. The matter was left in the discre-
tion of the Street Commissioner.

DANGEROI* BtMUXiU.
Henry Fuchs sent a communication to

the Board stating that while passing along \u25a0

the sidewalk his boy stepped ina hole inI
front of 703 J street, and he wanted the
Sidewalk Inspector's attention called to
the matter. He believed there was no use
in trying to issue bonds to improve the
streets on the outskirts of the city when ail
along the north side of J street a person I
was not safe from falling. In some places I
planks and iron rods protruded, and there \u25a0

were other obstructions. The matter was
left to Trustee McLaughlin.

OVERSTOCKED WITH COIN.
W. 11. Campbell sent a communication

to the Board stating that he would like to
lend to the city $I,^oo. It was placed on
tile.

THE PERKY SEMINARY RALE.

A communication was received froru
City Superintendent Hart, of the city
schools, notifying the Board that the
Board of Education had confirmed the
sale of the old Perry Seminary building
and property for $10,000. They wished
the concurrence of tne Board of Trustees.

Trustee Wolf sjid he was in favor of
letting the property go at that price, but
the question was taken under advisement
for one week.

THE «AMIN<i ORDINANCE.

A proposed ordinance was read by the
Mayor making ita misdemeanor for any
person to have in his possession (u:\le.-s it
is shown that such possession is innocent)
any faro-box, faro-table, faro-layout, faro-
cases, laro-clipcks. or other instruments tor
playii.u any banking came. It is further
provided that any person being found
guilty of such crime shall be punished by
a tine not less than $200 or imprisonment
not less than 10U days, or by both such fine
and imprisonment. The ordinance was j
read for the first time and laid over for one
week.

HOWARD ASSOCIATION'S TAXES.

J. C. Medley asked the Board to |cancel
the taxes on the property of the Howard
Benevolent Association. It was not a
money-makintr association, but was !
founded for the purpose of helping the
needy. Mr.Medley's request was reterred
to the City Assessor.

.!:<>-- OB NET RECEirrS.

A letter was received from Grove L.
Johnson, inresponse to an inquiry made
of him by the Board in reference to the
matter of the Trustees paying only 55 per
cent, of the net proceeds of the Water
Works fund into the interest and sinking
fund. He said he had not Investigated the
question as thoroughly as its importance
warranted, but from the attention he had
given the matter he was prepared to advise
the Board that no liability would attach
to the lity Auditor or his bondsmen by
roa«on of the Board's refusal to set apart
more than 55 per cent, of the net proceeds
of the water rates, etc.. for the benefit of
the interest and sinking fund. Moreover,
ifany liability should attach to the Au-
ditor and his sureties by reason of such
proceeding on the part of the Trustees, it

*\u25a0 could be readily guarded against. Ifthe
Board determined to test the mailer it was
his opinion that the possible liability of
the Auditor should not deter the Boara
from their contemplated action.

LESSER MATTKB6.
Several old bills cf Root, Ifeilson & Co.

and the gas company, which the Mayor re-
fused to allow last Monday, were ordered
paid by the unanimous vote of the Board.

Itwas ordered that $5,000 be transferred
from the general fund to the water-works
fund.

Abillof $712 50 forM.S. Flynn as Tree
Inspector was allowed. A large number of

other claims were ordered paid, and a re-
cess waa taken until1:30 p. m.

STREETS TO BE IMPROVED.

At the afternoon session the Board
passed resolutions of intention to improve
streets as follows:

O street, from Front to Tenth, the ex-
pense not to exceed $1 GO per front foot.

H street, from Tenth to Twenty-third,
the expense not to exceed $1 50.

The contract for grading and improving
L street, fromFifieenth to Twenty-eighth,
was awarded to the Sacramento Street
Grading Company.

OBSTRUCTED BIDKWALKS.
A proposed ordinance was read regulat-

ing the manner of using sidewalks tor
storing and handling goods, and imposing
certain restrictions thereon.

Mayor Comstock said he thought the
ordinance would be a little difficult to en-
force. Infact, ithit him pretty hard, but
he thought he could manage to dispose of
his boxes inhis cellar. Still, the enforce-
ment of such an order would work a hard-
ship on some.

Mr.Wolfsaid there werebusiness houses
down town that used too much of the side-
walk with machinery, etc.

Mr.McLaughlin thought that no busi-
ness man should expect to use the side-
walk to store goods and articles, especially
at night. The purpose of the ordinance
was To restrict the hours in which the side-
walks could be used for that purpose.

A SKIFr OF FIRECRACKERS.

The Mayor brought up the subject of a
Fourth ot July celebration. He said that
citizens were already agitating the matter,
and thought perhaps the Board might want
to consider it. f

Trustees McLaughlin and Wolf said the
Board had not heretofore taken official
action, except to decline to appropriate the
money asked for a celebration. If they
had paid it last year, the city funds would
be now just that much further behind.

Xothing was done about it.

ACTIOK THREATENED.

Mr.Frye, the representative of the Coun-
cil of Federated Trades, again wanted to
know what the Board was going to do
about the request to have city emnloves
paid fullwages for eight hours' worka day.
He did not wish to commence any action
to have the law enforced, but intimated
that it would be done if the Board did not
do something inthe matter withinanother
week.

