IMPROVEMENT IN EXTINGUISHING
FIRES.

San Francisco has just received a
chemical fire-engine, and the test to which
it has been subjected entirely satisfied the
Fire Department of its high efficiency. It
is somewhat surprising that a city of the
importance of the California metropolis
should have so long delayed procuring one
of these approved devices for extinguish-
ing fires.

As a matter of fact the chemical engines
are far more economical than the ordinary
steam fire-engines, because of the saving in
fuel, the light weight of the machines, and
the fact that they use but one gallon of
water to forty thrown by the steam fire-
engine. For blind fires—those within
walls or in cellars, and where explosives
oils and paints are stored, wool, close-
packed cottons, hay in bulk or bale, and
similar goods are packed—the chemical
engine is infinitely superior to the old style.
By the introduction of gases with water,
that are antagonistic to combustion, they
smother and extinguish fires that floods of
water would scarcely check. There is
thus a great saving to the owners of prop-
ety in which fires are discovered, for a fire
may break out 1 a room, and by closing
the apartment and thrusting through the
wall or panels the metallic nozzle of the
chemical engine's hose, the fire can be
quenched without flooding the whole house
or greatly wetting the goods in the room.
Whereas, under the present system, the
very act of breaking in to get at the fire,
tends to create draughts and encourage the
spread of the flames.

At the time of the disastrous fire on Sec-
ond street in a paint and oil house, a few
weeks ago, in this city, the need for a
chemical engine was apparent. That was
a fire which water from the ordinary fire-
engine could not reach for a long time.
For half an hour it was “blind,” within
close rooms, and giving no evidence of its
seat. But with a chemical engine no great
difficulty would have been encountered in
keeping the fire within narrow confines,
and finally in smothering it completely.
The Recorp-UNION at Lhe time suggested
that the city should possess some such
apparatus,

If, as is claimed, it is economic all
around and a greater property saver than
the water engines, it would be wise to in-
vest in one of these machines, since the in-
vestment will tend to reduce the loss at
fires in large structures and within brick
walls, and at the same time lessen the ex-
pense of department maintenance. Boston
has ten of these new machines, Chicago
six or seven, and nearly all prominent
cities of the East two, three, or more. It
is, indeed, now said that about 60 per cent.
of the fires in Eastern cities where the
chemical engine is used, are extinguished
by the use of such apparatus. There are a
number of patterns and kinds of these ma-
chines, and cities therefore have their
pick, and are not exposed to the whim or
monopoly of a single manufacturer.

CRIPPLED BY AN EPIGRAM.

if any one were to declare that it is pos-
sible to cripple or kill a town with an
epigram, most likely he would be laughed
at. But it is possible, and the experience
of a Massachusetts town is in point. Very
many years ago, a combination of unfortu-
nate crcumstances, coupled with a lack
of public-spirited action on the part of the
people, led some one to speak of the town
as “dead.” Presently when it was desired
to express lack of vitality in any thing it
became customary to say it was “dead as
Chelsea.” That comparison once made
adhered to public thought, and though
Chelsea soon shook off’ its lethargy and be-
came a thriving city, it has never been
able to shake off the epigram, and as
“Dead as Chelsea” continues to be the ac-
cepted form throughout Massachusetts of
expressing stagnation and want of vim
and push and publie spirit.

Now come the citizens of Chelsea and
in an extended petition to the Legislature
of that State, ask for the passage of an
Act emancipating them from the old name
that was conferred upon the place in 1630,
and related to which are some of the most
interesting events of American history.
They recite in the petition that the litile
city of some 25,000 people is willing to be
ml'led by any other name under the possi-
bilities of the Englisk tongue than Chel-
sea, simply becouse the cruelty of custom
inseparably associates the good old name
with dullness on account of the unfortu-
pate epigram of sixty years ago. ‘They
declare that this “witticism” cripples
their industries, gives the ;.)eople lbx:oad
a wrong impression concerning the vigor
of the town, depreciates ml estate values,
and occasions personal discomfort and

firemen and threats to pedestrians, The
watchword should be from this time for-
ward: “Down with post awnings.” Under
that banner it will be possible, if the cour-
age of the officers holds out, to work won-
derful improvement in the appearance of
the business streets.

