
INTERSTATE COMMERCE, CONGRESS
AND THE SUPREME COURT.

< 'nr contemporary, the San Francisco
Bulletin, repeats its error concerning the
constitutional provisions upon the regula-
tionof interstate commerce, itsays:

Asubstitute for the original package bill has
been reported to the Senate, providing that liq-
uors transported from one State to another
shall be deemed, on reaching tbeir destinatian.
no longer subject to interstate commerce ruling
but to police and fiscal regulations of the State.
That would seem to be a reasonable provision,
but to what end? Iithe Constitution makes
snch property Hillsubject to Federal law. no
ActoiCongress c&n stand against the Supreme
Court.

"We pointed out to the Bulletin the other
day that lhe Constitution does not regu
late in the matter at all. What, therefore,
can ihe San Francisco journal mean In-
the expression contained in the last sen-
tence of the paragraph quoted '.' The reg-
ulation of commerce between the States is,
by the Constitution, committed to Con-
gress. Unless that body therefore legis-
lates for regulation, there is no barrier to
the operation of State laws antagonistic to
such commerce. The language of the
Constitution is plain and simple, and no

question now remains concerning the ab-
solute power of Congress to regulate com-
merce between the States of the Union.
Its law.-, then, are what the Supreme
Court passes upon, not any regulation pro-
vided in the Constitution itself. It follows
that Congress has the power, as the Court
in the lowa case distinctly said, to relieve
any or allof the States from any regulative
measures deemed hardships, and this is
what the billproposed is intended for, to
relieve the States from distribution of
goods prohibited to be distributed by State
laws, after such goods shall have com-
pleted the passage from one State to an-
other.

When the Constitution was adopted
there were thirteen States, and all under-
stood that the number would be increased.
Every State then held the inherent power,
said Justice Marvin, in his celebrated de-
cision, to regulate its own commerce, to
make money and to declare what should
be receivable in payment for debt. Any
}?tate could discriminate against another

State, and in favor of its own citizens. In
such a condition there could be no har-
mony touching these matters. An effort
to have the States agree upon a common
commercial system failed. There was
then great embarrassment because of dis-
criminating regulations. Therefore, a
chance l>ecome necessary. Hence the pro-
vision (Section 8, Article I.) ofthe Consti-
tution committing the whole matter of
regulating commerce to Congress, and that
one provision of the Constitution, more,
perhaps, than any other, served to make us
a nation.

Because of these considerations, we the
other day remarked that it would be the
hight of unwisdom to recommit to the
States any power to inhibit exchange of
goods between the Slates. Commerce has
been defined by the Supreme Courl to mean
intercourse and traffic between the people,
irrespective of State lines. Internal com-
merce is either State or interstate

—
that

which is State is unquestionably under the
police powers of the State; by the Consti-
tution that which is interstate is subject
to the regulations Congress may make.
But wherever there is any conflict of au-

thority, clearly the regulations of the Fed-
eral authority must prevail.

The Supreme Court, inMobile vs. Kim-
ball, said :

Whatever subjects of this power are in their
nature national, or admit only ot one uniform
system or plan ot regulation, may justly be said
to be ot such a nature as to require exclusive

1 egislation by Congress.

The dressed beef case of Minnesota, so
recently decided by the Supreme Court of
the United States, clearly defines the limits
within which a State may regulate com-
merce, the exchange of products. Minne-
sota, under the plea of inspection, at-
tempted to forbid the introduction into
that State of beef from cattle not killed
within that State. The Supreme Court
said :

In the opiniou of this Court the statute in

Question so far as Its provisions require a ron-
ition of sales in Minnesota offri-sh beef, veal,

mutton, lamb or pork tor human lood. the
product ot animals slaughtered inother States,
that such animals from which such meats are
taken shall have been inspected inMinnesota
before being slaughtered. Is ivviolation of the
Constitution of the l'nitod States and void.

Itso held under the clause committing
the wholo subject of commerce between
the States to the legislation of Congress.
That decision therefore, aud the lowa
beer importation case, were clearly in line

with the policy of the States and the
Federal Government, laid down with the
foundations of the Government. That we
might have a compact and harmonious
system, the States surrendered to Congress
unequivocally the right to regulate traffic
between the States. It is therefore, as
already said, in the power of Congress to
provide, as is now proposed, that when a

shipment from one State into another com-
pletes the transit, and is delivered, that it
shall be deemed to be of the common
property of the State and subject to the
lecal regulations of the domestic laws of
the State. The Bulletin suggests therefore
tn error, when it asks: "Of what use will
9uch a law be if enacted ifthe property is
by the Constitution made still subject to
Federal authority ?" As the Constitution
does not so provide, there is and can be no
conflict between the Supreme Court aud
Congress inthe matter.

