FRUIT PROSPECTS.

California Fruit Appears to Decay on its
Way to the East,

San Fraxcisco, June 4th.—The dzily
dispatches seem to indicate that California
fruit in the Eastern markets has thus far
been a failure. The fruit season proper
can hardly be said to be open, only cher-
ries, apricots and peaches being shipped at
the present time. Recent dispatches say
that tkese fruits have arrived Eastina
poor condition. With a view to learn the
cause of the depreciation of the fruits, a
Post reporter called on a number of promi-
nent fruit dealersthis morning and learned
that it was owing entirely to an overplus
of rain. As every one knows, the past
winter has been one of the severest ever
experienced in California, and the excess
of moisture in the ground has had an un-
healthy effect on the fruit.

Isidore Jaccbs, of the well-known firm
of A. Lusk & Co., and one of the best
posted men in the city in the fruit market,
said to a reporter this morning:

“It became evident to me that our East-
ern shipments would be failures some time
ago, when the first carload of green apri-
cots was sent East. They arrived at their
destination in a very poor condition, not
being able to withstand the trip. If green
fruit will become unfit for use, what is to
become of the ripe fruit? The trouble is,
we have had too much moisture this sea-
son. The fruit which remains here, how-
ever, will be all right, and so far it has
been very good.”

In respouse to a question as to whether
this unfortunate state of affairs would not
tend to depreciate the value of fruit, Mr.
Jacobs said :

**There will be a big demand for truit in
our own market, 23 the Eastern crop this
year is going to be very short. The de-
mand for dried fruits is now lively, and
there is none to be had. A great mistake
the fruit-growers make is placing their
dried fruits on the marketin the opening
of the season at too fancy prices. When
the article is scarce, as with everything
else, up goes the price, and at the close of
the season there is naturally a fictitious
value placed on the fruit. When the next

‘season opens the growers hold out for these
ficutious prices, and never get them. The
result is that toward the end the prices are
ridiculously low, as they were ridiculonsly
high at the opening. The canning men
are getting rather tired of this sort of
business, as the fluctuations ruin the mar-
ket for canned goods.”

Speaking of the California Fruit Union,
which has its headquarters at Sacramento,
and which has been doing most of the
shipping of fruits East lately, Mr. Jacobs
said that he was in favor of the system ;
but, unfortunately, he thought, for the
shippers, there had been a split some time
ago, and the heaviest producers were now
sending their own froit East, selling it
through independent auctioneers, the re-
sult being to force down prices. The cause
of the split was that the big shippers ob-
jected to the small producer. who was get-
ting as much per box for his fruit as was
the man who shipped a carload.

THE O’CONNOR ESTATE.

Provisions of the Will of the Late Mrs.
Mary J. O’Connor,

SaAN Fraxcisco, June 4th.—The will of
the late Mrs. Mary J. O'Connor, widow of
Bryan O'Connor, who was killed in the
Oakland railroad accident on Friday last,
has been filed for probate. The document
appoints William Costello, Thomas R.
Bannerman and J. D. Power executors,
and they petition for letters testamentary.
The petition states that the property left
by the deceased consists of $800 in money
and the interest of her late husband in the
drygoods house of O'Connor, Moffatt & Co.,
estimated to be worth $800,000.

The will is aated August 16, 1889.
Testairix leaves $10,000 for the erection of
a monument over her husband’s grave;
$25,000 each to Margaret Scanlon, Mary
Scanlon, Hannah Brosnan, Catherine
Fleming, sisters, and Maurice and Patrick
O’Connor, brothers of Bryan O'Connor, a
special provision being inserted that none
of these shall be entitled to a legacy under
the will if they shall receive anything from
bis estate.

To William Costello, her brother, test-
atrix leaves $50,000; also $50,000 to the
children of her deceased brother, James
Costello. To Mary Madeline Costello,
widow of ber brother John, $10,000; to
Margaret Costello, her sister, $50,000; to
Bridget Costello, a nun, known in religion
as Sister Mary Evangeline, $5,000. To
her brothers James and Augustine Costello
she leaves $30,000 each, and to Charles Cos-
tello $5,000. To the four children of
Jaumes D. Power, manager of O'Connor,
Moffatt & Co., she leaves $20,000 to be
equally divided.

