of Fraud in Building the San
Francisco City Hall Walls.

San Frakcisco, June 6sh. —There is
much excitement over charges made by a
bricklayer named George R. Hanks that in
many places the walls of the Larkin-street
wing ofthe new City Hallare mere shells.
The contracts and specifications call for
four feet of solid masonry in these wallsof
bonded brick. Mayor Pond, guided by
Hanks, has tested the walls in several
places, and itis charged has found—it is
not known to what extent —that sections of
the walls are but two bricks thick on the
exterior, and that between these shells is a
fillingof mortar, spent lime, sand, broken
brick and masonry refuse. Some of these
walls were to sustain fifteen-ton iron gird-
ers, and on some of these girders cross
brick wall? were to rest.

It is said the Mayor is satisfied the walls
will have, in large part, to be pulled down
and rebuilt. The fraud, if carried out,

\u25a0would have benefited the contractors about
$•10,000. Aquarrel between the bosses and
workmen is said to have brought about the

revelation.
The City Hall Commissioners met to-

day, when Hanks made a statement sus-
taining his charges. The contractors are
McCarthy, Riddell »fc McCann. Hanks
says he'protested to McCarthy abont the
fraud, but the contractor replied, "
it,no one willknow anything about it 100
years from now."

The contractors, by one of the tirm, ap-
peared before the Commission and said
they were ready tor an investigation.

Hanks testified that he would not have
complained of the fraud if the contractors
had not "laid him off." Superintendent
Boyd said he had watched the building of
the walls, out itwas possible for the con-
tractors to have hoodwinked him. The
Mayor said that was true, unless a watch-
man was put behind every bricklayer.
Boyd said that the holes found could be re-
paired in three hours' time. The Com-
mission said, however, it wanted to know
how far the hollow places extended.

The contractors brought in their brick-
layers to testify, and one Fitzgerald,
charged by Hanks with the crooked work,
angrily denied it, and charged it onto
Hanks, but the latter stuck to his story.
There was a noisy time between Hanks
and the workmen, until the Mayor had to
enforce order. It was then resolved to ap-
point a committee of experts to examine
the walls. _______

FRENCH IN SOUDAN.
Annihilation of a Senegalese Garrison of

! Men.
I'ari6. Jnne 6th.—The latest news from

the French inSoudan is given in a corre-
spondence tothe Lt Temf* from St. Louis,
Senegal, dated Ma\ '«:h. The correspond-
ent says: "Commander Arcbinard. anx-
ious to terminate the campaign, marched
with a small colurau, composed of artil-
lery, upon the town ofHuosebongon, in
order to disperse the last partisans of King
Agoadm. The place of the real fortress
was defended by 1.000 men. The attack
began April 24th. The troops succeeded
during the day inoccupying a portion of
the town, but the Toueoulers kept righting
inch by inch. The battle raged through-
out the night with great fury, and not un-
til the evening of the next day were we
masters of the town. As to its defenders,
not a single one survived. They were all
killedon the spot or blew themselves up
by setting fire to the powder magazine.
\Vp had fifteen killed and seventy-two
wounded. The Banibaros auxiliary suf-
fered the ruost. TwoEuropeans only were
killedand seven wounded."

Enraged Fishermen.

EAST OF THE ROCKIES.

The Negro Conference Admits the
Necessity of Education.

A >EW PARTY ORGANIZED.

Revolting Confession of a Missouri
Murderer—Aristocratic Ten-

dencies of Americans.

[SPECIAL DISPATCHES TO THE EECGED-VNION.]

NEGRO CONFERENCE.

Education i- Admit ted to be the Only
Trae Solution.

Lake Mohosk (N. Y.j, Jane G:h.—At
the opening session of the Negro Confer-
ence, the Executive Committee presented a
series of resolutions urging education as
the keynote of the situation—education
normal and industrial. Judge Tourgee
spoke on "The Negro's View of the Race
Question." He presented a series of reso-
lutions much more radical than those of
the committee. Hon. Andrew I). White
believed ina peaceful solution of the race
problem, and regretted the defeat of the
Blair bill. Other addresses were made by
John Glenn of Baltimore, General Bnnk-
erholl of Ohio, General O. O. Howard of
New York, and Edna D.Cheney of Bos-
ton.

