“Why,” said he, “it's according to where
the man is running. If he happens to be
running inside the base line, or, in other
words, within the diamond, and the bail
strikes bim, I would call him out. If he
is running on foul ground, or outside the
line when struck, he isentitled tostrike over,
and the ball should be called foul. It is
simply a matter of juégment with the um-
pire. If he thinks the ball would have
rolled so as to be a fair hit, the man should
be called out, If otherwise, he should be
allowed to strike over.”

MAY'S METEOROLOGY.

Signal Service Summary of the Weather
in May.

Following is the monthly weather sum-
mary issued by the Signal Service office at
San Francisco, Department of the Pacific.
The weather during May has been gener-
ally favorable to the growing crops in the
Pacific-coast States, the light rain at the
end of the month in Oregon and Washing-
ton being particularly beneficial:

Rain fell in Northern California on the
6th, 7th, 8:h, 9th, 10th and 11th, and in
Southern California on the 8th, 9th, 10th,
26th and 27th; in Oregon on the 6th, 7th,
Sth, 9th, 10th, 11th, 19th, and 31st, and in
Washington on the 8th, 9th, 10th, 11th,
19th, 29th and 31st. In Central Calitornia
and Southern California the rains were
light and local.

The temperature has, during the greater
part of the month, been higher than the
norimal May temperature, short periods of
cool weather occurring, however, from the
26-h to the 31st,

A Hint to Anglers,

The angler should take care of his fish
after he has canght them. It is discredita-
ble to fetch back a lot of sun and wind-
dried trout, all curled up and stiff. Put a
handful of grass or ferns in the bottom of
the creel and kill the fish as soon as
caught, by hitting them a sharp blow on
the back of the head. If the weather is
hot, clean the morning’s catch at noon,
and every few hours dip the creel in the
stream. The best way to keep trout to
take home is as follows: Clean them very
thoroughly, taking care to remove the
gills and the blood under the back bone,
wipe dry inside and out, but do not wash
them, sprinkle them inside with black pep-
per, but on no account use salt. Pack in
cool, fresh grass and keep them in the
shade. If ice is used it shounld be put in a
tin can, or at least at the bottom of the
creel, for it spoils the flavor of trout to
have them soaking in water.—Forest and

AN INDOMITABLE PEOPLE.

Characteristics of a People With a Won-
derful History.

At the reception given last week to the
newly arrived Dutch colonists at Merced,
Edward Caurtis, representing the State Board
of Trade, delivered an address, in which he
said:

We have met to welcome to your goodly county
& new emigration from a land famous for the
colonies it has sent out into every part of the
civilized earth. Holland is a land famous in
other ways. Her people were known abroad
before Christ came. Julius Cmsar mentioned
them in his writings. They were among the
first people scquainted with the use of the

recious metals and with the manufacture of
gne tissues. The first satins, velvets and broad-
cloths were made in Holland. Tacitusesaid that
they were allies, not subjects of the Romans.

Inhabiting a country they wrested from the
ocean, of smaller size than the neighboring

county of Tulare, yet what & history that little
Dutch country has had. Charlemague was
proud to rule over them 1n the ninth century,
and Queen Elizabeth sent her army in defense
of the Netherlands the year Shakespeare was
born. Her favorite, Duke of Leicester, and
Walsingham were aiso stationed in Holland.
Through all the ages until this century Holland
has been the prize over which the greatest
diplomats and statesmen and Kings of the Oid
World have contended. The Dutch have stood
unmoved between the iron bulldog of Central
Europe on one side and the mercurial irascible
French on the other. Surrounded by marchin,
armies and revolutions, they have remaiues
the same plain, cleanly, straightforward, kind-
hearted, freedom loving, law-abiding citizens.
When the invaders pressed them too savagely
and with overwhelming numbers, they cat their
dikes and drowned the enemy.

The greatest statesman and benefactor of
Holland was undoubtedly John DeWitt., Under
him the fires of Jiberty were relighted, never to
go out again. If William the Silent was the
Washington of Holland, DeWitt was its Frank-
lin. It was during his administration that the
great powers united to crush the Duteh repubs
lic. He met and successfully contended with
the ablest rulers and skilled Cabinet Ministers
in England, France, Spain and Sweden. While
to-day Holland is governed by a King, he is one
of the mildest that ever sat upon a throne. The
sturdy Hollanders would tolerate no other.
Frugality, thrift, modesty and staying qualities
are the strong characteristics of the Dutch.
Chauncey Depew, himself of Holland ancestry,
says: “The Dutch have never been driven trom
any place where they sat down. All powers of
ancient and modern Europe, backed by the
force of old ocean itselt, have had their proud
waves stayed and their limits fixed by the stay-
ing powers of this little and indomitable people.
The Yankees conquered them in New York; the
Irish rule them; the Italians, the French, the
Germans and the Hebrews crowd them, but here
we are.”

