ANOTHER TRAGEDY.

A Wife Kills Her Faithless Husband and
Ends Her Own Lire.

Albany (Or.), June 12th.—News was re-
ceived here to-day of a terrible tragedy en-
acted early this morning seven milesnorth-
east of Lebanon. For about two years
Grant Aarnspaugh has resided with his
family, consisting ofa wife and two chil-
dren, ina country home near his parents,
having moved there from California. The
sister ofMrs. Aarnppaugh has been resid-
ing at the home of Aarnspaugh for some
time. Suspicious circumstances led Mrs.
Aarnspaugh to believe her husband was
too intimate withher sister.

About 3 o'clock this morning, missing
her husband from her bed, and hearing a
noise in her sister's room, Mrs. Aarns-
paugh hastened to the room and entered,
where she found her sister sitting in her
husband's lap in a chair, both in their
night-robes.

"This is not the first time this has hap-
pened," she said, "and Iam going toput a
stop to it." Producing a revolver, she
aimed itat her husband and fired, the ball
entering his breast. He fell to the floor,
whileher sister fled from the room and out
in the yard. Mrs. Aarnspaugh then ended
the tragedy by shooting herself in the
heart. Bhe died in a short time.

Mr.Aarnspaugh lived several hours, and
confessed to the above facts before several
neighbors and men from Lebanon. Justice
Wallace was called, and with a Coroner's
jury found a verdict substantially as stated
above.

Yesterday Mrs. Aarnspaugh wrote to her
mother in California, charging her sister
with working against her and trying to
break up her home, and there seems little
doubt that Mrs. Aarnspaugh hadlgrounds
for the rash act.

The affair caused great excitement
throughout the community. The partici-
pants in the tragedy were quiet, unassum-
ing people, alwayjremaining at home and
associating withbut few persons.

Later particulars of the shooting show
that Mrs. Aarnspaugh shot her husband
whilehe was asleep. She had found her
sister and husband ina compromising po-
sition the night before and had upbraided
her sister about it, when the guilty couple
taunted her with threats of eloping to-
gether. The wife waitpd until her hus-
band was asleep this morning and shot
him, and then killed herself. A babe
lyingbetween them was uninjured. The
sister ran into the room on hearing the
shots and found both dying.

ATTEMPIED SUICIDE.

While Brooding Over Financial Troubles
an Old-Timer Shoots Himself.

Stockton, June 12th.—L. Howard, an
old resident of Stockton, who in early days
was a prosperous money-lender, to-day shot
himself in the left side, but willprobably
recover, fleand his wife were preparing
to move to-morrow to Martinez, where
she has purchased a home. Mr.
Howard did not want to move,
and late this afternoon, while he
was seated in front of his residence, a
pistol shot was heard, and he was found
injured, with a pistol by his side. The
surgeons took the bullet out of his back,
and it is believed it ran around the rib.
Mr.Howard has been despondent recently
through brooding overheavy money losses
in early days.

employes of the colliers, whether steam or
sail, plying between this port and BritishColumbia, inconjunction with the miners'
union and stevedores of British Columbia.

The Court-Martial at Tncson.
Tucson (Ariz),June 12th.—At the court-

martial to-day several witnes^s were es-
amined as to rental values in Tucson
which were to the effect that the rentals
charged the Government in the cases at
issue were not exorbitant, but reasonable.
Assitant Quartermaster Captain True testi-
fied that ne had advertised for proposals
for offices for two Paymasters and an
Assistant Quartermaster in one building,
but that proper quarters were foand to
cost $75 for rental, and as much more for
a watchman. He believed the present ar-
rangement of these offices much more
economical for the Government than the
consolidation of the offices wouldbe.

He
was in the dynamo room, trying to adjust
a short belt between the arc dynamo and
exitor, when the belt Hew off, knocking
him down and throwing him against the
dynamo, where he was knocked senseless.
He has remained unconscious ever since,
and is now rapidly sinking.

Captain Roberts' Condition.
San Francisco, June 12th.— Captain M.

