PRISON DIRECTORS j

Perfecting Arrangements for the Pur-
chase ot an Industrial School Site.

San Francisco, June 15tb.— The State
Prison Directors held an informal meeting
to-day to complete arrangements for the
purchase of lands and water rights for the
building of the Preston Industrial School
at lone, in Amador county. A conclusionwas reached to have Messrs. B. and M.
Isaacs execute a deed to their water-rights,
and to perfect their bond of indemnity,
and to submit them to the attorney of the
Board for approval, after which the money
willbe paid to them. The same process
willbe gone through with in the case of
the land from the lone Coal and Iron
Company.

The cost of plant is as follows: Cost ofland, $6,900; water-rights, $45,000; reser-
voir, $15,000; total,$06,900. The State, in
its appropriation, allowed $160,000 for the
purchase of land, water and the erection
of buildings and maintenance of the
school for the first year, thus leaving in
the neighborhood of $90,000 for the build-
ings.

THE LICK STATUE.

Four Models on Exhibition at the Me-
chanics' Pavilion.

San Francisco, June 15th.—Represent-
atives of the press and a Jew specially in-
vited guests were yesterday admitted to a
private view of the models of the four de-
signs which have been submitted to the
Lick Trustees by artists who desire tose
cure for themselves the erecting of the his-
torical groups of statuary which James
Lick provided should be placed in front of
the New City Hall. The models, whichare about one-tenth the size of the perma-
nent groups, as intended to be when com-
pleted, are contained in the machinery hall
of the Mechanics' Pavilion, separated from
each other by muslin screens.

Three of the groups presented are by F.
Happersberger, F. Seregni and James
Hochholzer. The fourth design, sub-
mittedby Wright & Sanders, consists of a
circular central shaft rising from a terraced
base and surmounted by a heroic figure of
California. From the base rise three cir-
cular projections, upon which are the sym-
bolical groups illustrating the different
periods of California's history, as required
by the deed of trust. These groups, which
were modeled by Marion Wells, represent
the history of the State from the earliest
days to 1574, while in bronze relief on a
paneliDg around the base is a more detailed
history of the various epochs. The three
groups represent, respectively, the period
from the establishing of the Missions.1766, to the American conquest; from the
latter date until agriculture became the
leading interest of the State; from this
period until the foundation of the com-
mercial epoch.

Around the shaft runs the following in-
scription: ''Therefore God gave tbee of the
dew of heaven and the fatness of the earth
and plenty of corn and wine." On the
front of the shaft is a bust of James Lick.

Latent News Items From China and
Japan.

San Francis n,June 15th.—The steamerOceanic arrived from Hongkong and loko-

Fatal Row Among TCoodchoppers.
Santa Cruz, June 15th.

A row occurred

cause of the fracas cannot be ascertained
tonight.

Bud Mann, a woods-
man, was wounded, but it is not believed
seriously. The men at the camp are mostly
Italians. The Sheriff and Coroner have
repaired to the scene of the tragedy.

Burned to Death.
San Francisco, June 15th.—This after-

noon two littlesons of Michael KirDy were
playing with matches in a drygoods box in
a stable on Castro street, when the box
caught tire. The elder boy ran and told
his father about the fire, not mentioning
his brother, wbum he left in the box, and
whom he went back to rescue himself. He
was unable to lifthim out of the box,and
then told his father. It was then too late,
as the father conld not reach the box for
the flames, but the boy was dead. He was
four and a half years old.

Arrested for Concealing Her Age.
Los Akgelks, June 15ih. —

Mrs. Margaret
Davis, livingon South Los Angeles street,
refused to Rive her age to the census enu-
merator. The fact was telegraphed toWash-
ington and instructions received to turn
over the case to the United States District
Attorney. Mrs. Davis was thereupon ar-
rested on complaint of Mai J. Almeus,
enumerator. Itis said that there are sev-
eral other persons who willalso be pro-
ceeded against for their refusal to answer
census questions.

Drowning at Stockton.
Stockton, June 15th.—Robert Pinkney,

a saloon-beeper, was drowned in the Stock-
ton channel, opposite the steamboat land-
ing, early this morning. He was to be one
of a fishing parfy, and got into a small
duck-boat to paddle across the channel,
where a tug lay. He lost his balance and
fell in, and was drowned before help could
reach him. His body was recovered. He
leaves a large family.

