CRUISER CONTRACTS AWARDED.

A Resolution Looking Toward 2
Proper Observance of Our
National Holiday—Etc.

[SPRCIAL DISPATCHES TO THE RECORD-UNION.]

THE CONTRACTS LET.

Secretary Tracy Explains why They were
80 Awarded—Interview with Scott,

WASHINGTON, June 16th.—Secretary Tracy late
this afternoon decided to settle the contest over
the contract for the big armored 8,100-ton
craiser, and awarded it to Cramp & Sons, of
Philadelphia, at their bid of $2.985,000, on their
own plans. The Secretary bases his action on
two grounds: First, he believed that it would
be bad policy to allow the contracts for both of
these cruisers to go to the Pacific coast, and
thus allow the works of the Cramps to die out:
and, secondly, he decides that the Union Iron
Works at San Francisco should not be over-
crowded, as he wished them to build some of
the new battle ships that wil be authorized by
this Congress.

An investigation of Cramp’s plans for this
cruiser developed that it was suostantially the
same as the department plans except as to
boiler sgace and more room for coal;that it
would have four engine rooms and longitud-
inal bulkheads. The Secretary consulted with
Chief of Construction Wilson and Chief Ea-
gineer Melvilie, and decided to accept Cramp's
bid as noted above.

The contract for the 5,500-ton cruiser was
awarded to the Union Iron Works on their bid
of §1,796,000 on the departmental plans.

INTERVIEW WITH IRVING M, SCOTT.

A California Associated Press Agent called
upon Irving M. Scott to-night and obtained a
most interesting story about how the Eraminer
tried to pose as a great champion of the labor-
ing men in general and of the san Francisco
ironmolders in particular.

On Saturday the Examiner’s Washington corre-
spondent received a telegram from William R.

earst of San Francisco, instructing him to go
with Senator Hearst to see the Secretary Tracy
and ask him to withhold the award of the con-
tract for the cruisers to the Union lron Works,
which would furnish a basis for forcing a com-
promise between the San Francisco iron man-
ufacturers and the iron molders, as the strike at
San Francisco was paralyzing business on the
Pacific coast and was disastrous to the working-
men.

**Now,”” said Mr. Scott, “‘the Examiner's great
scheme was to create the impres-ion that the
Navy Department would not award the contract
to Ban Francisco on accountofthe iron molders’
strike. The Ezaminer correspondent then tele-
graphed to his pa];grl;the.t Tracy had said that
the strike at San ncisco would seriously in-
terfere with the awarding ot the contracs: to the
Union Iron Works.

“The Examiner wanted to pose asa great
arbitrator between the employers and striking
men and blew its bassoon as the champion of
labor. Now I happen to know that the strike
at San Francisec iu no way enters into the mat-
ter at the Navy Department, for Secretary
Tracy himself told me that it cut no figure in
the matter. Tracy sent the following telegram
to the Risdon Iron Works:

‘“‘The Ezaminer was misinformed. I regret
%)he strike, but my action will not be influenced

y it

“The way 1 happened to get word of the Ez-
aminer's scheme was this: 1 was going into the
Navy Department building, and met Congress-
man Clunie coming out, and the latter said to
me: ‘I told Tracy that the San Franeisco strike
ought not to interfere with the awarding of the
contract to you.' This created a suspicion in
my mind, and following the matter up, I got
oato the Examiner's little scheme, in which it
has been badly defeated. Before awarding the
contract Secretary Tracy received the follow-
ing telegram from San Francisco:

** ‘The Morning Examiner announces that you
decline awarding the contract to the Union
Iron Works for the crmisers, although they are
the lowest bidders, unless they compromise the
present molders’ strike, because you fear they
cannot get the machinery castings out in time,
but we, the undersigned, being all the leading
founders of the State of California, declare that
we are not affected by any etrike, and that our
shops are at thé disposal of the Union Iron
Works, and will be at all times, and we state
that the Union Iron Works will not be delayed
for want of any castings needed for the cruisers,
should the contract be awarded to them, not-
withstanding the present or any possible future
strike, and we take pleasure in guaranteeing
this to you.’

