
EDISON.
"What a Correspondent Says of the Wiz-

ard and Hid Plans.
Again is public attention drawn sharply

to Thomas A.Edison through the suit for
§500,000, which Walter K.Freeman, late
ofRacine, Wis., has brought againt him.
Freeman claims to be the originalinventor
of the incandescent lamp, and that Edison
stole it from him. But the dispatches
have toldyou the story. Iwent down to
LlewellynPark, where the great inventor
works and lives, to tell him about it the
other day, and received his sweeping de-
nial. LlewellynPark is a half an hour's
nde from New York, and there is not a
livelierplace inNew Jersey. It is a part
of West Orange, and you know the Oranges
are famous for their picturesque scenery,
beautiful homes and domestic scandals.
lvlisun has enormous laboratories. The
main one is three stories high, 150 feet
long and 50 feet wide. Then there are
four smaller ones of one story 100 feet long
and 50 feet wide. Itis not easy to seethe
Wizard. He is much engrossed in his
•work, and no end of people try to see him
\u25a0whom he hasn't time to see. But he was
willing to talk about Freeman's claims
and evidently about other things.

Edison's smooth, boyish face is begin-
ning to have lines in it, but wheu he
laughs he looks like a youth. His shock
of straight, unruly hair is fast growing
gray, and his waistcoats are larger than
theyused to be. He always wears a Prince
Albert coat.

"I am working pretty hard," said he,
"upon the talking doll. The first ones
were not a success. They spoke only
twenty -two words and not very distinctly.
The new doll will be far better. It will
speak 150 words so plainly that you
would not know but that a child was talk-
ing. Then, too, it will sing, laugh ar.d
cry."

Edison is a most extraordinary worker.
He toldme that ten years ago he did not
have §1,000 to his name. Now he is said
to be worth $5,000,000 at a conservative
estimate. Yethe works as hard as ever.

"IfindIfeel best with about fourhours'
sleep," he said. "When lam eDgaged in
some problem Iwork c .ntinuously. Some-
times Idon't leave the laboratory for two
weeks at a time. Whenever Ifeel tired
Ilie down for an hour. Ican go to sleep
at any time or place. Often Ijust lean
up against the wall and take a nap of half
aH hour. Nothing so rests me as noise.
When Iheard that they were going to
build a boiler factory over there it made
me happy. Ioften go over there for a
rest and a snooze."

Imagine a man going to sleep ina boiler
factory!

Edison selects men to work with him
who are capable of great strains likehim-
self. But none can equal him. He is re-
lentless during this working stage. He
has no mercy for his men. At Menlo
Park he used to killthem by the dozens,
bo his present employes say. But then he
pays them like princes and sometimes they
have nothing to do for weeks.

The reporter asked Mr.Edison ifit was
true that he had invented a machine by
the aid of which a man in New York
would be able to see everything that his
wifewas doing inParis.

"Idon't know," said Mr. Edison laugh-
ing, "that would l>e a real benefit to hu-
manity. The women certainly wouldpro-
test. But, speaking seriously, Iam at
work on an invention which willallowa
man in Wall street not only to telephone
to a friend in the Central Park, but to see
that friend while talking telephonically
with him. This invention would be use-
ful and practical, and Isee no reason why
it should not soon become a reality. I
have already obtained satisfactory results
in reproducing images at a distance. It
would be ridiculous to dream of seeing
any one between New York and Paris.
The round formof the earth, ifthere were
no other difficultyinthe way, wouldmake
the thing impossible."

Speaking of the phonograph, the re-
porter asked if ithad reached its highest
degree of perfection.

"Almost,Ithink,"said Mr.Edison, "in
the last instruments turned out of my
workshops. You must know that the
ordinary phonograph employed in com-
merce does not begin to compare with the
latest machines that Iuse inmy private
experiments. With the latterIcan ob-
tain a sound powerful enough to reproduce
phrases of a speech that can be heard
perfectly by a large audience. My last
ameliorations were with the aspirate
sounds, which are the weak points of the
graphophone. For seven months Iworked
from 18 to 20 hours a day upon the single
soand 'specia.' Iwould say to the instru-
ment 'specia,' and it would always say
'pecia,' and Icouldn't make it say any-
thing else. It was enough to make me
crazy. ButIstuck to ituntilIsucceeded,
and now you can read 1,000 words of a
newspaper at the rate of 150 words a
minute, and the instrument will repeat
them to you without an omission. You
can imagine the difficultyof the task that
Iaccomplished when Itell you that the
impressions made upon the cylinder are
not more than one-millionth part of an
inch indepth, anil are completely invisi-
ble even with the aid of a microscope."

