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AN EXPLANATION THAT DOES NOT
EXPLAIN.

On the 2l1st inst. the REcorD-UNION
expressed itself freely upon the act of the
Methodist Book Concern, in undertaking
the circulation of a book issued upon the
strength of the wave of Stanley’s explora-
tion successes, and calculated to lead the
general reader to think that in purchasing
the book he was getting a genuine, or at
least accurate account of Stanley’s African
explorations to date—in short, that the
publication is a cheat and a fraud, and
that it likewise violates every moral obli-
gation not to take the property of another
without his consent. There is not one of
all the leading Eastern journals that does
not concur in this view of the matter, or
that fails to so pronounce the “compilation’
which is filched from various works by
authors who expended their money, time
and talents in producing them, and hence
are alone entitled to the profits of their
production.

We expressed the hope that the Meth-
odist Church would rise up and repudiate
the dishonest action of 1ts Book Concern,
and not preach honesty without compel-
ling its agents to practice it. In the same
article we remarked upon the strange posi-
tion of the Christian Advocate, another
agency of the Methodist Church, in de-
fending the steal in question, and shame-
lessly hiding behind the absence of an in-
ternational copyright law. Likewise we
remarked upon the indecency of portions
of the book, and expressed surprise that
under church colors a work disgustingly
illustrated should find refuge.

Rev. A. T. Needham, of the Methodist

Church, sends us the following :

SACRAMENTO, June 24, 1890,

Eps. oF RECORD-UNION: Assuming th4t you
would not intentionally misrepresent a church
or any of its institutions, I send you the accom-
panying clipping from the New York Christian
Advocate—ofiicial organ of the Methodist Epis-
copal Church—explaining the matter, which
doubtless induced youto write the editorial
Eubllshed in your paper Jane 2lst, entitled ‘A
Case of Dishonesty.”

I respectfully submit the explanation made
by Dr. J. M. Buckley to your judgment, for such
correction as you may deem justice to our
church and its institutions requires. Yours

The clipping inclosed by Mr. Needham
does not explain at all, nor does it show
that the RecorDp-UN10N misstated the
case. In brief, it is a statemant that the
Advocate is not the official organ of the
“Book Concern.” That the **Book Con-
cern” sent the Adrocate an advertisement
of a book it had taken to circulate by sub-
scription. That the advertisement did
not have the usnal scrutiny of the editor,
and went into the paper. That the adver-
tisement was put out by a supernumerary
of the “Book Concern” without the au-
thorization of the Chief Agent. That the
advertisement was improper and immoral,
and that the Christian Advocate deeply re-
grets that it appeared in its columns, and
further, that that journal entirely agrees
with the secular journals in their criti-
cism of the advertisement. There is not
in the clipping any reference whatever to
the book that formed the subject matter of
the criticism of the REecorp-UNioN, nor
any apology for the issuance of that book
by the “Book Concern.” But we will
assume that it is theadvertisementof “The
New Stanley Book” that was advertised in
the Christian Advocate.

Our correspondent is correct in saying
that the Recorp-UxioN will not inten-
tionally do injustice to any one. It has
not done so in this case. The fact remains
that “The New Stanley Book” was put out
by the Methodist Book Concern ; that itis
a cheat, and is a theft of other people’s
property ; that the Christian Advocate re-
viewed and commended the book at length
in its “Literary or Book Table;” that
Rev. Dr. Buckley, the editor of the Advo-
cate, apologized defensively for the book,
and attempted to justify its issuance, say-
ing that he did not know where the author
of the book got his facts, but that “He got
them somewhere, quoting from many
sources and paraphrasing,” “but ke did not
eafringe copyright” The italics are ours,
The same editor adds:

Whether a good, bad, or indifferent book. we
do not say: that is a matter of literary criticism;
but it is not “plain theft.”” Two-thirds of it
were written belore Stanley emerged, and what
he said about his last tour is not filched from
<copyright matter, American cr foreign,

We submit that the charge of the Rec-
orD-UNION is not replied to or explained
away, by a long excuse for the blunder by
which an immoral advertisement was ad-
mitted to the columnsof the Advocate. We
repeat, not in criticism of the Church, but
of one of its agencies, that the Church
should rise up and condemn the action of
the “Book Concern”—passing over the
weakness of Dr. Buckley in the Advocate,
if it chooses; and it is not expected that
any clergyman of the Church will be
found apologizing for or excusing what the
world does recognize as “plain theft,” il
Dr. Buckley does not.

POLITICAL FREEDOM.

Very different, indeed, is the idea of
personal liberty among official employes
in Eogland from those entertained in
America. Here, no one questions the
right, or, indeed, the propriety of any one
in Government employment taking steps
1o improve his condition =s such employe.

