When
doctors combine with artists to denounce
an item of feminine apparel, and universal
common sense backs up the charge, a swarm
of eager amazons crowd to battle and over-
whelm the assailants by their clamorous
multitude. But our masculine hat is sur-
rendered as a prey to the mildest of satir-
ists. Yetit seems improbable that civil-

—

Africa and America into the bargain —
would cling to an object which they really

think agly, inconvenient and uncomfort-
able. 'Women are irresponsible beings in
all that relates to costume. Neither
health nor reason nor a sense of the be-
coming willcheck their instinctive im-
pulse to follow the fashion; some would
add that decency and piety are as inef-
fectual :ts any other objections. Sot men,
after all. are reasoning animals in >ome
degree. Ifthey persist in a course of ac-
tion which exposes them without defense
to the charge ofstupidity and bad taste it
may be assumed, aa a general tliiYig, that
they are conscious of some sufficient mo-
tive, though itmay nut i>e worth while to
explain or even work it out in their own
minds. Tiiat the chimney-pot hat is such
a case can be proved.

Henry Clews See* ><> Cause for 111-Fore-

bodings.

"Henry Clews, the great Wall-street broker
ami financier, writing under date of June
19th, says :

Congress presents an unusual spectacle
at the preseut time. The House, on the
silver question, is conservative, while the
Senate is apparently the reverse. On most
great questions requiring conservatism it
is generally otherwise. This silver legisla-
tion occupies now a peculiar position. If
the Senate bill passes, it is free coinage. If
the House billbecomes alaw.it is restricted
coinage, with the important and conserva-. Mature of redemption in bullion at

The amount of gold-payins securities is
comparatively small, however, as compared
with the rest, which are payable incurrent
funds.

Ina country likethis, with such vast r?
sources, infinite greater than any oth<r
nation, the mere fact of increasing tbe sil-
ver circulation, in accordance with tbe
House bill, should not create alarm. This
is at the rate ot two and a half millions ptr
month, or $3.1,000.000 per annum, more
than heretofore— equal to $300 000.000 in
ten years. This amount, added to the
present outstanding silver and silver cer-
tificates, will make $660,000,000. Add to
above the present issue ofsilver certificates,
$2 000,000 etch mouth, willmake $900,000,-
--000 in all as outstanding ten years hence.
France has to-day jOOO 000,000 of silver in
circulation, including what is in the Bank
of Frauce, which is kept on a par level
with gold. In France tbe biuonnt of
money in circulation is SSS per capiia.
while it is only $22 per capita in this coun-
try. France has a population of 37,000,000,
America G0.000,000. Wbile the people of
Frauce are spending a franc (one-nfih the
amount of our dollar), the people of this
country spend a iio!iar

—
ia other words,

the ratio of personal expenditures in this
country is at leas: one uullar or five francs,
as again-t one franc in Frauce. This
greater lavisbness in money spending In
this country tends to ruake "the circulation
ot money greater h^e than inFrance. In
France there is much hoarding of money,
while in this coantry there is but little.
