--1K SILVER BILL.

Senator Stewart Believes it is Purposely

Delayed.
Washington, June SOth.— Senator Stewart has

become despondent over the tilver situation,
and now believes >here willbe no silver legisla-
tion at this session, and perhaps not at this
Congress. He believes also that the Conference
Committee was selected withihe intention that
they should uot agree, or even try toagree.

He charges that the action of the Vice Presi-
deut in appointing Sherman Chairman oi the
Senate couiereeii was to induce a delay, and
that .Sherman so understands it. and willcall a
meeting of the Conference Committee when-
ever he feels like it,and not before. As Senator
Jones of Nevada fathered the silver bill,he
should have been appointed Chairman of the
Senate conferees, but that would not suit the
gold men, as under Jones' chairmanship an
agreement would be arrived at very shortly

Senator Stewart also believes speaker Reed to
be in the plot to delay legislation, and that it
was for that purpose that he appointed Walker
of Massachusetts as ons of the House conferees.
Walker is at home in Massachusetts, and do one
seems to know when he will return.

OBriSER PHILADELPHIA.

An Official Report to be Presented Tn-

He willwait,
however, until the report of the Board has
been made public, belore a formal application
fora second test, ifue should conc.ude to run
that risk. lv the event of a new trial, he will
have to pay the cost of the- first one.

Board willreport Ihat the average maintained
speed of the cruiser was a fraction short of H»)£
knots, and that it will make such representa-
tions to the Secretary as to the condition of the
test as willpractically preclude tbe granting ot
a new trial. This willgive the builder a speed
premium ofSICO.OOO.

The objection
was net IJmU the colored man was black, but
thst he voted the Republican ticket.

Colman of Louisiana announced himself a
Republican, both from conviction and p.iaci-
ple, a Southern man by birth, education and
association. He opposed the enactment of the
Federal election law at this time. He would
heartily cupport a National election law ifhe (
thought its enactment wouldsecure an honest
ballot, but the supposition that the passage of |
moh a measure at this time would have this
effect was based on false impressions and igLor-
ance of the true state of affairs in some por-
tions of the South. He did not wish to stimu-
late any trnuble, and he was certain that trouble
and bloodshed would follow the enactment of
this legislation, and that the law would failin
its purposes. As itwas, he would vote against it
in this House. He wanted to see the solidity of
the South broken, and there were signs of dis-
integration iv the Democratic party of the
South. Pass a Federal election law, and the
men now ready toseparate from tbe Democratic
party would go back into what they were told
was a white man's party, rather than liss
negro supremacy.

The debate was further continued by Burrows
and Chipman of Michigan, after which some
formal amendments were agreed to.

Debate was interrupted, and a joint resolu-
tion extending the provisions of the present ap-
priation Acts until the pending bills become
laws was parsed.

The election billwas resumed, and Lehlback
of New Jersey offered an amendment providing
that the Chief Supervisor of Election for every
judicial district shall take such action as is
requisite to secure such supervision in each
Congressional district as isprovided by the laws
ol the United State i. He said if itwas desir-
able to control Congressional elections by the
National Government, let itbe applied to every
district in this country alike.

Chcadle of Indiana favored the amendment.
With one or two exceptions, there was not a
Reou 'jlicanconstituency inthe State ofIndiana.
IIhe roted for this measure, he wanted it ap-
plicable to the district he represented.

Millsof Texas spoke briefly against the bill,
and the House took a recess.

At the evening Bession several addresses were
made forand against the bill,and an adjourn-
ment was taken untilto-morrow.
