THE UMPIRE MOBBED.
The Stockton Diamond the Scene of a

Disgraceful Row.
Stockton, July Cth.—George Z. Cough-

lan, of San Jose, who represented the syn-
dicate that negotiated for the purchase of
the Stockton Club, umpired the game be-
tween the Stocktons and San Franciscos
today. Inthe eighth inning Coughlan al-
lowed Levy to score on a foul ball that
went by the catcher, and decided Selna out
at the plate on a home-run hit beyond the
bicycle path.

On the latter decision the crowd went
wild, and threatened to mob him. When
the game ended Coughlan went to the
dressing-room, with the mob after him,
and when inside he was attacked by Selna,
struck in the face and knocked down.

Sherifi Cunningham and a squad of po-
licemen broke open the door and rescued
him. escorting him off the grounds.

The umpiring of Chase yesterday was
unsatisfactory, and it was agreed that to-
day's game should be umpired by Manager
Finn and Secretary Shelley, but the double
umpiring fell through, and the Captains of
the teams selected Coughlan.

In to-day's game the Stocktons made
three runs in the first inning on a base on
balls, two steals, a single and Sweeney's
error. They scored their fourth in tbe
fourth inning on two singles, a steal and
Shea's error.

San Francisco scored one run in the sixth
on abase on balls, a single, a sacrifice and
two passed balls. In the seventh they hit
Kilroy for two singles and a triple, which,
with an error, gave them three runs.
In the eighth, with two men out and

Levy on third, Stevens fouled the ball,but
Coughlan allowed him to score, as though
itwere a passed ball, and Stevens went out
at first.

The Stocktons had the game won in the
eighth on Selna's home-run hit, but lost it
on Coughlan's decision, and the visitors
were given the game again on the decision
that allowed Levy to score.

WHO WILL GET HIM?

Pitcher Conghlln Bayx He Will Wear a
•.. Linn riiuUniform.

The I.»»:.>\u25a0 baseball clubs are in a row
over pitcher t/oughlin. The San Francisco
Club integer claims that he had agreed to
l>.ay tf^a that teani, but Coughlin himself
says he is on bis way to join the club of
this city. Manager Robinson of Oakland
takes sules withFinn of San Francisco, and
declared on Saturday that "Koscoe Coughlin
willhave to play with San Francisco or
else he caunot play on this roast.' 1

Finn's and Robinson's side of the ques-
tion is thus set fortn in yesterday's JEeam-
iner: "There promises to be a struggle lor
the services of Koscoe Coughlin, the pitcher.
Itseems that at the same time that Finn
was negotiating for him the Sacramento
management was also in correspondence
with the California favorite. On tbe 28th
ofJune Coughlin telegraphed to Manager
Finn that he would sign withhim, and at

2 o'clock on the SI ofJuly $150 inadvance
money was paid over to Cougblin's agent,
and that 9ame afternoon this money was
telegraphed East to Cougblin, and Finn,
happy in tbe thought that be had secured
a great pitcher, oH not mourn the loss of
two games on the Fourth.

"The same day that the advance money
was telegraphed Coughlin, Finn sent him
a dispatch ordering him to star! West at
once. Yesterday Coughlin telegraphed as
follows:"

'Youare too late. Have accepted Sac-
ramento\terms. Going there."

"Itappears that Finn had agreed to pay
Cougblin $200 a month, but Sacramento
came in with an ofler of $250.

"It now remains to be seen whether
Coughlin can go to Sacramento or not. It
ianow quite clear that he accepted Man-

'
ager Finn's terms first, and, ifsuch proves

Ito be the case, he should, and inallproba-
bilitywillbe made to liveup to his agree-
ment withthe San Francisco manager."

Says the Chronicle on this subject :"Now
the question arises, willCoughlin play in
this city or Sacrarut-nto ? Hehas accepted
Manager Finn's advance money and was
supposed to be on his way here to pitch for
the San Franciscos at next week's games.
His sudden flop to the Sacramentos per-
plexes even his friends. Havens was dis-
gusted last night and refused to talk, while
the other baseball magnates declared that
Coughltn could be made to play with San
Francisco."

