IfoMnMWnr,July Bth.—In ttoe Senate to-day

the conference report ou the Silver bit was
taken up.

Vest stated the reasons why be should vote
agaiist the report. A large (majority of the
Senate had voted, he said, fur the tree coinage

ofsilver, but the conference report absolutely
difi away with all idea of free coinage and it
was intended to coattnue tiie system under
which silver had been persistently and con-
sistently degraded since IS7X. He was anxious
to see absolute parity between the two metals.
He would like to see the time when sixteen
ounces of silver would purchase an ounce of
void, and when ao ounce ol gold would con-
tinue (as at presents topuwhase sixteen ounces
of silver. It has been put in,he said, for the
purpose ot saying to the Treasury Department
that until silver came to a parity with gold it
should pay out gold and public business should
be conducted ou a gold basis. He for one
would never vote to ma ntain and continue that
practice. He never iiad been a "silver man"
lor the purpose ot booming silver.

Coke followed Vest ina concurring speech.
Sherman defended and explained the confer-

ence report.
The question had arisen in the Conference

Committee, he said, whether the two houses
could be brought to an agreemeut on the two
bills passed by them respectively. In the first
section of the conference billthe language of
the first section <>• the House billbed been re-
tained somewhat, but the amount of silver to
be purchased bad been increased. It has been
made mandatory, not permissive, on the Secre-
tary of the Treasury to buy 4,600,000 ounces ot
silver each ruonth, which at the rate of 81 29
an ounce (or 15 to 1) would amount to a yearly
issue of about fW.OW.eOtj in treasury noes.

riiewrait—"Does the Senator from Ohio think
there is any danger of the Secretary of the
Treasury failingto buy 4,500,000 ounces ofsilver
per mouth, iftie can get It at less tnan par, as
provided inthe Act?"

Sherman —"Not the slightest. The Senate
cannot legislate onthe idea that the oflicer of
the Government willnot execute the law."

Voorhies said the trouble about the confer-
ence billwa.- not whether the Secretary ofthe
Treasury would obey the law, but that every
single section of the billgave discretion to the
Secretary of the Treasury, who was "packed"
against silver. Every single section of the bill
conferred and wasintended to confer discretion
on the Secretary of the Treasury by whichhe
could destroy, dishonor and degrade silver as
money. He did not retlect upan the present
Secretary of the Treasury. The Treasury De-
partment had been packed against silver ever
since he (Voorhkjs) had been a member of theSenate, not merely under the Republican party,
but under his own party, untilhe was weary
oi it.

At 3 o'clock the conference report on the
silver billwent overuntil to-morrow, anrt eulo-
gies on the late Representative Cox of New
York were begun.

IKTHE HOUSE.
WailiHHfM.July Bth.—ln the House to-day

the Senate amendments wore concurred in to
the House bill for the admission of the State of
Wyoming

On motion of Carey of Wyoming the Senate
amendments were concurred in to the House
billfor the disposal of abandoned military res-
ervations in Wyoming.

The Speaker laidbefore the House the Senate
billto adopt regulations for preventing colli-
sions at sea.

The bill having been rtad, Dingley of Maine
explained thet the purpose of the billwas the
adoption of the regulations to prevent collisions
at sea, which had been unanimously adopted
by the International Marine Conference. The
members of the conference were of opinion
that tht- code of signals provided in the bill
would prove more eflective than any other that I
could be devised.

The previous question was then ordered and
the billpassed by yeas 125. nays 45.

Cannon, from the Committee on Rule", re-
ported a resolution for calling up the original
package and bankruptcy bills, but Paysou in-
terposed the land grant forfeiture bill,and the
House refused toconsider the resolution.

LOWER CALIFORNIA.

Positive Information That the English
Company Was t*Attempt Seizure.

IVashixutox, July Bth.—As a result of Colonel
E. C. Foster's recent t.-in to California and
Lower California, made at the instance of At-
torney <itueral Miller, for the purpose of ob-
taining exact information as to the alleged con-
spiracy on the part of an English company to
take forcible possession <if the peninsula ofIxjwer California and to hold it against the
Mexican Government, the Department ofJustice
is just now inpossession of the real facts of the
cate.

The English company in question, entitled
"The Mexican Land and Colonization Com-
pany," had undoubtedly made earetul prepara-
tions to sei/.e the peninsula and establish an iu-dependent government. The premature ex-
posure of the plan was all that prevented Its
consummation.

Foster said to-day that he did not believethere would be any further attempts to seize
Lower California, as Mexico was forewarned
and would protect herself against a repeti'ion
of the plo;. Moreover, the English company
that had inspired the scheme willhave to do a
good deal of explaining to the Mexican Gov-
ernment before it is through with the affair
The evidence asramst the company in this mat-
ter was absolute and could not be controverted.

THE BEHRING SEA TROUBLE.
A Story Purporting to Give the Inside

Facto of the Negotiation.
New York,July Sth.— The World this morn-ing has a double-leaded ftory purporting to give

the history and present status of th • negotia-
tions between the United States and Great Brit-
ain relative to the Bchring Sea sealery dispute.
Itstaled that Blaiue began l.y trying touiaiii-

tain tint Behring Sea was a clusetl sea, but was
forced to abandon that position. He then con-
tended that the United States had certain legal
rights inBehring Sea which Grtat Britain .lid
not possess, but after a long dtbate dually con-
ceded that the matter was one to be settled by
agreement.

When Blame raised the question ol the rightof the United States to prevent the capture of
seals in Hehring seaby bmi>h vessels Sir Julian
Pauncefote pointed out that when Kussia set up
the same contention in ISJ4 this Governmentwas first to resist it. After much argument on
this point Blame made the proposition that nopersons except the Nrrth Am ricau Commis-
sioners' companies under contract with the
I'uited States should be allowed tocapture teals
in Behring sea.

Finding that Sir Julian Pauncefote would
not cousent to such an arrangement, he was
perplexed, yet prepared to listen to the proposi-
tion advanced by the British Miuister. whichwas to pfeTßUt the destruction or seals in
Behrins: Sea during a certaiu season, and to
keep British and Cauadiau vessels outside of
the prybylor zone until the matter could be re-
'erred to a joiut rommissiun uppoiuU'd by both
Gov. rnments. Incase of trie lailure to arrive ata satisfactory agreemeot, the matter was to be
referred toone or two of the crowned heads of
Kurope to act as an aibitration commission
whoso decision in the mati-r was to be final.This proposition was said to have been entirely
HUtlfoctory t-> Blame, but hf no means pleas-
ing to the l'resident, who rejected it.
