THE OTHER.

Which Trustee Wolf Denies-The Saloon

Ordinance Passed—N Street
Plans to be Changed.

At the session of the Board of City Trus-
tees yesterday a petition was presented
asking the Board to pass an ordinance pro-
hibiting women of ill-fame from occupy-
ing houses on Second street, between X
and L. The petition was signed by Chris-
topher Gree», Joseph Hopley, W. F. Knoi,

W. R. Knights & Co., C. McCreary, A.

Conklin, H. It. Crouch, G. S. Wait, A. P.
Booth, C. M. Prodger, J. W. Todd and
about twenty other residents and property-

owners in the extreme southwestern por-
tion of the city.

W. A. Anderson was present to repre-
sent the owners of the property which is
rented to the demi-monde. He said he
hoped the Board would take no action un-
til he could present his side of the case to
them. He observed that none of the resi-
dents in the block had Bigned the petition.

The matter was laid over/or one week.
A petition was received asking that E

street, from Sixth to Twentieth, be im-
proved by grading and graveling. Referred
to the Street Commissioner.

A communication was also received,
signed by property-owners on N street,
from Fifteecth to Nineteenth, asking that
the manner of improving the street be
chaDged, as they claimed it would coat,
under the proposed plan, nearly as much
again as other streets. The sand on top,
they claimed, would make it very dusty
and unpleasant, and there would be noth-
ing to hold the gravel together.

The matter was referred to Trustee Mc-
Laughlin.

Sherifl George C. McMullen asked the
Board to contribute $200 toward the ex-
pense of making an exhibit of Sacramento
county's products at the coming State Fair.
He said the Superviors had contributed
$300, and it was necessary to have $500 in
order to make a creditable showing. The
object was a worthy one.

Daniel Flint also addressed the Board
and urged that the appropriation be made.
The money, he said, would be used to the
beat advantage.

On motion of Trustee McLaughlin, the
sum of $200 was allowed.

Fred Adams complained to the Board of
the manner in which L street, particularly
from Fifteenth to Seventeenth, was being
sprinkled. His complaint will receive the
attention of the Street Commissioner.

Chief Engineer Judd, of the Water
Works, reported that for the week ending
July 13th 40 484,000 gallons of water had
been pumped; running time of the Holly
pump, 89 hours; Stevens pump, 114 hours.

A couple of bills were presented by Chief
ofPolice Drew for hack hire for himself
and the police officers in attending the
funeral of Patrick Leavy.

Trustee McLaughlin said he thought it
no more than right that the police should
pay their own bills when it came to hiring
hacks to go to private funerals.

Mayor Comstock thought so, too, and the
bills were tossed aside.

F. Ray wanted to know if R. S. Carey,
who had a franchise for a railway on Fif-
teenth street, from H to X (although he
had no road there), would have to pay his
share of the expense of grading the street.

Mr. McLaughlin said he would see Mr.
Carey. He thought the latter was willing
to pay, and after consulting with him he
would notify the property-owners on the
street.

Arecess was taken till1:30 r. m.
AFTERNOON SESSION.

At the afternoon session the Board can-
vassed tbe ballots cast at the late bond elec-
tion, and found the official figures to be:
For the bonds, 2,422; against, 299; total vote
cast, 2,721.

Abillfor $5 was presented by E. Grubbs
for removing and burying a dead horse
from Thirtieth and V streets, the property
of a man named Doherty.

The bill was referred to the City Attor-
ney for collection from the owner of the
horse.

Mayor Comstock brought up the matter
of the claim of the D. O. Mills Bank for
$1,045 for moneys advanced last winter to
repair the Y-street levee.

Mr. McLaughlin said the debt was con-
tracted by Mayor Gregory, and he (Mc-
Langhlin) was opposed to tne city paying
the money. Judge Beatty was largely
responsible for the expenditure, and he did
not know but that the Bonded Debt Com-
mission ought to pay it.

The minutes of the meeting at which
the matter was considered were read, from
which it appeared that the work was or-
dered. Judge Beatty assured the Board
that the expense, under what was known
as "the Kuox plan," would not exceed
$500.

No action was taken on this demand, it
being held over for further consideration.

• Mr. Cunitniugs, who owns the premises
408 J street, appeared before the Board and
asked that he be not forced to replace bis
sidewalk with stone, as it was one of thebest on the block. If those walks on
either side of his should be replaced with
stone, he should not object, but otherwise
he would regard itas unjust to compel him
to make tbe change.

The members of the Board promised to
examine the walk in question.

