Further Particulars of the awful
Calamity.

HF.ROIC WORK OF THE RESCUERS

Over Eighty Bodies Already Re-

covered, and tbe Work Not
Yet Completed.

EFFECTS OF THE CYCLONE.

The Loss of Life by the Flmklns Steamer
Yet Unknown.

Lake City (Mich.), July 14th.—Sur-
rounded by beautiful bluffs and farming
lands Lake Pepin's nnrolHed surface gave
to-day littleevidence of the fierce struggle
with the elements and of the death-dealing
fury of the storm that raged off this city
last night. With scarcely a note of warn-
ing, there burst upon this region one of tbe
severest storms known in its history, and a
lose of life probably greater than any other
single calamity that ever visited any part
of the Northwest. Sixty-eight bodies had
been recovered and identified when search
was discontinued at dark to-night.

The excursion steamer Sea Wing, ofDia-
mond Blaff, had carried a party of two
hundred or more excursionists from Red
Wing to the camp of the First Regiment of
the Minnesota National Guard, just below
tbe city. When the day was coming to a
close Captain Wethrien prepared to return
the boat load to their homes. Many
among them feared the approach-
ing storm, and asked that he post-
pone departure until after the storm
dew over. Thinking the storm
would not prove serious, he would not con-
sent, but at about 8 o'clock started off up
the lake towards Red Wing, nearly 200
passengers being on board. The wind was
blowing a gale.

Apoint ofland runs out from the Min-
nesota shore, just above this place, across
from which is a point known as Maiden
Rock. To pass around this point it was
necessary for the steamer to turn slightly
towards the Wisconsin shore, and imme-
diately the hurricane seized hold of the
already struggling and cracking vessel and
twisted her out of the control of her en-
gines and crew. An attempt to beach her
failed, and over sbe went, with her great
load of passengers. The barge Jim Grant,
which was in tow, and on which about
one quarter of the excursionists had
crowded, was also seized, her awning be-
ing crushed in and her passengers thrown
into the water.

This happened just below the point, and
as the helpless hulks drifted before the gale,
the steamer righted herself for a moment,
but in another moment keeled over. The
barge broke loose and drifted down oppo-
site the town, and those still on board,
about twenty in number, were rescued.
The steamer drifted in back of the point
ami sank.

Many were saved, however, and the
heroism of a number of rescuers cannot be
too highly praised. Corporal B. L. Perry
compelled the spectators to assist him, and
saved the lives of eighteen of those who
were still clinging to the wreck. Others
there were like him, and over sixty were
rescued from what seemed certain death.
Sinail boats cruised around for several
hours, and picked up some three score of
the stillliving unfortunates.

HEROIC VOLUNTEERS.

As soon as word reached the militia
camp volunteers were called for, and every
one volunteered. Adjutant-GeDeral Mul-
len immediately took charge of the regi-
ment and the work was begun and carried
on. Body after body of men, women and
children, in some cases whole families,
were taken from the water, some alive,
others unconscious but not dead, and yet
others from which the breath of life had
forever fled.

The sad experiences were many. Pa-
rents who had children missing, and other
people looking for friends and relatives,
ran up and down tbe beach all night and
to-day inquiring if any more bodies had
been recovered, and for the names of the
identified dead. The anguish of the many
parents whose children bad been ruth-
lessly torn from them by the awful calam-
ity cannot be portrayed. >

At 2 o'clock this morning fiftybodies
had been recovered, identified mnd sent to
Red Wing. By daylight eight more ha,d
taken the same mourmul iovirney, and at
3 o'clock this afternoon seven other* were
added to the gruesome number.

Captain Witberen. proprietor and com-
mander oftbe Sea Wing, hns been severely
blamed by citizens and others for what
they allege to have been criminal negli-
gence on his part in pulling out into the
lake with such a crowd when tbe sky
looked so threatening. The captain, his
wifeand two of his three children lost their
lives under the waves, and that fact, to-
gether with the loss of his vessel and the
great loss of life, unnerved him so that he
kept pretty much out of sight during the
day, and those who did see him got but
imperfect statements from him.

THE DEAD.

Few of the bodies had any bruises or
other marks of injury upon them. The
fact that the militia were la easy call nn-
doubtedly resulted in the saving of many
liv-»s, and the work of the citizen soldiers,
their excellent organization and the good
management of General Mullen and sur-
geons Fitzgerald, Clark and Katn, were
notable and commendable.

