A KIDNAPING CASE.

The Child Now on a Steamer Bound for
San Francisco.

NEw York, July 17th.—The Times says :
When Jobn C. Connoliy kidnaped his little
niece Violet Nevine as she was walking
along Glengary road, near Dublin, Ireland,
with her cousin, Miss Martin, about a
month ago, and shipped the child off to its
mother’'s Roman Catholic™ relatives in
America, in care of the stewardess of the
steamer State of Indiana, he probably
thought that he had donea very clever
piece of work. _ :

Connelly had been proceeded against by
the child’s Protestant relatives in Ireland,
and has been ordered by an Irish Judge to
produce the child in Court. Connelly has
a very difficult task before him to secure
the return of Viclet, for it has been ascer-
tained that she is now on her way to Cali-
fornia relatives, one a married woman in
San Francisco, and the other Sister Alexis
of Fort Dodge, and is making the trip on
the steamer San Marcos by way of Panama.

After arriving in this city in charge of
the stewardess of the steamer State of In-
dians, Violet was taken to St. Joseph's
Home, which is in charge of the Sisters of
Mercy. After the fact of ber having been
kidnaped was published, a new retreat was
found for her with friends, pending the
expected arrival of friends from San Fran-
cisco te escort her to her Western home.
Weeks passed without any of them putting
in an appearance, and finally Violet's aunt
in San Krancisco wrote to the Sisters of
Mercy in this city, stating that no one
could come 10 New York for the child, and
asking that she be sent to her destination
in the care of some trustworthy person.
The latter, however, failed to inclose any
remittance for Violei's outfit or expenses.

The BSisters of Mercy in this city ad-
vanced the necessary funds. Sister Aloy-
sens, who had taken the deepest interest in
Violet during her stay in this city, decided
to send her by way of Panama. She ac-
compapied the little one on board the
steamer San Marcos and delivered her to
the stewardess.

A Scotch lady and her husband, who
were making the trip in the same steamer,
became interested in the child, and prom-
1sed the sister to help care for her during
the voyage, which will last about twenty
days.

Besides paying her passage, the Sisters of
Mercy purchased for Violet an entire new
outfit of clothes, and she started on her
voyage to the Pacific much better equipped
than on her arrival in this city. Her im-
mediate destination is the convent of the
Sisters of Mercy at Oakland, where she will
remain until the excitement of her abduc-
tion has subsided, when she will be given
a home with her aunt in San Francisco.

William Lane Booker, the British Con-
sul in this city, thinks that if the facts are
as stated, there will be little trouble about
Violet’s extradition.

THE STEAMER DISASTER.

Stories Told by the Captain and Engi-

neer.

St. Pavy, July 17th,—Captain Wetheren
gnd eix of the crew of the steamer Hea
Wing bave arrived in this city, and the
Government laspectors are conducting an
investigaiion behind closed doors. Captain
Wetheren and Olerk Niles have given to
the press a statement of the disester. They

:%e steamer had been recently in-

spected and found to be in good condition,
and, with the barge she had in company,
was allowed 250 passengers. There were
on the boat and barge 200 floats, 187 cork
and tule life-preservers and seven good
skiffs. When the boat left Lake ¢ ity the
number of passengers was under 185. The
boat left at 8 o’clock and proceeded up the
lake about five miles, when the storm
struck us. The boat was completely and
instantly overturned. The Captain was at
the wheel and did all in his power to keep
the boat headed into the wind and re-
mained in ihe pilot-house until completely
submerged. e then broke throuzh the
side and succeeded in reaching shore. The
engineer stood at his post until the water
filled the engine-room and then made his
escape. When the boat upset there was
no water in her hull, and nothing but the
force of the wind upset her. The barge
was not cut loose until the steamer had
capsized, and then only to save it from be-
ing swamped also. No liquors were on
board and none of the crew drank a drop
that day. When the boat left Lake City
the storm seemed to have passed, and the
crew deemed it safe to start.”

FARMERS’' ALLIANCE.

A State Ticket Nominated and the Con-
vention Adjourns.

