WASHINGTON NOTES.

Checks Being Sent Out for the Pay of
Census Enumerators.

WasHiNGTox, July 21st.—Superintendent
Porter to-day began sending out checks in
payment of the services of census enumer-
ators. The checks are being sent direct to
the enumerators, and are payable at the
Sub-Treasury at New York. Five hundred
checks will be sent out daily until the
whgle number, something over 50,000, are
paid.

The Comptroller of the Currency has ap-

ointed Gilbert B. Shaw Receiver of the

ark National Bank at Chicago, which has
been 1n the hands of the Bank Examiner.

The orders of Pay Inspector T. T. Cas-
well to the Mare Island Navy Yard have
been revoked, and he has been granted a
six months’ sick leave.

The Comptroller of Carrency has author-
ized the National Bank of Commerce of
Seattle, Wash., to commence busizess on
$100,000 capital and with the following
officers: Richard Holyoke, President: R.
R. Spencer, Cashier.

Representative Comstock, of Texas, in-
troduced a bill authorizing the Secretary
of Agriculture to establish uniform grades
in all kinds of grain transported from one
State to anotber, or to any foreign ccuntry,
which shall be known as American grades.

TIN ORES,

South Dakotans VV»I{(~ Protection for
Their New Tin Mines.

WasHiNGgTON, July 21st.—One of the hot-
test fights that will arise in the Senate
daring the debate on the tariff will be by
Senators Pettigrew and Moody of South
Dakota, in favor of protection for the de-
velopment of the tin interest. There has
never been any serious effort made until
now to develop the tin mines of this coun-
try. While lead, silver. copper and nearly
all other ores of the United States have
been given specific attention in the tariff
laws, fin has received only general atten-
tion.

The Dakota Senators say they will ask
as much encouragement as is given either
copper or lead, and they declare that tin is
much more essential than either of the
other products named.

David Davis, chief of mines and mining
in the geolugical survey, say the difference
in prices paid for labor in this country and
Wales and othker tin producing countries
makes it essential to have protection at the
hand of Congress for two or three years,
until the mines may be developed. He
takes a lively interest in the reported find
of rich tin deposits in San Bernsrdino
county, and is anxious to hear further from
the mines.

NAVAL CONSTRUCTOR BOWLES,

His Resignation Will Necessitate a Re-
arrangement of the Corps.

Wasuaixeron, July 2ist—The reported
Tesignation from the navy of Naval Con-
stractor Bowles would necessitate the re-
arrangement of officers of the Constructors’
“Corps. This is a duty the performance of
‘which would be guided by the exercise of
the political influence of the constructors
and the aporeciation of the latter's respect-
ave ability. The system of detailing con-
structors to superintenda certain work on
the Government cruisers building at pri-
vate concerns disposes of two of the eleven
constructors. Of theremaining nine Wil-
son and Hichborn are on daty at the de-
partment as Chief and Assistant Chief of
the B‘_xrenu of Construction and Repair,
respectively. The important responsible
<utside billets are the navy yvard details at
New York, where Constructor W. L. Min-
tonye is stationed: Mare Island, where
Constructor J. Feaster is on duty, and Nor-
folk, where Constructor Bowles has been
docated since 1836, It is generally conceded
that these details call Jfor men well-
snformed in the profession and combining
@ technical knowledge of sbip-building
with practical admininlrativecapacity. The
selection of officers for these places has
always been an important matter,

It islearned that Clarkson was not in-
structed to investigate this matter, but
while in San Francisto his attention was
called to it by the property-owners, know-
ipg that the Commission woeld be glad to
receive information on this vexed question.
Mr. Clarkson devoted some time to investi-
gating it. As his report will undoubtedly
g0 a long ways toward deciding the ques-
tion, his return is anxiously awaited.

PUBLIC LANDS,

A Bill Grarting Lands in Newvada for
Irrigatien Purposes. .

WasHINGTON, July 21st.—Senator Stewart
to-day introduced a bill granting public
lands in Nevada, except mineral lands, to
the State in aid of irrigation.

The Senate Committee on Public Lands
to-day ordered a favorable report on the
House bill to amend the Act of June 22,
1874. Tt extends the privileges granted by
that Act (subject to the provisions, limita-
tions and restrictions thereof) to all persons
entitled to the right of homestead or pre-
emption under the laws of the United
States, who have resided upon and im-
proved for five years the lands granted to
any railroad company, but whose entries
or filings have not for any cause been ad-
mitted to record.

DUTY ON GLASS BOTTLES,

Glass-Blowers P;unt Their Request to
the Senate Finance Committee.

WasHINGTON, July 21st.—This afternoon
the delegates to the annual Convention of
the National Glass-Blowers’ Association,
which has been in session at Baltimore,
presented to the Senate Committee on Fi-
nance a request that the duties laid by the
House bill on glass bottles be retained.
Their President said that within the past
two years there had sprung up a competi-
tion with foreign importers which the
home manufacturers could not meet. The
delegation, he said, contained no manau-
facturers; none but laborers, and they
asked the change in their interest alone.

Yellowstone Park.

