Fute of a San Franciscan Who Thought
to Pay a Joke on an Editress,

WasrINGTCON, July 28th.—A pandsomes
well-dressed young man, giving the name
of “Jack” Samuels, and his place of busi-
ness at 123 Post street, San Francisco, had
a lively experience during his brief sojourn
of twenty-four hours in this city. He
complained that Washington was a dull,
sleepy village, whereat two correspondents
on Newspaper Row suggested a plessant
diversion, and accordingly intrcduced to
his notice Mrs. Charlotte Smith, the woman
who has been annoying Mrs. Mackay.

Young Samuels conceived an idea that it
would be a fine joke to impersonate Nathan
Bijur, a detective lawyer of New York, who
had Mrs. Mackay’s case in charge, and who
recently cabled that lady that the woman
Charlotte Smith was crack-brained and
should not be heeded.

This naturally aroused the ire of Char-
lotte, and she swore out a warrant for the
arrest of Nathan Bijur, charging him with
the larceny of one aollar and certain valua-
ble papers. The existence of such a war-

WASHINGTON'S POPULATION.

The New State Estmsted to Have

340,000 People.

WasHiseron, July 28th.—Superintendent
Porter bas transmitied to Representative
Wilson of Washington an estimate of the
povulation of that Srate, based upon the
reports of the enumerators and cards not
Yet received. According to this estimation
the population is about 340,000. In bis
letter Mr. Porter says: “These postal cards
show the nsmes which the enumerators
teox each day. If there is no changein
the estimates, and the cards not yet re-
ceived hoid good, the population will be
about what is represented in the table.
You will ¢f conrse understand that it is
not in any sense an official estimate, nor is
it an estimete unon which you conld ahso-

lutely rely. [ might add, however, thst
the chance 1t the population will
exceed rath han lessen this.”

LAND DECISIONS.

Reversed hy Secretary Noble.
Wasaixeron, July 28th. -- Secretary
Noble vas reversed the decision of the

Land Commissioner of November 2, 1886,

in holding that certain land in the North
Yaquina District, Washington, on which
Lucine Wiider had made a homestead en-

iry, was excepted from the grant to the
Northern Pacific Raiiroad. The Secretary
holds that the land is within the said
grant, snd directs that Wilder's entry be
canceled

In the contest between the said company
and Leigh R. Freeman over a quarter sec
tion in the ssxme land district, involving
the same point, Freeman has relinquished
Lis claim. Tue Becretary therefore re-
“verses the action of the Commissioner in
holding that said tract is exempted from
ilie graot.

REPUBLICAN CAUCUS.

They Will Arrange Matters So as to Tire
the Democrats.

WasHaINGToN, July 28th.—The Republi-
can Senatorial caucus to-night was attended
by about thirty memberse. Senator Sber-
man presided. His statement was that the
caucus had determined to fix the hour of
mneeting of the Senate after to morrow at
10 o'clock, and continue in session as long
as possible, the tariff bill alone to be con-
sidered for several days, and then dis-
placed, for a time at least, by the river and
harbor bill. The object of this policy is to
endeavc.: to force the Democrats to show
their purpose toward the bill, whether or
not it is to be one of delay. The Republi-
cans hope to tire out the Democrats, who
are to be left to do all the talking, except
when necessary to answer some point.

The bill to transfer the revenue marine
will be postponed until after the tariff bill
is out of the way.

According to all reports the election bill
will be discussed only incidentally. There
was no announcement by any Senators
whether or not they would sapport the bill
in the Senate.

KElectric Voting Machine.

WasHINGTON, July 28th.— The House
Committe on Rules gave a hearing to John
A. Enos, an inventor, who seeks to havean
appropriation of $60,000 made to defray the
cost of installing his patent electric voting
machine in the House of Representatives.
Enos explained the workings of his ma-
chine, and brought to the attention of the
committee facts to demonstrate its proba-
ble utility and economy. He stated, for in-
stance, that during this session there bad
been over three hundred roll-calls, each
consuming thirty minutes, or an aggregate
of thirty working days. He asserted that
by the use of his machine twenty-five days
could have been saved. The committee
took the matter under advisement.

