COLD-BLOODED MURDER.

C.Land Bin Wife Inveigled from
Dome and Shot Dead.

Otsterville (Wash). July 31st—What
gives promise of being the most 3ensitional
murder case in Jhe history of Washington
is now in program in the Superior Court.
John Edwards, Edward Gibbons, John B.
Rose and John Rose are being tried forthe
murder of J. F. Frederickson and wife in
Pacific county January last.

The Court began work Tuesday of im-
paneling b jury, which was completed the
same day. "It was arranged that the de-
fendants should be tried in the following
order: Edwards first. Gibbons second, John
B. Rose ihiiiland George Rose last.

The Court-Toom was packed when the
case against Edwards was called yesterday.
After the case had been opened, George
Rose, one of the defendants, was called to
the witness-eland, and related the follow-
ing story oi the crime:

On the ni.irning of January 30th the de-
fendants got Frederlckflon to go with them
to look ai tr same cattle. While walking
along a trail, half a mil? from the house,
Gibbons said: "Lock here, Frederickson."
Fredericks >n turned, and Gibbons, who
was carrying a shotgun, raised it lo his
shoulder e.:.d fired in Frederiobson's face.
The cartri.;i,'e was loaded with No. 1 or B
shot. Fre-Jtrickson fell dead without ut-
tering a word. Before burying him John
B Rose lo k all of the money out of bis
packets, $68 or jv>li, and divided it among
the other defendants. The body wa3 then
buried wLu -c it fell. The defendant then
returned ;o John B Rose's house. John
B. Rose and Edwards went to Frederick-
son's houst1 pud by some excuse brought
Mrs. Frederickson to Rose's house. When
Dear the p;g pen Sd wards raised a rifle
and shot Mrs. Frederickson through the
bead, killms: her itstantly. A grave two
and a half feet deep was then dug and the
murdered woman placed in it.

Young Kite's testimony was contra-
dicted iirst by his confessions, but he gave
as a reason that he[had been instructed by
his counsel at that time to make a differ-
ent statement, in order that the people
would not know what he would testify to.
Also, that he did not wish to implicate his
father. On cross-examination, he ad-
hered clearly to his story, denying that he
assaulted the woman.

The defense willendeavor to prove that
George alone committed the murder, and
that he first assaulted the woman, break-
ing her arm in the struggle.

A MANIAC'S DKATH.

Strangled by His Cellmate Until Life
was Extinct.

Stockton, July 31st.—Charles D. Green,
an inmate of the State Insane Asylum,
aged 26 years, was strangled to death last
night by his crazy cellmate, a Portuguese
named Frank Cure. Nothing was known
of toe tragedy until the cell was opened
this morning, when Cure walked out
quietly. As (jreen did not appear, an at-
tendant went into the room and saw the
patient in bed with the covering drawn
over his head. Removing the blankets the
attendant saw at once that Green was
dead.

As it is a common occurrence to find pa-
tients dead, nothing was thought of the
matter tillafter the body had been taken
to the Morgue to be prepared for burial.
Dark lines were seen on the throat and the
doctors were called in to examine the
body. Marks of fiogers could be seen on
the man's throat, and on his lips was the
foam that issued from his mouth in the
agony of strangulation.

The Portuguese was asked about the
death of his cellmate, but would only
nnswer by nods. Finally he said that
Green died at 10 o'clock. In response to
further questions, Care answered: "la he
dead ?" "Isn't he better ?"

The Portuguese is a large, muscular
man, but his anus were fastened to iron
wristlets attached to a strong belt about his
\u25a0waist. He was suspected of a snici ial
mania, and to prevent him from injuring
himself his am;? were constantly
strapped close ti> his body. It is supposed
that the PorHisu.-se sprang upon his vic-
tim during the Dight and seizing him by
the throat held him with a mad man's
strength tilllife was extinct.

Green was sent to the asylum from this
city in 18H4. H:s lather, Alouz > Green,
then resided in Antioch, but is now a resi-
dent of Oakland. Cure was admitted to
the asylum from this city in ISSii. They
"were cell-mat*-= far a year and a half and
never before had any trouble.

THE GREAT BLITHE CASE.

Judge CoiiVv Heuderg a Decision in Fa-

vor of Florence Blythe.

Bak Francisco. Juiv 31st.— The great
Blythe case, the trial of which commenced
before Judg^ Ooffey in Department 9 of
the Superior Court on July 15, 138!), is at
last ended so far as the Superior Court is
concerned, and the decision of the long
pending struggle was rendered at 9 o'clock
this morning.

This is one of the most celebrated cases
that h»9 ever ocrapiad the attention of a
Court of justice, ar.d as far as the conflict
of claims go, tbe most intricate. Tnere is
only one case in the legal history of the
world which consumed such a long time in
the trial, and that was the famous Tich-
bourne will case which so long worried the
Courts of 1

FIRE AT BED BLUFF.

Twenty Thousand Dollars' Worth of
Property Destroyed.

