The Sacramento baseball teamn took a
double jump up the championship ladder
yesterday. In the morning they went to
Stockton and defeated the Slough City
boys, and then bringing the defeated club
up to Sacrantento cruelly beat them again-

A prettier game than that played at
Snowflake Park yesterday afternoon has
not been seen in many a day. Both the
Stocktons and Sacramentos were ‘‘full of
ginger,” to use the popular phrase, and the
game was not won until the ninth inning
Was over.

Roscce Coughlin pitched for the home
nine, while Kilroy was in the box for the
visitors. Both twirlers were effective, but
Coughlin carried off the honors. Only
three hits were received off his delivery by
the BStocktons, while Kilroy was batted
safely eight times.

Neither side scored in the first or second
innings, but in the third Sacramento tallied
twice. Stockton scored one in the fourth.

Nothing more was done by either side then
until the seventh inning, when Stockton
tallied again, anc tied the score.

Neither side scored in the eighth.

It began to look like an extra-inning
game, a8 both pitchers were now at their
very best, and hits were as scarce as hens’
teeth.

But Sacramento is noted for its heavy
finishes, and yesterday’s finish was of the
most sensational order. Bowman was first
to bat, and the first ball he struck at he
missed so badly that the crowd langhed at
him. Tbe echo of the last laugh was just
dving away when Bowman swung his bat
again. It was not the atmosphere that he
pounded this time. There was a bang, and
then for almost ten seconds the crowd
stood up and watched a hittle speck which
could just be discerned in the eastern sky.
Bowman didn't stop to watch it, though.
On the contrary, he dropped his bat and
sped around the bases like a frightened
deer. By the time he reached the home-
plate the ball was just bounding into the
infield.

Baseball Notes.

The Sacramento management is the re-
cipient of an offer from the directors of the
Stockton club for the purchase of Harper.

Shelley’s contemptucus remarks about
Harper when the season opened. At that
time be chided the Sacramento manage-
ment for having gotten an elephant on
their hands, and congratulated his team in
having such a “pudding’”’ as Harper to face.
He wanted to wager that Harper's record
at the end of the season would not hold a
candle to that of Chase. Chase only lasted
a few games with the Stocktons, while
Harper is pitching championship ball. Mr.
Shelley has evidently changed his mind a
little, and is no doubt now congratulating
himself that no one picked up his wager.

The following appeared in the last issue
of the San Francisco Breeder and Sportsman:
“Young McHale's fielding is creating
considerable favorable comment in base-
ball circles. This young man’s work in
the right garden has been most meritor-
ious and his stick work ison a par with
his almost] phenomenal, fielding. Mac
lacks a little judgment in running bases,
but under the mentorship of the efficient
Stapleton he will soon brighten in this
important department. As it is, he is con-
ceded to be the greatest right fielder in the
league, and bids fair to be one of the
most successtul of California’s many star
players.”

THE LICENSE LAW.

A Nice Point Decided by the Supreme
Court.

The Supreme Court on Saturday filed an
opinion in the habeas corpus case of Henry
Christiansen of San Francisco, which opin-
ion involves some points that may be of
interest to the authorities of this city.

The petitioner was arrested for carrying
on a retail liquor business in that city
without a license under ordinance 1589, as
amended by ordinance 1845 of tne Board

of Supervisors. Among other things, the
ordinance provides that no license shall be
issued by the License Collector without
the consent of a majority of the Police
Commission, or on failure to obtain such
majority the appiicant must have the con-
sent of at least twelve property-owners re-
siding on the block where it is proposed to
carry on the business.

The petitioner’s license had been re-
voked by the Police Commission on com-
plaint that ha kept a disorderly and noisy
house, and, failing to obtain a majority of
the Police Commissioners to support his
application for a new license, he attempted
to avail himself of the alternative provided
by the ordinance of obtaining the consent
of twelve property-owners on his block.

He succeeded in getting all there were,
but the number was only eleven, or one
short of the requisite and the Collector re-
fusing to issue a license, he continues to do
business without one. He contended that
the ordinance was in conflict with the Con-
stitution of the United States and of the
State, and also in conflict with the general
laws of the State. The appellate Court,
however, differed from him, and decided
adversely to his contention on the points
named, together with other minor points,
and remands him to the custody of the
Chief of Pulice.

There are now two cases on appeal here
from the judgment of the Police Court,
which found the defendants (Peter Rossi
and B. A. Trapp) guilty of conducting
their saloons after the City Trustees had
revoked their licenses. The various points
at issue in the Sacramento cases differ
from those of the one decided by the Su-
preme Court, but the principle involved is
the same.

THE OLD STORY.

A Dive—A Female Denizen Therecof—A
Fool and His Money.

A railroad brakeman started out Satur-
day night, with $31 in an inside pocket, to
take in the sights, In his ramblings he
fell in with a female manipulator of the
beer-mug in a down-town place. He was
sufliciently “lash” to imagine that she was
the most bewitching creature that ever
traveled without wings, and parted com-
pany with her only when she told him to
wait for her, that she would soon be back.

She did not return, however, and when
bhe came to consult his purse he found it
empty. This 1s the story he told the police,
and the woman was arrested on a charge of
grand larceny, he alleging that she had
stolen his bard-earned cash.

The brakeman will now go to work and
earn another pocketful of money, which
will probably do him just about as much
good as that which ne lost. In the lan-
guage of the dime novel, “such is life in
the far West.”

MYSTIC SHRIRE.

MECCA TEMPLE WILL ARRIVE FROM
NEW YORK TO-DAY.

A Reception and Banquet Will be Ten-
dered by the Sacramento
Shriaers.