Mr. McLaughlin said he didn't like
threats of that kind, and if the gentleman
was getting impatient about ithe had bet-
ter not delay, but commence his proposed
action at once.

Mayor Comstock said he would like a
week in which to consult the District At-
torney and Supervisors in regard to the
matter, and the Board continued ituntil
the next meeting.

OVERTAXED HOILERS.
A report was received from Mann & Wil-

son, who had inspected the Water Works
boilers for the last quarter. They state
that the tubular boiler had done more than
the service usually required of such boil-
ers. They had run fifteen years, or five
years over the average time, and would
soon need repairs.

Mr.Wolf said the cubes could probably
be used untii next winter, when repairs
should be made.

BALCONIES THAT MUST 00.

Mr.McLaughlin brought up the matter
of dangerous balconies, and asked Inspec-
tor Starr to enumerate what ones should
be removed.

Mr.Starr mentioned several that should
be removed, and said he had notified the
parties.

Mr.McLaughlin moved that Mr.Starr
should be given men and have the awn-
ings torn down.

Mr.Starr said that was the only way
they could be gotten rid of. Some had
been ordered down three years ago.

The motion was carried, and Mr. Starr
instructed to go ahead with the work.
SHITTING DOWN ON THE ELECTRIC COMPANY.

The Board then took up for considera-
tion the matter of the request of the Cen-
tral Electric Company for an extension of
time in which to get its system in opera-
tion.

After the Mayor had read the terms of
the frenchise, Mr.McLaughliu asked ifhe
did not think itabout time that the fran-
chise reverted back to the city.

The Mayor said he had no evidence that
the company had sold out, but the city
could claim the franchise just as well after
the poles were erected as now.

After some further discussion the Mayor
moved that the sixty days asked for" be
granted.

Mr.McLaughlin moved toamend by de-
claring that the work be stopped at once,
and the company cited to appear before
the Board and explain the situation. He
did not believe the company had any in-
terest in the concern beyond that con-
nected with its bond given to insure the
faithful performance of its contract.

At Mr. Wolfs request the contract was
then read.

Mr. Wolf remarked that the present de-
lay was costing the city $1)00 a month to
light 45 electric lights 17 nights each
month, whereas under the new contract
the same 45 lights wouldcost the city but
$suO a month, and wculd be lighted 27
nights in that time.

Finally Mr.McLaughlin's motion to stop
the work was carried by the votes of him-
seif and Mr. Wolf, the Mayor voting no.

THE AGRICULTURAL SOCIETY REVISES
LIVE STOCK PREMIUMS.

Nine Days' Racing Programme
—

Events

That Hay« Good Lists of

Entries.

The Board ofDirectors of the State Agri-
cultural Society met yesterday for the pur-
pose of arranging the programme for the
State Fair of 1890. Directors Hancock,
Cox, Boggs, Chase, Laßue, Carr and Green
were present.

The Board decided to offer for 1891 fat
stock premiums as follows: Thorough-
bred steer or spayed heifer, three years old
and over, $40; second best, ditto, $20; best
graded steer and heifer, three years oldand
over, $40; best two-year-old, $20.

Action is taken at this time inorder to
give all ample notice.

Carey R. Smith, of Santa Ana, was
selected to judge the Holstein cattle. Mr.
Smith is an Inspector of the National Asso-
ciation ofHolstein Breeders, which insures
proper judging in this class.

The Board then proceeded to discuss the
premium list, and the following are the
principal changes made : It was ordered
that all stock, save and except that owned
in the States ofOregon, Nevada and Wash-
ington, must be in the Btate prior to June
Ist of each year to entitle them to exhibit.

Inthe standard trotter class the rule will
be strictly enforced (notice of which was
given last year), that allanimals competing
in that class shall be duly registered in the
Trotting Register. An additional premium
was ordered in this class for mares four
years old and over, with suckling colt, $40:
second best, $20.

Ths same additional premiums were
made in the loadster class.

The young herd premium in the Jersey
class was stricken out.

In herd sweepstakes for beef and milk
breeds it was ordered that the premium begiven for the best herd, which shall consist
of one bulland four cows, at the following
ages : One four years old and over, one
three years old, one two years old, and oneone year old.

The special premiama offered by theShort-Horn and Holstein-Friesian Associa-tion, for cattle in those classes that shall
obtain the award in the sweepstakes, wereaccented, and ordered printed in the regu-
lar premium list.
In the class for sheep, it was ordered that

sheep shall not be recognized as eligible to
entry, unless they trace to animals re-
corded, or the exhibitor furnish in writing
at the time of entry equally satisfactory
evidence as to purity of breeding.

The usual cattle premiums were offered
for Red Polled Angus. The sum of $2,500
was appropriated for county exhibits.

After a few additional and minor changes
the list of last year was adopted.

The Board resolved to charge for the use
of stabliDg at the park, and fixed the fol-lowing rates per stall : In the new cottage
stable. $5 per month; in the old cottage
stable, $3 per month, and for all others $2
per month.

The Board found it necessary to derive
some revenue for the use of the stalls, to
pay for repairs and other expenses inci-
dental to the keeping up of the grounds, as
there are no other resources available for
this. The money appropriated by the
State cannot be used for anything but pre-
miums.

No charge for horses entered in races
willbe made after the closing date of en-
tries.