TaE San Francisco Bulletin says:

Justice Miller of the Supreme Court writes a
letter to explain that under the Federal Consti-
tution he had no choice but to concur in the
*“Original Package’’ decision. Yet some mem-
bers et Congress propose to correct the matter by
an Act of Congress. That would simply render
it necessary for the Supreme Court to declare
tbe Act unconstitutional the first time the ques-
tion came up.

This conclusion is error. The Constitu-
tion relegates the regulation of interstate
commerce to Congress; under the enact-
ments Congress has made the Supreme
Court could not hold otherwise than it
did, and that is all that Justice Miller
meant to say, or does say. But in the
opinion in which he joined it is specially,
and we must conclude purposefully, pointed
out that Congress has the power to relieve
the States, if it deems it wiseso to do,
from the regulation regarding any specific
importation prohibited by local laws. But
it is very doubtful if it would be wise to
grant any such privilege, since relaxation
to that extent would open the door for
breaking down the right along the whole
line, that every citizens enjoys, to sell and
deliver lawful goods to the citizens of
other States. ’

THE San Francisco Alfa, commenting
upon the Arnold case, well says that “the
fast-extending harm” of resorting to the
sympathies and chivalry of jurors to re-
dress wrongs for libel and blackmail, by
excusing those who avenge themselves for
that for which the law does not pro-
vide adequate punishment, has its
source In “that sensational journalism
which turns the newspaper into a
cart for collecting moral garbage.” Just
what moral garbage may be is not
clear; bui if the Alta’s expression is
not proof against critical analysis, it is at
least forcible and aimed unerringly in the
right direction.

IT is to be hoped that the Chicago po-
lice will be able to ferret out the scoun-
drels who attempted to blow up the Hay-
market monument, standing in a crowded
thoroughfare, to the police officers mur-
dered by anarchists.

$55,000. On the Wilkes side is Axtell
(2:12), which sold for $105,000.

‘‘Calabar was 2 years old when six mares
were bred to him belonging to Dr. Pink-
ham, E. I. Robinson and others. This colt
went East some months ago, and I am so
far the only man that has a colt by him.
If nothing happens to my filly I will show
her at the State Fair this year (1890) to the
breeders and lovers of gilt-edge standard-
bred trotters.”

Had he not been caught in time there is
no doubt but that he would have been
killed instantly.

Rabbi Levy preached the confirmation
sermon, a clear, concise and strong defense
of liberty of conscience, and a touching ap-
feal to the children to honor their parents,

ove and serve God, to prove loyal to the
American principle, obedient to the laws
and steadfastly patriotic in their loye for
the flag of the nation. A few passages
from the eloquent address are so rich in
counsel to all youth that they must be
printed:

“In this audience there are at least ten
people, ggu}' own loving parents, whose hearts
and probabiy whose eyes are full on this occa-
sion. They alone can appreciate what have
been their struggles to make you happy; they
alone know how they have striven to protect
and guard you; how they have clung to life
only to be of use to you. Do not your hearts
yearn to repay them, in some small degree, for
the sacrifices they have made for your sake?
Do you not feel a desire to afford some satisfac-
tion and delight to those fond and loving

arents, whose toiling and striving is wholly
or you? Well, if you have the will, you huve
also the power.

‘‘You will fully repay them by loving obedi-
ence; by making them your confidants; by ask-
ing yourself, when about to fall into temptation,
‘What would mother say if she were here?”
You will repay them by honestly trying to over-
come your obstinacy, to govern your temper, to
promote harmony, good will and affection in
your family. * * % This is the seed-
time of your life, and later on you will reap as
you sow. 1f your youth be idled away, it you
can think of nothing but pleasure-taking; if
your ideas of happiness are mixed up with pas-
times that are mean, low and despicable, your
early manhood and womanhood will be con-
temptible and old age will be miserable. If the
beginning of life is spsnt in vanity, its end must
be vexation of spirit.

“Pleasure is the rock upon which mang a
young life has been split. Iask you, nay I beg
you, to abstain so that you may enjoy. Give up
a little of the frivolities ot youth and strive to
become more manly and more womanly than
the senseless child whose only happiness is
connected with running on the streets, * * *
Read and study, as well as play and enjoy; be
gentlemanly and ladylike in your bearing to-
ward others: then it will be said of you:
‘Blessed be the parents who trained you;
blessed be the instructor who taught you:
blessed be the religion that claims you.'