THE CEDAR KEYS DRAMA AGAIN.

Teh Record-Uxiox the other day gave
a few details of the remarkable career of

the autocrat of Cedar Keys, who is now in
hiding,and for whom a corps of United
States marines is searching. In the whole
history of bulldozing tiiere has not been
such a case as Cottrell's. It was stated
that he usurped office, compelled the peo-
ple to twice elect him Mayor of the place,
seized real Estate and houses, took what he
wanted and when, regardless of ownership,
terrorized the littlecity, and ruled itmore
absolutely than ever a Czar ruled Russia,

When he was last elected Mayor he ap-
pointed another ruffian as City Marshal,
and the two domineered over every man
and woman in the place. It wa

-,literally,
an instance of two men cowing and con-
trolling two thousand people. His normal
condition was that of drunkenness. It was

a common thing for the Mayor to compel
negroes to strip to the waist, and butt their
heads together in the public square, until
one or the other fell senseless. If they
refined he wouldshoot their toes on. If

men displeased him he would cow them by
threatening to flog their wives and
sisters. He compelled, strange as it
may seem, every man in the place
to walk the streets armed, and yet
not one of them, for three years, dared to
draw and stand the ruffian up against a
wall,or to shoot him on the spot. Inhis
second term he proposed to flog the clergy-
men ofthe town,and doubtless wouldhave
done so if the United States Government
had no*, taken a hand in the case. He
committed all sorts of outrages upon the
whites, and as for the negroes, he treated
them as dogs, and worse. He went so far

finally as to appoint the day when the
wife of a certain respected clergyman
would be flogged on the plaza, he propos-
ing to wieldthe whip himself.

In the county eight indictments hung
over this bravado Mayor,but he was never
brought to trial on any of them. It was
known that he had murdered his brother-
in-law, but no one dared arrest him for
the crime. The Governor of the State was
appealed to, but not even he ventured lo
down the ruffian. Under the Cleveland ad-
ministration this marvelous Mayor was
also Inspector of Customs. His interfer-
ence with his successor inoffice was what
finallybrought the United States Govern-
ment down upon him, and the dispatch of
a revenue cutter to Cedar Keys, with a
corps of' marines, to capture the rascal,
dead or alive. At that, toward that he is.
he fled to the swamps, taking his ruifian
Marshal with him. Probably had the
smallest man in Cedar Keys summoned
courage to walk up to Cottrell, smite him
inthe face and ordered him to throw up
his hands, the rascal would have cringed
«nd begged for mercy ;but such was the
cowardice of the people of the town that
not a man in the place could be found to
brave him.
Itis to be hoped that Cottrell willbe

captured, and that the people of Cedar
Keys willbe shown what a coward he is,
and that they have been terrified by a man
whose valor was all in the shotgun with
which he was accustomed to parade the
streets of their city. Some idea of the
reign of terror maintained by the fellow
can be gained from the statement tele-
graphed to an Eastern journal, that since
the flight of the bulldozer real estate in
Cedar Keys has risen 25 per cent., business
has revived, the churches have been re-
opened, and public thanksgiving services
have been held. The Collector of Customs
and the Postmaster have come out of hid-
ing and resumed their offices, and vow dare
to walk the streets with their heads up. If
such a story as this had been dramatized
and placed upon the stage, all the people
would have exclaimed against it as unreal,
impossible, and the fancy of Icrazed im-
agination.

AN ERRONEOUS IDEA.

The San Francisco Bulletin falls into as

error concerning Federal assistance to the
Chicago World's Fair that cannot be al-
lowed to pass uncorrected, since it is liable
to create a misapprehension of the part

the Federal Government is to take in the
matter. The Bulletin charges that the
Government, inaddition to other appro-
priations, agrees to contribute $1,500,000
toward the payment of the cost of build-
ings for the fair. That while the Govern-
ment loaned the Centennial or Philadel-
phia Exposition in 187 C the sum of
$1,500,000, it provided that itmust be re-
paid, and it was, but that in this case
there is no provision for the re-payment

of the (iovernment loan. As the Illinois
Commission has raised by subscription
$-5,000,000, and as the Legislature is
a.-ked to pass a law to permit the property
of Chicago to be mortgaged or bonded for
$5,000,000 more, when the $1,500,000 ad-
vanced by the Government is taken out,
the Illinois corporation has really but
$3,500,000 to invest, and it is to take the
receipts of the fair. Such is the Bulletin's
statement.