Small sums are left to other relatives,
and the following bequests to charitable
institutions: Sisters of Mercy of San Fran-
cisco, $8,000; Old Ladies’ Home, $3,000;

2,500 each to the Roman Catholic Or-
phan Asylum, St. Joseph’s Orphan Asy-
lum, the Technical School, in charge of the
Sisters of Mercy, St. Vincent's School, the
Youths’ Directory and 8t. Mary’'s College
in Oakland: $2000 to the Academy in
charge of the Dominican Sisters at San
Rafael: $7.000 to the Day Homes of the
Holy Family and $5,000 to the Hebrew
Orphan Asvium.

The deceased leaves $1,000 each to all
the servants who have been in her employ
for ten years or more and the same amount
to all who bave been in her husband’s em-
ploy, which includes the employes of
O'Connor, Moftatt & Co. The residue of
the estate goes to her heirs-at-law. The
executors are given full power to carry out
the will without applyiug to any Court,

ENGINEER DUNN.
He Seems to be an Artfal Dodger—Of-
ficers on the Alert.

OAKLAND, June 4th.—Sherifil Hale has a
Coroner’s warrant for the arrest of engineer
Duan for manslaughter, but as vet he has
been unable to serve it. Telegrams have
been sent to all parts of the country asking
for Dunn’s arrest. The Sheriff bas visited
his home, at Boulder Creek, Santa Cruz
county, but his wife bas neither seen nor
heard of him since tte disaster. A rumor
is afloat that the missing engineer has left
for Central America, but it has not been
substantiated. The last seen of him was
on Monday morning, when he boarded a
local train. In answer to a question, he
told brakeman Mclcan that he was going
to attend the inquest.

WooprLaxp, June 4th.— One hundred
boys and girls of this place met to-day and
organized a “Boys' and Girls’ Co-operstive
Fruit Canning and Drying Union.” The
officers are: President, Sidney L. Stcne;
Vice-President, Mamie Beck; Secretary,
Theo. Gosliner; Treasurer, Ed. Huston.
The officers, with Annie Nelk, Charles
Mossmayer and Arthur Elston, form an
Executive Board. The Union proposes to
commence business at once, and is prom-
ised assistance from our fruit men and
citizens generally. The members of the
Union range in age from 12 to 19 years.
They propose managing their business, and
will divide the profits according to the
labor contributed by the members of the
organization. It is thought it will have
300 members within a month, and wiil be
prepared to contract with fruit men and
raisin growers to furnish labor in picking
and boxing grapes, etc.

Latest from Formosa,

8ax Francisco, June 4th.—Advices re-
ceived by the steamer City of Peking to-
night state that the war against the sav-
ages in Formosa is being conducted in a
desultory manper. The Chinese troops
have suffered several severe repulses and
are unable to make any progress in the
subjugation of the country. It is believed
that the troops in North Formosa have
lost heavily, both from the attacks of the
enemy and from disease.

The expedition returned to Tamsui, and
the Governor, being chagrined at the fail-
ure of the troops, degraded General 8i, who
was in command.

A Colonel was also beheaded for appro-
griating the pay of the troops. In South
ormosa also the whole Bhotan tribe of
aborigines have again taken the warpath,
caused by the arrest and confinement of
two of their number for petty offenses.

The tribes marched against the city
where the men were confined and threat-
ened to kill the inhabitants unless the
prisoners were released. The men were
accordingly surrendered and the Bhotans
departed. An expedition was quickly
planned and a force of 5,000 men has been
sent after the savages, who retreated to the
mountains.

Fossil Remains,

PETALUMA, June 4th.—Interest still con-
tinues in the discussion of the fossil bones
of the mammoth animal found near Pet-
aluma. A number of theories prevail as
to the identity of the animal, but the gen-
eral opinion is that it is a fossil elephant.
Another tusk was found seven feet in
length, weighing ninety-one pounds and
composed of solid ivory, which falls to
pieces on exposure to the air. It is broken
off, and must have been originally ten feet
in length. A few years ago, near Petaluma,
was found an enormous hip bone of some
prehistoric animal, and the most perfect
preserved specimen of its class. The
authorities of the State University were
communicated with in reference to this
discovery, aud it is expected a represent-
ative will arrive from there in a few days.