At the closing session to-night a lengthy
set of resolutions were adopted. They re-
cite encouraging progress by the negro race,
and say that no other race ever made such
industrial progress in twenty-five years.
Much remains to bejdone, but there is a
steady material and mental improvement
in the race, and a growing tendency to self-
help on their part that gives hope. We
believe that the welfare of the country re-
quires that the negro liveinrelations of good
willand mutal confidence with his white
neighbors, and only on such principles can
such relations be maintained. To this end
the conference recommends:

First —Increased facilities for industrial
training, not only in trades but especially
in improved agriculture, and for girls in
household duties. We believe ineduca-
tion, and urge all school authorities to use
industrial training, not in order to make
the negro a mere toiler, but to make nobler
manhood and womanhood by discipline of
intelligent labor.

Second —Family is God's unit of society.
The Christian home is a great civilizer.
L'ltimateiy in the homes of the colored
people the problem of the colored race will
be solved. The girls and women of the
race must determine the character oi negro
homes. All influences which tend to
purity, intelligence and beauty of home
and ennobling of the women of the negro
race should be systematically fostered.
We believe the one-room cabin is the
social curse of the negro race, as is the
tepee of the Indian and over-crowded tene-
ment rooms of our cities.

The Conference earnestly urges the build-
ing up of wholesome, cleanly, intelligent
Christian homes and the inculcation of
sound temperance principles as being of
the greatest importance to the race, and to
the upbuilding of such homes all friends of
the negro inall parts of the land are urged
to use every effort.

Third—We recognize ruoet gratefully the
noble work for the education of the" race
already done by the people of the States in
which live moßt of our colored fellow-citi-
zens. But this is only a good beginning.
The common school should be made more
effective, with agreater number of colored
teachers, who must be still more efficiently
trained at additional normal schools.
Higher education must be open to the most
capable negroes in their character of true
manhood and womanhood, is the object
alike of education, free government and
Christian civilization.

Fourth —We especially urge upon all
who deal with negroes that they endeavor
to promote self-reliant morality. The cre-
ditsystem, with store-pay an"l lien npon
crops, has so uniformly shown itself to be
harmful, that we urge its avoidance wher-
ever possible.

Fifth—To promote those habits of thrift
and productive economy which must un-
derlie the acquisition of property and
ownership of land, as well as all advance
in civilization, we urge the establishment
by the United States Government of a
postal savings system.

Sixth—For the entertainment of these
ends we look to the enlightened Christian
sentiment of people of all parts of our
country, to the unselfish service of helping
the negro to help himself, and educate him
in morality and religion, and thus incivil-
ization and titness.

—Other Places.

New York, June 6:h.—The terrific
thunder-storms last evening, throughout
the night ami long after daybreak, seem to
to have been widespread. From allpoints
of the compass from hundreds of miles
away come stories of floods and havoc by
lightning and the high winds. Several
lives were lost. In and about this city
several buildings were struck and burned.
Houses were unroofed and fences and trees
laid prostrate.

DISASTRIOCB FLOODS IS O3CTARIO.
Schombebg, June 6th.

—
In consequence

of the heavy rains yesterday and the sweep-
ing away of two large milldams, this vil-
lage sustained heavy losses. Business
houses and private dwellings were swept
away by the floods and many persons were
left homeless and destitute.

Greenwood (Ont.), June 6th.—The most
disastrous freshet ever known here oc-
curred last evening. Four dams north of
this place gave way. The roads are sub-
merged, cellars are Hooded and bridges
carried away. The telegraph wires are
broken.

Baerie (Ont.), June Cth.—The most dis-
astrous flood which has ever visited this
town took place yesterday. In conse-
quence of two days' heavy rainfall the
streets in the central portion of the town
are submerged. The principal business
thoroughfares presented and awful sight
last evening. The water was fully two feet
deep and many stores were flooded. The
streets in the vicinity of Five Points were
washed away to a depth of six and eight
feet. There was a chasm fully fifty feet
wide. The vast body of water which
rushed down from the hills carried every-
thing inits path to the bay.

A NEW PARTY.

Yesterday Crane got a huge envelope
which contained a letter from the same
company, with the headings, "Armorial
bearings of families;emblazoning, depict-
ing and engraving family coats-of-arms.
crests, mottoes, etc.' The letter contained
a batch of fiftybills for collection. They
wereagainst some of the most prominent
people in the country, and were tor engrav-
ing family coat6-oi-arrns. Among them
were ex-President Hayes and Lispenard
Stewart.