The wit of Mr. Depew is sometimes at the ex-
pense of facts. The Yankees have not con-
quered them in New York. The Dutch were
not only the founders of New York, the second
city of the world, but they &nd their descend-
ants have always maintained supremacy in the
political, commercial, manufacturing and trans-
portation interests of that imperial city., What
names so prominent to-day in the business, con-
sarvative and social circles of New York as the
Vanderbilts, the Goelets, the Bleeckers, the
Brevoorts, the Van Rensselaers, the Roosevelts,
the Schuylers, the Havemeyers, the Opdykes
and the Van Shacks—every,one of them a de-
scendant of 4 Dutchman. Martin Van Buren,
the best politician and the first President of the
United States ever elected from1 New York, was
of pure Dutch stock. His ancestors came over
from Holland in the steerage of a ship, and
were poorer in purse than any of you who have
arrived here to-day in palace cars. Perhaps we
will have a President ot the United States from
California some day, and it may be a descend-
ant of one of the healthy, vigorous pioneers we
are here to greet. It isthe crowning glory of
American institutions that the humblest boy
has an equal chance with the highest born to
rise to exalted station.

Ladies and gentlemen, late of Holland, now
of California, the State Board that 1 represent
welcomes you, The county of Merced welcomes

ou. The State of California welcomes you.

e could ask for no citizens more desirable.
You are good representatives of a race pro-
verbial for honesty ingrained, integrity and
good habits. Your ancestors fenced out the sea
at a cost of §1,500,000,000—a sum greater than
our national debt—and the people of Holland
are maintaining those dykes at & cost of 32,000,-
000 annually. ere we do not have to pay such
a price for the privilege of living. Here we
have oceans of land to till instead of oceans of
water to fight. This very valley through which
you have ridden to-day, if it was all cultivated,
would produce enough to feed every man.
woman and child in Holland, Belgium and
Switzerland, and give each of them a bottle of
wine with meals besides,

We are glad you wanted to come here and live
among us. We shall be your friends. We have
not forgotten that the ancestors of some of us,
when driven from their homes by persecution
and bigotry, found rest and shelter in the
Netherlands, and that it was from Deft-Haven,
in Holland, that the Mayflower sailed with the
Pilgrim fathers. We have had an infusion of
Dutch blood in California before, and it has
done us good. One of our early Governors was
a son of a Hollander. He was called *“Honest
John Bigler,” and was the only man ever re-
elected Governor of this State. In 1853 Corne-
lius K. Garrison, whose ancestors wese from
Amsterdam, was elected Mayor of San Fran-

cisco after a residence of six months. It don’t
take long for a good Dutchman to find promo-
tion and honor in California. General Vande-

ver, another descendent of a Holland family. is
now a distinguished member of Congress from
this State, and was elected only three years after
he took up his residence among us. One of our
Federal Judges is of Dutch descent. Judge
Hoffman is proud of it. The De Freymers, the
Blankmans, the Guildermisters and other prom-
inent families in this State, came from Holland
some from Amsterdam, which is the only city
in Europe where a lady can walk out by herseit
without danger of being insuited,

As you good people have just come from a
country that is ruled by amild monarchy, let
me say that we have no titles of nobility. Ev-
ery man is his own lord here. We don't have
maupy armories in this country, but we have a
good many school-houses. I know you come of
great fighting stock. but we don’'t have much
use for soldiers in this country. Your sons will
not be drafted into any army. The only siaugh-
tering you will be called on to do will be the
slaughter of golden wheat fields, The only
blood you may shed is the blood of the grape.
And you have located in a climate and in a lo-
cality where the plumpest wheat and the juici
est grapes are grown. Those turfy mountains
yonder, where iive nibbling sheep, will furnish
you with health and clothing. The jeweled
waters that flow down from the royal Yosemite
wiil irrigate your lands and turn the wheels of
all the mills you can construct. And now, in
this delicious atmosphere and amid sunshine
and flowers, may you prosper as you have never
prospered before.

A Terrible Weapon.

The new gun with which the \German
infantry is to be equipped bids fair to
revolutionize infantry tactics and to make
war so dangerous that enlistment will be a
matter of difficulty. The new instrument
is the small caliber repeating gun of the
model of 1888, Its caliber is but eight
millimeters and its range is 12,500 feet, or
1,600 feet greater than that of the weapon
whose place it takes. It is very light and
is constructed for the use of the new
smokeless power. Earth breastworks less
than two and a half feet are no protection
against this terrible weapon. A descrip-
tion of it says:

From now on even the stoutest trees will
give the foot soldier in battle little protec-
tion, for the balls from the new guns will
simply pass right through the trunks. Six
men in a column, each seven paces from the
man before him, may be shot through with
one bullet, provided that it comes in con-
tact with no metallic substance on the per-
sons of any of them. The advontage that
the bullet of the new gun leaves only a
small hole behind it is comparatively in-
significant. Moreover, should an enemy,
as has often happened, defend himself be-
hind a village or court-yard walls, he will
be protected only in case the wall is re-
markably stout, for balls from the new
guns have repeatedly penetrated with ease
walls a brick and a half thick.

With a range-finder attached to such a

weapon as this, making every bullet that !

it fires eflective, its murderous qualities
will be so complete that no one exposed to
its fire conld live. But when wars get to
be as dangerous as this, and recruits know
that the chances of escape are not more
than one in 100, where will the Govern-
ments get their troops ?—Chicago Tribune.

I arranged with Mr,
Tuohey, of Bassett & Tuohey, contractors, to
fill in the frog pond, but subsequently canceled
the agreement, because when 1 went to pay my
water rates—on two empty houses and two
small, unoccupied tenements—I learned that
one of the Trustees had ordered that I should
pay $48. I had rno alternative but to submit (to
the extortion) and I paid the money. The office
of City Trustee is an honorable position, and
the incumbent should have the confidence and
esteem of the people who placed him there; and
he should not use his position to persecute one of
those who empioy him to do their work, simply
because he has the power.