E. Roberta, of 904 Washington street, who
was injured in the railroad disaster May
30ih, has been ordered by his nhveician to
keen absolutely quiet and refrain from re-
ceiving any more visits until there is a de-
cided change foi the better inhis c indition.
He has weakened considerably from inter-
nal complications, and his physicians
feared that the excitement of receiving vis-
itors would produce a cbangeitor the worse.

Suit for Damages.
Fresno, Jnne 12th.—The citr of Fresno

is plaintiff in a suit against "the Fresno

Canal and Irrigation Company and Fresno
Milling Company, to declare a ditch flow-
ing through a Fresno street a nuisance,
and for $50,000 damages for maintaining
the same for a period of three years.
Plaintiff alleges that the ditch obstructs
the free use of the street, and is injurious
to health, offensive to the senses, making
the street dangerous to travel, and consti-
tutes an obstruction to the free use of prop-
erty.

Red Bluff,June 12th.—Naele A Nagle,

attorneys, filed a complaint to-day infavor
of C. A.Decker against P. C. Crumbangh
and RollaFuller, alleging fraud at the late
Town Trustee election, declaring the elec-
tion nulland void. The plaintiff was a
candidate for Town Trustee and was de-
feated by seven votes by Fuller. The case
creates a good deal of excitement, as it in-
volves the right of Crumbaugh and Fuller
to seats in the Board.

been 87,377 tons, against 69,645 tons for the
first fivemonths oi 1889.

dence withhis arm badjy mutilated. The
flesh was torn offinstrips, and he was in-
sane. He could not account for the injury
nor remember when it was done. He was
taken to the hospital, and cannot recover.
He came from Portland.

NATIONAL MATTERS.
The House Caucus Committee Consider-

ing the New Election Law.
Washington, June 12th.—The House

Caucus Committee charged with the pre-
paration of a national election billon thelines agreed upon by the last caucus, has
been industriously perfecting the details of
the measure, and have sent a rough draft
to the printer. Wheu the proofs are re-
turned the committee willcontinue their
work. Some of the changes made already
in the original Powell bill are a provision
that in cases of conflict between the re-
turns sent in by State election officers and
by those'of United States Supervisors, the
latter are to constitute prima facie evidence
ofthe right of a member to bis seat, and a
provision that the United States Court
within the election district shall appoint a
board of three persons, representing both
political parties, to canvass the return of
the Supervisors.
Inthe course of his remarks on the con-

ference report of the urgent deficiency pen-
sion appropriation bill, Representative
Henderson of lowa in the House to-day
made a statement showing the appropria-
tions made by the present House for the
benefit of soldiers to amount to $167,419,-
--731. This includes the deficiency of last
year in aid ofState Homes, artificiallimbs,
etc.

UTAH TERRITORY. |

Favorable Report on the Bill to Reor-
ganize Its Government.

Washington, June 12th.—Senator Ed-
munds, from the Committee on Judiciary,
to-day reported back favorably, with
amendments, the bill recently introduced
by himproviding for the reorganization of
the Government of Utah. By the terms of
the billthe existing election districts and
apportionment of representatives for mem-
bers of the Territorial Legislature are abol-ished, and it is made the duty of the Gov-
ernor, Territorial Secretary and Board of
Commissioners, as soon as practicable after
the result of the census is made known, to
redistrict the Territory and make a new ap-
portionment for Legislative purposes.

The offices of Territorial Auditor, Treas-
urer, Commissioners to locate University
lands, Probate Judge?, County Clerks, Se-
lectmen, Assessors, Recorders and Super-
intendents of District Schools are vacated,
and the appointment of fillthese officers
vested in the Governor, subject to the ap-
proval of the Board of Commissioners.

The Board of Commissioners is author-
ized, in its discretion, to cause a new regis-
tration of voters inUtah, and to make and
enforce rules and regulations, not incon-
sistent with the laws of the United States,
for the conduct and regulation of elections
in the Territory.