Death Preferable to Prison.
San Francisco, June 15th.

WilliamClemetitz, a oeaiuau who shot himself

through the head on the 26th ot last
month, died at the City and County Hos-
pital to-day from his wounds. Clementz
was a native of Sweden, after! GO years. He
had embezzled some money intrusted to
him for investment, and fearing arrest lired
the shot into his head that finally caused
his death.

Whale Captured.
San Diego, June loth.—A whale seventy

feet long was washed inside the breakers
yesterday at l>encadia, some distance up
the coast, and was finally secured by two
residents of that place and willbe tried out
for oil. The monster was alive when cap-
tured, but died inashort time, having been
severely wounded in an encounter with a
swordrfsh or some other antagonist during
a battle at sea.

AT STARVATION'S DOOR.

Halifax, June 15th.
—

The steamer Har-
low, which went to Bay St. George, New-
foundland, with a cargo of provisions, etc.,
was notitied on its arrival at that port by
the Collector of Customs that itwould not be
permitted to land any goods; that the peo-
ple had refused to pay customs duties to
the Newfoundland Government.

The Hariow consequently proceeded on
her voyage up the Newfoundland coast,
getting as far north as Flower's cove, where
the people were found to be ina destitute
end deplorable condition for want of food.
At the urgent request of the local relief
committee some 01 the cargo was lauded
for distribution.

Calling at Bay St. George on her return
voyage, it was found that tue residents and
the Island Government had come to an
understanding, the former agreeing to con-
tinue to pay customs duties oil the promise
of the authorities to consider their griev-
ances. The Captain of steamer brought
back a letter lroui liev. Mr. Howells of
Flower's Cove, giving a harrowing state-
ment of the condition of his people.

lie asseris that the Colonial Government
failed to respond to several appeals for aid
made last fall, and for that reason, during
the long momh until the steamer Harlow
culled, most of the people were ou the
verge ol utarvation. The people were re-
duced to such extreme want that they had
nothing to eat but the rotten carcasses of
seals, and many were at the point ot'deaih
when the Harlow arrived.

Will Protect Their Rights.

St. John IN. ¥.), June lotu.—Premier
White»ay, speaking of the French shore
rishery embroglio, said: "England's milk
and water policy can no longer be carried
out, for we willtake the law in our own
hands by the enforcement of our Bait Act
and retaliate on the Frenchmen. A fleet
ofarmed cruisers willbe immediately fated
out lor this purpose. At leist we can
cripple the French fishermen. England
dare not ignore the situation any longer,
lor mere are four courses open—the pur-
chase of the French Tights, arbitration,
war or annexation to the United States."

NATIONAL CAPITAL.

Measares Which Will ba Discussed in
CoDgress This West

CONTRACT FOR THE CRUISER.

Belief that a Satisfactory Settlement
of the Silver Question Has

Been Made.

TBK SILVER PROBLKM.
A Belief that i> Conclusion has been

Reached aad the Billwillpasg,
Washington, June 15th.—Yesterday a

California Associated Press agent tele-graphed that a certain Senator had circu-lated a petition amone the Republican Sen-
ators and that twenty-seven of them had
pledged themselves to support the Housebill,as passed by that body. To-night the
correspondent is able to give the fullstory
of this transaction.

On last Monday President Harrison sent
for Speaker Reed and Secretary Windom,
saying to them that something should and
must be done toward a solution of the
silver question, or the Republican Admin-
istration would suffer the consequences
Harrison, Windom and Reed held a
lengthy conference, and finally decided on
a bill,supplementary to the existing law,
which would provide for the coinage of
$4,500,000 per month. They concluded to
sound the Senators on this proposition, and
accordingly Senator Spooner of Wiscon-
sin canvassed among the Senators and cir-
culated a paper upon which was written
the silver proposition, as agreed upon by
Harrison, Windom and Re««l. He re-
quested that the Senators pledge them-
selves to support the measure and secrecy
was enjoined by Spooner about the matter.
Last night he had received thirty-eight
signatures of Republican Senators, the
only Republicans declining to sign being
Teller, Wilcox, Pettigrew, Ingalls and
Plumb.