Signed by the Risdon Iron Works, Industrial
Iron Works, Joshua Hendy Machine Company,
Pacific Iron Works, National Iron Works,
Steiger & Kerr, Byron Jackson Company, Mi-
ge Foundry, Fuller Foundry, McCormick

Referring to the strike of the iron molders,
Mr. Scott said; *“It is the duty of the business
men of the entire Pacific coast to see that no
body of men destroy the industries built up
with so much labor and under such adverse
circumstances, men who deny the right of
others to earn an honest day's wages, who deny
the apprentice boy’s right to learn a trade, and
who make men surrender their individual free-
dom and limit the amount of work they shall
do. and fix the minimum wages they shall re-
ceive, all of which violates the Constitution of
the United States,

*The San Francisco molders have maintained
the most brntal and tyrannical Union in the
country. These men have pever provided any
facilities to improve their individual, moral or
mental condition by the establisnment of a hall
or other institution to improve their eraft, but
have maintained an ironclad organizstion, in
which every member surrenders his liberty.
Other and more humane associations have pro-
vided for and received as high wages without
the extreme measures which the San Francisco
molders take, and who work in harmony with
their employers and theirown bes: interests.”

The Eraminer telegraphed its correspondent
to-night to ask Scott il he would be willing for
six men on each side, with Archibi-hop Riordan
as an umpire, to act as a board to arbi-
trate the differences between the employers

nd the iron-molders, and Scott told the Eram-
iner corresponden: to return the following an-
swer:

“Apply to the Executive Committee of the
Engineers’ and Iron-molders’ Association.”

DEADLY GAS.

Terrible ]'.'xp]ﬂs’il)u—i‘l.l a Coal Mine in
Yeunsylvania

PITTSBURG, June 16th.—An explozion occurred

this morning in the Farm Hill mine near Dun-
bar, and only ten meu escaped. There are at
least forty men in the pit, aud it is believed
that they have been suffocated.

The excitement is very great, as it hasbeen Im-
possible to render any assistance up to the pres-
ent time. Full particulars of the aetual loss of
life cannot be given.

Another dispatch from Connellsville sayvs: An
explosion of ‘fire damp oceurred to day n the
Farm Hilt ming at Dunbar, when all the men
were in Jhe pit.  Fifteen men have been taken
out badly injured. The others are thought to
be  dead. A volunteer party is now digging for
them. A private dispatch says sixty five men
were in the mine, and of tnis mumber tifteen
have been rescued. It is believed that the oth-
€rs are dead.

LATER ACCOUNT.

Duxpar (Pa.), June 16th.—This morning a
sudden roar shook the lowly miners’ dwellings
on the hills in Fayette county near this plare.
Hundreds of affrighted people, who knaw the
town too well, and who feared another mine
disaster, soon found their apprehbensions well
grounded. In 2 moment the feariul news
spread that the mine had expleded. ‘The low
brows of the hill from which the stope entered
shook from mouth to pit, and a score of miners’
houses lining the fatal hill shook for a momeunt,
and then poured out their frenzied inmates by
the hundreds. A rush was made to the moath
of the pit, but ingress was impossible, as smoke
in dense volumes wes issuing forth.

Fifty-two mivers had gore to work this morn-
ing and were in the stope when the explosion
occurred. Of these fifiy-two, eighteen were in
the left heading and got out all rigaot. The re-
treat of the others was cut off, and not one es-
caped. Their names are: Joseph Brignier,
Richa:d Rrignier, Miit Faroey, Barney Maus’,
Emanuel Maust, Pat Courtney, J. W, Mitchell,
Joseph Bigley, Peter Eagan, Robert MeGill,
Martin Servene, John Cope, Andrew Coze, Pat
rick Levlin, Joseph Delaney, John Joy, John
Devanney, bDavid Davis, Thomas Davis, Patrick

Young David Hayes, who had seen the affair,
leaped %orwnrd atthe call and turned down the
Jeft drift to warn his endangered comrades be-
low. Just as he past the airshaft that had beea
been broken into, the rush of water changed to
an ugly roar. which blanched the cheeks of the
men. The flow of water bad changed to a
deadly volume of fierce ﬁre‘dam)‘-i, and us youug
Hayes swung by the sheft a flash of biazing
light slid through the sbaft from end to end;it
seemed daring. The young iman earried en
open burning miner's lamp in his haud, and he
had hardly taken a step beyvond the roarip:

1, both of whom were recogniz
onlg by their wives.