"And what new discoveries willbe made
in electricity?"

•'Ah, that would be difficult to say. We
may some day cutne upon one of the great
secrets of nature. Iam always on the
lookout for something which willhelp me
to solve the problem of navigating the air.
Ihave worked hard upon this subject, but
lam very much discouraged. We rna\-
find something new belorc that comes, but
that willcome."

Mr. EdUon further stated that the great
development of electricity willcome when
we find a more economical method of pro-
ducing it. During his trip across the
ocean last year he remained for hours on
deck looking at the waves, and he said it
made him wildwhen he saw so much force
going to waste. "But one of these days,"'
he continued, "we will chain all that

—

acd that willbe the millennium ofelec-
tricity."

OBESITY.
Corpulence is Inconsistent With Perfect

Health.

Obesity, or corpulence, is inconsistent
withperfect health. A decided tendency
to superlluous fat conflicts with the tend-
ency to muscle, and weak muscles mean v
weak heart

—
for the heart is merely a

hollow muscle
—

and weak organs generally.
Kvery athlete gets rid of sui>er(luouß fat
before meeting his antagonist. Kverv
corpulent woman complains of beingeasifv
exhausted.

Sometimes obesity is a serious disease in
iteelf, bringing the body to a monstrous
size. Sorue j>eople inherit a fat-forming
tendency, as others inherit a tendency to
excessive leanness. Both conditions are
to a certain extent, independent ofthe food
eaten, but inmuch the greater number of
cases the cause of obesity may be traced to
the person's habits.

The body needs fat no less than muscle
and nerve. Fat serves as a protection
again:-: \u25a0 too sudden lowering of bodily
temperature. It contributes to RMttdoMi
and beauiv of form. Itenters largely into
the OOmposttion of various parts. It is a
store-house of nourishment wheu the nor-
mal sup;>ly is cut ofl" by destitution or dis-
ease; the syr-tern does out draw upon the
muscular and other tissues until the fat is
exhausted. Hence nature has made ample
provision for its normal production.

The cells can elaborate fat Ironi any
kind of food, but far more readily from
some kinds than from others. It should
be understood that in the kind of Arm!,
rather than in tue <;uamity, is the CUM
of the formation of excessive fat to lie
nought, and UIOWI who nave a nat-
ural tendency to become corpulent can
counteract it best by regular and vigorous
exercise.

Those who are becoming alarmed by
their growing obesity should seek the besc
medical advice, and follow rigidly the
PMBMtey rules as to food and exercise m
the open air; but it is very important
that the reduction of the s-uperfluous fat
should be gradual. S?ad results may
otherwise follow. The muscular tissues
may tbcmselvcß !*> wasted. Am the fat
diminishes, there willbe a relaxation of
the rules of diet; b:i:unless they are still
followed to some extent there Willbe a re-
paneocs of the trouMe.

The pDTpu)«Bt should avoid medicines

that promise to reduce their obesity.
Such drugs do their work only at the ex-
pense of the general health.

SLOW WORK.

The Corinth Canal Begun by Nero to be
Finished in1892.

One of the interesting canal enterprises
now on foot is that which is to connect the
Corinthian and Saronic gulfs of Greece.
The canal across the Isthmus of Corinth,
which is to render unnecessary the voyage
around the Peloponnesus, will be four
miles long—

about the length of the Hoo-
sac tunnel

—
but itwill beat even that fa-

mous work in the lapse of time between
its inception and completion. It was sug-
gested by Periander, one of the seven wise
men of Greece, nearly six hundred years
before Christ, again by Demetrius Pelio-
cretes in 300 B. C, and once more by Ju-
lius Cii-sar in50 B. C. Itwas actually be-
gun by Xero, who employed, among other
lalx>rers, 0,000 Jews whom Vespasian had
taken prisoners, and it is to be finished by
General Tuerr, a Polish engineer, who was
in the Italian service with Garibaldi, and
who hopes to have it ready for use by
1892. He has carried on the work from
the point at which Nero leftofi", following
the latter'slinesandmakinKUseof a double
row, of thirty-two pits, some of them 130
feet deep, which had remained unchanged
for 1800 years, except that they had be-
come tilledwith debris. The excavation
now readies fromsea to sea, and is insome
places 225 feet deep. The canal is to be
over 75 feet wide at the top and 200 feet
indepth at the point where the isthmus is
highest.