His entire class may meet in convention
and freely discuss their situation, and pro-
test against it, and may petition for its im-
provement without any danger of sacrific-
ing their positions. But in England the
letter-carriers have discovered that there
is no such toleration. The carriers re-
cently in off hours met and consulted with
each other concerning what they deem
needed essential reforms in their employ-
ment. The British Postmaster-General is
offended at this action, and announces that
the Government will take steps to punish
the carriers severely for their presump-
tion. He has demanded a written apology
from the men, and a promise that they
will never again hold a similar meeting-
One hundred of the seniors among the
carriers have already been punished to the
extent of areduction of pay, and by hav-
ing their good conduct stripes removed.
This is a strange, not to say a dangerous,
policy. The men certainly, in their pri-
vate capacity, have the right to meet and
advise with one another touching petitions
to secure better conditions for themselves.
If they have not, then their positions are
of a character analogous to that of in-
voluntary servitors, for the major portion
of them, notably the seniors, have been
trained to the service from early youth,
and are not able on any short notice to
choose other callings. Their bread and
butter makes them powerless in one sense
to resist any action by the Government
looking to hard exactions in the service.

THE eminent electrician, Dr. Werner
von Siemens, expresses the conviction that
not less than 5,000 volts should be used in
the electrical execution of Kemmler, and
that to employ only half that force will
involve possible failure, and may result in
torturing the man. This opinion the ene-
mies of electrical execution cite with glee.

The answer to it is—then double the
power.

AMUSEMENTS.

The concert by Miss Mary E. Barnard,
given at the Congregational Church last
evening for the benefit of the Margurite
Free Kindergartan, was well attended. It
was an entirely successful concert. What

there was lacking in manifestation of en-
thusiasm may be attributed to the repress-
ive influence of the concert-room. A
church is not the place for a secular con-
cert, and in which to expect an audience to
thorougly relax and enjoy the music and
give tull appreciative applause. What Sac-
ramento needs is a fine concert hall, one
that is large enough and elegant enough
for receptions, concerts, Gubernatorial
balls, conventions, fairs, etc. Miss Barnard
was assisted by Herr F. W, Zimmerman,
of Vienna, a serviceable and accomplished
tenor; Signor Martinez, of Milan, a pianist
of fine ability, whose execution won the
admiration of all lovers of the instra-
ment who heard him, and F. G.
Knpell, of this city, a violinist of
fine taste. His bowing and stopping
clearly testify to the excellence of his
training, and he plays with a feeling and
delicacy indicative of the true artist. Miss
Barnard was in excellent voice and sang
with marked effectiveness. The quality of
her voice, which is resonant, is precisely
what is demanded of one who is about
to take the position of chief singer to the
Mendelsshon Club. Her enunciation is
very near perfection. She gives color to
all she sings that is unmistakable. One
does not hesitate a moment in according
her full credit for the art of assuming feel-
ing. Her tones are pure and true, and in
the lower notes the mezzo quality is of the
first order. She manages her voice ad-
mirable, so well that there is an absence
of apparent effort. All the numbers were
encored, but only Miss Barnard did more
than bow thanks. S8he sang in response
two old ballads and gave them with a
simplicity and feeling that was charming.
The vocal gems of the evening were, Schu-
bert’s “Eden Land,” by Miss Barnard and
Herr Zimmerman; Miss Barnard’s **Long-
ing,”” aod the instrumental gem cer-
tainly was Mr. Knell's “Legende,” by
Wieniawski.

At the Clunie Opera House this evening
W. A. Brady, the well-known all-around
actor. will present Boucicault's play, *‘After
Dark.” Mr. Brady will appear as “Old

Tom,” a bit of character acting of the first
order. He will be supported by the favor-
ite comedian Bobby Gaylor; by Miss Big-
gar, a competent actress; Lillian Lee, Mlle.
Rene, a dancer and change actress spoken
of as superior; J. W. McConnell, E. L.
Waton, Kelly and Murphy, athletes, and
others. The scenery to be used is that pre-
pared specially for the piece, and includes
scenes of the London bridge by night, the
underground railroad, concert hall inte-
rior, etc. The piece has been twice played
here. It has great vitality, and Brady's
mounting of it appears to have given it a
new lease of popuiarity, as his seasons
with it in New York, San Francisco and
other cities have all been successful.

It was our fortune to see Wilson Barret;
in San Francisco atthe Baldwin Theater
recently. The impression he made was
one of the most positive character that he

is an actor of the first order, an artist who
honors the stage by the character of his
art, and the reverence he has for elevating
and refining dramatic representation. It
is easy to understand why he is so re-
spected and esteemed in England. Those
who have read any of hie fine papers in
the various reviews, need only be told that
Mr. Barrett acts as he writes, in & manner
that lifts him and the character he assumes
above the common level and into the at-
mosphere of high artistic excellence. He
is the founder of the modern school of
melodramatic ecting; he is at once actor,
critic and student. He is probably one of
the best dramatic read men of the day, and
enjoys a high reputation as a playwright
also. His strength, like that of Booth's, is
tragedy.