WHAT THK 3ACEAMEKTD MANAGERS BAY.
ARecord-Union reporter called on Man-

ager Ginsberg last evening and asked him
what he had to say concerning the contro-
versy overCoughlin.

"He belongs to us," said Mr. Ginsberg,
"and our dispatches willso show."

He then brought out a package of tele-
grams and showed them to the reporter.

"On the 23d of June," said he, "we
learned that Cooghlin had been released
by the Chicagos, and we telegraphed to
him, in care of Spalding Bros., asking
whether he had been released, and what
were his terms. This was the first dis-
patch sent. A few days afterward Cough-
ling telegraphed, stating his terms, and re-
markine also that he could bring a good
catcher named Lauer with him. Imme-
diately upon the receipt of this dispatch
we wiredhim:

"Terms accepted and advance money sent to
you by Southern Pacific Company by wire.
Their a«em willgive jouthe same. Don't de-
lay. Come at once.

"Acouple of days afterward the follow-
ing puzzler was received here by wire:

"Do yon want catcher Lauer for $175, as
wired? Accept both or none. Mu&tknow to-
morrow.

"This dispatch was a genuine surprise to
the managers, and they concluded that
Cougblin wanted to back out and go to San
Francisco. They were not to be baffled,
however, and sent the followingsharp tele-
gram to Coughlin :

"We refer you to your first telegram. Itdon't
Bay in your terms that you must have Lauer
with you. We have two fine catchers. Will
talk to you about Lauer when you get here.
Come at once. Youbelong to us."

Mr. Ginsberg says he will'have Cough-
lin,and that in all probability he willap-
pear ina Sacramento uniform inthe game
here July 13th.

MUD VS. WATER.
AProperty Owner Who Imagines That

the Latter is Preferable.
Eds. Recohd-Ukion : Citizens and Tax-

payers of Sacramento : What course
shall we take to protect onr property from
fire in this city ? We are withoutproper
protection by the negligence of those that
we have elected to look after the protection
of ourproperty from fire. Inthe southern
portion of the city several fires have oc-
curred of late, and in every case the same
trouble —

"mud inthe pipes"—has been the
case, as itwas on Saturday night. Itwas
fully ten minutes after the department was
ready for work before any water could be
bad with force enough to reach the roof of
the house on fire, which was not over
twenty feet.

The attention of the city officials whose
duty itis to see that the mud is blown out
of the pipes has been often called to this
fact, but so far as Iknow they have made
no reply nor paid any attention to our re-
quest. Do they utterly refuse to try to give
us any protection against fire? Ifnot, I
propose for all property owners to call a
meeting and fix on some plan that may
give us water in the place of mud in times
of fire such as we had on Saturday night
and on several other occasions.
Ihave several thousand dollars invested

near where the fire was Saturday night
whichIearned by hard work. I"can no
longer remain silent and see such neglect
of duty to keep tbe fire plugs in a condition
that water can be hadjin time of fires. We
have a good department to haDdle our en-
gines, ladders, etc., and itthe firemen have
water in place ofmud to operate with all
would be well. Those engines were not
made to throw mud, and if those whose
duly it is to look after our fire-plugs do
not now realize trie danger let them attend
the next firein the southern portion ofthe
city and they willsee that water is better
than mud forputting out fires.Come, property owners, let us move be-
fore our homes, that we have spent the
best years of our lives to earn, are awept
from us, and our families turned shelter-
less into the streets. We want an alarm
box on Q, street, between Thirteenth and
Fifteenth. The nearest one to the fire on
Saturday night was on Twelfth and O.
We want those fire pings attended to every
ten days, at least. Itis we who own prop-
erty that employ the city officers, and Isay
for one, let us know why we do not
have proper protection for our property.

This state of affairs should not be tol-
orated any loDger. Let us move all together
and demand our rights of those whom we
have put in office and are paying by our
hard day's labor from day to day.

After the sad experience of a Q street
family with an exploding lamp, on Satur-
day evening, it would seem that people
who do not use gas in their houses should
take extra pains to keep their lamps in
good trim and also to keep them out of the
wayof children.

WEAVER EXPLAINS.
He Says He Only Overdrew His Bank

Account.