Mr. McLaughlin moved that the Board
readvertise for bids for improving N street,
from Fifteenth to Nineteenth, so as topro-
vide for cobbled gutters and granite cross-
ings, in accordance with a requtat made by
John Batcher and others. So ordered.

A resolution was adopted to improve V
street, with earth, from the river to Ninth
street.

Also that Tenth street be graded and
graveled from N to R.

Also, that a sewer be laid in the alley
between F and G, Seventh and Eighth
stree's, and the alley graded.

Also, that the alley between H and I.
Seventh and Eighth streets, be graded and
graveled and crosswalks constructed.

Also, that Twelfth street, from F to G,
be graded and graveled.

H. C. Ewing asked an extension of thirty
days in the time forgrading and pavingthe
alley between J and X, Third and Fourth
streets. So ordered.

Mayor Comstock introduced an ordinance
repealing Section 1of Ordinance 217, passed
in March, 1887. The ordinance is the one
providing an additional collector for the
water works office.

The Mayor said that people couW be
compelled to go to the cffice and pay their
water rates, and that two collectors were
not necessary.

The usual discussion ensued on the sub-
ject, the Mayor urging that two collectors
were not necessary, and that the business
did not warrant it.

He made some allusion to politics, when
Mr. Wolf objected. He said the Mayor
had no right to charge that other member*
of tbe Board were governed by political
consideration rather than by the public in-
terest.

Ex-Collector Bauer came in and took a
hand in the discussion, holding that the
clerks of the water works office could not,
under the present enlarged system ofkeep-
ing accounts, do more than they have done.

The ordinance went over under the rule.
The oil storage ordinance was again laid

over fora week.

NEW SALOON ORDINANCE.
A Stringent Measure Passed by the Board

or City Trustee*.
At yesterday's meeting of the City Trus-

tees City Attorney Hart read to the Board
the much-talked-of ordinance regulating
saloons, bar-rooms, dance-halls and other
places where malt or spiritnous liquors are
sold, with the amendments inserted, as
suggested by Grove L.Johnson at the meet-
ing last week.

11. G. Harl, Jr., and E. M. Leitch spoke
in favor of the passage of the ordinance,
and thought it would be a good plan if
parents could be compelled to keep their
children from going on errands for them to
saloons for the purpose oi getting beer.

Trustee McLau*hlin thought the word-
ing in a certain part of the ordinance ought
to be changed where it read that the appli-
cation for ifce es:ablishing of a saloon must
be accompanied by a petition signed by a
majority of the citizens in the block. la
bis judgment the petition ought to be
signed by the property-owners, and not the
residents in the block.

J. J. Bauer said he thought the Street
Commissioner's idea was wrong. Jin many
of the blocks in town most of trie properly
was rented, and it would be to the interest's
of the owner to rent his place to the party

from whom he got the highest rent. Ifhe
got a good rent from a saloon-keeper
he would naturally want to keep him as a

tenant. Mr. Bauer said it was the residents
in the block who were disturbed by disor-
derly houses, and not the property-owners,
who might live in another pity.

Rev. Mr. Willis, of the Ninth-street Bap- (
tist Church, indorsed the ordinance. He
thought too many restrictions could not be
placed around young boys and girls.

Mr. McLaughlin wanted to know of the
City Attorney if he thought the ordinance
could be enforced.

Mr. Hart said he believed it entirely un-
stitutional.

Mayor Comstock moved the adoption of
the ordinance.

On roll-call the Mayor and Trustee Wolf
voted aye, and Mr. McLaughlin no.

Rev. Mr. McKelvey said he believed the
Board would receive the congratulations of
every family in the city.

ME. BATES' MEMORY.
It Hakes Trouble for an Assessed Prop-

erty Owner.
While the Snpervisors were in session as

a Board of Equalization yesterday after-
noon a gentleman representing the San |
Francisco Savings Union addressed the
Board in behalf of his petition for a reduc-
tion on the Assessor's figures. He said the
land all around this tract was under water,
and this piece would be in the same condi-
tion had not the owners pumped the water
off at a great expense and put it in good
condition. The land was assessed for $80
per acre, and he asked that it be reduced
to $50.

Supervisor Bates eyed the gentleman
comically tor several minutes and then
asked him if the land was not of pretty
good quality.

"Oh, yes," said the agent, "there is no
doubt that it is good land and worth $80
an acre, but owing to the great expense in
pumping the water off we think the assess-
ment should be reduced."

"How much do yon say it's worth?"
asked Mr. Bates.

"About $80 an acre," was the reply.
Mr. Bates scratched his head and thought

for a moment. "Say," said he, suddenly
jumping up and dropping his cigar, "I
want to ask you if that ain't the very same
land that was worth between $300 and $500
an acre a short time ago, when we wanted
to put a road through it?"