DBAOGIKO THE LAKE.
During tbe morning a systematic patrol

of the water, over which the boats drifted
when first struck by the gale, was kept up
by tbe citizens of Lake City. After tbe
last bodies bad been taken from the hulls
General Mullen pressed into service all the
row boats within reach, and with the sol-
diers beean this afternoon a thorough drag-
ging of the lake along the scene of the dis-
aster. No bodies were found up to dark,
when the search was abandoned. Dyna-
uiite will be used in the morning.

6AVED BY LIFK-FREBERVIRB.

There were a good many who made ust
ol life-preservers, but probably none bad
as good pervice as had Robert Ad.iros. the
17-year-old son of Mr. Adams of Lake
City, and another boy. They secured three
life-preservers, and were in the water for
six hours before being rescued. Young
Adams could swim, but his companion
could not. They had tbe good se^se to
float <juietly ami no' attempt to right
BgaiLS! the waves. Dating the six hours
tnev were bafletod by the billows and
blown hither and thither by the gale.
They drifted about a miie down past the
towu, and tbea a change in the wind
carried them up river to Frontenac, seven
miles from here, where they were rescued
by Hr. Ksin and p»rty, and to-day are
nearly as well as ever.

TREES TOE* AKD TWISTED.
MiKJtiAFoLis. July Hth.—At an early

hour this morning a special train bore a
correspondent of tbe Associated Press from
Bt. Paul to the seen c of the terrible cyclone.
No sign of tbe terrible havoc was'visibla
until the top if the bill overlooking the
little valley was reached, where, on tbe
side ofthe hill,was seen a house belonging
to Mr. Harris, with the roof blown off and
part of the couth side blown away. Out
buildings were scattered around in a most
demoralizing condition. No one was hurt
at this point. Quarter of a mile north the
whole scene ol destruction lay sprpad be-
fore the eye slong the shore. At tiie point
where the storm turned and crosw.i the
lake were the houses of Schurmcier and 1
Good arid a house in which each had en '
interest.

Boating amid heaps of boards and house
timbers. Here probably willbe found the
bodies of the missing, as they could sot be
found in the stacked-up boards and furni-
ture on land. As an illustration of the force
of the wind, an iron pump and twenty-five
feet of iron pipe were torn from the well in
front of the Good residence, twisted, bent
almost doable and deposited fifty yards
from the well. On the edge of the water is
a pile of boards covered with turf lifted
from a swamp 200 feet away. Strewn
all about are pieces of furniture, books and
stoves. The wells and cellars are filled
to the top with building debris, and in
Schnrmeier's cellar lie the .mangled re-
mains of a horse. The ground about these
houses has the appearance, from a distance,
of having been gone over with a plow,
while from this point on to Gutzke's, trees
are blown down in vast numbers and crops
are demolished.

AT LAKE GEBTAISE.

At Lake Gervaise the dead and missing
are: Peter Meisen, George J. Miller,Rev.
Dr. Phaefle, of Brunnen, Tex.; Mrs. J. H.
Schurnaeier, Charlie Schurmeier.

The sights about Lake Gervaise are awful.
The sites of Good and Schnrmeier cottages
were marked only by their foundations,
while the ground for a radius of an acre or
more is strewn with debris of all kinds.
Near the cellar of Schurmeier the bouse
lies a drive well with twenty feet of cast
iron pipe, which was literally torn from
the ground, while in the shores of the
lake, fully 100 feet away, is a piano which
formerly stood in the parloi of the cottage.
Huge trees, some of them three and a half
feet in diameter, have been broken off close
to the ground and are scattered about in
all directions, articles of wearing apparel
are to be seen sticking in trees and bushes
half a mile away.

In the swamp near the lake shore are
numbers of splinters and boards, sticking
bolt upright like a field of corn. Allalong
the road from Gervaise to Vadnais houses
have been more or less damaged. Some
have half the shingles torn off the roofs,
others chimneys blown down, and others
whole sections of the buildings carried
away. Nearly all the houses and hotels in
the vicinity have been turneJ into tempo-
rary hospitals.

At Paul Mellette's residence, at Little
Canada, are Moses Meiacon, his wife and
three children, all of whom are seriously
injured.

AtKohlmann's Hotel are Minnie Miess
and Joseph Bernard. Miss Mifss is suffer-
ing intensely from a wound in her chest
made by an iron spike, which was driven
almost through her body, and her recovery
is impossible.

A camping party was on the southeast
shore of Lake Gervaise. They ran from
their tent and sought the shelter of the
overhanging bank just in time to save their
lives. Their tent and all its contents were
swept into the lake.

The number ofpersons injured at all the
different points is large, and the listis being
made up slowly.