St. PavL, July 17th.—At the Farmers’
Alliance and United Labor Conventien this
morning, the first business was the report
of the Committee on Resolutions, which
was adopted. It demands that the “war
tariff”’ be radically revised and especially
denounced the McKinley bill as ‘‘the
crowning infamy of protection;”’ demands
Government control of the railroads; favors
an incresse in the volume of money, and
demands the free coinage of silver.
The first ballot for candidate for Governor
resulted: Ignatius Donnelly 172, R. J.
Hall 170, Knute Nelson 56, Daniel Buck 17,
General J. H. Baker 5, Pinkham and Gam-
ble 3 each, and Owen, Rahilly, Herrington
and Armstrong 1 esch.
The afternoon session was exciting, at
which there was an expression of bitter-
ness on the part of one faction of the Alli-
ance against the leaders of another, but the
ticket finally nominated is supposed to be
fully acceptable to all, although there are
those who doubt this.
The first ballot of the afternoon resulted:
Hall 232, Donnelly 229, Buck 6, Owen 10,
Baker 5, Dalrymple 3.
Upon the announcement of the vote
Donnelly took the floor in the interest of
barmony. He believed the nomination of
Hall to be inadvisable, and would result
injuriously to the Alliance. Hall had pub-
licly insulted him by ordering him to keep
away from the District Convention, and his
(Donnelly’s) friends would not forget it.
He considered a compromise advisable,
and proposed as a compromise candidate
P, H. Rahilly.
Hall released his friends from supporting
him, favoring a compromise candidate.
l?‘ny result would be wholly satisfactory to
im.
Finally, after much confusion, the roll
call was resumed. Few votes were cast for
either Hall or Donnelly, as the current was
all in the direction of 8. M. Owens, editor
of the Farmer, Stock and Home, published in
Minneapolis.
When it was apparent that a majority
had been cast for him, General Baker
moved that the nomination be made
unanimous, and the Convention so ordered.
Donnelly made a speech warmly comment-
ing the character and standing of the
candidate.
Without further trouble, the ticket was
completed, as follows: Lieutenant Gov-
ernor, J. O. Barrett of Brown’s Valley; Sec-
retary of State, M. Wesenberg of Duluth
(a Scandinavian); State Auditor, P. H,
Rahilly of Wabasha county; State Treas-
urer, Eric Matterson of ‘La Quiparle; At-
torney-General, J. M. Barlingame, of Owat-
tona.
After providing for the selection of an
Executive Committee, the first political
convention of the Farmers’ Alliance and
labor organizations of Minnesota then ad-
journed sine die.

THE GREAT SUNOL.

Mr. Bonner Confident that She will Have
a Walkover with Belle Hamlin.

New York, July 17th.—Sunol will soon
meet both Belle Hamlin and Axtell. Rob-
ert Bonner is jubilant over the prospect of
a match between Sunol and Belle Hamlin.
He said : *We have as yet received no re-
ply from Hamlin, but there is every proba-
bility that the match will take place, and
we were not willing to run Sunolat Buffalo
for insignificant purses, just to oblige Ham-
lin. But we are anxious for a match
against Belle Hamlin for the sum stated—
$10,000 a tide and all the gate money.

It is almost certain that Sunol can play
with Belle Hamlin, an old mare with a
record of 2:123. In fact, I am confident
Sunol can lower all records but that of
Maud 8, 2:055. About Ler ability to beat
Mand S, I am doubtful.

““We issued this challenge in order that
there m»y be no doubt as to our views on
the matier, and to convince Hamlin that
we are not afraid of him. It is exceed-
ingly probable that Sunol will try conclu-
sions with Axtell before we are many
months older. Axtell is owned by a syn-
dicate.

“*Negotiations with this view have been
some time in progress, and there is every
prospect that they will be brought to a sat-
isfactory termination, with a result that we
shall have the greatest match of recent
times. I cannot say as yet what wiil be
the value of the stakes, or where the match
will take place.”

Sunol bas improved between thirty
and forty pounds. On Saturday she did
an easy mile in 2:15.

Dissatisfaction of Horsemen Over the

Washington Park Kaces.
CH1icAGo, July 17th.—Much dissatisfac-
tion has been expressed by horsemen from
the South and elsewhere, with the way in
which things have been going on at Wash-
ington Park during the present meeting.
This dissatifaction js chiefly directed to-
ward the runniog of the Chicago Stable,
owned by George Hawkins, a well-known
gambling-house keeper. His horses have
been ‘‘ruoning in and out” in a remarka-
ble roanner, and the papers of this city
which began to make expressions of mild
astonishment have now come to an out-
right denunciation, There are threats
made that unless Hawkins is expelled none
of the Southern stables will be represented
nere next séason.

FITTING TRIBUTE.
Proposition to Place General Fremont’s
Remains in Golden Gate Park,

New Yorxk, July 17th.—The Evening Tel-
egram in an editorial says: There is emi-
pent fitness in the project to make General
Fremont's last resting-place beneath a
monumest in Golden Gate Park, of San
Francisco. He gained all his prominence
in the great west, when it was a trackless,
untrodden waste of earth, and is more
closely allied with its early days of pro-
gress than with any other seciion of the
country. He always believed this himself,
and regarded the Presidency of the Califor-
niaSociety, as thesuccessor of Sutter, one of
the greatest honorsof his life. California he
looked upon as his home. Members of his
family who have been consulted agree that
the Golden Gate should hold his remains,
and their wishes will no doubt be com-
plied with. It does not take them acentury
to erect monuments on the Pacific coast.

STEAMER COLLISION.

A Valuable Steamboat Cut Completely in
+  Two.

Derrorr, July 17th.—This evening at
6:30, as the steamer, City of Detroit, with
excursion passengers, Was uearing
city, her steering spparatus gave out in
some unsccountable manner, and she
sheered about and ran into the steamboat
Keesota, cutting ber completely in two
amidships.

Captain Fick and the crew of seventeen
were rescued by rowboats that were in the
vicinity at the time, but the steward was
drowned.