WasHINGTON, July 21st.—The Secretary
of the Interior to-day received a telegram
from Captain Boutelle, Superintendent of
the Yellowstone National Park, stating
that the Great Excelsior Geyser had been
in a state of eruption since last Saturday,
the first time in two years. A column of
hot water rises from the crater into the air
for a distance of 300 feet.

Land Decision Affirmed.

WasHINGTON, July 21st.—Assistant Sec-
retary of the Interior Chandler has affirmed
the decision of the Land Commissioner of
February 12, 1889, in holding for cancella-
tion Jos. McCormick’s cash entry for cer-
tain tracts of land in Stockton, Cal., be-
cause he had exhausted his pre-emp#ion
rights.

Postoffices Discontinued,
WasaINGTON, July 21st—A new Post-
office has been established at Silver,
Okanogan county, Washington, with James
M. Byres as Postmaster.

The office at Powgeanita, Amador county,
California, and at Mineral Hill, Eureka
county, Nevada, have been orcered discon-
tinued, because not needed.
Relief Bill Reported Favorably.

WasnineTow, July 21st.—Wilson, from
the Committee on Claims, has reported
favorably Mitchell's Senate bill for the re-
lief of L. A. Davis in the sum of $14,844
for extra compensation for carrying English
mails between Olympia and Monticeilo,
Wash.

Ordered to San Francisco.
WasHINGTON, July 21st.— Commander
Louis Kempff, recently detached from the
Mare Island Navy Yard, has been ordered
as a member of the Board of Inspection at
San Francisco.

CONGRESSIONAL.

IN THE SENATE.

WASHINGTON, July 21st.—On motion of Hoar
the Select Committee on Relatioas with Canada
was euthorized to continue its investigations
during the coming recess and the next session.
‘The House bill to amend the Act of June 22,
1874, for the relief of settlers on railroad lands
was reported and placed on the calendar.
Dawes moved to proceed to the consiaeration
of the Indian appropriation bill.

Gray asked him to yield and permit the bill
to transfer the revenue marine to the naval es-
tablishment be taken up in the morning hour.
Morrill informed Dawes if he did not proceed
with the Indian appropriation bill he (Morrill)
would move to proceed with the tariff bill.
Gray remarked that the Senator from Ver-
mont could hardly expect to exclude all other
matters that might not have the extent and
magnitude of the tarifl’ bill. There was no leg-
islation that could be considered by the Senzte
during the remainder of the session that would
take the same time for its consideraiion asthe
tariff bill; and he did not think the Eerator
should proclaim at the outset that nothing eise
should be considzred

Mor:ill said it was not his purpose to antago-
nize particularly the bill of the Senator from
Delaware, but he did pot propose to ask con-
sideration of the tariff bill in opposition to any
other measure, except appropriation bills.

tiray made a motion to proeeed to the con-
sideration of the House bill to transfer the rev-
enue marine service from the Treasury to the
Navy Department. Agreed to—ayes 30, noes 23,

The Kepublicans who voted aye were : Cam-
eron, Casey, Cullom, Farwell, Frye, Ingalls,
Mitchel!, Sawyer, spooner, Teller and Wash-
burn. The Democrats who voted no were: Bates,
Cockrell, Gorman and Pugh.

The Senate then proceeded to the considera-
tion ot the House bill to transfer the revenue
marine service. The bill having been read, the
date for the appointment of the revenue marine
officers to be officers of the navy was fixed for
January 1, 1891, so that it would beof no service
in the collection of the customs revenue. The
only object of the bill was to advaunce the pay ot
officers to the extent of $121,000 a yesr, and to
have them entitled to be placed on the retired
list. These officers had not asked for the
measure.

The Senate then resumed constderation of the
tarifl bill.

Vest addressed the Senate at considerable
length in opposition to the bill, and at the close
of his speech Cockrell offered resolutions,
which were agreed to. expressing the Senate’s
regret at the announcement of the death of
Representative Walker of Missouri and for the
appointment of & committee of three Senators
to attend the funeral. Vest, Plumb and Berry
were appointed, and the Senate, as a further
mark of respect, adjourned.

IN THE HOUSE.

WAaSHINGTON, July 21st.—In his prayer in the
House this morning the chaplain feelingly al-
Inded to the death of Representative Walker of
Missouri.

The Committee on Public Lands reported a
resolution calling upon the Secretary of the In-
terior to inform tbe House by what authority
and why he has authorized and directed the
issue of patents to the Union Pacific Railway
Company for lands granted the company prior
to the payment of the debt due to the United
States from said company; that he also report
to the House the amount of land paten or
certified to each of the land-grant corporations
of the Union Pacific Railway system up to this
date. Adopted

On motion of Dockery of Missouri, by unani-
mous consent, it was ordered that the vote on
the original package bill be taken to-morrow,
and the vote on the bankruptey bi!l Thursday
morning

Dockery then officially announced the death
of Reprzsentative James P. Walker from con-
gestion of the brain at Dexter, Mo., Saturday
afteruoon, and delivered a brief eulogy.

Appropriate resoiuuo s were adopted and the
Eouse ndjourned.