Postal Telegraph Bill.

WasHINGTON, July 28th.—At a meeting
of the Senate Committee on Postoffices and
Post Roads to-day, the postal telegraph
bill prepared at the Postoffice Department
was again considered. The proviso as to
the eleventh section was stricken out. It
was asserted by Dr. Green, President of
the Western Union Company, in his argu-
ment before the House Committee, that
the proviso would operate to shut out his
company from bidding for Government
business, and upon this being shown to
the committee to-day it was voted that the
proviso be stricken out.

Extension of Appropriations,

WasHINGTON, July 28th.—It has become
necessary, in view of the failure of Con-
gress 1o act finaily upon all the regular ap-
propriations, to provide for the further ex-
tension of appropriations on the basis of
those made last year, and Chairman Caanon
of the Appropriations Committee, has been
instructed to report to the House a suitable
joint resolution. The bills that remain un-
disposed of are the sundry civil, fortifica-
tion, Indian and District of Columbia ap-
propriation bills.

Bill to Set Aside Public Park Lands.

WasHINGTON, July 28th.—Vandever to-
day introduced a bill for the preservation
of the mammoth trees of California. For
this purpose gownship eighteen south,
range number thirty, Mount Diablo me-
ridian, is reserved and will be drawn from
settlement, cecupation and sale and dedi-
cated and set aside for a public park or
pleasure ground. Suitable rules are to be
prescribed and enforced for the protection
of trees, game, minerals and curiosities.
Appropriatiou for the Soldiers’ Home.

WasnINGTON, July 28th.—The House
this afternoon non-concurred in the Senate
amendment to the sundry civil appropria-
tion bill, increasing the appropriation for
the Soldiers’ Home at Santa Monica from
$90,000 to $117.000. The Califurnia delega-
tion hopes to have the matter fixed satis-
factorily in the conference committee.

CONGRESSIONAL.,

IN THE SENATE.

WASHINGTON, July 28th.—The Senate bill to
pension &ll the surviving officers and men of
Powel!'s batialion of Missourl Mounted Volun-
teers, raised during the war with Mexico, was
passed.

Aldrich offered a resolution fixing the daily
hour ot meeting at 11 A, M.

Ingalls sugeested an understanding that the
business of the morning hour saall be cousid-
ered ¢ osed at 1 o'clock.

Allison did not wish it implied that the Sen-
ate would devote two hours a day to morning
business,

Ingalls said he did wish just such an implica-
tion. Assoon as the tariff bill, the appropria-
tion bills and the election bill had passed, Con-
gress would undoubtedly adjourn promptly;
therefore, whatever was to be done between
now and the time of adjournment, in considera-
tion of measures on the calendar, would have
to be done in the morning hour. There were
several hundred bills on the calendar entitied
to consideration.

Cockrell asked what was the use of the Senate
passing bills when the distinguished gentleman
in charge of the House did pot give any atten-
tion w them. There were now on the caendar
of tne Houte hundreds and hundreds of biils
pessed by the Senate and no attention paid to
ihem. Among them wasa bill refunding the
direct tax, also two bills recently passed,and re
garded on the other side of the Chamber as very
Important measures, the shipping bills, and
they were being left to ‘‘sleep the sleep that
knows no waking ”’

Hawley did not agree with Cockrell. He
wanted his own ammunpition in order, so he
could go home with a clear record.

The resolution as to meeting at 11 was sgreed
to, with the understanding that the Senate shall
adjourn at €.

Aldrich moved to proceed tothe consideration
of the tariff bill. ‘1hat motion was antagonized
by Gray to procéed to the consideration of the
House bill for the trans‘er of the Revenue Ma-
rine to the Navy Department. The latter mo-
tion was agreed to—ayes 26, noes 25.