Red Bluff, July 31st.—A fire last night'
which destroyed $20,000 worth of property
started in Baird's saloon and bowlice-
alley on Washington street, between Wal-
nut and Pine. The flames extended to
Trublood's blacksmith shop, Mrs. Baird's
lodging-house and P. C. Crumbaugh's two-
story dwelling, barn and woodshed. The
tire spread to the Sentinel office, which was
burned up with all in it, also Mrs. Town-
send's woodshed, stable, etc., all in the
same block. Winter's smoke-house was
also burned. The cause of the fire is not
known.

The estimated loss is : Crumbaueh, $10,-

--000; Trublood, $1,000: Adam Steif, $2 000;
Sentinel office, $5,500; Mrs. Townsend,
$1,500; other losses, $500. The Sentinel
office was insured with M. R. Hook's
agency for $3,000. Crumbaugh was purtly
insured. There was no insurance on ihe
other property.

CHAMBER OF COMMERCE.

Resolution Indorsing Secretary Blame'
Reciprocity Policy.

San Francisco, July 31st.—The Cham-
ber of Commerce adopted a resolution this
afternoon declaring that:

WBXEEAS, The Chamber desires the adoption
ot a policy calcinated to develop the trades and
i!;ilustriesf<pf the FaciSc Coast, as well asol" the
entire republic, by securing forour prnluce the
control of our adjunct markets; therefore,

Besotved, That in view of the conßideimtion of
this question in connection with the tariffbill
before the Senate, the Chamber is strongly in
favor ofa commercial reciprocity as embodied in
a Utter received Jii"y2ith by eeuator\villiam
P. Frye of Maine, from Hon. James G. Blame,
Secretary of State, and the Chamber requests
the Pacific Coast delegates in Congiess to give it
their unanimous support.

Seriously Stabbed.
Uriah (Cal.i, July 31st.—Paniculars

have been received here of a caning scrape
which occurred in Round valley, in this
county, last week. One Harry Weaver
seriously cut Doc Anderson in the ab-
domen "wilh a pocket-knife. Anderson is
not exppcted to live. Anderson's wife
claimed that Weaver had insulted her.
Weaver denied the charge, but nevertheless
Anderson got bis pistol acd went for him.
Weaver retreated into a saloon, Anderson
following, whereupon he (Weaver) drew a
pocket-kn;fe and cut Anderson in the
stomach. Weaver bad a heariug before
Justice Whitney, and was discharged.

Oregon Salmon Fisheries.
Portland, July Slst.—The salmon fish-

ing season on the Oregon shore closes to-
morrow. The Washington State law al-
lows fishing to continue ten days longer,
but it is doubtful whether any more will
be caught, and by Saturday the canneries
on both sides of the river will probably be
closed.

The Oregon Fish Commissioners esti-
mate tbe season's pack at from 383,000 to
390,000 cases of Chinook salmon. Last
year's pack amounted to 383,000 cases.

Ice B'actory Burned.
Seattle, July 31st.—The ice factory at

Yesler, belonging to the Seattle Ice Com-
pany, was burned this morning. The
building and plant are a total loss. Loss,
about $fiO.OOO, with a small insurance. The
factory had a capacity of forty tons of ice
per day. Tbe building was owned by W.
B. Bushnell of Tacoma. It is not known
how the fire originated.

Opiuui Seizure.
Portland (Or.). July 31st.—The Customs

officers recovered 135 tael cans of opium
to-day, valued at $t>so. The opium was
found concealed in a sofa and spring mat-
tress, which were among the cargo of the
Canadian Pacific steamer Danube. Both
articles of furniture were consigned to
William Grant.

House and Barn Burned.
Grass Valley, July 31st. —Last nieht

Joseph Silva's house and barn were burned,
with a total loss of all the contents. The
property was located at Rough and Ready,
four miles west of this place. An idiot son
of Silva's set fire to the the barn to see it
burn, and the flames caught the house.

C. P. Huntington'g Return.
San Francisco. July 31st.—It has been

learned that C. P. Huntington would ar-
rive here lrom New York during the second
week in August instead of September,
which was the time fised for another visit
to the coast before bis departure for the
East.

Residence Burned.
I'kiah, July 31st —The residence of

Amos Snuffiu was destroyed by fire last
evening. The occupants barely escaptd
with their lives. The house and contents
were a total loss, nothing whatever b°ing
saved. The loss amounts to about $3,000;
insurance, $1,900.

O. A. R. Encampment.
San Diego (Cal.), July 31st —The annual

encampment of the Seventh Inspection
District of the G. A. R. was inaugurated
at Coronado beach to-day, about 8,000
members being present.

Hotel Burned.
Newman (Cal.), July ,Jlat.—To-day a fire

destroyed the Dutch Corner's Hotel, about
half a mile northeast of Newman. Loss,
$5,000: insured for $1500. The property
belonged to Mrs. Caroline Gyser.

Held Without Bail.
Fresno, July 31st.—Joseph L. Stillman,

the slayer of J. D. Fiske, was today held
for trial without bail. The feeling against
Slillinan is very bitter, and the jail is
guarded against mob violence.

San Bernardiuo Republicans.

Republican Convention to-day nominated
delegates to the State Convention.