Mecca Temple of the Nobles of the Mys-
tic Shrine will arrive in this city from New
York this moreing at about 8 o'clock on
the Oregon express. The Temple is on its
way to San Francisco, where considerable
preparations are going on for its reception
by Islam Temple. A delegation from the
latter Temple will arrive here at noon to-
day to escort the visitors to the metropolis.

A reception will be tendered the visitors
upon their arrival in this city this morn-
ing. A committee of three, consisting of
William Johnston, W. D. Knights and J-
E. Mills, left Friday night for Dunsmuir,
where they joined the visitors and are ac-
companying them down.

At 9 o'clock a committee provided with
vehicles will call at the depot and take the

guests out for a ride about the city, show-
ing the various points of interest. At 11
o'clock they will be taken to Masonic Hall,
where a banquet will be in waiting. The
visitors will then be turned over to the
San Francisco delegation.

There are eighty Nobles and forty ladies
in the party.

The week will be taken up in San Fran-
cisco with a continued round of festivities.
This evening there will be a gather-
ing of Nobles in the Palace Hotel court, a
concert by the Palace band and greetings
will be exchanged. On Thursday night
there will be a reception at the Palace. On
Wednesday there will be an excursion to
the big trees of Santa Croz. On Thursday
Golden Gate Park and the Cliff House will
be visited. and at night there will be a the-
ater party at the California, followed by a
banquet. Friday will be devoted to Oak-
land, the Athens of the Pacific, and a bay
excursion will be made on Saturday.

A member of Islam Temple of San Fran-
cisco, who was in the city last evening,
waiting for the arrival of the visitors, told
a reporter that that Temple had prepared a
handsome and costly souvenir jewel, which
will be presented to the visiting Ncbles
and their ladies. It consists of a solid
silver scimeter, two inches in length.
Across the blade is the emblematic sphinx’s
head in gold and three colors of enamel,
surmounted by the star and crescent, and
containing the words, “Islam—>Mecca,
1890,” while on the blade is engraved ‘‘San
Francisco.”

JULY WEATHER.

Bignal Service Review for the Month
Just Passed.

The Signal Service Bureau, division of
the Pacific, reports the following compar-
ison from Pacific Coast points for July:

During the month of July the weather
in the Pacific Coast States has not been
characterized by unusaal conditions. The
rainfall has been below the normal atall

stations, except San Franclsco, where the
increase amounts to 0.02 inches. The defi-
ciency ranged from a “‘trace’” at Red Bluff
and Los Anegeles, California, to 0 74 inches
a! Spokane Falls, Washington. No rainfali
was reported from southern California dur-
ing the month. Rain feli on five days
at Yumsa, bat in amounts too small to
measure. 2

In northern California rain fell at San
Francisco on the 8th, Eareka on the 8th
and 20th,and amounts too small to measure
at Keeler on the 20th and 21st.

In Oregon the rainfall was confined to
the northern portion of the State, and in
Washington to the southern and extreme
eastern portions,

The heaviest monthly rainfall for the
month of July (1.64 inches) occurred at
Fort Canby, Washington. The heaviest
daily rainfall (0.54 inches) occurred at Fort
Canby on the 9tb.

The temperature has been above the
normal at all stations, except Red Bluff,
Portland and Olympia, where it has re-
mained stationary. The increase has
varied from about one degree at Fort
Canby and Spokane Falls to nine degrees
at Los Angeles.

It is important to note in connection
with these remarks that the reports from
Signal Service stations furnish daia from
which general estimates of weather con-
ditions are made. Therefore, thisreview,
in its brief summarization of the events of
the month, cannot take account of peculiar
local effects. Reports from a greater num-
ber of stations would necesssarily bring to
light peculiar circumstances of rainfall and
temperature, which are rather to be ex-
pected in a region so subject to local
peculiarities as the Pacific coast States.

SWIMMING BATHS.

Success Practically Assured—
81‘?.,'000 Already Subscribed.

A gentleman feeling an interest in the
establishment of swimming baths here
goes to San Francisco and Alameda this
morning to ascertain facts concerning the
cost of such institutions that will tend to
enlighten the meeting to b% held Friday
evening next. :

The Soliciting Committee has now about

$12000 of the necessary stock subscribed
and three or four propositions to report of
plans and sites.

The committee has during its canvass be-
come thoroughly convinced of three things:
that there is unanimous desire for the in-
stitution ; that it will pay when established,
no matter where located, if within the city
limits and fifteen minutes’ ride from the
city front; that there are about one-fourth
as many ideas concerning what the baths
should be and where they should be as
there are people, but all of them will be
reconciled if the baths are once begun.

The committee has called upon some
fifty citizens able to take stock who bave
promised to respond, but who have not yet
done so0, and it requests it to be stated that
it expects those gentlemen to inform it by
mail before Thursday what their decision
is, and not necessitate further calls. It
trusts that those who have promised will
attend to the matter, that the committes
may report fully to the meeting of sub-
scribers soon to be held.

PROTECTION FOR LOWLANDS.

Another Meeting ot Land-Owners at Oak
Hall on Thursday.

There will be another meeting of owners
of lands along the river between this city
and Freeport held at Oak Hall on Thurs-
dey next at 2 o’clock p. M. The committee,
including the County Surveyor, who made
an examination of the levee last week, will
then submit its report on the necessary im-
provements and repairs to the levees and
an estimate of the probabie cost of the
same.

1t is expected that immportant action will
be taken at the meeting for the formation
of some plan for reclaiming the fertile
lands that are now subject to overflow irom
the winter's raipns, and it is desirable that
all land-owners affected shall attend the
meeting.

River Inspection.

Reed of Auburn, C. E. Grunsky of San
Francisco and J. J. Crawford of Placerville,
will inspect the Sacramento river from this
city to its mouth, and will take the South-
ern Pacific Company’s regular steamer.