I.sit the facts do not bear out the charge.
The law explicitly,and without any am-
biguity whatever, declares that the Fed-
eral ( iovernment will not be responsible
for any debts or costs of the exposition at

Chicago for the "Federal Exhibit"in ex-
cess of $1,500,000. But it is also set forth
that the money to be expended for the
Federal Government shall be for these
purposes and these only: For charges in-
cident to the admission of foreign goods
free of duty, $20,000; for expenses of the
Federal exhibit and the charges of its care
and transportation and fitting tip,$200,000;

for a Government building in which to
mike the Federal exhibit, $400,000. But
this building is to bs sold at the close of
the exposition and the city of Chicago is
to be a preferred purchaser, if she wishes
to buy the structure. Then the Federal
Commissioners are to be paid $-6 a day for
actual days of service and their actual
traveling expenses to and from Chicago.

Itwillbe seen, therefore, that the Bulle-
tin, is inerror, since the Government does
not lend to the fair a cent, is express inits
declaration that it willnot be responsible
for any charges of the fair, and that the
whole cost of oaking its own exhibition
shall not exceed $1,500,000. That is to
say, the United States will make au ex-
hibitfrom the Patent Office, the Educa-
tional Bureau, Smithsonian Institution,
the life-saving service, etc., and for that
purpose willerect a buildingof iron, glass
and steel, and at the close of the fair the
buildiug willbe sold and the proceeds re-
turned to the Federal Treasury. The
Lnited States does not propose to pay one
cent toward the construction of the main
buildings, or to lend the fair corporation a
dollar of money, or to pledge tlie Federal
credit inits behalf, or to be responsible for
any of its expenses in promoting the fair.

Indeed, so explicit is the law, that it is
set forth that until the President receives
a report from the Federal Commission that
the Illinois Commission, or corporation,
has raised or secured $10,000,000, and has
provided the buildings and grounds, or
assured their provision, he shall not
issue his proclamation for the fair,or in-
vite foreign nations to take part init, or
authorize the making of the Federal ex-
hibitreferred to. To say, therefore, that
the Illinoiscorporation willhave toventure
but $3£00,0Q0 after getting Chicago
bonded for $5,000,000, is error, such as the
Bulletin shouid not have fallen into, with
the law before its eyes.

PREPARE FOR THE ENUMERATORS.
Next week the census enumerators will

callupon the people to respond to certain
questions that are necessary to ascertain
facts upon which statistics of population
can be hased for the next ten years. A few-
days ago we published the questions and
explained the reasons for some of them. It
was shown that there is no real invasion of
privacy, that the responses are not made
public, aud that the records are preserved
with great secrecy at Washington. It was
shown also that the enumerators have the
right to invoke the aid of the law to com-
pel the interrogated to respond, and that
for refusal or for false answers heavy pen-
alties are inflicted. We trust that the
people will render the enumerators all
possible aid;that no hindrances willbe
put in their way; that the cost to the•
iovernment of taking the census willbe

lessened by promptness of reply, and that
people will prepare themselves for the
coming of the enumerators by looking up
their family records, aud by informing
themselves of the facts required to be re-
corded concerning every person under .heir
roofs.

The most difficult work of the enumer-
ator is in taking the names, ages, nativity,
occupation and other data concerning those
who have not families those known as
transients, and those who are "'lodgers.''
To enroll this very large class accurately,
the enumerators must relyupon the heads
of households or places of entertainment,
where these men without homes of their
own. lod?c It will be seen, therefore,
that preparation for the coming of the
enumerator willlighten his labor and save
the time of the householder. Here, in
Sacramento, it is essential that a very
accurate enumeration be made, since the
census of 1880 certainly did this city gross
injustice.

THE OLD SPIRIT.
The Sau Francisco "sponge was ap-

plied anew in the World's Fair meeting
in that city on Tuesday, with the inten-
tion of absorbing the whole business of a
California exhibition at Chicago. "Why
should not San Francisco control the
whole matter, since she will contribute
the most of the exhibit and bear most of
the expense ?" Such was the plea. But
itis false in line and letter. The vine,
grain, fruit and mining interests willcon-
tribute the chief exhibits, and they are all
rural. The State willcontribute the most
of the money, and there are fifty-two
counties outside of San Francisco from
which it is drawn by the State. But the
old-time scheme was defeated, and the
convention to be held is to be a State
body, irrespective of wealth of localities or
centers of population. Such it should be.
Itis the State that is to exhibit inthe
World's Fair, not San Francisco or Sacra-
mento, or the South or the Xorth, but the
whole State, and as a State. How exceed-
inglynarrow, illiberal and silurian is this
selfish spirit on the part of a large portion
of the commercial men of San Francisco.
They remind us of school children
continually crying over supposed slights.
Is it not possible for the metropolis of the
State to rise superior to jealousy of the
interior ? Even the press of that city,
which is by no means so broad-minded
and liberal as to be distinguished for those
virtues, is driven to deplore the exhibi-
tion of selfishness and jealousy that was
manifest inthe meeting of Tuesday. For-
tunately for the proud city the disgrace of
grasping the whole business of the Cali-
fornia exhibit at Chicago was not consum-
mated, and the fact that it was not is to
the credit of gentlemen whose original
business education and experience was
had inthe "country." For which let the
people do honor to the "country."