MANIA FOR MURDER.

A Missouri Fiend Makes a Revolting
Confession.

Sedalia (Mo.). June 6:h.—Thomas Wil-
liamson, the murderer of Jefferson Moore
and his son Charles, has made a written
confession. He says h? quarreled with
Charlie and killed him with an ax. He
told the famiiy that Charlie had gone visit-
ing. Afew days latter, during a quarrel
withold man Moore, he killedhim in the
same way.

Regarding the death of his (William-
son s )wife,he says it was caused by a dose
of medicine he gave her for cramps. He
buried her body without a permit because
he was too poor to buy a coffin.
Ithas just been learned that Williamson,

in 1860, killed a farmer named Charles
Koch, near Peoria. 111. He was tried and
sentenced to be hanged, but Governor
Oglesby commuted his semence to twenty
years' imprisonment. He served seven-
teen years, and when released came to
Missouri.

The police think Williamson guilty of
another murder :wo years ago.

Fatal Railroad Accident.
Rcckfobd (111.), June Gth.—The North-

western passenger train was derailed near
here this morning by a broken wheel. A
gang of section men'were working beside
the track and were caught in the wreck and
four of them, August Johnson, Emil An-
derson, John Gustafson and John Drehner
were instantly killed, as was also Engineer
Biasdell. Tne fireman, two section men,
and several ol the passengers, were slightly
injured.

Epidemic of Suicides.
New York, June 6th.—There is an epi-

demic of suicides here. Joseph Schedler,
aged 50, shot hirrself through the ear on
account of rheumatism; Ida Whitman,
aged 38, took rough on rats; an unknown
negro hanged himself from a tree on the
bank ofthe Harlem river; and James Case,
aged 32, out of work, threw himself under
the wheels of a heavily loaded truck. All
four cases were within twenty-four hours
in this city.

The l'ii-i.|f.it Addresses the Senate

About Cedar Keys.
Washington, June Oth.—The President'sletter, transmitting to the Senate informa-

tion about the Cedar Keys, Florida, matter,
details circumstances already familiarto the
public, and then adds: 'It willbe observed
that the United States Collector of Customs
at Cedar Keys has been driven from the of-
fice and from the town, and the administra-
tion of the customs laws of the United
Slates at that port suspended by the vio-
lent demonstration and threats of one Cot-
trell.Mayor of the place, assisted by his
Town Marshal. Mitchell. If it has been
necessary, as Ido not think itcan be, in
any case for a United States officer to ap-
peal to the local authorities for immunity
from violence in the exercise of his duties,
the situation at Cedar Keys did
not suggest or encourage such appeal. It
willalways be agreeable to me if the localauthorities, acting upon their own sense of
duty, maintain the dignity of the Govern-
ment. When this is not done Ishall deem
it my duty to use the adequate powers
vested in the Executive to make itsafe and
feasible tohold and exercise the offices estab-lished by the Federal Constitution and
laws. The means used ia this case were, in
my opinion, lawfuland necessary, and the
officers do not appear to have intruded
upon any private right in executing the
warrants placed in their bands.

"Aletter dated August 4th last, which
appears in the correspondence submitted,
appealing to me to intervene for the pro-
tection of the city of Cedar Keys from the
brutal violence of Cottrell, it will be no-ticed, was written before the appointment
of the new Collector. It is a very grim
commentary upon the condition of social
order at Cedar Keys that only a woman,
who had, as she says in her letter, no son
or husband who could be made a victim of
his malice, had the courage to file charges
against this man, who was then holding a
subordinate place in the customs service.'

SOUTHERN REPUBLICANS.
They Will Unite to Secure the Legisla.

tiou They Desire.
Washington, June tJtli.