WASHINGTON NOTE3. |
Matters of Special Interest to the Paclfle

Coast.
Washington, June 12th.— An amend-

ment to the agricultural appropriation bill
which was voted down to-day was one by
O'Neal of Pennsylvania, appropriating
$10,000 for the use of the Ladies' Silk Cult-
ure Society of Philadelphia, and $2,500 for
the California Ladies' Silk Culture Society ;
also an appropriation of$2,500 to Professor
Joseph Newman for experimenting with
the native silk-worm of Calitornia. The
only section of the agricultural billrelating
to silk culture is one appropriating $20,000
for experiments to be carried on in the
District of Columbia.

The civil sundry appropriation billcar-
ries also the following items of interest to
the Pacific coast: For lighthouses in the
Columbia and Williamett« rivers, in Ore-
gon; the Sacramento and San Joaquin
rivers in California, and on Puget Sound
and adjacent waters; for the Beniciaarsenal, at Benicia, Cal., for grading around
the reservoir, building a road to the reser-voir, constructing a close wooden fence and
brick drains, acd extending the masonry
upon the embankment of the reservoir,
$3,000; for continuing the tide observations
on the Pacific coast at Kodiak, Alaska, in
Sauoelito and San Francisco, Cal., $2,500;
for the maintenance and ordinary expenses
(including the pay of the officers and em-
ployes), of the quarantine stations includ-
ing San Diego, San Francisco and Port
Townsend, $50,000; for the industrial and
primary education of children of school
age in the Territory of Alaska, without
reference to race, $50,000.

WARRING STATESMEN. j
Senators Stewart and Reagan Almost

Come to Blows.
Washington, June 12th.— The marble-

room ofthe Senate was almost the scene of
a battle royal yesterday between Reagan of
Texas and Stewart ofNevada. The Nevada
Ssnator has just met with a decided defeat
in the fight he made on Major Powell,
Chief of the Geological Survey, conse-
quently he feels very tender. Reagan, on
the contrary, has been a stanch champion
ofPowell.

As Stewart passed Reagan, the latter be-
gan chaffing him about defeat. Stewart
took one or two samples ofTexas badinage.
Then he wearied of it and angrily charged
Reagan with being a mere tool and puppet'ofPowell.

Reagan's wrath rose. He retorted in good
kind. The words ran high, until at last
Stewart, beside himself withanger, charged
Reagan with falsehood.

Reagan jumped for Stewart, and a battle
in which age and avordupois were the prin-
cipal factors was only averted by friends.Later, Stewart called on Reagan and
apologized, but Reagan haughtily declined
to speak to him. A few hours later Sen-
ator Hearst managed to make them shake
hands.

RIVER AMD HARBOR BILL.

Increase in Appropriations for the Mis-
sissippi and Missouri Rivers.

Washington, June 12th.—The Senate
Commerce Committee practically com-
pleted the river and harbor bill this after-
noon. Allthe money appropriated for the
improvement of the Mississippi and Mis-
souri rivers, respectively, ia to be expended
under the direction and in accordance with
the plans adopted by the River Commis-
sioners.

The amount appropriated for the Missis-
sippi river is $5,500,000; for the Missouri
river, from the mouth to Sioux City, $900

-
000; from Sioux City to Great Palls, $350,-
--000. As reported by the committee the
bill willbe about $3,000,000 in excess of
the House bill.

Decision Modified.
Washington, June 12th.— In the contest

of the Northern Pacific, Oregon and Cali-
fornia, and Oregon Central Railroad Com-
panies against Myron R.Brown, for certain
land in the Oregon City lanil district, Ore-
gon, and involving an application to make
homestead entry within the limitsof the
legislative withdrawal for the benefit ot the
railroad companies, Secretary Noble to-day
modified the decision of the Land Office of
February 5, 18S6, inso far as it related to
the claim ot the Northern Pacific Railroad
to saiil land, and held such land to be sub-
ject to entry by the first le^al application.

Presidential Veto.
Washington, June 12'h.— The President

to-day returned to the Hou^e, without his
approval, the bill for the erection of a
public building at Tuscaloosa, Ala. The
President in cis message says: "In the
present uncertain state of public revenues
and expenditures, resulting from pending
and probable legislation, there is, to my
mind, an absolute necessity that tne ex-
penditures for public buildings should be
limitedtocases where public needs are very
evident and very imperative. It is i'lear
that this is not such a case."