The Xevada Senators were not ap-
proached, but last night at about 5 o'clock
President Harrison sent for Stewart and
Jones of Nevada and Teller of Colorado.
The President told them plainly that the
Senate most pass a bill which the House
could and would adopt.

Harrison, in answer to a question of one
of the Western Senators, said that the
House would agree to the elimination of
the bullion redemption clause, and in his
opinion it would agree to the provision re-
quiring a coinage ot four and a half million
dollars per month. The President ex-
pressed the hope that the Senate would
take action in the way of amendments
which would be in the nature of a substi-
tute for the House bill, which action
would avoid reference to a Concurrence
Committee.

The President also gave his callers to un-
derstand that he would not sign a free
coinage bill. This accounts for Senator
Stewart's emphatic declaration to the Cali-
fornia Associated Press agent last night
that "President Harrison willabsolutely
not sign a free coinage bill."
Itwillbe remembered also that Stewart,

at the same interview last night, said that
before 0 o'clock Monday evening the silver
bill wouldpass the Senate.with the bullion
redemption feature stricken out, and with
treasury notes made a legal tender, re-
deemable in coin. He said nothing about
the provision compelling the coinage of
four and a half milliondollars per month,
but said that the bill, as it would beamended, would be "a fairlygood meas-
ure."

There can be no doubt that the plan, as
above set forth, has been decided upon,
and that such a bill will pasa the Senate
to-morrow. Speaker Reed will no doubt
exert a great influence ingetting the Honoc
to accede to the Senate amendments, or,
more properly speakine, the Senate sub-
stitute, and which the President willsign,
thereby making ita law.

PROGRAMME FOR THE WEEK.
Measures Which Will be Discussed in the

Senate and House.
Washington, June 15th.—General debate

on the silver question is to clc.se, by the
present order of the Senate, at 3 o'clock
Monday afternoon. When this matter is
out of the way a struggle for precedence is
possible. SeDator Allison says he willask
to have the legislative, executive and judi-
cial appropriation billconsidered. Senator
Platt wants the bill to admit Wyoming
taken up, and Senator Frye will press the
shipping bill. If the Wyoming bill is
taken up, itis understood that the Demo-
crats willoffer n substitute, to admit Wy-
oiuinp, Idaho, New Mexico and Arizona in
a body.

By the middle of the week the Republi-
can members of the Finance Committee
expect to have the tariff bill ready. The
feeling prevails that the debate on that
measure willnot begin until some of the
measures above referred to are disposed of.

The remaining appropriation bills are to
be vigorously pushed in the House this
week. The sundry civil appropriation
bills will be followed by the Indian appro-
priation biiland national bankruptcy bill.

The Election Committee wish to call up
the Mississippi case of Cbalnii-rs vs. Mor-
gan. The conimiitee reports in favor of
the Democratic member, and itmay act as
a softening prelude to an angry debate of
the national election bill,which is expected
to follow.

THK BIG CRUISER.

A Plan by Which the Cramps May Secure
the Contract.

Washington, June 15th.— The Sunday
Herald, the recognized authority on army
and navy matters, baa the following to-day
inrecard to thecoutract for the big cruiser:
Secretary Tracy is in a pickle about the
award of the contract for the 8,100 ton
cruiser, as he is impelled by certain forces
to give the work to the Cramps, of Phila-
delphia, and is deterred from so doing by
the fact that the Eastern firm was under-
bid $50,0C0 en the Department's designs.
As these bids are for the plans favored by
the Secretary, he does not care to make the
award on the basis of the bidder's plans,
which would eDable him to give the job to
the Cramps. The latters' design alters the
ship considerably without any advantage
being gained except to cheapen her con-
struction and give tbe builders more
chances of hieh premiums.

There is talk of the problem beingsolvcd
by an award to Cramp on his design, to be
afterward changed back to suit the Secre-
tary. As this would inreality be a return
to the Department's idea, itwklbe equiva-
lent to giving Cramp the work at a fictitious
bid, forcing him to acknowledge that he
made an excessive estimate on the plans ot
the Government. A decision is expected
to-morrow, and there is almost sure to be
music in the air when it is annoauced.