The fire was fanned by the air from the main
drift to the fatal shaft, it soon spreading into
an awtul conflagration.

At midnight the smoke and gas from the
rignt shaft poured up the main exitin un-
broked volumes, and after trials almost beyond
human endurance, the rescuing puarty gave up
all hopes of ever rescuing their comrades’ dead
bodies from that entrance, and turned their at-
vem;on to the Terguson mine, a mile and a half
away.

At thishour (2 A. & ) they are striving to pen-
etrate from thst mine, but the flames and
smoke balk their every effort.

The universal verdict from old miners about
the shaft to-night is that the entombed men
have either been killed outright by the explo-
sion or later suffocation.

The men say that had they known the shaft
was to be broken into they would never have
entered the mine, as either water or ges would
surely follow. The owners, however, and, in
fact, some of the men themselves, say it was an
accident, gure and simple, that could not have
been avoided.

The disaster is the worst ever known in the
Connellsville region. The damage to the mine
cannot now be estimated, but the owners ‘ear
the stope is lost.

NEW ELECTION LAW.

Some of the Features of the Bill Now
Before Congress.

WASHINGTON, June 16th.—The national elec-
tion bill, framed by the House Republican Cau-
cus Committee has been printed. The prinei-

al fea'ures are that the chief SBupervisors of

lections in judicial districts are charged with
the execution of the law, which is to apply to
Federal elections in cities of 2,000 inhabitants
or upwards, and in the entire Congressional dis-
tricts, exclusive of such cities, upon the appli-
cation to the Supervisor of 100 voters, or in
counties or parishes forming a part of the Con-
gressional district, upon the application of fifty
voters.

The Supervisors are required to make in towns
of 2,000 people, or upwards, a thorough house-
to-house canvass before the election: to inform
the voters, upon inquiry, where and in what
box to deposit their ballots, and to scrutinize
naturalizations,

In canvassing the votes, the State laws are to
govern, except that all ballots are to be counted
by tens, first by the Inspectors of Election, and
second by the Bupervisors, the local election
officers and Supervisors keeping separate tally
sheets, which are to be counted. Returns are
to be made by the Supervisor of the Con-
gressional vote, who is to tabulate and refer
them to the U. 8. Board of Canvassers which is
to be appointed by the United States Court, and
to consist of three citizens of the State, and
persons of good repute, not more than two of
whom are to be of the sane party.

The Board is to convene on September 1°th of
each even vear, and declare and certify to the
result of the election, and send one return to
the Clerk of the House, one to the Governor of
the State, and one to the Chief Supervisor of
Elecuions. The Clerk of the House is to place
upon the roll the names of the personsdeclared
elected by the United States Canvassers, in case
there is a difference in the result reached by
them and by the State election officers.

LARD COMPOUNDS.

They Should be Sold Under Their Right
Name and Marked as Compounds.

WASHINGTON, June 16th.—In the report to ac-
company the pure food bill reported from tne
Senate Committee on Agriculture and Forestry,
Cpairman Paddock says: “While eminent
chemists are not agreed that lard compounds
are deleterious to health, there can be no dissent
from the view that such articles should be sold
under their rightlul name and marketed as
compounds, and not as simple products, which
they simulate. The farmers, who see their pro-
ducts lessened in value every year by millions
through sophistication and misbranding, and
their tables assailed in turn with fraudulent
manufactured food products, have every reason
to complain that they are robbed at every turn
of the wheel.”

The Tariff Bill.

WASHINGTON, June 12th.—Printed copies of
the tanff bill, as amended by the Republican
members of the Senate Finance Committee up
to Saturday night, were laid before the com-
mirtee of the Senate to-day. They include
sugar and tobacco schedules, and copies of
these were given to-day to Senator Carlisle,
representing the minority. Several changes
were made ‘again to-day, and this will proba-
bly be the'case every day until the bill gets
into the Senate.

It is expected that the sub-committee will be
able to report the measure on Wednesday or
Thursday.

McKinley said the changes made in the House
bill by the Finance Committee were compara-
tively few and unimportant.

The other amendment provides that
there shsll be no legal tender in the United
States except gold and silver coin.