Mr. Barrett's company is throughout ex-
cellent; his brother, George Barrett, is its
comedian, and Miss Eastlake, a beantiful
woman and a finished actress, is leading
lady. It is for Mr. Barrett and his com-
pany that there is now being erected in
London a beautiful theater, that is ex-
pected to rank as one of the best and com-
pletest of modern houses. His recent en-
gagement in San Francisco was a notable
dramatic event, and one of the most suc-
cessful of many years in that city. '

He will present here at the Metropolitan,
on Monday evening next, “Hamlet.” His
interpretation of the character has been the
theme of a great deal of criticism on both
sides of the water,and hasled to the writing
of essays and pamphlets upon the subject in
both England and America. In brief, it
may be said that Mr. Barrett plays Hamlet
28 & young man, as sane, bnt assuming
madness as a protection. He presents
the King as in the prime of life,
the Queen as a beautiful, passionate ma-
jestic woman. His Hamlet is not a mis-
anthropic, moaning and purposless char-
acter, but a clear-headed youth, who by
grief and worry is ted to plot deeply, and
to put to it the courage, skill and energv
to carry out his scheme to the letter, and
having succeeded, dies entirely satisfied.
Tuesday night Barrett plays “The Silver
King,"” his version of it being in a marked
degree diflerent from all others. Wednes-
day he will present the “‘Color Sergeant,”
“A Clerical Error” and ‘Chatterton,” a
one-act comedy, a two-act society drama
and a one-act sketch, fall of tears and
pride and poetry.

Manager Hall announces that the prices
here will be $1 and 50 cents, according to
situation, and that no higher admission
will be charged. The prices during Mr.
Barrett's long engagement in 8an Fren-
cisco were $1 50 and $1. Mr. Hall tele-
graphed the Barrett management at Los
Angeles for leave to announce here the
rates usual in Sacramento. He received
an answer that nowhere had the company
appeared for less than the San Francisco
charge, but Mr. Hall counld exercise hisown
judgment in the matter, and he announces,
therefore, that $1 will secure a reserved
geat, and that the box-office will be open
Saturday morning. Mr. Hall's expression
is: "I want Sacramentans to all bave an
opportunity to see one of the first artists of
the day in the ligitimate, and so I put
prices that all can come, and to insure the
filling of every seat.”

RUSSIA AND TURKEY.

General Opinion That a War Will Ensue
Between Them.

LoxDpoN, june 26th.—Great importance is
attached 10 Russia’s demand upon Turkey
for the war indemnity by the Cabinets of
Europe, especially of Austria. Russia has
been as lenient as Turkey has been lax in
the payments Stipulated at the close of the
Turko-Russian war, and the arrears now
amount to a sum that it is almost hopeless
for Turkey to expect to pay. The Sultan,
indeed, has virtually disregarded, although
he has not formally repudiated, the obliga-
tion, and therefore the peremptory demand
comes with a force all the more startling.
As Turkey cannot fulfill the demand,
Russia will have to take satisfaction in
some other way. The opinion in Viennais
that the way chosen will be a military one.
Meanwhile Austria is makingstrong prepa-
rations to uphold her influence in the Bal-
kans in the event of ahostile movement on
the part of Russia.

WILL PAY NO TAXES.

The People ot Newfoundland Want Bet-
ter Protection.

HALIFaX, June 26th.—The steamer Har-
low, from the west Newfoundland coast, is
here, and her Captain (Farquhar) confirms
the statement that he was refused permis-
sion to land goods at the bay of St. George,
unless he would give a bond to be respons-
ible for all the duties and charges which the
consignees might fail to pay.

The Captain declined to accede to the de-
mand, and proceeded to Bonne bay. On
his return the goods were landed, the con-
signees having received the regular per-
mits.

The British man-of-war Pelican was at
Bonne bay. Thecoast is nearly free from
ice. The Cagtaiu also cenfirms the report
of a conflict between the islanders and the
French at Port au Port last week. Several
of the contestants received black eyes and
murderous bruises. The trouble arose from
the French wanting to take bait out of the
Newfoundlanders' nets. The people on
the west coast are still determined to pay
no taxes until they receive better protec-
tion.

Huge Petition.

Loxpox, June 26th.—A huge petition in
favor of license purchase was presented in
the Commons to-night. It was gotten up
by publicans and presented in three im-
mense rolls of paper bearing 600,000 signa-
tures.