The gentleman looked a little discon-
certed, but admitted that it was the same
identical land.

"Humph !" said Mr. Bates, "then you'll
wait a long time for me to vote for your
reduction."

The matter was laid over until Wednes-
day.

THE NEW PITCHER.
Roscoe Coughlin Has Joined the Camp

of the Sacramentos.
Roscoe Coughlin, the pitcher over the

signing of whom there has been consider-
able controversy between the Sacramento
managers and Mr. Finn, of the San Fran-
ciscos, arrived here f.'om Chicago yesterday
morning. He appears to be in good health,
and says he is glad to be back on the coast.

To a Record Union reporter Coughlin
said he proposed to pitch for the Sacra-
mentos. Finn, the San Francisco man-
ager, had asked for his terms, and he sent
them. The only obstacle to his signing
with the San Franciscos was on the point
of salary. He wanted $25 more than Finn
wanted to give, and during tbe negotiations
Sacramento stepped in, got his terms and
wired, accepting them. "That was all
there was too it," said Coughlin. "Finn
was too late."

Itis quite probable that the new man
willtwirl here this week. He says he pro-
poses to do all in his power to help Sacra-
mento win the pennant.

quantities of fruit that is being shipped
daily to this city from the orchards down
the river. The D. E. Knight will to-day
start in on that work.

Yesterday the regular steamer broueht
up one hundred tons of fruit, and the
handling of such quantities daily greatly
interferes with the other business of the
boats.

BOARD OF SUPERVISORS.

JOINING HANDS WITH OTHEK COUN-
TIES AGAINST HYDKAULICKING.

County Health Officers Elected—More
Petitions for Reductions in the

Assessor's Figures.

The Board of Supervisors resumed its
session^resterday forenoon. The members
were an present except Mr. Black.

The entire forenoon session was con-
sumed in examining a large batch of claims
againt the County Treasury. Nothing
an usual happened until the demand of the
Folsom Telegraph for $177 for printing a
pound ordinance ten times. Messrs. Greer
and Bates thought the billa little too high,

I and resolved to investigate. By comparing
it with the bills of the city dailies, it was
found, so the Supervisors declared, that the
county weekly was charging nearly three
limes as much per insertion as the big
dailies.

Mr. Bates took the billand said he would
cut it down to $70 80.

Chairman Rots objected to this. He said
the proper way to proceed was to hear the
other side first. He did not think any Su-
pervisor—even a member of the Printing
Committee—had a right to cut down a bill
before investigating it.

Mr. Bates flared up characteristically.
"Now just you look here," he said shaking
the bill at the Chairman, "I'm going to cat
this bill down, whether you like itor not,
now."

Somebody said that Mr. McFarland, tbe
editor of the Folsom paper, was in town,
and might elucidate matters. The bill was
accordingly laid over, and Mr. McFarland
sent for. When the gentleman arrived he
explained that he had made an error in
making out the bill—that it should call for
$144 instead of $177.

The Supervisors accepted the corrected
bill and allowed the claim, Mr.Bates vot-
ing no.

AFTKBKOON SESSION.

In the afternoon Supervisor Tebbets
called the attention of the Board to the pro-
posed conference of the counties of Yuba,
Sutter, Colusa, Yolo and Sacramento, for
the purpose of organizing "to stamp out of
existence the last remnant of hydraulic
mining on the American and Feather
rivers." He explained that while the
counties were proceeding in the matter in-
dividually,it entailed considerable expense
upon each. The proposition now was to
join hands and each pay an equal share of
the expenses, making the burden lighter
all around. He believed that Bacramento
county should join in the conference.

Mr. Bates revived his proposition about
"getting Uncle Sam to put a few soldiers
up there." He said he didn't believe in
spending any more money for detectives
who were afraid to go into the mines and
get evidence. "They can find lots of places
where there has been mining," he said,
"but they ain't worth a cent at catching
them at it. IfUncle Sam will just put a
few soldiers up there—let 'em camp right
on the ground—some good will be accom-
plished. They would be worth all the
lawyers and detectives in the country."

Messrs. Tebbets and Greer did not be-
lieve that Uncle Sam was going to take any
hand in the matter. Mr. Greer finally
made a motion that it be declared the
sense ofthe Board that it favors the confer-
ence scheme, acd willmeet with the other
counties at any time and place suggested
for the purpose of completing arrange-
ments.