J. S. Shurmeier has recovered sufficiently
to be able to relate what he knows con-
cerning the storm. They had noticed the
storm brewing, and. as it came upon them
he had risen to close a window which the
storm had blown open. The next thing
he knew he was twirled about in the air at
a rapid rate. On comine to his senses he
found himself near the edge of the lake.
Makin - his way up from the lake he came
across the remains of his son-in-law, G. J.
Miller, and afterward those cf Pete, his
coachman. He does not know anything
of those in the cottage with him after he
had risen to close the window.

The storm struck the French settlement
half a mile north of Little Canada, com-
pletely demolishing five houses and
slightly injuring the occupants.

At Frank Gutzke's place, on the south-
east shore of Lake Gervaise, beside himself
and family of four, there were about
twenty visitors who had sought shelter.
The cyclone struck the house and lifted it
bodily from the foundation, but fortunately
not one of the inmates were injured.

The storm really commenced between
Snail and Turtle Lakes, and passed over
them, Btriking the northern part of Little
Canada; thence on to the Schurmeier and
Good cottages, across Lake Gervaise to
Gutzfee's place; thence in a northeasterly
direction to farmer William Brown's place,
where it liftedand disappeared. Its track
was about forty-five miles long and from a
quarter to one-half mile in width.

The bodies of Mrs. Schurmeier and her
son Charles and Rev. Mr.Pbaekple have
not been recovered up to a late hour to-
night. It is almost certain they are at the
bottom of the lake.

ELECTRIC FLASHES.

The Rome Opinion* says that England
has assured Italy that she does not intend
to abandon her rights in Tunis.

Intelligence has been received at London
that an engagement has taken place be-
tween the foices led by El Zenous, the
Tunisian "holy man" and the Mahadists.
The followers of the MahUi were defeated.
It is reported Zenous has captured El
Obeid, the capital of Kodofan.

Mat Murphy was arrested at Glen Ellen,
Sonoma count} 7, Sunday afternoon on a
charge of assault to murder an Italian
named Frank Engleton. The alleged
trouble occurred over the wifeof the pris-
oner. The Italian was not much hurt.
One or two shots from the gun lodged in
his forehead and another in the neck near
the jugular vein.

Two small fires occurred at Xapa Sunday
night. The first burned the laundry con-
nected with tbe Palace Hotel and sejrehed
the hotel some. Loss, about $600. The
other was in the Primary public school
building on Clay street, in which the loss
was very small,as it wassoon extinguished.
Both were probably the result of the care-
less dropping ofcigarettes.

A telegram from Landers, Wyoming,
says that two boys, Phil Harsh and Sam
Davis, 10 and 17 years respectively, who
forsome weeks have been working three
mining claims 500 feet south of the famous
Buckeye mine, twenty miles south of
Landers, on Saturday struck ore which
assays from $23,000 to $40,000 per ton in
free gold. This is the richest discovery
ever made in the Territory, and miners
have started for the new fields by hun-
dreds.

On Saturday evening, at the divide be-
tween Virginia and Gold Hill, Nevada,
Bernard Curtri shot Charles McDermott in
the breast. The bullet passed through the
rieht lung. He cannot lived. Curtri had
been drinking and imagined his neighbors
got into his room at night and tUshed
magic lanterns in his face, and he warned

several not to do so or he would kill them.
This is thought to have been the reason for
the act. Curtri came into Virginia to give
himself up.

CALIFORNIA PRODUCTS.

The afternoon papers litre give much space
to tbe description ot' its wonders in the way
of grains, fruits, minerals, textiles, grasses,
we ii..is, wines, etc. The exhibition will be
open to the public here during one week,
and, from the attention already paid it it
is safe to say willattract many visitors.

M. and 5 P. M. in the precincts ouuide cf
said city, during which time the polis w 11 be
kept open; said Primary Election being for the
purpose of electing delegates to a Republicau
County Convention, to be held on the -Ith day
ofJuly, ISSO, at 1 p. m., which County Conven-
tion will be hela for the purpose of selecting
twenty-five delegates to the Republican State
Convention, to meet at Sacramento August IJ,
1890, to select delegates to such Republican Con-
gressional and District Conventions as mny
hereafter be called, to nominate candidnleo lor
the various County, Township and city oflices
to be voted forat the next general election, to
6elect a Coun:y Central Committee, and to
transact such other business as may come beiore
said County Convention.

That said Primary Election shall be held
under the provisions of lnw above referred to.

'lhat in the precincts in the city of Sacra-
mento all ballots used at said Primary Election
khall be printed iv co. formity with the provis-
ions ofthe Political Code relating to the lorm
ofballots, but this provision need uot be applied
to precincts in the county outside said city.