Cockrell continued his argument in oppo-
sition to the bill He nad mot concluded this
speech when, at 2 o'clock, the presiding officer
laid betore the Senate the tariff bill as unfin-
ished business

Gray moved to continue the consideration of
the revenue marine bill.

Frye said the friends of the revenue biil had
occupied but an hour and a half upon it, all the
rest of the time it was as evident to the Senate
as if the purpose had been announced, that the
time bad been occupied for the purpose of pre-
venting a vote on the measure. That only indi-
cated (what he believed in) the necessity of the
previous question in the Senate of some way to
stop debate; of some way to prevent the Senator
from getting up every morning for three or tour
mornings in succession and reading from the
report of a clerk in the Treasury Department
Why should not a vote be taken on the bill? 1If
there is a majority of the Senators in favor of it,
why shoula it not be permitted to say so? The
Senator from Ohio (sherman) had made four
speeches upon the bill, and in the course of
them read the same idectical articles which
the Senator from Missouri had occupied the
last three mormings in reading.

Finally Gray's motion was rejected—ayes 14,
noes 34.

The tariff bill was taken up and Vest ad-
dressed the Senate in tépposnion w0 it. The ad-
vocates of high tariff’ taxation, he said. were
contronted by a great peril. Depression in the

A GREAT ENTERPRISE.

The American River Lumber and Water
Company Getting Under Way.
| Folsom Telegraph, July 26th.]

Colonel George W.Cummings was in
town on Sunday last, looking after his
business interests here. He looks hale and
hearty, and is head over heels in work.
His camps are lively places. He has two
mills in operation—a wooa and saw-mill.
The saw-mill has a capacity of about 15,000
feet a dzy. The saw-mill was shipped on
the 3d day of July from San Francisco, and
on the 15th of the same month cut the
first log. The mill, it wiil be seen, was in
working order within twelve days, includ-
ing the day of shipment and delivery.

This is probably the quicket work in the
saw-mill line of equal magnitude ever
done in the State, and the Colonel feels
proud of the achievement. The road over
which the machinery was moved is known
as the Mosquito grade. Itdescends into the
canyon of the south fork of the American
river, and crossing a suspension bridge,
which bobs up at one end as the load enters
on the other, then climbs the opposite side
of the canyon to a hight of 1,200 feet.

The road is of the zigzag order. In mak-
ing the turns with the heavily loaded
wagons it was necessary to jack-screw the
rear end in one direction and the front
wheels in the other, while taking the load
up the grade by means of ropes and pul-
leys. The capacity of the wood-mill is
forty cords a day. A chute, halfa mile
long, with a descent of 980 feet in that dis-
tance, is used for taking wood te the river.

The Colonel is waiting for the lower
stages of the river before diiving the wood
down to the boom. When they start send-
ing the wood down here one thousand
cords will be sent at ome time, orata
drive, as it is called by the lumber men.
The logs are hauled to the head of the
chute, where they are cut into four-foot
lengths by the use of a lightning drag-
saw, and as fast as the plots are split, the
wood is thrown into the chute.

The chute is V shape, and buiit of plank
one and a haif inch thick, lined with oak
an inch thick. The wood goes like a shot
out of a gun down the chute. That this is
literally true is proven by an instantaneous
photograph which we saw, and which was
taken when the wood was coming down.
The only resemblance to the stick of wood
as it leaves the lower end of the chute is
a long white streak,

There are thirty-two men employed in
the lumbering operations—twenty in the
wood camp and ten in the sawmill. The
sawmill camp is about a mile west of
the wood camp, which is about twelve
miles from Piacerville. At the sawmill
there is also a chute three-quarters of a
mile long, having the same perpendicular
drop as the wood chute. This sawmill
chute is designed to carry the railroad ties
and like products to the river, down which
they will be floated to the boom at this
place.

The Colonel says the men who went with
him from Folsom are all well, and that in
a short time more men will be stationed at
the boom here to look out for the wood and
timber that will be sent down.