The San Francisco CU suggests, as did
the Kecokp-I'xios the other day, that to
avoid these school census entanglements,
the distribution of school money should be
made upon the basis of attendance. The
Call now adds that this attendance census
should be an average, covering the whole
year, and thus packing of the school in
any given term to secure large school
money allotments wouldbe avoided. There
is wisdom in the suggestion. There are
some objections to it,but the counterbal-
ancing virtues are very great. It cer-
tainly is a matter worthy of serious con-
sideration.

A USEFUL LIFE CUT SHORT.
The sa.l Death of Captain Thomas P.

Dwyer Yesterday.
As appears in the telegraphic dispatches

this morning, giving an account of the
terrible railroad accident near Alameda
yesterday, this city has suffered the loss of
one of its oldest, most public-spirited and
respected citizens

—
Captain Thomas P.

Dwyer, President of the Sacramento Trans-
portation Company— who was at the Bay
on business connected with his company's
operations.

There ate few men in this community
wbo enj >y tosuch an extent tbe esteem and
confidence of the public as did Captain
Dwyer. It was only a few days ago that
he personally superintended the transporta-
tion by steamer of the children of the vari-
ous Sunday-schools to Knights Landing on
a picnic excursion, acn the very fact of his
presence gave assurance that" the utmost
care would be taken to prevent accident.
The followinginteresting sketch of his life
is taken from the recently-published history
of Sacramento couniy :

"Captain Thomas iJwyer, President of the
Sacramento Transportation Company, was
born in IS3I, in County Wexford, Ireland
—next to the youngest ina family of eight
children— his parents being Frank and
Ellen (O'Neai) Dwyer. His father was a
small farmer, who lived and died a poor
mau; his death took place in 1885. Xature
had endowed young Dwyer with tispirit of
enterprise, acd when, in 1;-1S. some ac-
quaintances tried to persuade him to go
with them to the Xew World, he readily
consented. Young, hearty, robust, he came
to Toronto in all the vigor of his young
manhood, and commenced the battle of
life. He at once engaged in the lumber
trade, working at that dming the winter
anl on a farm during the summer. In
1552 he came to the L'nited States, going
into Maumee county, Ohio, and there he
obtained his flrstcontract work, which con-
sisted in the getting out of a number of
.\u25a0ailroad ties. After this he went to Lake
county, Illinois, and again became a 'farm
hand' in the summer, going to the pine
woods ot Wisconsin in the winter, where
sometimes for six weeks continuously the
sun never melted the snow from the "sides
of the trees nor from the roof of the shanty
which served as their only shelter.

"InISoO. during the Pike's Peak excite-
ment, in company with a party of friends,
he started for the golddiggings. On reach-
ing the .Missouri river at Council Bluffs
they learned that Pike's Peak was a hum-
bug. Some of the party turned back, but
the subject of this sketch and his partner
struck out bol.ily for California, the land
of gold and sunshine. They came with ox
teams, viaLander's cut-oil, Raft creek and
the Honey Lake valley, to Susanville,
where they arrived on the 3d ofSeptember,
after a journey of fivemonths. He spent a
year in the mines of Shasta county, and
went to Chico during the following sum-
mer and ran a thrashing machine there
and in Colusa county. When the season
for farm work was over he bought some
timbar land on the Sacrameuto river in
Colusa county, and commenced cutting
the wood. He got together about 2,500
cords, taking in"a partner to share the
expense, bought a wood barge and brought
the wood to Sacramento, where he could
dispose of itto the schooners in the river.

"This was the origin ot what is to-day
known as the Sacramento Transportation
Company. He afterward bought a small
steamer to tow his barges. About this
time. 1886, J. H. Roberls, H. L. Miiler,
Michael Rigney, N, McXear and C. Clois
were added to the firm, which was then
known as the Sacramento Wood Company.
In 1j79 the name was changed to the Sac-
ramento Transportation Company, and the
firm was incorporated under the laws of
the State.

"The busy life of Captain D*yer had left
himbut scant time to devote to politics or
the fraternal societies. He was married in
1868 to Ellen Flannigan, a native of Ire-
land. They have five children, viz;
Frances Thomas, Mary Ellen, John Jeffrey,
WilliamPatrick and Thomas Edward.''

It was learned last night that Captain
Dwyer's mission to Oakland was to attend
the exercises at some college wbere one of
his sons is a student, and he left his home
by yesterday morning's train. His body
willdoubtless arrive to-day.

It is the same place visited by the
commission for the location of a Home for
the Feeble-Minded last year, and probably
would have been selected were it not for
pressure brought to bear infavorofanother
place.