—
The twenty-one

Republican members from the Southern
States met Wednesday night after the party
caucus.in the rooms of Mr.Bowden of Vir-
ginia. They decided to act as a unit in
calling up several measures of vital im-
portance to them and their section. Among
these were the war claims bill,and an edu-
cational bill,which is practically the old
Biairbill. They also discussed the subject
ol a Federal election law. It is their de-
termination to antagonize every bill which
bears on its facg the stamp of sectionalism.
Messrs. Brower and Ewart of North Caro-lina, who. next to Mr. McComas of Mary-
land, are most earnest in their desire for
Federal supervision, say that while they
believe their return to the next Congrts-i is
contingent on the passage ol such a bill,
they want a billwhich is honestly intended
for the whole country, and not merely forthe South. A billrequiring the signatures
of the Supervisors of Election to the mem-
bers' certificate of election, and without
which the Clerk shall not swear in themember, seems to satisfy them.

The conference was" called at Speaker
Reed's suggestion, and the result, as far as
the election law is concerned, was com-
municated to the party caucus on the Fed-
eral election question.

EYKACD'S TRAVELS.

The French Strangler Visited Washing-
ton ;in>i i:.ii in ion-.

Washington, June Gth.

It is now posi-
tive that Eyraud, the French strangler,
paid "Washington a visit during his sojourn '

in America. Last Sunday night Pierre
Gaillard,Parisian Inspector of Police, who
came over on the ISurgogne, and a New
York detective came to Washington and
secured from the National Hotel a small
satchel that had been left there by Eyraud
several weeks ago. In addition to the
Goufle papers, it is said, there were fonnd
in the satchel some letters written by
Gabrielle to Eyraud while he was passing
as a Spanish merchant in Guaynias, Mex-
ico.

While Inspector Gaillard and assistant
were in Washington, Leon Sondonis, an-
otLer Parisian police agent, was looking
through the hotel and depot check-room in
Baltimore.

ItWas a Fake.
Washington. June Oth.—Secretary Blame

said this evening that there was notruth in
the San Diego dispatch to the effect that
the Mexican Government had requested the
United States to send soldiers to San Diegc
to prevent an expedition against Lower
California. Romero, the Mexican Minis-
ter, also said the dispatch was not true. He
said the Mexican Government had not
asked anything from the Government of
the United States wiih regard to the fili-
bustering expedition, and added that the
Mexican Government had ample means at
its disposal to deal properly with any fili-
busters who might invade Mexican soil.
He did not think, however, that there
was much danger of such an invasion.

Troublous Indians.
Washington, Jnne Cth.—The Secretary

of the Interior has received advices corrob-
orating the report that a white man was
recently murdered on the Tongue River
Reservation in Montana by Northern
Cheyenne Indians. The settlers are greaily
al&rmed and soldiers have been ordered
dispatched to the scene to restore the feel-
ing of safety.

Reports received about the trouble at the
Green Bay, Wis.. agency state that it is
owing to the hostility of the Indians to the
newly-appointed agent, Mr. Kilsey, and
their desire to retain the old agent. Secre-
tary Noble has telegraphed Kilsey to take
charge of the office at once, or he would
see that an agent was appointed who
would do so.

Some Hope Yet.
Washington, June Oth.—senator Hearst

was before the Commerce Committee to-
day, urging the appropriation of half a
million dollars for the Sacramento and
Feather rivers, He urged that a delay of
two years in making this appropriation
wouldmean an additional expense to the
Government of several million dollars in
improving these rivers. Senator Hearst
willappear before the committee again to-
morrow, and willexert himself to his ut-
most to secure the river-. Mr.Clunie is
working to the same end. The river and
harbor billof the Senate, will,in allprob-
ability, do more for the Sacramento and
Feather rivers than is contemplated in the
House bill.

Silver May be a Campaign Is«ue.
Washington. June Gth.— The National

Executive SilverCommittee to-day adopted
resolutions to the effect that incase a satis-
factory measure for the fullrestoration of
stiver to its former place as a mouey metal
be not enacted, it will call a National
Silver Convention, inwhich the Farmers'
Alliance and all other industrial organiza-
tions will be invited, with bi-nietaHists
everywhere, with tbe view of sinking poli-
tics and making the silver question the
controlling issue in fature campaigns, par-

ticularly in Congressional districts, in the
next eltction. T::e a mmittee regards
with unalterable disfavor any bullion re-
demption provision.

Kight-Hour Discussion.