Amendment to the TarlflBill.
Washington, June 13th.—Senator Wash-

burn has proposed an amendment to the
tariffbill,which was referred to the Com-
mittee on Finance, providing for the free
importation, until January 1, 1892,0^*11
machinery imported for the purpose of
manufacturing beet suear. with a rebate of
the duty paid on such machinery imported
since January 1. IS9O.

Legislative Appropriation Hill.
Washington, June 12th—Senator Alli-

son to-day reported the legislative, execu-
tive and judicial appropriation bill. The
billas it passed the House, carried a total
of $20.542,447. The Senate committee
added $313,470.

Ordered to Samoa.
Washington, June 12th.— Orders have

been issued for the United States ship
Ranger, now at San Francisco, to proceed
to Samoa and resume her service on the
Pacific station.

Washington, June 12th.—In the Senate to-
day Platt pave notice that immediately after
consideration ol the silver bill he would ask
the Senate to consider the billforthe admission
of Wyoming.

Am".>m; the bills reported from committees
and placed on the calendar were two Senate
bills to amend the polygamy laws, m.d the
House legislative, executive aud judicial appro-
priation bill.

Davis presented a conference report on the
dependent pension bill. He preceded to ex-
plain it. As to the question of dependent
parents, be sa<d that all the change made by
the billfrom the existing law was where the
existing law required the dependency to exist
at the time ofthe soldier's death, the pending
measure merely required the dependency at
the time of the application. The pension of
dependent parents is the same as under the
existing law. He went on to say that the House
substitute contained a provision lor service
pensions for the benefit ol all who had reached
the age of sixty years. That has been the sub-
stantial point of difference between the con-
ferees.

As a result of much discussion and considera-
ble altercation, that feature has been elimi-nated, and the conferees agreed tostrike out the
words "And who are dependent of their daily
labor or on contribution of others not legally
bound to support them." The Senate billhad
fixed the rate of pensions unqualifiedly at Sl2 a
month. The conferees agreed to a peusion notexceeding Sl2 and not less than $6. As to the
widows and minor children, the provisions of
the Senate billhad been substantially to grant
a tension to a widow of not less than jija
month, irrespective of the soldier's death,
whether attributable to service or not. Tnat
provision has been the subject of considerable
dUcussion inthe conferecce, and the result has
betn a combination of both the Senate and
House provi«ioHS. The bill would add about
forty-two millions ptr year to the cost of pen-
sions. The report went over and was ordered
printed.

The Senate silver billwas then taken up, and
Evaits addressed the Senate.

He characterized the Act of 1873 as "a
murderous thrust" at silver. Aftera review of
the international conference on the question of
silver, out of which nothing had come, ho said,
now, for the first time in the progress of the
matter of redress, the question confronted the
Republican party, which had a majority in
each house and the control ofexecutive power.
It was for that power to determine that the
interval oflassitude and delay should he no
longer extended. The people of the United
States, throHgh their representatives in the two
houses of Congress, and in their election of the
executive head. had. inhis opinion, determined
that they would not allow disgrace and disorder
to continue, either in regard to their domesticmoney, or their money inrelation tocommerce,
Congresswas now prepared for the adoption, in
one lorm or another, of a measure which, as
compared withanything that had been done in
the interval between 1573 and IS9O, was like the
step of a giant as compared with that of a sick
man.

speakiDg of the proposed opening of Ameri-
can mints to the silver of the world, Kvarts
said withthe difference inratios (15% inEurope
and 16 in this country) that measure would be
utterly impracticable, especially if it was de-
sired alone to cause the opening of the mints
abroad to silver. The proposition to re(eive

silver bul ion over the counter of the Treasury
andpsyforit in certificates, leaving the tran-
saction at the willof the owner of the bullion,
never approved itself to his judgment. Money
can never safely be Heated as a commodity.
Itshould not be treated as anything but the
force aud propulsion of circulation.