Suicide front Overwork.
Washington, June 15th.— Captain Clance

A. Clark, a well-known civil engineer,
committed suicide. The cause was nerv-
ous prostration from overwork.

ORANGE VALE.

-\n Excursion to the Sarrsunruto Colouy
Near Folsoim

A group of eighteen citksens of Sacra-
mento visited Orange Vale Colony yester-
day, by invitation, leaving in Kent's carry-
all carriage at half-past 0 in the morning
and retarning at 8 o'clock last evening.
At "The Villa."at the Orange Vale town-
site, they were entertained by several offi-
cers of the colonization company, under
the immediate direction of G. M. Mott, V.
S. McClatchy, G. B. Katzenstein and P. C
Drescher.

They were afforded an opportnnitv to
ride leisurely over the entire colony tract
so far as subdivided. The subdivisions areallten acres. Each plat is surrounded by
streets am! avenues, and water, in mains
and pipes from twenty-six inches to fourinches, is carried to every subdivision upon

Atall the higher points the pipes empty
into small reservoirs, from which the own-
ers of tracts can distribute it, if desired.But it was explained that thus far no irri-
gation has been needed, and watering has
been confined mainly to the ornamental
trees planted along all the streets andavenues. The lorce of the water, which
conies from the North Fork of the Ameri-
can river, is sufficient to throw an open-
butt stream from a hydrant from six to
ten feet perpendicularly into the air, and
with an inch nozzle to reach the second-
story of any building.

Allthe gentlemen in the party versed in
horticulture declared that they had neverseen more rapid or healthier growth than
the majority of trees aud all of the vinesin the colony traces show, though none of
them have been in the ground three years
and many but one year. They added thatno Southern California colony of equal age
ever made so good a showing. There arenow 560 acres in all, in the ten-acre lots
planted to grapes, tigs, almonds, peaches
cherries and apricots. The view Irom anelevated point of more than fiftyof thesetracts, green with foliage of vine and tree,
was one of the most charming, a delight
to the eye and the strongest possible testi-
mony of the fertility of the soil.

Perhaps the mostattractive of the culti-
vated tracta are the two of Adam Andrew,
planted mainly to figs, two of Dr. G. V.
Bwing, mainly in peaches, one of Miss
Jennie Govan, being very rich in varied
foliage of orange, almond, peach, etc :oneof H.Carmichael, in vines, melons, berries,
oranges and peaches, and two of those of
the company, not yet awarded, set out to
oranges, grapes, almonds and peaches.

The land is an elevated plateau, the sur-
face gently rolling, and 150 feet above the
American river, the bluffs rising almost
precipitously from the water's edge. There
are about a dczen neat residences already
erected and occupied, a school-house has
just been completed and intoit the visitors
clambered and had the honor of ringing the
firstpeals from the big bell in the tower.

The colony trad, as stated, presents a
lovely sight, and the officers of the com-
l«n,, nUo frankly ot«ted that they had in-
vited the guests to exhibit to them their
pet colony aud to evoke from them an
honest expression of their opinion, were
greatly pleased with the unanimous verdict
of approval and congramlation.

About three-quarters of a mile from the
settled tracts is the town site, upon the
river bluff. From itis unfolded a perspect-
ive not surpassed in this section ot the
State. The scope of vision takes in valley,
village, river, foothills and snow-capped
Sierras in a half circuit of a hundred miles.
Itis a noble, an inspiring view; one that
it would seem should Dever cease by fa-
miliarity to be a delight to the eye. At
the town site a well 150 feet indepth yields
pure, cold water ; beneath the blurt is a
long, winding, rocky dell, the wails of
which are tapestried with a marvelous
wealth of ferns, and it is a favorite re-
sort and the chief romantic spot about ihe
town site. Fine brides spau the narrow
canyons on the blutf road, and along all
the streets and ways ornamental ever-
green trees have been set out.

Beyond this, aud the erection of "The
Villa,"nothing baa been done at the town
site—that evidently is secondary, ana to
respond to the demand of the colony as it
grows— all attention being centered upon
the ten-acre tracts, inand about which and
the roads, exterior fencing, tree
pluuting and water introduction the com-
pany haa expended over $200,000. la the
tract there are 3,200 acres, and it was ex-
plained that it is the purpose to lay it all
out on the plan already entered upon.