A further examination of the body revealed
the fact that he had been shot through the
heart, the bullet entering in front and coming
out near the backbone. The Coroner’s jury ren-
dered a verdict in accordance with the above
facts.

Tracks were discovered of some one having
come through the fence near where the body
was found, and made an exit at another point.
Officers are out trying to trail the assassin.

At a funeral to-day a young lady attending
fell from the carriage, sustaizing a fractured
arm.
Frank L. Wilbern, living about a2 mile from
Mariposa. took an overdose of laudanum and
was found +Jead yesterday. He had been in 11l
health for the last two years. The verdict of
the jury was that it was an unintentional act.

ST. PAUL'S CATHEDRAL,

What May Result from the Construction
of aw Underground Railway.
LoNDoN, June 16th.—Great fears are enter-
tained for the safety of St. Paul s Cathedral in
consequence of the new underground railway
to be constructed within a few hundred yards of
the building: Christopher Wren wrote & memo-
randum to the efect that the foundations were
not so good as he could wish, consequently it is
feared that the vibration caused by the trains
will endanger the dome, even if the prelimi-
nary work does not imperil the entire fabric.

The promoters of the line say that the under-
ground railway near Westminster Abbey is not
felt. It is stated, however, that in reality the

trains shake the building considerably, but the
foundations being exceedingly good no damage
is done, Different conditions exist at St. Paul's.
Water courses- render the ground uncertain, as
the cathedral stands higher than the surround-
ing localities. Some shifting ot the soil in
digging out for the railway is inevitable. The
dean and chapter are in a great state of alarm,
and will endeavor to in@uce the House of Lords
to throw out the bill anthorizing the line.

TROUBLE IN

CRETE,

The Christians Fl—l—ld to be the Cause of
the Present State of Affairs.

LoxDo¥, Juné 16thv—A correspondent of the
London Daily Newsat Vienna learns that since
the departure of Chakir Pasha, Governor of
Crete, for Constantinople, whither he has been
summoned to report upon the exact state of
affairs in that unhappy island, the troubles be-
tween the Christians and Mussulman Cretans
have very much incressed, and the present
condition of affaits there is represented to be
very alarming and as requiring an immediate
remedy.

The weight of evidene» goes to show that
although the Christian Cretan is regarded as a
martyr outside of his own country, and is gen-
erally believed to be most eruelly persecuted
by the so-called Turks, who are in a very small
minority. as a matter of fact he is really aggres-
sive in nine cases out of ten and the appropri-
ator of wide-spread sympathy that should fall
upon his Mussulman sountryman.

Moreover the Cretan Mussulman is no more
a Turk than his Christian fellow-countryman,
but a Greek.

Asiatic Chodera Spreading.

Maorin, June *6vh.—Much alarm is occa-
sioned by the continmed spread of cholera at
Puebla de Ruzat. The authorities are making
strong efforts to stamp out the disease, but so
far they have been unsuecessful, New cases are
reported daiiy. Yesterday there were four
deaths and nine new cases. The doctors are
greatly overworked. The authorities have iele-
graphed to Valencia, askiug for physicians and
drugs, which are running short. The total
number of casesthus far are ninety-one. One
of those persons who fled for safety died at Al-
baida. Dr. Gandel, an expert, declares the dis-
ease true Asiatic cholera.

Will be Married To-day.

LoNbox, June 16th.—The marriage of Antonio
Navarro and Mary Ander-on to-murrow will be
a very quiet one. Only reletives will be pres-
ent.

Miss Anderson will not be married at Bromp-
ton Oratory, but in a little obscure Catholie
Church in Hampstead lane. CardinaljManning
will probably perferm the ceremony. Miss An-
derson consents to an increase in the number of
witnesses to six, so as to include the groom’s
brother, Alfonso- De Navarro. The wedding
costume will be a gray traveling dress, with
hat and wrap to mateh.

LiseoN, June 16th.—It is rumored that two
regiments of infantry, a battery of artillery, and
150 marines-will be sent to Mozambique. Quilli-
mane advices-say the Governor and posse have
decided to organize a colonial marme service
and irregnlar forces for the Zambesi; al=0, to
suppress Ezglish coin and adopt other measures
to boycotit the English.