Tbe motion was adopted.
Itwas announced that the terms ofoffice

of the three county health officers was
about to expire, and Mr. Greer moved that
the present incumbents be re-elected. The
motion was carried. The officers are: Dr.
E. F. Bates of Folsom, Dr. J. A. McKee of
Elk Grove and Dr. Montague of Gait.

The petition of residents of Victory and
Pleasanton School Districts' for changes of
the districts' boundaries was granted.

The Board then resolved itself into a
County Board of Equalization and re-
ceived the following petitions for reduc-
tions of taxation:

EVERYTHING GOES.

Mayor Comtttock Withdraws His Objec-

tion to the Coal Bills.
The bands of the municipal clock were

nearing the hour of 4 p. m. and business
was beginning to lag in the Board of Trus-
tees' session yesterday, when Mr. Mclaugh-
lin said he wanted to know what wad go-
ing to be done about allowing the lone
Coal Company's bills.

Mr. Wolf remarked that the May bill
had been allowed at the morning session.

Mr. McLaughlin examined the bill and
foand that it bad been allowed for $1,200 —the full demand.

It will be remembered that whenever
these bills had come up for action they
were opposed by the Mayor, who refused
to sign any warrants for their payment un-
less a reduction was made in each month's
bill proportionate to the $900 rebate which
he claimed the agent of the company had
offered him on the year's contract.

Mr. McLaughlin said be was satisfied
with what had been done, but he had been
placed by the Mayor in a false light in the
matter, and wanted the roll called on the
Mil «o that each member of the Board
would be placed on record.

Mayor Com stock made an explanation
as to how he had been induced to abandon
his position in regard to the manner in
in which the monthly bills should be al-
lowed.

The inference to be drawn from his re-
marks was thai he had concluded to wait
until the end of the year for the payment
of the proposed rebate, rather than'insist
upon us payment in monthly instalments.

In concluding his remarks, the Mayor
said he was always willing to learn. Some
differences had arisen in the Board, but be
hoped that all would go more smoothly
hereafter. He wanted to treat his fellow-
Trustees right, and did not want to be in-
suited.

Both Trustees McLaughlin and Wolfdis-
claimei any intention or desire to show
any discourtesy to the President of the
Board.

After some farther remarks by the Mayor
the matter was dropped, and Mr. Mc-
Laughlin forgot to insist upon having the
roll called on the coal bill, which the
Mayor had allowed to pass at the morning
session without interoosing his usual ob-
jection.

Daring his remarks Mr. McLaughlin was
anything but complimentary to Joseph D.
Redding, the attorney for and leading
spirit in the electric light company. He
said that Mr. Redding had acted in any-
thing but a tquare manner with the city,
and evidently hadn't the face to appear
before the Trustees and give an explana-
tion of his action in connection with tbe
operation of the company under its fran-
chise.

POLITICS WARMING UP.

The Colambian League Takes Issue With
the Republican Committee.

The recently-organized political body,
known as the Colambian League, held a
meeting last evening at Pythian Hall, a 1
which the following resolutions were
adopted:

Whkbkas, Those Republicans of Sacramento
City who believe in clean politics and are op-
posed to boss rule, were successful at the Re-
publican primaries and Convention of Sacra-
mento county in lS8t; and whereas, in tbe
Convention thus organized a resolution was
unanimously adopted instructing the Cointy
Committee selected by said Convention to call
primary elections in future by election pre-
cincts, according to an apportionment therein
set forth; and whereas, after said resolution had
been so unanimously adopted, a County Com-
mittee ofthirteen was elected by said Conven-
tion ol members ofthe said Convention, each of
whom had voted forsaid resolution, and nine
of whom were residents of Saoamento City,
and had actively participated in said primary
election, wherein they clnimed to be honest in
their devotion to good government in the party
aud in their opposition to boss rule; and
whereas, the County Committee so selected has
recently, by a vote of eight to five, called a
primary election for this year, in direct antgo-
nism to said resolution of instruction, withoutany reason therefor or explanation thereof
being by any one of them assigned (for none
exists, as they well knew); therefore, be it

Resolved— First, that we most strongly con-
demn the action of the majority of said com-
mittee as illegal, unwise and improper; as a
willfulviolation ofthe plain instructions ofthe
body that created them; as a direct attempt to
rebuild boss rule in Bacramento couaty Repub-
lican politics, and as an entering wedge for
future usurpations of power by like unscrupu-
lous County Committees at the dictation of cor-rupt bosses.

Second—That we especially denounce the
four members of paid County Committee who
reside in Sacramento City and aided in disre-
garding the party law as recreant to their
pledges, because they were the most active in
securing the passage ofthe very resolution they
have so flagrantly violated.