Committee on Postofficts to-day had under
consideration the bill to make eight con-
secutive hours a day's work for postal
clerks. Postmaster-General Wanamakfr
opposed the bill,icsistine 'hat its provi-
sions were impracticable.

ironclad rule of this kicd, but asserted thai
ifhe were allowed an annual appropria-
tion of $500,000 he would bring the service
in first and second-class offices around to
an eight- hour basis, which would be satis-
factory to employes.

For Inspection of Meat.
Washington, June tub— Senator Pad-

dock, lrom the Committee on Agriculture
and Forestry, to-day reported a bill for the
inspec;icn of meat and meat products sub-
ject to the interstate commerce, which is
intended as a substitute for the bill re-
ported from Vest's select committee, li
provides for the inspection of animals at
slaughter-houses where killed and of
canned goods at establishments where put
up.

CONGRESSIONAL.
INTHE SENATE.

Washington. June Cth.—This morning Mitch-
ellmoved to reconcider the vote by which the
Senate passed yesterday the billauthorizing the
constriction ola railroad bridge across the Co-
lumbia river,near Vancouver. The motion was
entered.

The silver bill was tnken up and Plumb ad-
dressed the Senate. Plumb haid he believed it
was all but the unanimous opinionof the people
that a very considerable increase in the volume
of currency was uecessarv. The circulation to-
day was 1840,000,000 less than the fiamerscf the
financial legislation of 1875 anticipated. Al-
though the commercial business ofthe country
had usabled within that time, the total amount
of money which the people of the Coiled Btttet
had tor the transaction of daily business could
not exceed KOO.OO 1,000. He believed itwas Its*
than 1600,000,000, and upon that narrow inunda-
tion has been tuLt an enormous structure ofcredit, propped up here and there by devices of
various kinds, au<! it is kej't swelling and grow-
ing, while the base on which it rested did not
grow inproportiou to the structure.

"The Senator from New York (Hiscock) yes-
terday described the treat wealth and prosper-
ityOf the country." continued Plumb, "but if
the picture is true why has the .Senator and hiscommittee, the Finauce Committee, been piling
up protective dut.csv"

ii:- Plumb's; idea was that not only should
the vacancy ot national bank circulation be
made up. but there ought to be added to that
at lesst as much as would result from the free
coinage ofsilver. He was willing to abandon
his idea in favor of fiat money and to widen
the base of the credit structure by adding to it
all the silver that the United states Mints could
turn out. According to the best data there was
less than 180,000 000 worthof silver mined ev-
ery yenr in the United States. Ot that some

10 was coined, 18,000,000 used in arts,
and only 517,000,u00 could be used in free coin-
aee. Itwas to be remembered that the na-
tional bank circulation was being every day
retired, the amount to be retired this year be-
ing SlO 000,000.

Plumb went on to speak of the silver bill,in
connection withthe question of protection. TheSenate, he said, had appealed yesterday by the
senator from New York (Hiscock) against the
billin the sacred name of protection, silverwas an American production— a much larger
product than many others that were to be pro-
tected by duties of Mm or -SOO per cent, under the
coinage tariff bill. He would like to ask the
Senator from New York, who was so anxious
about foreign commerce, what he intended to
do with a tariff bill which would prevent the
t'nited states from having any foreign com-
merce. He hoped he might interpret the Sen-
ator's remaiks on that point as a hopeful augury
of the action of that Senator in putting his
knife into the billnow before the Finance Com-
mittee

—
n bill which would raise the price of

nearly everything used by the masses.
The silver bill was then laid aside, and the

Senate took up the bill to authorize Maricopa
county to issue bonds in aid of railroad con-
struction. The bill passed— ayes 3C. nays 18.
This is a House bill,and was passed without
amendment.

Amessage from the President relating to the
landing of an armed force from the revenue
cutter at Cedar Keys, Florida, was read ami re-
ferred to the Judiciary Committee.

Dl THE HOI'SE.

Washington, June 6th.—ln the House to-day
the silver debate was resumed.

Lind ofMinnesota was the first speaker. He
said silver should be restored to its former posi-
tion. This was demanded by the great mass ol
the American people,

Lacey of lowa said the country was met with
a contraction ofthe currency, 'fhe pending bill
proposed to give the country an increase to off-
set contraction, and even more. It was practi-
cally a free coinage bill. 'Ihe capacity of the
mints was 500.000.000. The output of the mints
was !51,0C0,0G0, free coinage, every dollar of
American silver would be about K0.000,000, yet
this bill proposed to give $54,(00,000 a year of
legal tender treasury notes. It was a free coin-age measure because it provided that when sil-ver was at par mints should be open to free
coinage. The country needed an expansion of
the currency ia a safe way, and this billpro-
vided forit.