Vance spoke in favorof the unlimited coinage
of silver.

Morgan began a free-coinage speech, but
without coiicluiliug yielded to a motion to ad-
journ. •

"IXTHE HOISE.
Washington, June 12th.— In the House, to-

day, a vote was taken on agreeing to the con-
ference report on the anti-trust bill. Itresulted—

Yeas, 1;nays, 115.
Stewart oi Vermont moved a further confer-

ence, with instructions to the House conferees
to recede from the House amendment, as agreed
to in the conference. The amendment was
made to read: "liverycontract of agreement
entered into for the purpose of preventing com-
petition in the transportation of persons or
property from one State or Territory iuto an-
other, so that the rates of such transportation
may be raised above what is just and reasona-
ble, should be declared unlawful within the
meaning of this Act, and nothing inthe Act
shall be deemed or held toimpair the powers of
the several States inrespect of any of the mat-
ters in this Act mentioned."

Stewart demanded the previous question on
his motion. Agreed to—Yeas, 111; nays, <)7.
The motion was then agreed to—Yeas, 105;
nays, 9S.

The Committee on Appropriations reported
the urgent deficiency bill appropropriating
S3,7oS,Oi>'J for the payment ofpensions and S:S,-
--(175,000 for the expenses of the eleventh census.
Both were passed.

Hittof Illinois, from the Committee on For-
eien Affairs, reported back the Lodge resolution
calling on the Secretary of the Treasury for in-
lo'mation as to the refusal ofthe Cumin! Steam-
ship company to give a return passage to cer-
tain immigrants biought to this country in vio-
lation of the contract labor laws. Adopted.

Morrow of California presented a conferencereport on the pension appropriation bill. The
report, whichis a disagreeing one, was adopted,
and a further conference was ordered.

The Senate billwas passed granting the Chi-
cago, Kansas aud Nebraska Railroad Company
power to convey to the Rock Island and Pacific
Railroad Company its rights, property and
franchise in the Territory of Oklahoma and In-
dian Territory.

The House then went into Committee of the
Whole on the agricultural appropriation bill.

The committee soon rose and the bill passed.
The House then took a recess.

At the evening session the following billswere passed in the House: For a new light-
house tender inthe Thirteenth Lighthouse Dis-trict, withheadquarters at Portland. Or :to re-
organize »nd establish a Custom collection dis-
trict on Puget Sound.

Finley of Kentucky acted as objector to-
night, and allowed only a few bills tocome to
passage, consequently the session was a short
one.

Canadian Ottte*r* Talk or the Sealing

Halifax,June 12th.—There is a feeling
among military people here that tiie pres-
ence of United States cruisers in BehriDg
Sea willeventually lead to trouble between
the United Slates and England. From theLondon StanJai-U't remarks on the subject
it would seem that a small spark might
kindle a conflagration. An officer in one
of her Majesty 3 regiments sai.l itmight be.
confidently expected that Canadian sealers
would catch seals in what is disputed ter-ritory. Itmight also be pindown as cer-
tain that some of them would sooner or
later fallin with a Uni:ed States cruiser.
and in such case there is bound to be a
seizure. What will follow such an event
the signs of the times teach.

Apropos of war, the Halifax JZwarcbr, a
daily paper with aonexationist leanings,
to-day published a warlike editorial, in
which itsays : "liritishfleets are not in the
habit of losiug much time when they set
out on a pulverizing mission. Probably atleet sailing from Halifax could "bottle up*
New York commerce in even less time than
Senator Hawley stated. Moral for our
American cousins: Get out your puns, pol-
ish up your armor, for ait experience of
2.000 years has taught the world that there
i3aheap of truth in the saying that 'we
know not what a day nor an hour may
bring forth.'"

The Czar'x LifeInDanger.
St. PETKRsiirBG, June 12th.—The Gov-

ernment has received information that a
new movement against the life of the Czar
is contemplated. The guards in the palace
and at all Ihe approaches have been dou-
bled. A number of arrests have been
made of persons who are suspected of be-
ing connected with the movement.