Walker of Massachusetts spoke against free
coinage. He asserted that, demonetization of
silver w?s not the cause of the decrease in
prices. Prices had been going down a hundred
years More money meant more misery.

Perkins of Kansas remarked, 'Inthat connec-tion weall love misery."
Walker added that hetoas going to vote for

the pending bill because the members of theHouse from ISC* up to the present time, for thepurpose ot getting back there, had urged Bnd
encouraged the people ia their follyuntil they
had come to such a state of mind" that some-thinghad to be done or they would break the
members up. Laughter.j It was pure politics
—that was allthere was about it.

Blount of Georgia contended that silver de-
monetization had cast a bliehtiug curse over
everybody except the capitalist. To increase
the volume of circulation was pot only the way
to relieve agricultural interests, but every other
interest ivthe country. Hecriticised the Treas-
ury bill,declaring that itwas intended to stop
the further coinage of the silver dollar. It was
a Wall street mea-ure, he said. He also criti-
cised the caucus bill,and advocated the free
coinage measure.

Bland said he could only protest against the
right of a member ol th» minority to offer the
amendment. The gag law was placed upon
the minorily for the purpose of passing a bill
through the House, the effect of which was to
demonetize si.ver. The billwas a Wall-street
scheme aud n gold-bag scheme to change the
ratio between gold aud silver. It recognized
silver bullion according to its sold value. Sil-
ver was being murdered iv the house of its
friends. He especially criticised the bulliou-
redemption clause, arguing that it would pre-
vent any appreciable expansion of the cur-
rency. It would hold out temptation to the
Secretary of the Treasury to make a million
dollars out of a speculation in Wall street. Free
coinage of silver would not only appreciate sil-
ver bullion, but depreciate god bullion and
bringthe two metals to an equality. The Govern-
ment must either issue fiat money or give un-
limited use to gold and silver.

Kerr oflowa advocated the bill as a long step
in the right direction. It would result in the
remonetization of si.ver and in the two metals
ultimately going hand inhand.

Towusend of I'olorado said prosperity would
not return aud the downward course of prices
would not be arrested until silver returned to
its proper place. The only complete and per-
fect remedy was to reverse the action of 1»73 and
go back to the free and unlimited coinage of
silver.

Dorseyof Nebraska said that if Secretary
Windoin had purchased and coined the maxi-
mum amount ot silver allowed under the ex-
isting laws, four millions per month, there
would have been no need of this fHinililiiii.
and he won d have strengthened the adminis-
tration of President Harrison. To that section
of the substitute which provided for bullion
redemption Dcrsey emphatical y objected.
Would itnot be belter to cover the one million
redemption fund into the Treasury and use it
as a part of the circulating medium, and in
ca.-e luited Stat s notes were presented for re-
demption and there was no money to meet tlie
demand, allow the Seetetaty to se'l bonds to
meet the demands. Bullion redemption in the
future wojldbs stricken out. and lie appet ed
to h> >i'le of the House to allow a vote on the
proposiUon.

McKae of Arkansas appealed to the gentle-
men on the other side who believed in free
coinage to re>tore diva to its proper place, not
step by siep, but as it was destroyed— in one
jump.

The H<vi«e at S o'clock took a recess untili.
At the evening se.-siou of the House the silver

debate was continued. Among the speakers
were Burns, I.ane of Illinois, suiriey and Hol-
man.

Japanese Snow Their Bitter Hatred
for Foreigners.

MISSIONARIES HANDLEDROUGHLY

Bismarck's Opinions are Merely
Those of a Private Gentleman—

Anxiety for the Emperor.

RIOTOUS JAPANESE.
They Show Their Hate for Foreigners in

a Forcible Manner.

Some uneasiness prevails among the for-eigners in the Japant-se Capita!, owing todevelopments which have followed themurder of the Canadian missionary, thelate Rev T. A. Large. The excitement oc-casioned by the news of the murder had
just died away, when one of the best-known foreigners in the city found himselfthe victim of circumstances which com-pelled his departure, and close upon thatanother missionary was set upon by acrowd of students and seriously cut withknives.