Paris. June 12th —General SilbcerlstotT,
special agent of the Russian police, has ar-
rived inParis for the purpose of obtaining
information concerning the Nihilists re-
cently arrested here. He expressed him-
self confident that the prisoners were con-
nected witha most atrocious and danger-
ous conspiracy against the lifeof the < zar
and the institutions of the Russian Gov-
ernment, that Nihilism bad yet organized.
He had positive information th*t the
French contingent of Nihilism were in
collusion witn those in Uusaiaand Switzer-
land, to murder the Czar and precipitate
simultaneous outbreaks in different politi-
cal centers.

llppoo Til>.
Brussels, June 12th.—Tippoo Tib went

to his great town of Kassongo, 300 miles
above Stanley Falls, last January, and after
remaining there ten days returned to Stan-
ley Falls, the center of his ivory-collecting
operations.

Lieutenant Saint Marry writes from Kas-
songo that Tippoo Tib was in a tower of
ruge over the reports translated to him
from the European newspapers accusing;
him of being guilty of treason toward the
Congo State, in whose service he is en-
gaged.

At Nyanzove he assembled all the chief
Arabs and told them that the country waa
prosperous; affirmed his devotion to the
Congo State, and warned them to remem-
ber that they, too, were subjects of the
King of Belgium.

A Navy of Their Own.
London, June 12th.—The Colonial Gov-

ernments of Australia have all passed the
necessary Acts providing funds for the con-
struction by the Britieh Government of
several ships of war to be devoted exclus-
ively to the defense of the Australian colo-
nies. Itis also proposed to establish inter-
colonial free trade through Australia.
Whether imperial federation, as advocated
by Lord Rosebery, comes or not, all signs
point to the certainty of an Australian
union that willpresent on the opposite side
of the world a copy of the United States ot
America.

The Australians are much dissatisfied
with the course of the British Government
in permitting other European powers to
gain a foothold in Polynesia, and, with a
fleet at hand, their remonstrance might
take a vigorous form.

Mlva PortoN Suicide.
Lisbon, June 12th.—The suicide of Silva

Porto was more sensational than earlier
press dispatches indicate. Porto was jeal-
ous because certain information concern-
ing the African exploration was withheld.
He gathered about him fourteen barrels of
gunpowder for a funeral pyre. These he
mounted, wrapped in the Portuguese flag.
An explosion immediately follotvtd. Por-
to's body was terribly I'istipured. He left
an account of bis preparations for suicide,
with the reasons for the same.

Earthquake Shocks.
Paris, June 12;h. — Seven shocks of

earthquake have occurred in the French
Department of Jura, inflicting great dam-
age. In the vicinity of the Jura mountains
the people were panic-stricken, and since
the first of the shocks have refused to re-
enter their homes. Thousands of men,
women and children ramped cit in the
open fields. No loss of lifeis reported, but
a large amount of property has been de-
stroyed.

Sailed for England.
Quebec, June 12ih.—The Puke and

Duchess of Connaught sailed for England
on the Sardinia to-day.

Lemons are used for soap in many
countries where they grow. When, for in-
stance, the men ami women of the West
Indies want to wash their hands they
squeeze the juice of a lemon over them
briskly in water until they are clean.
There is an acid inthe lemon similar to
that used in soap. Andincountries where
oranges grow in great plenty country gen-
tlemen use the cheapest kind for black-
ing their boots. The orange is cut in two
and the juicyside of one halfis rubbed on
the soot of an ironpot and then on the
boot. Then the boot is rubbed with a soft
brush and a bright polish at once ap-
pears.

An Americus (,Ga.) young man says that
he had a game rooster that kept every
other fowloft' his beat, and last Monday
night he heard a flutteringinhis chicken
house. The next morning he investigated
it and found the rooster and a very large
owl on the floor of his hen house. The
rooster had driven one of his spurs clear
through the owl's head, and ithung there,
while the owl had a death grip on the
rooster's wing. The owl was dead, bat the
rooster, as soon as released from the talon
of the owl,stretched his neik and crowed
lustily.