On MayO;h the Rev. James Summers,
for many years past proprietor of theEnglish school in Tokio, which is patron-
ized by the nobility, was driving on one ofthe principal thoroughfares of Tokio with
his wife, when the carnage of the DowagerEmpress, mother of the present Mikado
approached with a cavalry tscort. Whena member of the royal family passes, it is
customary for people along the street touncover their heads, and Mr.Summers
reined his horse into one side of the
street and hailed. As the carriage ap-proached he took oft his hat and replaced
it as soon as the carriage was past him.One of the cavalrymen noticed this and
raised his lance and struck Summers asevere blow on the head.

The soldier was at once arrested andCourt-martialed.
The native press immediately took up

the matter, and much feeling against for-eigners was manifested by the rough stu-dent element known as "the Sbosei. whowere iDtlamed by a report that Summers
had been guilty of an act of disrespect to-wards the Empress Dowager. They calledrepeatedly at Summer's school, "and so
alarmed Summers that he placed the school
in the hands of the police and left on the16ih instant by steamer for his home in
England, leaving his family in care ot
friends.

The Shosei are greatly excited, and theforeigners are fearing a serious outbreak.
Unfortunately Summers is the same manwho years ago caused the death of the Gov-ernor ot Macao, in China, by refusing to

remove his hat when the Corpus Christi
procession was passing. He was thrown
into prison by the Portuguese, was rescued
by the English Admiral, and in the pend-
ing excitement the Portuguese Governor
and one other person were killed.

On the 17th m«t the Japanese students
of the Presbyterian school, known as the
MeijiGakiun. started to play a game of
baseball with the students "of the Koto
Seigakko, a preparatory school, on the
grounds of the latter school. Rev. G. W.Knox, an American missionary teacher in
the MeijiGakiun, accompanird "thesludents
from his school. While the game was in
progress another American n:issionary,
Rev. W. Imbry of New Jersey, also "a
teacher in the same school, went to the-
grounds and stepped over a low hedge into
the field. He was set upon by the shosei,
beaten about the head and body and sus-
tained several serious injuries and knife
cuts about the head. Xo cause is given for
the attack. He will,however, recover.

L*s3 fear is being shown by the Sfaosei
for the police and the outcome of the ex-
citement is the topic ofgeneral surmise.

The American squadron on the Asiatic
station have not had a vessel stationed in
Yokohama harbor since the flagship
Omaha left two months ago forKobe, atwhich port she is still stationed. TheMonocacy is in Chinese waters and the
Swatara is at Chemulpo, whither she car-ried the family ofUnited States MinisterHerd. This vessel is expected withina
week at Nagasaki, whither she brings ex-
United States Minister Dinsmore.

Rear-Admiral Belknap has bis family atTobe, and Secretary Reamty, who has re-
covered from the injuries sustained in theSamoan storm, is withhis wife at the «ame
port.

The American legation has just moved
into the new legation buildings erected forit at Jenokisakamachi, Tokio.

Mrs. Swift, wife of the American Minis-ter, is just appearing in society again aftera long and severe illness. Minister Swift
willnot leave the capital .or the summer.

Atthe Corean capital affairs are ina very
unsettled state. For many years O. H.Dennev, an American, has "directed the
Government from his position as advisor
to the King. Two months ago GeneralCharles W. Le Gendie. a Frenchman, who
won his title in the Union army during thecivil war. was called to Seoul to take an
appointment, but when he arrived Denney
refused to give ap the officialresidence. Le
Gendie sought for some method to oust theAmerican, but has not yet succeeded. Le
Gendie has accepted the position of Vice-
President.

Another change in the Cabinet, an-
nounced on the 17th instant, has given Mr.
Musfj,late Minister to the United States,
the portfolio of Agriculture and Commerce,
just as he was preparing to leave for his
post at Washington. Prime Minister Ja-
magata retires from the Home Office, re-
taining the Premiership. Count Saigo. late
Minister of Marine, is made Minister of the
Home Office. Viscount Kabayama, lateVice-Minister of Marine, goes to the headof that department. Viscount Eromato,
Minister of Education, retires to the Privy
Council, and Mr. Jasikawa, of the HomeOffice, takes his place. Other portfolios
are held as before.
